Body cf Private Eugene Waod-
rew, Whe Gave up Life in War

The body of Private Eugene E. Wood-
row, son of Mr, and Mrs. V. J. Wood-
row of 61 Market Place, West St. John,
is to be brought home very soon. Pri-
vate Woodrow died in a hospital in
Cambridge, England, on Nov. 1, as a re-
sult of injuries sustained from a shell
explosion in France on Sept. 16. Througn
special permission the body was recently
disinterred and is being sent home for
burial.

Private Woodrow joined No. 5 Army
Service Corps at the age of seventeen.
Although the youngest member in his
unit he was twice awarded prizes for
having his horse and harness looking the
best of any in the corps. After serving
in France for seventeen months he sus-
tained injuries which caused his death
as the result of an accident; a bomb
exploding and killing three of his com-
panions and seriously injuring himself.
