Spouts of smoke and dust rose to a 
height of 200 feet and what looked like 
the bodies of men, or sections of tim­
bers, were tossed about.
Germans Suffering.

Rotterdam, Aug. 26—New York cable) 
—Carl Wagner, in the Kolnische Zeitung, 
describing the horrors to which the Ger­
man troops are subjected on the Somme 
front by the French and British artillery 
fire, says that the Germans, having been 
forced by the first sweep of the Somme 
offensive to give up their girdle of 
strongly bui^t forts, are now holding to a 
line of positions consisting only of a 
chain of shell holes.

“What is to be seen now,” he writes, 
“is only that which we have been able 
to create In haste, under the fearful bom­
bardment of both British and French. 
The men crouch immovable in these shell 
holes, with no cover from sun and rain 
and not the slightest protection against 
the shells, dropping like a torrent from 
straight above.

“The men lie in these pits in the most 
fearful confusion with the wounded, who 
cannot be taken away until the approach 
of night, and with the dead, wh 
not be buried at all. In the August 
heat the bodies began to decay quick­
ly. Unceasingly the enemy strews the 
country with shrapnel and blows it up 
with heavy shells. When the attack be­
gins the terrors of these pits are beyond 
description. Like to fire rain upon Go­
morrah the drum fire of the enemy comes 
down from Heaven.”

Berwick, NA, Aug. 28.—Dominion 

Fruit Inspector George H. Vroom of 
Middleton, has just completed a careful 
survey of the apple producing district 
of the province. He was In Berwick yes­
terday and made this statement:

“Lest year 596,000 barrels of apples 
were marketed. We estimated another 
20,000 barrels eveported or canned, ■ 
total of 61»,000 barrels. I know that 
there is a feeling that we cannot reach 
these figures this year. Some predict 
that we will not have more than three 
hundred thousand barrels. My 
is, after having been practically 
the counties of Kings, Annapolis and 
Hants, that there will be as many bar­
rels of apples marketed this year as there 
were last year. Apples this year are at 
better quality then last year. There 
will therefore be a larger percentage fit 
to pack. I will admit that there do not 
seem to be as many apples on the trees 
this year as there were last, but tbs 
quality will make the difference.”

A. E. McMahon, general manager of 
the United Fruit Companies, does net 
think the total will be half a million 
barrels.

Attending the United Fruit Companies 
meeting were delegates from every cor­
ner of the thred counties and all were 
agreed that the quality of the fruit this 
year excels that of last year. This has 
been a year which has demonstrated 
that the well cared for orchards can al­
ways be depended upon for a yield. The 
big shortage this year is from orchards 
that have been more or less neglected.

The importance of the home markets 
Is receiving attention. In the days gone 
by (and to some extent at present) there 
has been a feeling that “anything is 
good enough for the Halifax market and 
for other towns in the province.” The 
people of the home towns have always 
felt and not without reason that they 
were imposed upon by the apple grow­
ers. This year will ire some splendid 
fruit go into the home markets.

Commissioner to Put Inspector* at 
Werk on Monday ta Caver 
City — Using 11,000,000 Gal­
lons a Day

■
It is doubtful if there are a dozen peo­

ple in St. John who realize that more 
than 1 l,000,000gallons of water are used 
—some wasted—daily. These figures 
were given out this morning by Commis- 
gioner Wigmore of the Water and Sewer­
age Department, who, in company with 
Engineer Goldsmith, hydraulic expert 
from New York, has been making tests 
for the last week.

At twelve o’clock last night Commis­
sioner Wigmore and Engineer Gold­
smith went to the Marsh bridge, and 
although at that time the supply used 
should have been at its minimum, they 
found it was still averaging about 11,- 
000,000 gallons: Commissioner Wigmore 
said that this would mean 800 gallons 
are being used for every man, woman 
and child in the city, which is the larg­
est consumption on record. In London, 
he said, the per capita is about twenty- 
four gallons, apd in Boston less than 100 
gallons.

Prior to the installation of meters in 
Boston, the average per capita was 200 
gallons, which was diminished one hun­
dred per cent, and as a result saved 
the city an expenditure of $400,000 for 
at least thirty years.

Commissioner Wigimore is convinced 
that there is a large waste in the city 
and hopes to put a stop to it. He said 
there were between 6,000 and 7,000 ser­
vice pipes in the city, and attached to 
these are, on an average, sftc or seven 
taps. Many of these are either left open 
and the water allowed to run at full 
force, or else there is defective plumb- 
inb. Commencing on Monday morning 
he intends to put inspectors at work ex­
amining pipes, taps, etc., and will force 
landlords and owners of private resi­
dences to put them in good order.

“It is the citizens' money which is be­
ing expended, and they should co-oper­
ate with me," said the commissioner, “in 
an endeavor to diminish this waste. If 
this large consumption continues, it will 
mean additional expepdtture and the city 
is not in a position at the present time 
to mak* it.”

He explained that an inch stream of 
water at thirty pounds pressure would 
consume 8,225 gallons an hour, and as 
there is nearly 100 pounds pressure in 
the city, the amount would be much 
greater. A stream the sixteenth part of 
an inch would give sixteen gallons an 
hour, and a stream the sixty-fourth part 
of an inch, two and a half gallons.

These figures, said Commissioner Wig­
more, should make thé citizens realize 
that there is a large waste. The con­
sumption must be reduced, he said, and 
he was determined that it si ould be be­
fore winter sets in.

SERGT. OF 26TH KILLED 
WHILE TENDING COMRADE

Was Bandaging Wounds When 
Shell Burst Near Them—Tri­
bute From Lieutenant

How Sergt. Harry Spare, of the 26th 

Battalion, was killed while fighting with 
the 26th Battalion at the front is told in 

letter forwarded to Sergt. Shoemaker 
R. W. Gregory, of the 286th Battalion 
Fredericton. Sergt. Spare was a resident 
of Fredericton for several years previous 
to enlisting for overseas services- Lieut. 
J. Ward, in writing of this gallant sj»- 
dice's death, says:—

“You will, I am sure, like to know 
that Sergt. Spare’s death occurred during 
one of the very heaviest bombardments 
ever this war has seen. The last time 

I I saw him alive was when he was foand- 
! aging a wounded man, who was lying oh 
! a raised bag just above the trench, and 

’I there, exposed to the flying shrapnel,
' Sergt. Spare was carrying on his work 
as calmly 'and unconcernedly as pos­
sible.- I stayed with him a few min­
utes, and then passed on up the trench 
■in the course of my duty.

“When I re-passed the spot again 
about an hour later, the body of Sergt. 

1 Spare and three of his comrades lay on 
the raised bag I mentioned earlier. His 
face was very quiet and peaceful, with­
out a sign of pain or shock. From the 
nature*?? his wounds it was evident that 
his death had been instantaneous, and 
he never could have known that he was 
hurt It appears that after dressing the 
wounded man with whom I saw him 
busy, he came down into the bottom of 
the trench, where the men were crouch­
ing, and a little while later, a shell burst­
ing in the trench, killed him and two of 
his companions. He had such a death 
that a soldier would choose if death must

Arriving there eurl.v in 
January, he immediately enlisted in Am­
erican Ambulance Corps and has lien 
in continuous service at the front ever 
since.

“Mrs. McMonagle is at present in Par­
is. The young man’,: father was Dr. 
Beverly McMonagle, a prominent sur­
geon of this city, who died several years 
ago.”

' “Of Sergt. Spare I can say that his 
life was one of self-sacrifice and devo­
tion to duty. He carried self-forgetful­
ness to a degree rarely found. During 
the last seven months I have seen him 
at work under all conditions and my 
admiration for his character has grown 
steadily with greater knowledge. His 
patience, self-control and utter self-abne­
gation were remarkable. On working 
parties, where hours of Waiting ,'n the 
rain, followed by long marches through 
blackness and mud in the trenches, when 
things were warmest in camp, when he 
gave his time to instructional work, in 
such and every case he gave of his best. 
More than this no man can do, and at 
last he gave his life. Greater love tl.an 
this hath no man. It was my duty to 
look through the papers found in Sergt. 
Spare’s pockets and you mare care to 
know that he had kept many letters 
from his mother and yourself.
