“REPUBLIC NOT
GOD'S COURSE FOR
-~ SOUTH- AFRICA"

Premier Smuts Appeal For Aband-
enment of Mevement

~ WOULD BE FATAL TO BOERS

Free in The Britsh Empire—
" Could Not Change The Con-
stitution Without Bloed and Tears

—An Eloquent Speech

Cape Town, Sept. 29—(Reuter’s)—
Speaking at Carnarvon, Premier Smuts
strongly appealed for the abandonment
of the republican movement. He pointed
out that he bad fought to the bitter end
for the Transvaal republic, but at
Vereeniging he and other Boer leaders
recognized that the course of a republic
was not God’s course for South Africa,
and must result in the tearing asunder of
various sections of the white population.
He was deeply convinced that a repub-
lic in the future, however glorious it
might appear to be, would be equally as
fatal as in the past, when no single na-
tion put a hand to help the Boer repub-
cs.
General Smuts said his view of the
British Empire was an alliance of which
the king was the bond. “Under this al-
liance we keep together, protect and help
each other, financially, with advice and
otherwise, each according to his own
light. That is the right conception and
the one which triumphed in the councils
at Paris. You do not need to have a re-
public to be free. You are free in the
British Empire.” (Cheers.)

“It was said if we are a free people
we are allowed to secede,” but General
Smuts jmaintained fhat the congtitution
which was framed by their wisest lead-
ers did not allow them to secede. More-
over, General Smuts said he felt they
could not chapge the. comstitution with=.
out blood and tears. They could only
change the king for a republic by revolu-
tion. South Africa would then be a
ruined country. The Afrikander people
must again come off worst. “Do not let
us run after delusions,” he appealed, say-
ing it seemed to him that the nationalist
leaders were still animated by the spirit
which he deplored. But that did not de-
ter him ‘from doing his wtmost to revive
the spirit which had brought about the
nnjon‘” L 4

The Australian house of representat-
jves has passed the so-called Nauru ar-
rangement providing that the control of
the former German islands in the Pacific,
south of the equator, shall pass to Aus-
tralia, and New Zealand and those north
of the equator to Japan.

An official return just issued shows
 that British warships lost during the
war numbered 254, including thirteen
battleships, three battle cruisers, thir-
teen cruisers, six light cruisers, sixty-
four destroyers and fifty-four submar-
ines. Auxiliaries lost during the war
totalled 815, including 244 colliers and
246 trawlers.

WOULD DOUBLE GOS
OF COAL TO CONSUMER

Washington, Sept. 28—The present cost
of coal to the consumer will be doubled
if demands formulated by the United
Mine Workers are allowed, a statement
issued yesterday by the National Coal
Association declared. The estimate of
the effect of the demands of the miners
said they would add a billion dollars to
the cost of coal during the coming year.
A six-hour day, it says, means approxi-
mately five hours in the working places,
while ‘the, five day week on that basis
means an actual reduction from forty-
eight hours a week, the present schedule,
to about twenty-five hours a week, “in
the face of the fact that we are now
short of coal in this country and
throughout the world and that increased
and uninterrupted coal production is
vital.”

“On top of this. they demand a sixty:
per cent. increase in wages,” the state-
ment says. “The effect of these de-
mands, if granted, would be to almost
double the priee of mining coal”

An attempt to lynch Mayor Edward
P. Smith was made this afternoon’ by
the mob which later hanged Brown. The
mayor tonight wag said to be in a eritical
condition at a hospital, although his phy-

jground twice before two police officers
!succeeded in cutting the rope and getting
him into an automobile and away from
the mob.

The mayor had gone to the court

~TRANS-PACIFIC FLIGHT.

(Philadelphia Public Ledger.)
George D. White of Los Angeles, is
pushing the construction of a giant
monoplane equipped with three motors

for the purpose of a transpacific flight of
7,000 miles to Shanghai, China.

build. Three motors, two side engines
of 180 horse-power each and a central
motor of 300 horsepower, will drive the
machine. The plane, including her crew
and fuel, weighs around 8,000 Ibs. It is

and is the largest monoplane in the
world. The route of the transpacific trip
is mapped and-the flight is scheduled for
early September. - A northern route has
been chosen. !

Full tion along the route is as-
sured by the Pacific Aero Club and the
Aerial League of Canada.

From Los Angeles the first jump will
be to San Francisco, a distance of 450
miles. From there to Victoria’ B. C., 750
miles, From Victoria to Stika, Alaska,
is a jump of only 650 miles. From Sitka
to Unalaska, on the Aleution Islands,
will be an oversea journey of 1,200 miles.
This completes about half the journey
over the ocean. The next lap is from
Unalaska to Petropavlovsk, Kamchatka.
This is a 1,500 mile flight, and one of the
longest to be made, and although some
of it is within sight of the islands the
greater part is across the Pacific ocean.
Technically the transpacific flight would
end here, but the monoplane will make
another- hop to Yokahoma, Japan, an-
otter long flight, but one of comparative
case. The final jump will be to Shang-
hai, the end of the 7,000-mile trip.

HOPE OF RELIEF.

(Halifax Chronicle.)

There is hope znd encouragement for,
Canadians in the results which have at-
tended the operations of the fair price
committees in the United States. Re-
ports from twelve States to the depart-
ment of justice at Washington indicate
that there has been a decline of 10 to 15
per cent. in food prices since the time the
fair price committees began their work.
From four States:have come reports on
wholesale priegs. indicating a decline of
2 to 5 per cent. Virtually no reduction
in clothing, prices have been noted.

The reports on retail food prices were
from citieé and counties well distributed
throughout the country, and the informa-
tion is believed to be a fair indication of
what is going on everywhere. They
think that results now becoming evident
will be cumulative as the season ad-
vances, new declines in wholesale prices
being reflected in retail prices and addi-

J tional reductions coming from the cam-

paign against hoarding and profiteering.

As the Board of Commerce in Canada
appears to be p oceeding upon the lines
adopted in the nited States, we may
look for similar declines in prices on this
side of the line. At all events, there
is reason to hope that the “peak” "has
been reached and, if vigorous action is
pursued, that a measure of relief will
be afforded to the long-suffering con-
sumer.

TRIBUTE TO LABOR MEN

(Toronto News.)

«“T'he amazing ability of both “sides,
particularly the labor m.e.n,” says Sir
iJohn Willison, who has just returned
{from the  conference between manufac-

. y|turers and labor leaders at Ottawa, was

what mainly impressed him. “The labor
men, partictlarly, handled their case
with great skill,” he said further.

In addition the good feeling shown
impressed Sir John. “The feeling at the
end of the conference was far more cor-
dial than at the start,” he said. “I was
also impressed with the good effects of
the manufacturers and labor leaders
meeting face to face. While the manu-
facturers would mnot agree to the abso-
lute recognition of the unions, they
agreed not to discriminate or oppose
them.”

Sir John thought that this was not sur-
prising - in view of the fact that this
country was not nearly so strongly or
fully organized as in Great Britain. He
thought the conference forecasted a bet-
ter feeling between employers and em-
ployes.

Similar views were also expressed by
G. Frank Beer, who said that what im-
pressed him most was the “serious, ef-
fective and convincing way in which
Tom Moore and other labor leaders pres-
ented their case.”

With organization
the municipalities will yet work wonders
with their waste. *~

WERNER HORNE ADMITS
BLOWING UP BRIDGE

Jersey City, N.J., Sept. 28.—Werner
Horn admitted before United States
Commissioner Carpenter here today that
he blew up the Canadian Pacific railway
bridge over the St. Croix River at
MecAdam (N.B.) on February 2, 1915,
but insisted that it was a military act,
committed in a hostile country during
war time.

Horn, who came into the courtroom
smiling and with the _expectation of
being released, was visibly affected when
the Canadian law showing that he was
liable to life imprisonment if extradited
to that country was read.

BRITISH AGAIN
WARN RHINE
SEPARATISTS

. .

/
Will Allow No Change in
German Government in Oc-
cupied Territory.

The decided stand against the renewal
of the Separatist agitation in the occupied
territory in the Rhineland taken by the
British military authorities is again il-
lustrated by the following official notice
printed at the top of the front page of
the Kolnische Keitung on Aug. 22.

“It is hereby announced that so long
as the British military authorities exer-
cise control over the district occupied by
British troops no change in the form of
the German government of this district
will be allowed and ‘that no new au-
thority will be recognized without the
previous approval of the British military
authorities.

“Any person opposing, or helping to
oppose, the sense of this announcement
makes himself liable to imprisonment or
expulsion from the occupied territory, or
both.

“G. S. CLIVE; Major General,
“British Military Governor, ®ccupied
German Territory.”

The' Frankfurter Zeitung recently
printed a dispatch from Ludwigshafen,
one of the cities occupied by the French
from which the movement for the semi-
independence of the Rhineland is being
promoted, purporting to show that sever-
al of the agitators were very undesirable
citizens. e dispatch read:

“The real agitators in the movement
for a buffer state in the Palctinate, the
promoters paid with French money, are
the managing editor of the Freie Pfalz,
a 'man named Emrich, who is said to
have been discharged from the army be-
cause of mental weakness, and an alleged
German-American, called Eggersdorf.
The latter recentlty had the assurance to
call a meeting in Ludwigshafen under
Frengh protection which resulted in such
a violent expression of opposition as to
give him a physical reminder as good 2§
the one given to the near-revolters in
Speyer on June 1.

“But that didn’t hinder the valiant man
from asserting in his newspaper that the
meeting was a brilliant success. But this
Fggersdorf is really accustomed to other
experiences. It has been established that
he is a common criminal who has:.served
time for various thefts and frauds and
who was reduced to the status of a sec-
ond-class soldier while in the army for
stealing from his comrades. His real
name is not Eggersdorf, but Ahrens, and
& has taken part as a leader in several
Spartacide near-revolts, including the one
at Darmstadt.

“So General Gerard, who was sent to
Landau by the French government for
the purpose of preventing the spread of
Bolshevist-Spartacide influences to the
occupied territory, is in the very painful
position of nourishing in his bosom "a
Spartacide serpent and the French gov-
ernment has been most actively support-
ing a man who desires nothing more then
to carry the torch.of Bolshevism into the
occupied territory and from there into
France. Itis‘even proposed that this Eg-
gersdorf, the criminal and Spartacide
whom even the Darmstad Independent
Socialists expelled from their ranks, be-
come the minister of finance of ‘the neu-,
trad republic of the Palatinate.”

Each drawer bears a number, corre-
sponding to the one on the back of the
sample collar.

Housing Embarrassments,

I am told that one reason why the
housing problem does not solve itself
quite so hopefully as most social vexa-
tions are wont to do is because there is
no prospect of furnishing a house when
you get one. At many of our once most
popular east: coast resorts. thc conges-
tion has this summer been “summat aw-
.ful.” And the fact that so many people
found it difficult, if not impossible, to
get reasonable accommodation was not
sugar-coated by the other fact that there
. are so many houses standing empty.
| When the east coast became an uh-
healthy area during the war, there was
a general exodus. Only the veteran sea-
side boardinghouse keeper in most cases
gallantly “stuck it out.” And there are
.now at most of the east coast Tesorts big
houses for which there would be a great
and eager demand, but for the fact that
none of the people who would gladly
take them over could hope to make the
investment pay at present prices for fur-
nishing. The same applies to many big
houses in the west end, which have been
vacated by their former temants, who
have helped incidentally to make conges-
tion worse congested by going into small
houses in the suburbs or into a flat in
town.. Once we can burst the bubble of
inflated prices anywhere, the rest will
follow.

Where Is the Indemaity?

Now that trade is beginning to flow
.from Germany it is extremely urgent
that the question of the German indem-
nity should be settled. When that lia-
bility begins to be paid Germany’s:ex-
cessive “cheapness” will not last long.
The French are becoming seriously dis-
turbed at the absence of any sign in
Germany 'that the gigantic debt owing to
the Allies is to be liquidated. When the
position was reversed France devoted all
her energies to paying off the indemnity,
and complaints were heard from Ger-
many that the payment was being mage
too quickly. Now we cannot see the
smallest trace of a contribution to Al-
lied war costs, and goods are being ex-
ported as though’ no sach thing as an
indemnity existed. The Germans must
not be allowed to slip out of their obli-
gationd, and there is no time to lose in
fixing the dates and methods by which
the first instalments shall be made.

- Sadness Among the Flappers,

Sad times have befallen the Whitehall
' “flappers.” My duties have taken me a
good deal to government departments,
and I could not but be struck with the
change which *had come over the social
atmosphere of the government offices.
Instead of gloomy, dry-as-dust offices,
one entered a bright and animated social
centre. Each office might have been the
annex of a tennis club or a smart res-
taurant. Certainly the only thing done
in most of the offices between three and
five was the consumption of daintily
served teas, graciously served by bevies
of pretty girls. Curiously enough, good
looks seemed to predominate among the
staffs—perhaps an example of the sur-
vival of the cleverest typists! But now
Whitehall as a social centre has been
completely spoilt.

An interesting letter has been received
by & friend in the city from a member
of the V. A. D. now serving with the
British hospitals in France and Flanders.
The letter comes from Agnez-lez-Du-
sains, a place that is well known to the
members of the Canadian corps. She
writes: * .

“We are at Agnez-lez-Duisans, a few
miles out of Arras. Last Sunday a
few of us motored over to a garden
party which was held in the grounds of
an old chateau near Douai—a tiny vil-
lage named Montigny. . Our host, an
R. A. S. C officer was explaining the
very mutilated look of ‘the place. The
Hun had evidently lgoted everything of
value when he evacuated for the Can-
adians to take possession, All the wood
from the doors and windows and even
the fine oak panelling are nearly all gone,
leaving but a mere shell,

“Qur hospital is now full of Chinese,
Indians and Huns fromg the various labor
gangs working in the devastated area.
The Chinese are wierd and so very dirty.
They crouch down and stay for hours
in the same position, just like little
Chinese idols, and just as hideous. The
Indians are very unobtrusive and the
Huns are all being returned to their units
so that they cah be collected to com-
mence on the long march back through
France to the Rhine for repatriation.

On our way up here we had an inter-
esting day of sight-seeing in Boulogne.
The quaint -fishing boats, the even
quainter fishing folks in their blouses and
the bourgeois men taking their dogs for
a morning stroll over it all the sun glint-
ing and shimmering gloriously, caught
‘and reflected in the piles of gleaming
fish on the quay-side and making us
feel like bottles of champagne. At 12.15
e climbed into a very dirty first-class
carriage—aren’t the French trains high
up?—and left Boulogne ‘behind us. It
felt like the end of nowhere when we
arrived at Maroeiul station, which con-
sists of one shanty and the R. T. O. hut.
