AN ENTERPRISE RANGE IN YOUR KITGHENTRANS-PACIFIC FLIGHT.
(Philadelphia Public Ledger.)

George D. White of Los Angeles, is 
pushing the construction of a pant 
monoplane equipped with three motors 
for the purpose of a transpacific flight of 
7,000 miles to Shanghai, China.

The monoplane is costing $60,000 to 
build. Three motors, two side engines 
of 180 horse-power each and a central 
motor of 800 horsepower, Will drive the 
machine. The plane, including her crew 
and fuel, weighs around 8,000 lbs. It is 
of a seaplane type, having twin floats, 
and is the largest monoplane in the 
world. The route of the transpacific trip 
is mapped and the flight is scheduled for 
early September. A northern route has 
been chosen.

Full co-operation along the route is as­
sured by the Pacific Aero Club and the 
Aerial League of Canada.

From Los Angeles the first jump will 
be to San Francisco, a distance of 460 
miles. From there to Victoria’ B. C., 750 
miles. From Victoria to Stika, Alaska, 
is a jump of only 650 miles. From Sitka 
to Unalaska, on the Aleution Islands, 
will be an oversea jonrney of 1,200 miles. 
This completes about half the journey 
over the ocean. The next lap is from 
Unalaska to Petropavlovsk, Kamchatka. 
This is a 1,500 mile flight, and one of the 
longest to be made, and although some 
of it is within sight of the islands the 
greater part is across the Pacific ocean. 
Technically the transpacific flight would 
end here, but the monoplane will make 
another hop to Yokahoma, Japan, an­
other long flight, but one of comparative 
case. The final jump will be to Shang­
hai, the end of the 7,000-mile trip.

For sev­
eral months there had been rumors cur­
rent in vwiat is now Ontario and Quebec 
that the Indians were assuming a very 
threatening attitude in the west but 
however, little attention was paid to the 
warnings. But at last the storm broke 
and in the early summer of 1870 it ne- 
can*e necessary to send an armed force 
to Fort Garry. Colonel—afterwards 
Lord—Wolsley was given command of 
the little force sent to quell the disturb­
ance. He moved it comparatively easily 
as far west as Port Arthur; there all 
lines to the prairies ended. On May 25 
of that year, with its entire equipment 
on its back, the troop of Canadian sol­
diers set off on the long overland march 
to Fort Garry. Every inch of the way 
was new; the trails were deep with mud 
in places and led over the bare rock in 
others. The army was compelled to 
carry its food and full supply and as the 
end of the long, long trail was neared 
greater care had to be exercised to guard 
both men and equipment from the prowl­
ing Indians.

So difficult was the route that it was 
not until Sept 29 that the weary regi­
ments marched into Fort Garry. It was 
before the (day of the commercial tele­
graph, too, w> they did not know the 
enemy had dispersed until they had ar­
rived at their destination. The little re­
bellion had collapsed. Nevertheless the 
presence of the soldiers was a very valu­
able object lesson for those who might 
still harbor thoughts of revolt.

This is unusual, yet such 
experiences as this and that of the 
Turner Construction Co. show that there 
is sound reason for believing that a 
cost-plus form of contract is fairer to 
both contractor and owner.

Certainly the lump sum contract is 
unfair to the contractor under the pres­
ent rapidly changing material prices and 
kage scales. In self protection, he must 
either add a considerable amount to 
take care of contingencies that may arise 
or must have an agreement that will 
make some allowance for advancing 
wages and material prices- In fact, 
contractors today will refuse to take a 
job except on a cost-plus basis, as they 
consider it too great a risk.

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Interesting visitors to the city yester­
day were J. W. Stuber, assistant to the 
chief of the Ohio Fish and Game Bureau, 
and M. E. Kemp, of Sydney, Ohio, 
veteran sportsman. These gentlemen are 
on their way to Nova Scotia to look for 
big game and incidetnally Mr. Stuber is 
seeking information regarding the work­
ing of game laws and the introduction 
of measures looking to the conservation 
of game. Mr. Stuber works under the 
state department of agriculture and Ohio 
lias a wonderfully developed system of 
game preservation involving the patrol­
ling of the entire state by an efficient 
staff of game wardens, equipped with 
motor cycles or automobiles. "1 hese men 
ar■ of a superior class, well paid and 
must qualify by examination for their 
work. They are not merely preventive 
officers but take part in a state-wide edu­
cational campaign for the conservation 
of game, addressing public meetings and 
inspiring the people generally to look 
upon hunting only from the sportsman­
like standpoint.

Ohio has big' game but is seeking to 
protect and restore lier inland fisheries 
and bird shooting preserves. The shoot­
ing of quail is now prohibited and the 
authorities are now seeking to introduce 
the English pheasant on a large scale 
and have had very gftod success. Mr. 
Stuber says that the pheasants are bred 
on game farms and that 8,000 were sent 
out this spring all over the state. In 
addition 600 eggs went to each county of 
the state. Fifty game sanctuaries have 
been set apart where the birds are un­
molested and it is intended that the over­
flow from these sanctuaries will soon 
stock the woods of the state with these 
fine birds. There is only a ten-day open 
season, from November 15 to November 
25 and only cock birds may be shot. A 
serious effort is also being made to re­
stock the Ohio woods with the wild 
turkey.

The state department is also stocking 
the inland waters with game fish and 
this year took from Lake' Erie 167,000 
mature fish and placed them in the in­
land lakes and streams. This in addition 
to the larger work from the hatchejries 
whicli are turning out some 2,000,000 fish 
every year.

Mr. Stuber is very enthusiastic as to 
the results from the working of the 
migratory birds convention between the 
United States and Canada. As a federal 
deputy game warden he has assisted in 
the enforcement of the provisions of this
reaty and he says he has just come 

from the Lake Erie marshes where he 
has observed the practical results from 
the act in the greatly increased numbers
