AUSTRIANS IN LAST STAND

MARKED SUCCESS OF RUSSIANS

Sir John French, In Report To Earl 
Kitchener, Tells of British Fighting'

Detailed Report of Operations From 
Time of Landing and Covering Earlier 
Movements — Tribute to Smith-Dor- 
rien

Petrograd, Sept. 10—General W. A Soukhomlinoff, Russian minister of war, 
issues the following :— >

The Russian troops, having repulsed all the attacks which the Austrians, 
with a constantly increasing obstinacy, directed against our front between the 
Vistula and the Bug, to the south of Lufain, during the last nine days, 
and having inflicted upon the enemy tremendous losses, have now reached a 
situation as follows:—

The Fifteenth Austrian Division has been entirely captured, including 
three regimental standards, twenty-three guns, eighteen machine 
aeroplanes, 150 officers and more than 12,000 men of the ranks.

As far back as August 22, the centre of the Austrian army was broken 
and the movement of German reinforcements along the left bank of the Vis­
tula was stopped. The entire Forty-Ffth Austrian regiment was captured.

Our offensive action still continues. The Austrian army retreats daily.
Lemberg, the capital of Galicia, is now occupied by our forces, and no fewer 

than 240 guns, thirty locomotives, 150 freight cars tilled with war material 
and many thousands of prisoners have fallen into our hands.

Ev«ry other operation in which our forces have been concerned within the 
territory of Poland has had merely the aspect of an insignificant skirmish.

Lancers and Hussars Suffered Severely London, Sept. 9—The Kaiser’s most 
astonishing miscalculation in regard to 
the present war was based on the sup­
posed disloyalty of Great Britain’s In­
dian empire.

that is, she got little comfort. Wilhelm 
II. was from infancy completely imbued 
with Prussian junkerdom, and he yearn­
ed for the day when he would be an im­
perial majesty. Nevertheless, there was 
a considerable affection between the 
Kaiser and his sister Charlotte, who was 
hut a year or so younger than himself. 
But, as childhood slowly passed, and the 
future Kaiser and his sister grew to 
years of discretion, a wide breach grad­
ually developed between them.
A Lover for His Sister.

Kaiser Wilhelm, as all the world 
knows, was always giving himself “airs,” 
and his sister, who had inherited her 
mother’s strong English common-sense 
and hatred for poseurs, became addicted 
to a habit of ridiculing her brother which 
often brought the blush of shame to his 
cheek and the tear of chagrin to his eye. 
But the Kaiser had his revenge, and his 
sister is said never to have forgiven him 
for it. One day young Prince Wilhelm 
of Prussia, as the Kaiser then was, 
brought home to the New Palace in Ber­
lin a young student who had just arrived 
at Potsdam, who was of royal blood, 
and destined in the very distant future 
to be Grand Duke of Saxe-Meiningen.
Scorns the Proffered Lover

Prince Bernhard, as he was called, 
was a clever youth. But he was no sol­
dier. His inclinations were in the nature 
of Greek research, and a uniform was a 
source of annoyance to him. He was 
not bad looking, but Prince Wilhelm, 
having poked no end of fun at the young 
officer, coolly told his sister Charlotte 
that she had to marry him. As Charlot­
te was but sixteen years old, had her 
hair down, and had no more notions of 
love and marriage than a child unborn, 
Princess Charlotte laughed at Prince 
Wilhelm and ran off to her mother. But 
it turned out to he no laughing matter. 
Young Prince Wilhelm’s father was al­
ready a hopeless invalid; his mother, as 
became an English Princess Royal, was 
a lady of the meek and gentle order, and 
before his own parents clearly recogniz­
ed what their son had done Prince Wil­
helm had betrothed his sister to the 
heir of Saxe-Meihingen, and all Ger­
many was talking of the match. Thei 
deed, in fact, was done, and but a few 
months later, when the princess had 
turned lier seventeentli year, she was 
married in the palace of the Old Kaiser 
in Berlin, and taken away to Meiningen. 
Seldom in modern times has a princess 
been so ruthlessly sacrificed to dynastic 
expediency and family convenience as 
was Charlotte of Prussia in the year 
1878. The future Kaiser, however, had 
succeeded in clearing the sister he hated 
out of Berlin, and was satisfied. Kaiser 
Wilhelm, however, has lived to regret his 
act.
Unexpected Result

Queen Victoria, of course, was inex­
pressibly shocked at the way her eldest 
grand-daughter was hurried off to the 
altar before she had scarce done with 
her dolls ! Prince William had succeeded 
in alienating his sister’s affection; he 
very soon alienated that of his new bro­
ther-in-law. Contemptuously the Kaiser 
referred to Meiningen as ‘t‘he Professor 
in-Arms.” However, the Kaiser had 
really done his sister a signal service, for 
her marriage to the heir of Saxe Menin- 
gen turned out a “love-affair”—when 
time had properly tested lit.

As it happened, the gentle daughter 
of England’s Princess Royal had found 
in her husband not a swashing German 
officer of Death’s Head Cavalry, but a re­
fined and scholarly gentleman, who hat­
ed junkerdom like poison, and, when the 
future Kaiser had suffirieritly driven the 
iron into his soul, was not afraid to tell 
Wilhelm II. “what he thought of him!” 
And ructions followed I

The new Kaiser practically turned the 
heir of Meiningen out of the German 
army; and his brother-in-law’s stern 
denunciation of German military meth­
ods, when the artilleryman Heinrich 
committed suicide in 1908 rather than 
suffer further bullying from his non­
commissioned officers, has become histor­
ic in German military annals. But re­
venge for the wrongs which the Kaiser 
had put upon his sister and brother-in- 
law was to follow.

Grand Duke of Saxe-Meiningen, the 
Kaiser’s eldest sister has been elevated 
to the position of a “crowned head,” for 
she is the coiisort of "the new ruler of 
the state of Saxe-Meiningen, which, in 
other days, earned throughout the Ger­
man Empire the title of “Happy Mein­
ingen.” Only one other of the Kaiser’s 
sisters is a sovereign, and she is the 
wife of the present King of Greece. The 
Kaiser’s eldest sister, the new Grand 
Duchess of Saxe-Meiningen, is a lady of 
rare personality, and one of the most in­
teresting women in Europe. She has 
caused her imperial brother some tempes­
tuous moments and many a hard word 
during her fifty-four years, and now that 
She is a sovereign princess and, as it 
were, “on her own,” she may cause him 
inoye. It is more than likely, anyway.
Victoria’s First Granddaughter,

Charlotte of Prussia, as she was in 
early days, was born at the New Palace 
at Potsdam, the German Windsor, on 
July 24, 1860. Her mother was Eng­
land’s Princess Royal, and as she was 
Queen Victoria’s first granddaughter, it 
is needless to say that her arrival was 
awaited at Windsor with almost as much 
anxiety as in Berlin and Potsdam. How 
the news of the birth of Princess Char­
lotte was received in England is appar­
ent from an interesting entry in Queen 
Victoria’s diary. “Soon after we sat down 
to breakfast,” writes the Queen of Eng­
land a telegram from Fritz (the late 
Emperor Frederick)—Vicky had got a 
daughter at 8.10 and both were well ! 
What joy ! Children jumping about— 
everyone delighted—so thankful and re­
lieved!” At once the queen’s husband 
wrote to his son-in-law in Berlin; “Only 
two words of hearty joy can I offer to 
the dear, newly-made mother, and these 
come from an overflowing heart ! The 
little daughter is a kindly gift from 
heaven, that will, I trust, procure for 
you many a happy hour in the days to 
come!”

THE WAR NEWS.
Immense armies still face each other 

in France, along the line between Paris 
and Verdun. The left wing of the al­
lied armies has forced back the Ger­
man right some twenty-five miles from 
the neighborhood of Paris. All along 
the rest of the line to Verdun the arm­
ies of the allies occupy positions so 
strong that' with the reinforcements 
which have come up they are believed 
to be impregnable. That the Germans 
recognize the seriousness of the task be­
fore them is indicated by the fact that 
some troops which had been operating 
in Belgium received urgent instructions 
to hurry into France. Not only has the 
British army to the left of the allied 
centre forced the Germans back from 
Paris, but a French army to the left of 
the British forces is threatening the 
German line of communication. The 
German pressure In western France has 
been lessened. All the military observers 
tell us that the whole position of the al­
lied armies from Paris to Verdun, hav­
ing a strong fortress dn either side and 
a particularly difficult position to attack 
along the whole line between, is one of 
exceptional strength, such as would make 
a successful German assault at any point 
a task of extreme if not insurmountable 
difficulty. We are told, however, since 
the whole battle line extends a hundred 
and fifty miles or more, that another 
week may be taken up in movements 
and minor engagements here and there 
before a great battle is fought. This of 
course assumes that the Germans will 
not retire from France until a decisive 
battle has been fought. But Paris is 
safe for the present, and the position 
and strength of the allied armies is 
greater than at any time since the Ger­
man armies poured through Belgium in­
to France. The military correspondent 
of the London Daily Telegraph thus 
sums up the situation: “For the first 
time in the campaign the allies are fight­
ing with the advantage on their side 
from a strategical standpoint, with 
equality or superiority in numbers, and 
under the circumstances there is very 
faint chance of the Germans obtaining a 
decisive victory.”

Success continues to attend the move­
ments of the Russian armies in Galicia; 
but while the despatches yesterday 
stated that they had Renewed the for­
ward movement in East Prussia on a 
large scale the difficulties there appear 
to be greater and progress less rapid. 
Nevertheless the pressure from the east 
grows steadily greater and portends 
early disaster for Germany as well as 
Austria. A report today says that the 
advance guard of the Russian centre has 
begun the march toward Berlin.

The Sews that comes from the Balk­
ans shows that the Servians are success­
fully continuing their offensive move­
ments against the Austrians; that the 
Montenegrin troops have achieved fur­
ther successes in Bosnia, and that in 
various parts of Austria there are indi­
cations of internal troubles which will 
help to paralyze that country as a fact­
or in tlie war. Russian successes and 
the failure of the Germans in their at­
tempt to strike at the heart of France 
will have the effect of discouraging Tur­
key from making common cause with 
Austria and Germany. The whole state 
of affairs therefore, from the standpoint 
of the allies, grows more and more fav­
orable.

BUILDING MATERIALSAPPEAL TO COUNTIES
EACH TO TAKE ACTION

Suggestion Made That Municipalities 
Make Contributions to Patriotic Funds 
to be Assessed Over Two Years

To the Editor of the Halifax Chronicle:
Sir,—At a meeting of the provincial ex­

ecutive of the National Patriotic Fund it 
suggested as most desirable that 

every person and every family, even in 
the remote districts of the province, 
should have an opportunity of contribut­
ing to the fund designed to provide for 
the needs of dependent relatives of those 
on active service in Canada or abroad.

A thorough canvass of all sections of 
the municipalities of Nova Scotia may 
not be immediately practicable, but it Is 
possible for all to give promptly some­
thing if the various county municipali­
ties contribute an amount, payments to 
be spread over a period of two years. The 
sum of $50,000 might thus be raised and

The county of York, Ontario, has con- j 
tributed $20,000 in this way. As only 
twenty per cent, of the total subscrip­
tion is to be asked for immediately, and 
twenty per cent, in March next, but very 
little would be required before legisla­
tion is passed confirming any such reso­
lution of the council.

Latest official reports from the French government indicate that 

the offensive tactics undertaken in the last day or two by the allied 
armies have had the effect of forcing the Germans back at various 
points in the battle line, which extends from a few miles east of 

I Paris to Verdun, a distance of about two hundred miles.
Bordeaux reports officially that the British army has crossed 

the River Marne, and that the Germans have fallen back twenty-five 
miles. The efforts of the Germans to break the French lines on the 
Ourcq river are likewise officially reported to have failed.

Seemingly the Germans are short of ammunition at the front, 
and are having difficulty in provisioning, and the French war de­
partment officially announced, “that on the whole the Germans ap- 

j pear to be beginning a movement of retreat.”
The Russian and Austrian arms continue to oppose each other 

in a long drawn-out engagement in the Luglin district, Russian 
Poland. An official statement, issued at Petrograd, declares that 

| both Austrian and German troops have been dislodged from their { 
fortified positions in that section, and have retired towards the south.,

The battlefield in France is that over which Napoleon fought in 
1814, with entrenched camps on both wings and the center. Paris 
covers the left wing, Chalons the center and Verdun the right, while 

! mobile columns of troops are ready to join in the fighting wherever 
the line is threatened.

Vitry -Le-Francois and Montmirail seem to be the points of the 
chief engagements, and there the carnage has been the heaviest. The ( 
Allies aim at preventing the German turning movement, with a mass 
of troops composed of many army corps.

Sew to low­
er edge of waist, centers even, notch 
at under-arm seam.

Five hundred destitute families of 
Montreal men who answered the call to 
ams were helped last week by the Relief 
Fund Committee. Two thousand dollars 
has been given out in small sums and 
numerous investigations started into the 
cases of all who thronged the committee 
rooms in the Drummond building.

“I never knew there was so much mis­
ery in Montreal declared Alexander 
Rough, who has been placed in charge 
of the distribution department. Mr. 
Rough and the ladies assisting him will 
take a well-earned rest after noon today, 
and the rooms will only be open two 
hours on Labor Day from ten o’clock in 
the morning. On Tuesday the afternoon 
sessions from two to three o’clock will 
be inaugurated.

The situation of many women who 
with children hanging to their skirts 
come frequently to Mr. Rough is the 
harder because their husbands were pen­
niless when they joined the service. They 
had been laid off their regular positions 
when the first sign of hard times appear- 
ed, and had been able to earn money 

j only at intervals after. The families of 
l the British and other reservists are in 

i I serious plights. The reservists pay am­
ounts to but little, and the upkeep of a 

i ! great proportion of their families has

been left to the patriotism of those who 
have not been called.

“There is no doubt,” remarked 
Rough “that we are more or less impos­
ed upon, but this will cease when the 
list of married men at Valcartier Camp 
and the details of the circumstances in 
which they declare themselves placed, 
reach the city. It is expected in two or 
three days.” A splendid committee of 
ladies is working with Mr. Rough, and 
the case of eacli applicant is placed in 
the hands of one of them, to get all pos­
sible details. The women who need as­
sistance state what means have been 
left them, and an effort is made to get 
the soldiers to sign over a part of their 
pay to their families. An amount is as­
signed to applicants, according to their 
needs, and the number of their children. 
The total they will get from other 
sources is deducted from this, and the 
remainder given out in instalments.

A list of physicians who have offered 
their services free to the dependents of 
soldiers has been made out by the la­
dies. A list of those women who have 
rooms to rent at a moderate rate is also 
being prepared. Those who are unable 
to pay their rents are finding the land­
lords very lenient, according to Mr. 
Rough. Some have been served with 
tice of eviction, but many are being al­
lowed to remain rent free.

THE UNITED STATES UNO 
THE WORLD’S COAL MARKETS

SSI(Coal Age)
The annual production of coal in the 

entire world is approximately 1,360,- 
000,000 short tons. The United States 
produces 575,000,000, or more than 42 
per cent. Great Britain produces about 
305,000,000, or 22 per cent., while Ger­
many produces 266,000,000, or 19 per 
cent. Other countries in their order of 
production are Austria-Hungary, 60,- 
000,000; France, 45,000,000; Russia, 28,- 
000,000 ; Belgium, 25,000,000 and Japan, 
19,000,000 short tons. It is true therefore, 
that of eight countries producing 97 per 
cent, of the world’s coal output the only 
one not now engaged in war is the Unit­
ed States.

Great Britain is still producing a large 
tonnage, and is endeavoring to maintain 
her place as the world’s most important 
exporter of fuel Her foreign business in 
coal amounts to approximately 110,000,- 
000 tons annually, leaving 195,000,000 
tons for domestic use. There is no 
doubt that production in Great Britain 
will be curtailed, but it is likewise cer­
tain that her domestic consumption will 
materially lessen, so that considerable 
coal will still be available for export. 
She has ships, and commands the seas, 
so that she must be regarded still 
most formidable competitor for the ex­
port business, 
against her is the recent order prohibit­
ing the export of her best Welsh grades. 
We doubt if importers will be satisfied 
with an inferior English coal.

In Germany, Austria-Hungary, France 
and Belgium, the coal industry is 
pletely demoralized, only enough colliers 
being left in the mines to supply fuel for 
the railways, armament mills, and the 
more important national requirements. 
Japan can hardly supply enough coal 
for her own uses, so it is evident that 
the United States and 
must furnish the world’s fuel while the 
present war continues.

The average consumption of coal in 
the principal countries of the world (ex­
cluding tropical countries) is approxi­
mately four tons a head of population. 
In the United States the consumption is 
greater than anywhere else, being 5.5 
tons per inhabitant.

Four million men are employed in 
mining' the world’s coal, of which num­
ber 1,100,000 are British, 850,000 Ameri­
cans, 710,000 Germans and 200,000 
French.

Boulogne, Sept. 2—I have just arriv­

ed here after being escorted from Mons 
a prisoner to the French frontier, 
traveled with the German army for five 
days.

I tried in vain to rediscover the per­
sonality of tile German civilian in the 
big fellows, heavily loaded, with dust 
clinging to their stubble beards, who 
marched dull-eyed and occasionally with 
childlike slyness showed the prisoners a 
little kindness, but would carry out ma­
chine like whatever atrocity was order­
ed. At noon I was handed over to the 
officers, and got a seat in a char-a-banc 
full of officers, so I was able to 
observe the marvelous organization. The 
pace was a walk, but was continuous. 
Ammunition wagons, field pieces, carts 
filled with flour, whole trains or enor­
mous pontoons drawn by heavy horses, 
great traction engines pulling siege guns, 
landaus, automobiles filled with doctors, 
all advanced at the same pace. Some of 
the vehicles were chalked “Berlin to 
Paris.” Sometimes an enormous 
motor-bus dashed past, and I 
staff officers bending over maps. Every 
driver and service ntan carried weapons. 
The great wagons simply bristled with 
rifles.
Raise Hats to Invaders

We passed crowds of peasants return­
ing to their ruined homes. Old women 
were being wheeled in barrows, children 
and women in wagons, many men trudg­
ing, carrying their boots. It was pitiful 
to see them, humbly raising their hats 
to the invaders.

We passed many villages in ruins. The 
locked houses were instantly broken

open and searched. The few courageous 
enough to stay only lost their eatables. 
The better class of houses were pillaged 
for wine. Every soldier had bottle necks 
sticking out of his knapsack.

A French aeroplane flew daringly over­
head. German shrapnel burst ineffective­
ly like balls of thistledown underneath

Night came, and detachments prepar­
ed to bivouac on cornfields, flattened by 
the infantry. Some dug holes.
Plenty of Provender

Near the French frontier I was set 
down in a littered marie. At a long table 
staff officers were busy writing. Great 
bundles of detailed maps were brought 
in and distributed for the following 
day’s march. Then the room was left 
to clerks, who wrote all night.

Broth from the field kitchen, a brick­
like chunk of black bread, a bottle of 
filched Burgandy made an excellent sup­
per. The next morning I got papers to 
return, and the columns started off again 
the infantry moving first, then the 
airy, then the guns, and the officers last, 
leaving afterwards.

The impression left from conversa­
tions with officers was that they were 
angry and surprised at England. One 
said he was sorry for the Belgians and 
even for the French, but never could for­
give England. Even the superior officers 
were under the illusion, that the war had 
been thrust upon them.
Ate on the March

The soldiers dipped aluminum cups as 
the swung along with the other men. In 
a similar way they helped themselves 
from biscuit tins and from sweets and 
prunes and such things, but the march 
went on. It was remarkable to see the 
field post-office working. Armed men as 
postmen gathered cards from soldiers 
as the columns marched past.

In the London Magazine, dated Aug- 
gust, but put to press before war was 
imminent, there is a remarkable article 
on the German Military Bubble, written 
in June last by one who has obviously 
been a close student of the Kaiser’s 
military forces.

“In spite of all the alarmists say” 
we are told, “there is much hope in the 
idea that German military power is a 
highly inflated bubble, of brilliant hues, 
but susceptible of being pricked and 
burst.”

The writer adds;—
“I admit that on paper the German 

army is not only the greatest hut the 
most perfectly organized army in the 
world, but battles are not won by flour­
ishing sheaves of statistics in the ene­
my’s face. The German system of life 
and of military training is not designed 
to encourage individual effort, but rather 
to stultify it, and to reduce the individu­
al unit to the state of a disciplined au­
tomaton.”

The German army is like a nicely ad­
justed machine; but the more nicely ad­
justed the machine the more fatal will 
be the catastrophe when anything un­
foreseen occurrs—and it is always the 
unexpected that does occur in war time. 
Discipline is necessary, of course, but 
equally essential are individaulity, cour­
age, and devotion.

Given the necessary material and 
unlimited time, he would construct mod­
el works, but in warfare what is wanted 
is a man who will contrive the essential 
out of the most unpromising material 
and in the shortest possible space of 
time.

the morning of the 24th, they 
moved out to a position south of Qua- 
rouble, to support the left flank of the 
second corps. With the assistance of 
cavalry, Sir Horace Smith Dorrion was 
enabled to effect his retreat to a new 
position, although having two corps of 
the enemy on his front and one threat­
ening his flank. He suffered great losses 
in doing so.

“At night-fall, a position was occupied 
by the second corps to the west of 
Vavay, the first corps to the right.
Effort to Surround British.

“The right was protected by the fort­
ress of Maubeuge, the left by the nine­
teenth brigade in position between Jen- 
lain and Bruay, and cavalry on the outer 
flank. The French were still retiring 
and I had no support except such as was 
afforded by the fortress of Meubeuge, 
and determined efforts of the enemy to 
get around my flank assured me that it 
was his intention to hem me against 
that place and surround me.

“I felt that not a moment must be 
lost in retiring to another position. I 
had every reason to believe that the 
enemy’s forces were somewhat exhausted 
and I knew that they had suffered heavy 
losses, I hoped, therefore; that his pur­
suit would not be too vigorous to pre­
vent me effecting my object. The opera­
tion, however,. was full of danger, and 
difficulty, not only owing to the very 
superior forces in toy front, but also the 
exhaustion of the troops.

‘The retirement was recommenced in 
the early morning of the 26th to a posi­
tion in the neighborhood of Lecateau and 
the rear guard were ordered to be clear 
of Maubeuge and Bavay by 5.80 a. m.
Two cavalry brigades, with the division­
al cavalry of the second corps, covered 
the movement of the second corps and 
the remainder of the cavalry division 
with the nineteenth brigade, the whole 
under command of General Allenby, 
covered the west flank.

Reinforcements.
‘The fourth division commenced its 

detrainment at Lecateau on Sunday, the 
28rd, and by the morning of the 26th, 
eleven battalions and a brigade of artil­
lery, with the divisional staff, were 
available for service. I ordered General 
Snow to move out to take up a position 
with his right south of Soles mes, hie left 
resting on the Cambrai-Le-Cateau road 
south of La Chapris. In this position 
the division rendered great help to the 
effective retirement of the second and 
first corps to new positions.
