It was^agreed at conference between Mr. 
Underwood and Representatives McCall, 
of Massachusetts and Didsell of Pennsyl­
vania. that the general debate would close 
at 3 p.m. and remarks under the five min­
ute rale would then be in order. Today’s 
debate included speeches by Mr. McCall 
and Mr. Dalsell, the former in advocacy 
of the measure, and the latter against it. 
Mr. Underwood, as majority leader, claim­
ed the privilege of closing the debate.

The situation is complicated by the great 
number of amendments offered.

London, April 21—The Morning Post, 

in an editorial on the work of the coming 
imperial conference, suggests that the 
committee on imperial defence discuss how 
to meet the American naval menace on 
the Great Lakes. The Post declares that 
it does not matter that these vessels are 
called training ships; their presence is a 
violation of the Rush-Bagot treaty and a 
standing menace to Canadian independ­
ence. It would be better from the Brit­
ish standpoint, says the paper to let Am­
ericans denounce the treaty if they do 
not wish to abide by its terms.

Finally, the Post proposes the post­
ponement of the lord mayor’s meeting in 
support of the arbitration treaty, until 
the American government has given an 
earnest proof of its good faith by sdis- 
mantling its navy on the Great Lakes in 
accordance with the existing peace treaty.

Given Second Reading
The government’s long promised copy­

right bill has passed its second reading in 
the House of Commons. The measure not 
only sets forth amendments based on the 
copyright conference of 1908 but codifies 
the common law on copyright and the 
existing statutes numbering about twenty. 
"Cort-right itKdéf the amended law would 

run as a general rule during the life of 
the author and fifty years after. Foreign 
authors may acquire copyrights by making 
first publication within the British dom­
inions but may be deprived of it by the 
government if the country to which they 
belong refuses adequate protection to Brit­
ish authors. Imprisonment is substituted 
for a fine as punishment for piracy and 
there is a clause giving authors protection 
against performances of any copyrighted 
work from pirated copies.

Photographs, gramophone records and 
perforated music rolls are to have copy­
right the terms being for fifty years from 
the time the negative or plate is made.

With proper attention to matters 
of organization and of policy, and with 
the leadership of Hon. Mr. Robinson, 
there are sound reasons for the prediction 
that when the next elections are held the 
verdict of thejast contest will be reversed 
and the Liberal party come into power 
in New Brunswick.

The most ardent imperialist on the Con­
servative benches at Ottawa could scarcely 
go further than Sir Wilfrid Laurier went 
yesterday when he declared himself in 
favor of ultimate free trade within the 
empire. He said: —

“There does not seem any possibility 
at the present time of a universal systèm 
of free trade throughout the United King­
dom and the dominions overseas, although, 
for my part, that is my ideal for the Brit­
ish Empire. That is, of course, only my 
own opinion, but I submit that it is based 
uppn reason and the application of sound 
doctrine.

| adopted the principle of municipal play­

grounds, and it only remains to formulate 
a policy and get down to practical work, 

î The movement is making great progress in 
Toronto, where a playground association 

organized several years ago, and the j 
co-operation of the city council finally se- j 
cured. The Mail and Empire says of con­
ditions in that city: —

“It has been necessary to extend the ter­
ritorial bounds of the city in order to 
make room for more dwelling places and 
other buildings. But as we went on fill­
ing up the vacant land with houses we 
seemed to be forgetting that children want 
something more than housing. It was the 
perception of this oversight that led to 
the forming of the playgrounds association. 
The influence of the body at once made 
Itself felt, and to it the children are in­
debted for much of their present freedom 
and opportunity to enjoy themselves na­
turally. Toronto has no land covered with 
brick and mortar that is doing such an 
Amount of good as is the land set aside and 
■ssed for playgrounds. Every neighborhood 
<n the city should have its little campus 
for the exclusive use of the children. Andz 
beyond doubt, most neighborhoods will 
have a children’s ground.

Resolutions condemning the tfro co-op­
erative bills now before, parliament were 
adopted at the annual meeting of the Re­
tail Merchants’ Association here yesterday.
These bills which have been introduced at 
Ottawa for three or four years back were 
declared to be dangerous legislation for the 
public. The general objection raised against 
the bills w^s that they would permit ir­
responsible persons to collect funds .from 
tile working classes under promise that 
they benefit by being members of a co- op­
erative association, which would in return 
sell them merchandise at reduced rates, but 
it was alleged that the history of these or­
ganizations in England, where they were 
looked upon as having Socialistic tenden­
cies,, was that failure often came to their 
doors, and subscribers only found out later 
they had been duped.

During the discussion it was remarked 
that the two bills were supplementary to 
each other, one authorizing the collection 
of funds, and the other the formation of 
the cç-pperative societies, hpt that either 
of them if adopted would permit the ob­
jectionable legislation to become effective.

Opposition to the first bill which is spon­
sored by F. D. Monk, M. P., was to the 
effect that it provided for no efficient gov­
ernment inspection, that the money could 
be invested in any manner the committee 
of management might see fit, that there 
would be no limit tortile number of socie­
ties, .which çan be operated. That any 
en persons living in the Dominion might 
fill out a blank form and upon forwarding 
it to Ottawa may secure the right of in­
corporating, themselves without any cost, 
and thus start a loan and savings company, 
limited. These.shares are to be one dollar 
each and a million, or more shares might!

Agricultural Society Takes it up--A Matter of Im­
portance to the Maritime Provinces—Petition for 
Legislature to Prevent the Practice

(Barbados Standard) z es would be purchased, mixed with in­
ferior-vacuum pan molasses and then sold 
as Barbados molasses. It would be a 
very inferior article, and consequently 
could be sold at a cheap figure; and plant­
ers would - then have to take whatever 
price they could obtain for their good 
molasses. There were plenty of honest and 
respectable merchants in Bridgetown who 
would refrain from going in for such mix­
ture, but if there were others who were 
doing it, he thought it time for the gov­
ernment to interfere and put a stop to it.

Hon. G. I». Pile agreed with the remarks 
,that had fallen from the last speaker. He 
was a producer of vacuum pan molasses, 
but he must tell the members of the society 
that he would positively refuse to sell 
vacuum molasses to any one, if he knew 
that they intended mixing it with a molas­
ses of a different quality. He considered 
it necessary that the molasses trade of the 
country, should be protected as much as lay 
in their power to do so, and there was 
not the slightest doubt that this mixture 
would interfere with it. Therefore he con­
sidered. no step to be taken too drastic or 
too severe to prohibit the mixing of mo­
lasses. (Cheers).

Would be in One Twin's Hands
The president observed that he had 

been told by some one who certainly 
ought to know, that this mixture was be­
ing made and was being offered for sale to 
those on the other side, at a lower figur^ 
than the merchants here could purchase 
the genuine artide at; and therefore, the 
merchants had considerable difficulty in 
disposing of the genuine article. If such 
a state of affairs continued, as he has said 
in his introductory remarks, it meant that 
the other merchants here would be put out 
of business and the entire molasses trade 
of the island would be in the hands of 
this firm or firms. Therefore, unless some 
stop was put, the molasses trade would 
be sooner or later in the hands of a firm 
or firms and the result ’ would be, they 
would give planters just what they pleased 
for molasses. He considered it would be 
an abominable shame if the merchants on 
the other side using the genuine Barbados 
'molasses could not be sure of getting it, 
owing to these mixtures being made. As 
long as it was known abroad that mixtures 
were being made by a firm or firms in this 
island, all molasses shipped from this col­
ony would he suspected as mixtures, and 
Barbados molasses would cease to have the 
name for good quality it previously en­
joyed. In fact, it was the only thing that 
enabled them to continue making the mus­
covado molasses.

Colonel Trollope remarked that there 
was an act in force in the island called the 
Food, Adulteration r\ct, and lie enquired 
of the board whether molasses did not 
come under the terms of that act.

Pï-ofessor d’Albuquerque replied that the 
act would only apply to molasses sold in 
Barbadoes, but would not be applicable to 
it, if it were exporte*.

Mr. Robinson at this stage, moved that 
the president be authorized to write a let­
ter to the governor-in-cxecutivc-committee, 
asking that legislative action be taken to 
put a stop to any mixing of molasses.

Hon. G. L. Pile seconded the motion, 
which was carried unanimously.

Petition Adopted
The president then read the petition, 

which was adopted by the committee of 
management, and the society having adopt­
ed it, it was decided that a copy should he 
taken and forwarded to the governor-in­
executive-committee. The petition requests 
that steps should he taken to obtain legis­
lation to protect the staple industry of 
the island, by declaring it to be illegal for 
any one to mix muscovado and vacuum pan 
molasses, and ship the mixture so made 
in the colony. . |

At a meeting of the Agricultural Society 
here, the president obeerVëd that the at­
tention of • the Committee j of Management 
oP the Society had been drawn to a mat­
ter ; which they considered of very great 
importance. It had come to their notice 
that mixtures were being made and ex­
ported as Barbados molasses ; and he be­

nt. ■ lieved he was correct in saying that there 
was one buyer of molasses, who was at 

f the present constructing very' extensive 
by’s ■ works for the purpose of mixing molasses. 

M According to the information furnished 
m him, what was being done was, a certain 
S quantity of fancy molasses was purchased 
■ and mixed with vacuum pan molasses and 
F the mixture shipped abroad as Barbados 
r molasses. They all knew what was thought 
, of . Barbados molasses in plac<£ where it 

was cansumed. It was considered the best 
molasses in the world, and Barbados had 

1- a name for good molasses. If these mix­
tures were sent abroad as Barbados molas­
ses, in time to come iar from Barbados 
having a good name for molasses, it would 
probably be avoided- as an inferior article. 
It was utterly impossible for the mixture 
of fiincy molasses and vacuum pan mol­
asses to be anything llfce the genuine Bar­
bados molasses in flavor, whatever it 
might be in color. As he understood, the 
object for which this mixture was being 
made was, to enable the dealer connected 
with the said mixture, to produce an 
article at a very much smaller cost than 
the genuine Barbados molasses. This mix­
ture was shipped abroad and sold at a less 
figure than the real article could be pur­
chased from other dealers in molasses in 
this colony. The result was, those mer­
chants who dealt only in genuine molasses 
were placed at a considerable disadvantage 
and could not possibly compete with the 

% dealer of that cheap and nasty mixture 
which was disposed of in Canada andNew- 

^ foundland. If such a state of things con­
tinued, the result would be, that in time 
to come, the entire molasses business of the 

kw 1 island Avould be in the hands of one firm,
; who could give planters whatever they 

pleased for it. That would practically 
ruin to the molasses trade of
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the colony. In his opinion it was a very 
important matter; and a very serious 
situation had arisen. He thought the so­
ciety should deal with the matter at once; 
and he did not think they could come to 
any other decision but that legislation was 
absolutely necessary. There should be legis- 
Jation prohibiting any person in' the island 
from making mixtures to be shipped 
abroad as Barbados molasses. That was 
the only way in which they could put a 
stop to the present state of affairs. By 
obtaining legislation, they would simply 
be prohibiting the mixture from going 
abroad as molasses, lie was of opinion 
that every person in the- country should 
aim at shipping only, genuine molasses in 
order to keep up the good reputation they 
had long since earned by their good quality 
article. (Hear, hear). The committee of 
management had drafted a petition which, 
in case the society agreed that legislation 
should be resorted to in the matter and 
approved of the said petition, it would be 
forwarded to the governor-in-executiye 
committee. They were of opinion that it 
would expedite matters by having the pe­
tition ready drafted.
