The 
necessity for such action on the part of a confirming 
authority is clearly establlohed by RP 64 (a), there 
is ample authority In law for the inclusion by implic­
ation of the power to commute. Reference is mane to 
Vol. 10. C.B.D., page 847, which reads as follows!
"the doing of what la neeessarily incidental or indis­
pensable to the exercise of statutory powers is auth­
orized by implication. Where an Act confera a Juris­
diction, it Impliedly grants, also, the power of doing 
all such acts or employing aueh means as are essentially 
necessary to its execution." In view of this implied 
power It is not oonsiderad that to ere is any real incon­
sistency between section 300 and section 37 of toe Army 
Act which expressly authorizes connut.-.tlon by the con­
firming authority.
