THE EXTENSION OF THE YARD. .

The move to extend and enlarge the
L C. R. freight yard in the northwestern
side of the passenger depot which‘has
been contemplated for some time is now
in & fair way of being carried out very
soon. The I, C. R. yard is now much too
small for the proper accommodation of
the large number of cars that have to be
handled there in making up trains and
in loading and unloading freight,and the
shunting engines have all they can do, as
a general thing, t» keep the cars rightly
placed. The need of more room has
been recognized and some time ago
the Moore mail factory and  the
ground on which it slood was
purchased for $25,000. It was of no use
to the railway unless they had the Harris
property, too, which is atits rear. Some
months ago the I. C. 'R. surveyors sur-
veyed the Harris property and also the
block enclosed by BSouthwark street,
Paradise row and Main street, and it is
thought by some people that the rail-
way will eventually take in the most of
that block. At present, however, the
opinion expressed by some railway men
is that only that portion of the Harris
property will be taken which is on level
with the railway yard. That would
take in the large planing mill and car
building shops of the company, and per-
haps part of the machine shops, the
strip of land being about as wide as the
Moore property. Mr. Robertson has as
yet received no word of when the rail-
way means to take possession, but as
more yard room is needed as soon as
possible it seems probable that the work
of extension will soon be commenced.

RAILWAY EXTENSION IN ST. JOHN.

TLast evening in the House of Com-
mons two important votes with regard
to railway extension in 8t. John were
passed. One of these votes was for the
extension of the Intercolonial from the
railway pier at the breakwater to Reed’s
Point and along the city pier; the other
was for the purchase of a part of the
Harris property near the Intarcolonial
railway depot to give room for sidings.
The extension of the Intercolonial
to the city pier is a measure
that s imperatively demanded and

1ay with regard to it. If the work of the
gi has been postponed until the
~vote was passed they can now proceed
with confidence, and there seems to be
no good reason why the extension of the
railway should not be completed before
winter sets in. We hope and expect fo
see the utmpst diligence umsed in com-

Asto the purchase of the Harris prop-
erty the necessities of the rapidly grow-
ing traffic of the Intercolonial made it
impossible to postpone it any longer.
Within the last ten years the business of
the railway has increased toan extent
which no one dreamed of and it still con-
tinues to grow. Those who are disposed
to take gloomy views of the future of St.
John should derive some comfort from
the rapid growth of its railway business.
The ground which is now to be acquired
for additional yard room for the railway
will not be more than sufficient to meet
the present demand for sidings.

WR. ELLIS AND THE POSTMASTERSHIP.

The Globe devoted a long ar cle on
Wednesday to the St. John postmaster-
ship and sought to justify the superan-
nuation of Mr. John Howe and the ap-
pointment of Mr. Ellis. The article was
of course written by Mr. Ellis himself,

__aud the prevailing feeling among those
who read it was one of disgust. Mr.
Ellis in the course of his article, sought
to show that Mr. Howe was incompet-
ent, that he was incapable of managing
the post office, and hinted at even more
serious jcharges which being now pub-
lished in regard to an aged man, near
the close of his life and after a severe
bereavement, shows what a heartless
creature this man Ellis is. When the
Gazerte was censured some time ago for
being severe on Mr. Ellis we asked
#When did Ellis spare anyone, man or
woman?’ The justification of that ques-
tion is to be found in the wanton attack
made by Ellis on Mr. John Howe. Ellis
says that the Macdonald government in-
tended to remove Mr. Howe, but this i8
simply the assertion of a man who had
no means of knowing the intentions of
the government and, as a matter of fact,
they did not remoye him. That was
reserved for the Mackenzie administra-
tion and it was done to stop the mouth
of the rapacious cormorant Ellis, who
could never be satisfied but was perpetu-
ally crying for more. The late Hon. Isaac
Burpee was persecuted by Ellis for
patronage and for office to such an ex-
tent that his life became almost a bur-
den to him, and when Ellis was appoint-
ed to the postmastership_he broke faith
with his patron and did not carry out
his agreement to retire from the Globe.
No man has ever done more to degrade
the editorial profession in New Bruns-
wick than Ellis. The idea of an editor,
a man who ought to occupy a respected
and influential position,stooping to accept
a paltry postmastership with a salary
of $2000 a year, shows the value that
Ellis places upon his craft and upon him-
gelf, The Ellis postmastership affair is
the most shameful episode in New
Brunswick journalism and if Ellis still
retains any sense of decency he will do
his ntmost to consign it to oblivion.

SILLY AND MENDACIOUS.

Ti.e Telegraph is always silly underits
present management, but of late it has
become something much worse, menda~
cious to the last degree. Referring to the
resolution moved yesterday in the House
of Commons by Sir Richard Cartwright
declaring that the acceptance of gifts or
testimonials of any kind on the part of
ministers of the crown or of their fami-
lies from contractors, or government
officials or others having pecuniary rela-
tions with the government is entirely
opposite to sound principles of adminis-
tration, the Telegraph says in its leader
today : :

Sir Richard Cartwright moved a vote
of want of confidence yesterday. It was
as an amendment to the motion to ﬁo
into supply, and declared against the

practice of ministers accepting testimon-
jals such as Bir Hector Langevin and
Hon. Mr. Costigan had accepted from
contractors and others. Sir John Thomp-
son, who now leads the house, dared not
take a division on the question and al-
lowed it to pass unanimously. In the
present temper of the house and country
the government feared to ask their fol-
lowers to vote this motion down. H
they done so the dwindling major-
ity of the t few weeks would have
been further reduced, and ultt:dpoulbly
the ministry have been defeated.

The resolution itself which will be
found in full in our parliamentary re-
port, does not make the slightest refer-
ence to the present government or to
any member of it. Itis amere abstract
proposition put forward as embodying &
sound principle. Moreover, Sir Richard
Cartwright, in his speech in moving the
resolation distinctly repudiated any in-
tention of making the motien one of
want of confidence in the government
and asked the members of the govern-
ment to vote for it, which they did. Yet
in the face of all this the silly and men-
dacious Telegraph calls the resolution
one of want of confidence.

The wooden ship building industry of
(anada is gradually dying out,as regards
the construction of large vessels, becaute
iron and steel are taking the place of
wood for sailing ships, while wood has
been wholly abandoned as a material for
the construction of ocean steamships.

On the motion for supply, Sir Richard
Cartwright submitted the following
amendment :
That the acceptance of gifts or testi-
monials of any kind on the part of min-
isters of the crown, or any member of
their families, from contractors, govern-
ment officials or others having pecuniary
relations with the government, is entire-
ly opposite to soun principles of admin-
istration and calculated to bring parlia-
tary gover: t into contempt, and
that the example thus given tends to
corrupt and demoralize the officials serv-
ing under the ministers who have accept-
ed or permitted the acceptance of gifts
or testimonials, as aforesaid.
Sir Richard observed that his motion
did not condemn the acceptance of pres-
ents from personal friends not having re-
lations with the government. What he
protested against was the acceptance of
money from contractors or from other
persons interested financially in legis-
lation or admistration. The thing had
become & public evil. He stated that
his motion was not intended as a reso-
lution of want of confidence. He hoped
the gentlemen opposite would see their
way clear to vote for his amendment.
Sir John Thompson said, before stat-
ing his position in respect tothe abstract
proposition made in the motion before
the house, he would refer to Cartwright's
observations. The lastspeaker was quite
inaccurate in his account of the Sir John
Macdonald’s testimonial of twenty years
ago. It was not then thought that Sir
John would ever be in a position to show
official favor to any person, He was sup-
posed to be on his death-bed. The per-
sons who subscribed to that testimonial
could not have been open to censure,

1y control the shipbuilding industry. It
is now practically proved, he argues,
that steel mixed with from 3to 5 per
cent of nickel is double the strength of
ordinary steel, and that it does' notecor-
rode or take on barnacles, so that ships
constructed of it will never require scrap-
ing. Moreover as ships of nickle plated
steel may safely be built much lighter
than ordinary steel ships, their engine
power and consumption of coal may be
safely reduced without diminution of
speed. Inshort nickelplated steel seems
bound to supersede ordinary steel and
probably. also all other materials in pre-
sent use in ship comstruction. Nickel
has thus become & necessity and the na-
tion whichis ina position to produce
this material must necessarily control
the shipbuilding trade, and at the present
at least there is no known supply of nick-
el worth mentioning outside “of Canada.
Canada possesses nickeliferous pyrites
without limit. The entire region ex-
tending from Lake Superior to Labrador
is rich in it. Experts declare that the
Dominion can supply a million fons of
pure metal annually if necessary for an
indefinite period. All .the other sources
of supply known in the world just now
would not suffice to keep even & single
first class shipbuilding concern on the
Clyde in full working. The capitalusts of
Canada should not be slow to act on the
hint thus given. If Mr. Imrie is correct
in the statements he makes, and they
cannot well be questioned, it will
not be long before we will see

Canada and engaging in the work of
building nickel steel ships here.

He did not on the time
he entered the ministry flatter himself
that he was called to the cabinet for his
great ability. He was chosen a8 the re-
presentative of an element in the popu-
Jation. He was not free from faults, but
be knew that he was free from tempta-
tion to try to make gain out of his in~
fluence as a minister. When & testimon-
ial was given him he assumed it to
come from friends and from the people
he specially represented. Two years
ago, and not till then, he learned the
names of the subseribers. He proposed
now to send a list to Sir Richard Cart-
wright,and invited the latter to take two
friends of his own party and examine
that list. If among the contributors the
name of asingle person could be found

A LARGE AMOUNT OF BUSINESS
TRANSACTED AT YESTER-
PAY’S MEETING.

King Square the Site of the Monu-
ment—The Ferry Still a Separate
Department—§$20,000 BNMore Needed
to Complete Main Street Pavement—
Ald. Kelly n Health Officer—Im-
provements in Several Quarters.

The common council met yesterday
afternoon.

The treasury board, after reporting
and recommending payment of 8 number
of bills, recommended that the account

of five per cent, be allowed on all taxes
assessed in the present year on the in-
habitants of the city if paid in the office
of the receiver of taxes on or before the
first day of October next. Adopted.

The general committee to whom was
referred the motion of Ald. McGoldrick
of 24th April, relating to the ferry service,
recommended that the ferry service be
placed under the control of the depart-
ment of public safety forthwith. After
a long discussion the motion to adopt
this report was lost by a vote cf 10 for to
13 against.

The board of public works reccom-
mend that the Young memorial be er-
rected on the Queen square at such part
as may be deemed advisable by the
board.

A communication from voters of Dukes
and Sydney wards was read, asking that
the memorial be placed at Reed’s point,
where it would also be commemorative
of other gallant deeds.

The report recommending Queen
square was lost, 10 to 12.

The King square band stand site was
carried by a vote of 12 to 10.
