In 
order to give, this additional significance 
thfiy have chosen for its accomplishment 
their great national feast day,”

After the national hymn of-the -Nether­
lands had been sang, Andrew.D. White, 
United States ambassador toi (Germany, 
and head of the American delegation to 
the peace conference, paid an eloquent 
tribute to Grotius, “to carry out whose 
ideas are now assembled delegates from 
all nations.” After tracing the work of 
Grotins and the dffeet of his ideas, Mr. 
White said: “From the tomb of Grotins I 
seem to hear a message to go on with the 
work of strengthening pence and human­
izing war, and above all, to give the 
world at last a beginning of an effective 
apd practical scheme of arbitration.”

At the end of his address Mr. White 
laid on the tomb of Grotins. on behalf 
of his colleagues, a wreath of silver oak 
and laurel leaves, bearing the inscription: 
“To the memory of Hugo Grotins, on 
the occasion of the peace conference at 
the Hague, in revefenoe and gratitude 
from tbe United State*.”

The bill enacted that “in future all mon­
ey and salaries due by the government 
of Canada to any public officer or other 
person in the employ of the said govern­
ment shall be liable to be seized by way 
of attachment in each and every pro­
vince of the Dominion of Canada in such 
proportion as may be determined by the 
laws in force in such provinces. It is 
further laid down that a copy otxthe writ 
of attachment " shall be 8«rveS on the 
head of the debtor's department who 
shall make a sworn declaration to the 
court of the amount due or to become 
due to the employee. The salary shall 
by the provincial laws and the amount 
deducted by the government. Regula­
tions may be made by the governor-in- 
council for carrying the provisions of the 
act into effect, and an amount" of not 
more than ten per cent, of the monthly 
salary may be deducted to cover the ex­
penses and costs Incurred by the govern­
ment.”

The discussion of the measure was very 
full and lasted for more than two hours. 
Those who supported the proposed legis­
lation Included Messrs. Richardson, 
Bell (P.E.I.), McMullen (North Welling­
ton), and Fortin (Laval), took the ground 
that the warrant Is ample for wiping 
out the special privilege which now ap­
pertains to civil servants of immunity 
from all liability to pay their debts.

The law as 
It now stands authorizes payments up to 
$10,000 and the amendment will meet the 
case of the St. John drydock scheme pro­
moted by ex-Mayor Robertson of that 
city. It is also the intention of the gov­
ernment to provide that a subsidy up to 
$10,000 a year may be granted toward the 
improvement of any existing dock.

Craigflower Road.

Mr. Hans Helgesen, M.P.P., Dr. Mon­
ro and J. A. Mackinnon, members of the 
deputation which came down from Atlin 
to interview .the provincial government

During the evening the members of the 
deputation received from the executive 
the reply of the government to the re­
presentations made by them on behalf of 
those who sent them to Victoria, and Mr.

In regard to the extension of the close

Harbor Commissions.
Messrs. Prior and Earle, M.P.’s, ad­

dressed the council as follows;
Ottawa, June 27, 1886. 

To His Worship the Mayor and Aldermen 
of the City of Victoria, B. C.: 

Gentlemen,—We beg to state that In ac­
cordance with a resolution forwarded to 
ns by the city clerk, we now send you 
the return showing the amounts expended 
by the government on the harbors of Mont­
real and Victoria, B. C. As you will at 
once see, this return is most misleading. 
The harbor of Montreal Is managed by a 
harbor trust or board, to whom the gov­
ernment makes loans, and the money la 
expended by the commissioners of the 
board. None of these loans are shown in 
the enclosed returns. As the harbor of 
Quebec is more on a par with Victoria 
than Montreal, we asked for Information 
in regard to that port, and elicited the in­
formation contained on page 5463 of Han­
sard, herewith enclosed. You will see that 
the government has loaned the Quebec har­
bor board the sum of $3,748,519.62, on 
which $1,306,315.01 is owing for interest ; 
also that not one cent of this huge sum 
has been repaid by Quebec to the govern­
ment. If money can be obtained for Vic­
toria harbor on like terms, merely on hav­
ing a harbor trust formed, It seems to us 
that the sooner such a board Is formed 
the better. It Is manifestly unfair that 
such gums should be- granted to Quebec, 
when at the same time not one dollar can 
be obtained for a harbor having the enor­
mous amount of shipping that Victoria 
has.
