Brussels, Feb. 6.—During the 
ination of Rubino, the Italia-ni anarchist, 
charged with attempting to assassinate 
King Leopold by firing, three shots at 
His Majesty, he was questioned regard­
ing his stay in England. Rubino said 
it was a hospitable country, and he de­
cided not to make an attempt to kill 
King Edward, as that would bring trou­
ble' on his comrades. He spent the 
money which ne received from the Italian 
embassy for spying on anarchists in 
purchasing a revolver, explaining that 
“anarchists ought to always bç armed so 
as to be in readiness to kill the wild 
beasts of society.” He had; hoped to 
be able to kill King Leopold, Pripce 
Albert and a few clergymen. When the 
examination of the prisoner was con­
cluded the hearing of witnesses was com­
menced.. f

After hearing the witnesses and the 
counsel for the prosecution, Counsel 
Royer, rising to defend Rubino, adopted King Leopold by firing three shots at His 
the ground that Rubino was never 
spy, but a real anarchist. Hç had been 
a successful student and was a man of 
intelligence, and not evilly disposed. The 
circumstance of the prisoner’s life and 
his environment had rooted the seeds of Assize court, 
anarchism in his soul.

They should glory in the fact that 
they were boni under the Union Jack, 
(Applause.) If the people of the United 
States had something to be proud of, arid 
they had much to pride themselves in, 
Britishers h^d much more. (Applause.)

If our readers will study the 
treaty carefully, they will note how com­
pletely it bears out the points made by 
Mr. Hunter. We also desire to draw 
particular attention to Article 3, setting 
forth" the manner in which the boundary 
line, shall be arrived at.. It says: “The 
Tne of demarcation between the posses­
sions of the high contracting parties 
upon the coast of the continent and the 
islands of America to the northwest shall 
be drawn in the manner following: Com­
mencing from the southermost point of 
the island called Prince of Wales Island, 
which point lies in the parallel of 54 
degress 40 minutes north latitude, and 
between the 131st and 133rd degree of 
west longitude (meridian of Greenwich), 
the said line shall ascend to the north 
along the channel,” etc. In the Ameri­
can version of the treaty before the 
word channel “Portland” is inserted. The 
insertion of the word must necessarily 
have, a most important effect upon the 
general interpretation of the treaty. For 
that reason Canadians will not cease to 
demand that the matter shall be investi­
gated by experts in order that the just 
cause shall prevail.

Mr. Hunter writes:
In view of the great and increasing in­

terest manifested in the Alaskan bound­
ary question, occasioned by the terms of 
the .treaty recently ratified by Great 
Britain and the United States, I crave 
your indulgence in submitting the fol­
lowing facts and considerations:

In the spring of 1877, while a mem­
ber of the engineering dtaff of the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway survey, under Mr., 
now Sir Sanford Fleming, I was, on 
his recommendation, selected to define 
the boundary line between the Dominion 
of Canada and the United States terri­
tory of Alaska, where the line crosses 
the Stachine or Stickeen river. This 
work was successfully accomplished, 
and copies of my report and plan are 
to be found in the government, a 
at Ottawa, Washington, and H 
street.

For the purpose of. enabling me in­
telligently, to prosecute the work 
mitted to my charge, I was furnished 
with a copy of articles 3 and 4 of the 
convention between Russia and Great 
Britain of February 16th and 28th, 1825, 
in which the boundary line agreed upon 
by the high contracting parties is des­
cribed as follows :

Although having, probably, no immediate 
bearing upon the mission with which I am 
charged, I have taken the liberty .of draw­
ing your attention to a discrepancy which 
might lead to serious complications Iu the 
future. • tion has chosen to saddle itself with a 

very considerable* debt in order to set 
them up in business again, a thing with­
out parallel in history, yet the people are 
not satisfied.

If 
he were not so essential in the post he 
has recreated he might make a good 
foreign minister. It would not do any 
harm if certain statesmen who have fal­
len into the tail-twisting habit were 
spoken plainly to occasionally.

Ottawa, 11 th April, 1877.
Sir:—Referring to your letter of the 28th 

ultimo, on the subjects respectively, of the 
survey of the Stachine river entrusted to 
you, and of the boundary between the Do­
minion and Alaska. Northerly from the 
Southerly end of Prince of Wales Island, 
I have the honor by direction of the Min­
ister of the Interior to state:

The Minister is of opinion that there Is 
no reason to anticipate any serious com­
plications arising from the fact of the dis­
crepancy alleged in your letter to exist be­
tween the copy marked C, of articles 3 
and 4 of the convention between rtusy.ii and 
Great Britain, respecting the Alaska 
boundary line appended to your instruc­
tions, and the authorities alluded to In 
your letter.

Twenty-six years have passed since 
these letters were written, and no ser­
ious complications have arisen, but the 
end is not yet. The future is here, 
and with it the age of trusts and war­
ships. Although confident that we have 
a righteous cause, I am not sanguine of 
the result. If the British case were 
left entirely to Canada,~ finality might 
be reached with advantage to British 
interests.

Canada is better acquainted with her 
clever, genial, blustering neighbor than 
is Great Britain,% and there could be 
named as members ot the Alaskan tri­
bunal Canadians who would by their 
integrity and ability do honor to the 
best traditions 'of their country and the 
Empire.

The St. James Gazette of London 
laments the fact that Britain is ne­
glecting opportunities to strengthen - the 
bonds of union with Canada, especially 
referring to the higif postage on maga­
zines and newspapers which makes Can­
adians more dependent oa the'yJTnited « 
Stales for news Und literature. The 
paper adds: “This is surely a matter in 
which we might well make some sacri­
fice, if sacrifie is required for the sake 
of the loyal colonists who are thus de­
sirous of preserving the British charac­
teristics of their country.” The paper 
urges the government to give the mat­
ter consideration, as there could be no 
more favorable opportunity than now 
when the post office is under the control 
of the son of the greatest Colonial 
Minister this country has ever produced. 

* * *
The Colonist pines for a government 

that will give Canada a “strong policy.” 
In what manner shall we measure the 
strength of a policy ? Canada within the 
last few years* has madê more remark­
able material progress than any other 
country in the world. During the previ­
ous eighteen years the rate of progres­
sion was very disappointing. In each 
of the periods a distinct policy was in 
force. Which one of the two has been 
proved by actual experience .to be most 
suited to the requiréments of the coun­
try? We cannot have a strong policy 
with weak men at the head of our affairs.

Professor Robert Koch, who alternate­

He 
was born in Klausthal, Hanover, and 
studied at Gottingen. In 1882 he dis­
covered the bacillus tuberculosis; in 
1884, after a journey to Egypt, he un­
earthed the cholera bacillus, and in 1890 
added the phthisis bacillus to his collec­
tion. He has also accomplished many 
other works for science that are not ex­
pressed (in terms of microbes, his re­
searches in splenic fever and wound 
poison being conspicuous examples.

Treaty Between Russia and Great 
Britain.

Convention Between His Britannic 
Majesty and the Emperor of Russia, 
Signed at St. Petersbury in Febru­
ary, 1825.

Article 1. It is agreed that the re­
spective subjects of the high contracting 
parties shall not be troubled or molest­
ed in any part of the ocean commonly 
called the Pacific Opean, either in navi­
gating the same in fishing therein, or in 
landing at such parts of the coast as 
shall not have been already occupied, in 
order to trade with the natives, under the 
restrictions, and conditions specified in 
the following articles:

Article 2. In order to prevent the 
right of navigating and fishing exercised 
upon the ocean 'by the subjects of the 
high contracting parties from becom­
ing the pretext for an illicit commerce, 
it is agreed that the subjects of His 
Britannic Majesty shall not land at any 
place where Jihere may be a Russian es­
tablishment, without the permission of 
the governor or commandant, and on 
the othqr hand that Russian subjects 
shall not dand without permission at any 
British establishment on the northwest 
coast.

Article 3. "The line of demarcation be­
tween the possessions of the high con­
tracting parties upon the coast of the 
the northwest shall be drawn in the 
manner following:

Commencing from the southermost 
point of the island called Prince of 
Wales island, which point lies in the 
parallel of 54 «degrees 40 minutes north 
latitude, and between the 131st and 
133rd degree of west longitude (meridian 
of Greenwich), the said line shall as­
cend to the north along the channel as 
far as the point of the continent where 
it strikes the 56th degree of north lati­
tude; from this last mentioned point the

continent, where it strikes the fifty-sixth 
degree of North latitude. From this last 
mentioned point the line of demarcation 
shall follow the summit of the mountains 
situated parallel to the Const, as far as 
the point of Intersection of the one hundred 
and forty-first degree of West longitude (of 
the same meridian), and finally from the 
said point of intersection, the said meridian 
line of the one hundred and forty-firet de­
gree in its prolongation as far as the 
Frozen Ocean.

“With reference to the line of demarca­
tion laid down in the preceding article, it 
Is understôod:

“That whenever the summit of the 
mountains, which extend Jn a direction 

. parallel to the Coast fromi the fifty-sixth 
degree of North latitude to the point of 
Interesctiop of the one hundred and forty- 
first degree of West longitude shadl prove 
to be at the distance of more than ten 
marine leagues from the ocean, the limit 
between the British possessions and the 
line of coast which Is to belong to Russia 
as above mentioned (that is to say, the 
limit to the possessions ceded by this 
vent ion) shall be formed by « Une parallel 
to the winding of the const, and which 
shall never exceed the distance of 
marine leagues therefrom.”

tective associations. When they con­
sider their interests to be menaçed or 
their craft in danger by reason of the 
course of legislation, they do not hesi­
tate to impress 'the legislature with the 
fact! and to bring to bear legitimate pres­
sure to have amendments made-in line
with what they believe to be justice and 
fair-dealing.

The railways led 
that way; the manufactories looked in 
that direction. The safety of the com­
merce on the seas was therefore one of 
the greatest importance, made more 
urgent as industries developed. The ef­
ficiency of the navy was one of the great­
est importance to Canada.

At present the Navy League was sup­
ported almost altogether in the United 
Kingdom. It was estimated that the sea­
board commerce of the Kingdom, includ­
ing the values of ships and the foreign 
trade, was £2,000,000,000. The actual 
commerce, apart from the values of the 
ships represented about £1,250,000,000. 
While perhaps two-thirds of this was re­
presented by the United Kingdom, yet 
the time was coming when the percen­
tage represented by the colonies would 
increase, and the matter of the insurance 
of that trade was one which more vitally 
would affect this Dominion. The ques­
tion of insurance was an important one.

There were those who did not seem 
to anticipate that there was any danger 
of war. But within the past eight years 
there had been many times when there 
was imminent danger of war. He in­
stanced several of these which had from 
year to year threatened the Empire. In 
case of war the imports and exports of 
Canada would be at stake. It was a 
vital question as in case the chances of 
war went against England bankruptcy 
would result in Canada in many in­
stances, owing to the crippling of busi­
ness. While it would be more severely 
felt in the United Kingdom, yet Canada 
would be affected.

The results of a naval war were stu­
pendous. The destiny of the whole Bri­
tish people would be at stake. In a 
naval war'the resources at hand must be 
utilized. There was not time to prepare 
a fleet before the shock came.

The question was how Canada could 
assist “the cause of Empire” and pro­
tect naval insurance. He did not advo­
cate a cash contribution by Canada.

He went into some of the arguments 
against that. One of these was that the 
principle of a contribution made to as­
sist in the maintenance of a navy in 
which they had no voice was wrong. 
This was not a sound argument. It ap­
peared to be based upon the principle 
that there could be no taxation without 
representation. But in this case this did 
not apply. The Dominion parliament, 
the representatives of the Canadian peo­
ple, would vote this. It was not a tax 
imposed by the Imperial House. Then 
the argument that the Canadian people 
would have no voice in the expenditure 
was not a sound one. The parliament 
voted many sums similarly. What voice 
had they in the expenditure of the C. P. 
R., to which a large grant was made.

City Solicitor Explains Some of the 
Features Connected WTith the 

Proposed Measure.

In view of the fact that there seems 
to be a misapprehension, upon the çart 
of many as to the objects sought to be 
attained by the Cow by-law now before 
the council, the city solicitor offers an 
explanation. He contends that the by­
law does not aim at imposing any hard­
ship upon the residents who may keep 
a cow for their own domestic use.

On the contrary, the object aimed at 
is to further protect the health of the 
city by the removal of what is regarded 
as unsanitary features. The by-law pro­
posed is made applicable only to the 
more densely populated parts. It does 
not apply to those keeping a cow oven 
though all the milk obtained is not con­
sumed by the family to whom the ani­
mal belongs.

It does not even prohibit the pasturing 
of cows on vacant lots, provided these 
are properly fenced and otherwise made 
to conform with the regulations laid 
down.

The proposal applies to what might 
be regarded as herds kept by parties 
making dairying their business, who 
stable their cows in the thickly populated 
parts, the nuisance of which is not con­
fined to this alone, but also to that which 
arises in driving the herds to and from 
the stables.
