BELGIANS SELL STREET RAILSFROM BUBONIC That there is no better country for the 

poor man than Canada, is the opinion ex­
pressed by J. P. Murray, a maritime prov­
ince man who is now in St. John after 
a three years’ tour of the world.

Murray was in the C. P. R. employ in 
the years ’82, ’83 and part of ’84, and he 
ran the first engine oiit of Medicine Hat, 
when the population of that place were 
living in tents. He also ran a train 
through Calgary before that town was 
surveyèd.

Has Made Money
In the early days he invested some of 

his savings in town lots and in the course 
of time realized handsomely on them so 
that he has been able to spend a good 
many years in traveling about and seeing 
the world.

Since he left the service of the C. P. 
R. he has been in Central and South Am­
erica, the West Indies, Europe, Asia and 
Africa and has just finished a three years 
tour of the world. He arrived in iVic- 
toria from Yokohama, in March last and 
came across on the C. P. R. main line, 
visiting Calgary, Medicine Hat, Moosejaw 
and Regina and these places that he knew 
as little settlements of canvas tents or 
barren prairie, are now prosperous cities.

St. John’s, Nfld., Aug. 8—Advices from 
Labrador, through the 
Fiona, wnicn arrived here today, reports 
the failure of the fisheries off that coast, 
owing to the ice blockade. Unless this 
barrier is removed soon a serious situ­
ation to 25,000 men and their families is 
inevitable. These men compose the crews 
of the 1,500 vessels which usually are en­
gaged in the Labrador fisheries. Their 
average catch constitutes about one-third 
of Newfoundland’s total and while the 
loss may be made up to a small extent by 
seeking fish on the west coast and on 
other grounds, it is certain to cause a gen­
eral shortage. A continuance of the ex­
isting ice-bound conditions must result 
either in starvation or a call upon the 
government Jfor relief.

The ice is still packed along the Labra­
dor coast as far south as the Straits of 
Belle Isle. Just now there are no signs 
of disintegration.

London, Aug. 7—The vexed question as 
to whether the house of lords would in- 
térfere with the budget, which action the 
Radicals declare would be unconstitutional, 
appears to be settled by the pronounce­
ment of Lord Lansdowne, leader of the 
opposition in the lords, in a speech at 
Caine, Wiltshire, tonight. Declaring the 
belief that the working classes desired 
tariff reform and not the taxation of capi­
tal and the expropriation of property, 
Lord Lansdowne suggested that the house 
of commons may no longer represent the 
will of the people.

“We recognize,” he said, “that the will 
of the people must prevail in the end but 
we demand that the people of the coun­
try be given full and sufficient oppor­
tunity to express thithwill with full and 
sufficient knowledge of the subject.

“Upon that issue,” declared Lord Lans­
downe, “the lords are ready to try con­
clusions in the great struggle which must 
surely be upon us before very long. The 
lords are rèady to meet their adversaries 
and will accept the verdict of the peo­
ple.”

By such means the road su­
perintendent can demand from all employ­
ed by him a reasonable day’s work. He can 
perform the work where it is most re­
quired, taking up the worst pieces first, 
or the most heavily travelled sections, 
bringing them to a permanent condition, 
and steadily extending the work done year 
by year. The cost of road construction is 
largely dependent on the cost of labor and 
the amount of work performed, and it is 
not an uncommon thing to see an efficient 
road superintendent take hold of a road 
system and by careful management reduce 
the cost to one-half. It may be asked, 
‘Have any municipalities undertaken such 
a system of road management, and have 
they proven uniformly successful?’ A 
large number of townships throughout the 
province have placed their work under road 
superintendents.

Mrs. Carrie Burnham Kilgore, the first 

of her sex to be admitted to the practice 
of law in the State of Pennsylvania, died 
recently in Swarthmore, near Philadel­
phia."

Born in Vermont in 1838, she taught 
school in that State and in Wisconsin, 
and later studied medicine and received 
the degree of M.D in 1864.

(London Daily Mail.)

A wonderful record ae a traveler has 
been achieved by Dash, the smooth haired 
fox terrier, which accompanied Dr. It. A. 
Stein, the archaeological explorer, through­
out his great journey of 10,000 miles, un­
dertaken on behalf of the Indian govern­
ment, through Central Asia into China 
and back.

To fit and Mend GlovesO’NEILL OF HALIFAX, CHAMPION
less. As glove seams are invariably sewed 
with an external buttonhole stitch, they 
should be mended with the same • stitch 
and a corresponding quality of thread or 
silk. When the mending is done it is 
best to strip the glove from the hand and 
while wearing the right-hand glove allow 
someone to ply the needle for you. In 
this manner with the glove stretched 
snugly on the hand the uneven drawing 
or ruffling of the kid is impossible.

If the glove should split in the palm 
of the hand it should not be sewed, but 
an angle of kid should be inserted from, 
some other glove, hold the ends ot u.e 
rent about the patch about one-sixteentli 
of an inch and sew down close to the 
edge at least twice iwth the material. 
When the thumb and forefinger wear out 
ahead o fthe other parts of the glove one 
may prolong its use by cutting out the 
worn portion, turning the finger inside 
out and setting a small piece of • kid 
against the gap with some liquid glue. 
Old and worn gloves are worn by many 
housekeepers as a protect on to theil 
hands in their household work.

It has always been the custom of 
gloves to rip at the seams and tear at the 
clasps before they can be really said to 
be wearing out, and the manner of put­
ting on a glove generally has something 
to do with its life of usefulness. A curling 
iron should be used to adequately stretch 
a tight-fitting kid of suede before the at­
tempt is made to put it on the hand.

Loosely fitting gloves, selected indiscrim­
inately* wear out more easily, or at least 
look more unwearable, than the close-fit­
ting ones. And again, many women pur­
chase gloves that w’ill not fit their short 
fingers, the kid wrinkling on the fingers 
for almost half an inch. Great care 
should be taken in their selection. Wrinkl­
ed gloves do not give neatness of appear­
ance and are. an eyesore to the wearer. 
The way to remedy this is to have the 
measurement taken by an exeprienced 
salesman and have them flitted properly. 
On the other hand, the close-fitting glove 
must be a subject of especial care, and a 
single stitch in time will probably save it. 
If they start to rip at the seams, they are
