The milk producers of to-day do
not depend on beef cattle for milk
Froduction. The general impression
is that beef production and milk
production are antagonistic
that & man who wishes to produce
milk, must, like the traveler at the

of the other. Milk giving is one of
the characteristics of the beef breed,
which I believe to be inherent and

ducing beef cattle not for the
duction of milk for the sake of miik,
highest utility and profit, writes
Prof. C. . Curtis. This is contrary
to the prevailing opinion on this
{subject, which is that the man who
wishes to produce beef had bétter do
it with animals that have no tend-
ency to milk. I believe that milk
production is essential to the high-
est degree of excellence in the beef
animal, to the reproductive powers
of the animal.

That kind of a cow is less
profitable than o cow that gives a
better flow of milk. Many who are
judging of the merite of breeding
cattle are very largely influenced by
that consideration. It is a questioa
that has a right to enter inte the
consideration of the subject.
CALVES FROM SKIMMILK,

Instead of maintaining one cew for
one calf, or retaining twe cows for
one calf to get good calves, we
ought to be able to produce tim
calves which are the young beef of
the country from the dams that supe
port them, and we ought to produce
the calves of the country from the
milk of the dam after the butter fas
is taken out and produce them well.
We must have cows that give wmore
milk. For that reason we should
have a good cow and a gooed calf.

Go into the best breeding herds of
this country, either pure-bred or
grade, and you will find the cows
raising the best calves are also the
best milkers, the cows that breed
and feed with the greatest regular-
ity,the cows that breed the longest,
the cows of the best breeding herds
will be the cows that have the larg-
est flow of milk. Considered from
the beef standpoint, fecundity and
milk-giving go together. Where you
have the largest milk-giving quality,
you have the greatest fecundity and
the reverse is true. \Whenever yeou
have lost sight of the milk-giving
qualities you are doing that at the
expense of the beef and the kreeding
quality of the animal.

If you lose sight of the milk it
will be to the detriment of the cew’s
breeding for that purpese. Of
prime importance in this regard ‘is
the production of bullocks fer the
block. The preduce that will be
produced at least expense and com-
mand the best prices will be the pre-
duce of the cows in the herd of best
milkers, and almost invariably the
cows that are the best milkers will
be in the best form for laying on
flesh at an advanced period, and
they will have the best qualit of
flesh when put on the block. t will
be more free from blubber and
patches than that of the cows that
have a less tendency to milk.

BEEF OF HIGHER QUALITY.

In addition to higher return from
the animal, to ionger service in the
herd as a breeding animal, you wil
have an animal producing a calf
that will give you better beef. If I
had to select to-day a cow that
would produce the best bullocks te
put on the market, I would prefer a
cow that is a good milker. When
you find a good milker combined
with the bheef type, when you stop
the milk flow and finish her for the
block, or when you take her male
calf and make a steer out of it and
feed that animal for the block, yeu
have a higher class produst and
more profitable than in the one
which has the beef tendency. develop-
ed to the exclusion of milk. d

I believe a great mm!).v‘ men lose
sight of that fact. they want
beef in the highest degree of excel-
lence they must almost entirely ig-
nore the milking quality. This hes
been done in our country to & large
extent to the detriment of our bheetf
breeds. The producer will make bet-
ter profit if he gives attention te the
milk-producing quality in our beet
herds, with better returns and better
service.

There was not a modern wheat mill
in New Brunswick in 1882 ; there are
twenty-three roller process mills to-day,
waking a8 good flour as any imported
trom the west. The work of the gov-
ernment in this one branch of its
agricultural policy is the means already
of retaining in the Province about
$1,000,000 a vyear of cash, which, in
1882, went to buy flour from the mills
of Western Cunada and the United
States,

In 1882 the hospital grant was

They were obliged, in the last year of
their existence, to borrow $60,000 in ad-
vance on account of the provincial subsidy
at Ottawa, and althongh they showed a
credit balance of $50,000 in their accounts
for 1882, yet, when they were voted out
of office by the legislature in 1883, it was
found that they had a fl »ating indebted-
ness of more than $320,000, $250 000 of
which to-day forms a part of the bonded
debt of the Piovince.

Wae do not claim that the governmen:
of Mr. Hazea’s friends of those days was
corrupt. They were extravagant, how-
ever, and reckleas of the future of the
Province in their methods.

The policy of the present government
has been one by which the interests of the
Province have been conserved in every
possible way. The public domain has
been husbanded and maie to yield value
to the people for whatis tiken from it.
It has not been bartered or fristered away.
It is more valuable to-day than when it
came under the coutrol of the Blair ad-
ministration in 1883. The claims of the
Province upon the Dominion have been
pushed towards settlement with vigor.
Some of them have been paid and the
payment of others is practically assured.
Better subesidy terms are being pressed
for, aud it & an open secret that they wiil
be couceded ; $2,000,000 of the Fishery
award will, in the near future, come to
New Brunswick, enabling its government
to coutinue the bountiea to our fishermen
and have, besides, a enoy balance of inter-
est to go into the provincial revenue,
The attempt to reduce the Ottawa repre-
sentation of the Province, which has been
wade because of a ption of the
provisions of the British North America
Act, has met with such a protest from our
Premier and Attorney General as wili,
with the aid of the other three original
provinces of the coufederation, not only
prevent the further reduction of our
pa'liamentary 1epresentation but, in the
end, restore the one member of which we
have been deprived for nearly ten years.

Many of these demands for the rights
of New Brunswick have either been
opposed, or made light of by Mr. Hazen
and his following, while he seems disposed
to push none of them. Yet he asksthe
Province to reject its present efficient
administration and place him at the head
of its affairs. The people wonder at the
réquest, and it is not surprising that he is
experieucing difficulty in securing candi-
dates, even in those constituencies where
there is any appreciable sentiment of
opposition.

The people of the Province know a good
government when they have it, and the
only question with them now is as to
whether Mr. Hazen will be even able to
hold his own, or, in other words, how big
the government’s majority will be.

As to Northumberland, there is no
opposition, save 1n the quarter where envy
of the success of Premier Tweedie 2nd his
colleagues has always been the ruling
motive and policy. The gentlemen who
would like to offer opposition to them
appear to be willing to relegate North-
umberland to the back benches, if, in
doing so, they might only defeat the
Pcemier and Messrs. Burchill, O’Biien
and Fish. This is well known at home
and abroad. 1taccounts for the visi's to
the county, whenever an election is on, of
emissaries from outside centres, who come
here to make uss of the little faction by
inducing its leaders to offer as candidates,
in the hope that they will assist in depriv-
ing Northumberland and the North Shore
of their present influcnrial position in the
affairs of the Province. [n the last elec-
tion they came from Fredericton ; this
time St. John has sent them. Whether
there are any men in the county who so
far forget the traditions of Northumber
land as to accept outside dictation as to
how it shall arrange for its representation
at Fredericton, remains to be seen. It
may be assumed, however, that Northum-
berland knows that 1t csnnot afford to
have Mr. Tweedie and his colleagues
beaten, nor will it do anything to assist
those who would deprive the Premier of
the support in the legislature of the three
collesgues who have so nobly stood by
him in the past in his efforts to serve the
whole Province ably and faithfully, while
seeing that full justice is secured for their
own county.

The mujority of the electors have uot at hund the official stutements

from year to year in which the items comprisiug the public debt are set forth in
detail, and bave to depend entirely on the statements made by the press and

from the platform tor information upon this important subject.

In order that

the public may be fully and correctly informed on the matter, we present a
statement from the ofticiel records, by which will appear at a glance the date
und chapter of the act et assembly by which the several items that make up the
indebtedness are suthorized, the objeot and amount ot each item, and the ad-
ministration under which each particular item was passed.

“This statement is brought down to the 31st of October, 1901, the latest

date available to the public.

At the last session of the legislature further addi-

tions to the public debt were authorized to meet smullpox bills, repairing damage
done bridges by the fresbets, importation of horses, etc., the particulars ot which
will be made public when the Anditor-General’s report for 1902 appears. The

ATMOSPHERIC SEWERAGE.-

] OH, LISTEN TO THE ICE !

The winter of the Far North
not wholly silent, although so little
life is manifest at that season. A
paragraph from a Greenland ex-
plorer’s account of his winter’s stay
on the east coast of that country
makes this fact very clear : “All
these movements of the ice—the gra-
dual crowding and pressing, bending
and pushing, the breaking of the
masses of snow lying at the ‘ice
foot’—do not go on noiselessly, but
are generally accompanied by cer-
tain sounds, which are called the
‘voices’ of the ice. Now we hear
a singing, splashing, or grumbling,
alternating with various other
noises, cracking and snapping ; now
it sounds irregularly from a great
distance, like a confusion of human
voices, the changing din of a train or
a sledging-party, or you fancy you
hear the steps and voices of all sorts
of animals. There is a charm in
listening to these sounds on a still
night.”’
