Driver McKenna, of the express, no-
ticed nothing last night at the place
of the accident but on arriving at New-
castle saw blood on the after part of
the frame of the pilot, on the front of
the wheel, and also on the brake of the
engine. No hair or clothing was seen
and he thought an animal was struck.
Conductor Logan of the Fredericton
express, saw an Indian on the train
drinking. He got off at Chatham Junc-
tion, was with two whites, who went
to Chatham. The Indian was five feet,
five inches, weighing one hundred and
forty pounds. The night operator at
Chatham Junction saw an Indian get
off and start walking to Newcastle
ahead of the express. The body was
identified this morning by Kane Bern-
ard as Thos. Soulian, of Eel Ground
Reserve. With the body were found an
empty whiskey flask and full gin bot-
tles. Both legs, both arms, and.the up-
per half of the head were severed and
the breast torn.

NEW YORK, June 12—A coroner’s
jury which todRy investigated the death
of Dr. Charles A. Foster, the noted
alienist, confifmed the result of an
autopsy by a poroner’s physician. The
doctor died frgm uriamia. At the same
time the jury censured the police for
having placed Dr. Foster in a cell when
he was found acting strangely on the
street on the night of May 17. In effect
the verdict was that the police had
made a blunder in the arrest of Dr.
Foster and the jury recommended that
whenever a prisoner is brought before
the police officials charged with intox-
ication, a proper medical examination
should be'made to ascertain whether
the .condition of the person is not due
to physical causes other than inebriety.
Friends of Dr. Foster who demanded
the investigation on his death, claimed
that his life mght have been saved had
the police called an ambulance,

THE AILSA CRAIG WINS
_THE GORDON. BENKET GUP

HAMILTON,Bermuda, June 12.—The
power boat Aailsa Craig arrived here
yesterday morning at 959 and the
Idaho, her competitor in the competi-
tion for the Gordon-Bennet Cup at 7.12
last evening. They both had a rough
passage. The Ailsa Craig and the
Idaho both gasolene driven power
boats, left New York at 4.10 p. m,, June
8th, on a 650 mile race to Bermuda.
The Ailsa Craig, 59 ft. 2 in. long, is
commanded by Thomas Fleming Day;
the Idaho, 60 ft. long, is commanded by
W. B. Stevens. Each boat had a crew
of eight men. The elapsed time of
the Aailsa Craig was 65 hrs, 49 min.,
that of the Idaho 75 hrs. 2 min. As
the latter is allowed 8 hrs. 56 min. 38
seconds, the Ailsa Craig wins the long
race by only 16 min, 22 sec. While the
two boats are very nearly of a size,
the Ailsa Craig has much the greater
power. Her engines are capable of de-
veloping fifty horse power.

Many New York women who patron-
ize a new dressmaker for the first

| time propound an embarrassing ques-

tion,

“Have you a diploma?” they ask.

“] #idn’t know what answer to make
to the first customer that put that
question to me,” said one dressmaker.
“I certainly did not have a diploma.
I knew how to sew, but I had no cer-
tificate to that effect. Finally I found
that many women have suffered so
grievously at the hands of incompe-
tents that they were unwilling to trust
their work to a person who could not
show some guarantee of experience
and efficiency, so, although I knew
more about sewing than half the fash-
jonable dressmakers in town, I actual-
ly worked in one such establishment
for four months so that I could point
to a printed diploma which says, ‘For-
merly with Mme. A. of Fifth Avenue.
It pays any dressmaker to arm herself
with credentials of that kind. She
ought to have her diploma framed and
hung on the wall like a doctor’s diplo-
ma, so as to give colfidence to doubt-
ing customers.”—New York Sun,

Jamestown Exposition that night, and
five seamen who made up the crew of
the luunch, resulted from the Minne-
sota’s launch being run down by a
tug and coal barge, which the former
was towing. The report which it did
not state had been made officially on
board the battleship Minnesota d.d .
not give the name of the tug or the
barge. It is said, however, that the tug
stopped in the roads immediately fo'~
lowing the accident, but finding no
trace of the object which had been
struck or any sign of life or anything
in the water, resumed its course with
the coal barge in tow.

The presumption is that
launch was a small craft and sani
immediately in the darkness of the
stormy. night, the eleven occupants
being caught in the canvas-covered
craft with no way to escape and car=
ried to the bottom. It was raining and
the choppy seas were sending spray to
such an extent that it became neces-
sary for those in the launch to
have the canvas covering buttoned
tightly to the sides of the little
vessel. Torpedo boats have been con-
tinually searching Hampton Roads fop
some trace of the bodies of the missing
eleven, or a trace of some kind from
the lost launch, but the only thing re-
ported found so far are one cap sup-
posed to have belonged to one of the
lost men, and a fireman’s bitty: box,
supposed to be from the launch. Tha
weather continues stormy in the road#
and the waters are too choppy to ate
tempt to drag for the missing launck
as yet.

It was a surprise to thos‘e who at-
tended last evening’s concert to realize
that such an efficient musical organiza-
tion as the Artillery band existed in
St, John. This band has always en-
joyed some reputation for concert
work, but it has never previously
reached such a high state of training,
nor displayed an ability equal to that
manifested last night. Judging from
the progress which has been made of |
late and the very evident qualifications
for better work possessed by most of
the members, there is no reason why
this band should not become a really"
first-class organization, fit to take its
place among the best in America, The
instrumentation, including as it now
does, about forty pieces, is almost per-
fectly balanced, but may be increased
and varied so as to admit of the proper
rendition of Theavier “compositions.
There are available, it seems, enough
men of musical inclinations to form
the personnel of such a band as would
do honor to St. Jorn. Continued and
closer training is necessary, for last
evening there was weakness in attack,
and more than once an uncertainty
particularly among the wood wind as
to the proper accentuation. The tone
production and coloring were, however,
extremely creditable, and whatever
slight weaknesses exist in the tech-
nique are only such as may always be
expected from a volunteer body of this
class. However, the Artillery band,
established and conducted for purely
routine military requirements, is now
a concert organization of which the
regiment and St. John, as a whole, may
well be proud, and citizens will look
forward with pleasure to future op-
portunities of hearing the high-class
musie which it is capable of producing:

Last evening’s band programme was
lengthy—perhaps a litfle too much so—
and varied. The Poet and Peasant

vish Patrol, Sebek’s composition, which
came into favor here four or five years
ago, was equally well received, the Wee
MacGregor dverture also caught ~the
fancy of the audience, whilé the waltz,
Aerial Spirits, proved.one of: the most
enjovable numbers.

That the membership of the band-
contains ‘several highly gualified solo-
ists was fully demonstrated. Bands-
man Miller, in the concert solo Killar-
ney, and Bandsman ‘Stokes in a varia-
tion on Auld Lang Syne, on the piccolo,
proved themselves performers -of no
mean ability. The euphonium sole by
Bandmaster McNichol, the Pilgrims’
Chorus from Tannhauser, was excel
lently rendered as a solo, but there was
some regret that this fine composition
was in a sense  sacrificed. It would
have been better appreciated as a band
selection.

Bandmaster . Me¢Nichol’s name ap-
peared on last evening’s programme in
the column denoting the ‘composers,
and his march “The Veteran,” heard
for the first time, was enthusiastically
received. Sergt. McNichol was, how-
ever, too modest to acknowledge the
applause of the audience.. The Veteran
is written in two-four time, is a strik-
ingly inspiring theme, admirably
adapted for marching, and calls for
the whole instrumentation. A bass
solo, and passages in which the clario-
nets are given the lead, brighten the
composition and as a whole it forms a
selection of which the composer may
be justly proud, and which will no
doubt become popular.

In last evening’'s concert the band
was assisted by several well known
singers among whom Mr. Harry Mec-
Qlaskey perhaps attracted most atten-
tion. He used to have the reputation
of being something of a stick, to use a
common phrase, but during the past
few years has completely changed. His

overture calling for an unfaltering at-
tention to detail,.and the great Largo,
with its majestic harmonies, were very
creditably rendered. The weird Der-

splendidly clear and pure high tenor
| seems to improve every day, and to his
qualifications he has added a fullness
of expression,

DANGERS. OF OCEAN NAVI-
GATION GREATLY REDUCED;
 DERELICTS STILL A MENACE

F e

One Dy one the perils of ocean travel
have been removed or so neutralized
by the safeguards which science and
engineering skill have thrown " around
the voyager that travel by sea is now
much safer thun ‘travel by land. BY
the adoption of rules by which lines
of steamship travel are laid in ‘certain
“lanes,” such as those of the Trans-
atlantic route, westbound vessels ad-
kering to one and eastbound vessels to
another, the risk of collision has been
largely reduced. The general adoption
%of the twin-screw type of propulsion
has ‘furtnar minimized the chance of
disablement throtgh a breakdown In
the engine room, and while accidents
still happen, even on the best regulated
lines, there has been no record of where
any vessel propelled by twin screws

Yas suffered ~dnything more serious

than a slizht delay through' such
cause.

It was only a short time age. that
one of these liners sent one of her
“brace of bucking screws’” spinning to
the bottom shortly after the beginning
of her voynre. The engineers merely
shut off the steam from that engine,
snd, without ev2n stopping, the vessel
continued on her journey, and, travel-
ling ‘‘on one leg,” as the whrase goes,
compileted the trip with the loss of only
a day and a half of time. . And there
was no one to worry over the delay,
for before the ship could be reckoned
as overdue, wireless telegraph had
brought the news of her mishap and
kad told not only the day, but the
exact hour when she would reach her
pier. 3

Submarine bells, which give warning
to the shariner, groping through fog or
thick weather, afe another .ingenious
and effective device to prevent strand-
ing or collision. And even should col~
lision occur, the vessels are so minute-
1y subdivided that the damage is local=
jzed and foundering made a remole
possibilty. Modern construction is such
that the big liners of tcday have noth-
ing to fear from any raging of sea or
wind, and, practically fireproof,
world will probably turn on to the end
of time before any of those old-time
tragedies of steamships burning at sea
are repeated with any of the big new
liners, such as are row in service or in
¢curse of- construction.

DERZLICT REMAINS,

Thus evacy danger which formerly
environed the ocean voyager has been
eliminoted—all save one—thg derelict,
and against whicli neither séamanship
nor vigilance can avail. And, like the
poor,’ it seems to be “glways with us,”
and. with the perversity of inanimate
things has’a preldilecticn for being
where it.is least wanted and where it
can do most ~harm. Partially sub-
merged, scarcely detectable by day,
and almost, if not wholly, invisible by
night, its very existence is unsuspect-
ed, and the question of plumping into
it at night or in thick weather is one
of merest chance. The sodden' and sul-
ten thing makes no signals, gives no
warning. The danger that lies in them
has been frequently exemplified. Many
disasters are known to have been due
to collision with these hailf hidden dan-
gers, and it is beileved that many in
that melancholy roll oi “missing”
have staggered away from such inpact
to plange under with bows crushed in
and water roaring into nolds and fire-
rooms.

That there is, in Some - quarters at
least some misapprehension as to the
term ‘‘derelict” is shown by a recent
intance, and when one of the leading
magazines of this city, in a signed arti-
cle treating of the subject, committed
jtself to this amazing statement:

“Many Jerelicts fly the Norwegian
flag, and are engaged in the Canadian
jumber trade, the ensign and the busi-
pess enabling the employment of a
¢lass of craft that would otherwise be
condemned.. In 1897 one of these, the
Baltic, reduced to a hulk off Cape
TRace with six of her crew swept over-
board, was driven right across the At-
jantic to the Irish coast with her three
remaining men, who subsisted on a
sack of rice and some rain water until
rescued near. Galway.

the |

A derelict, of course, is a vessel that
has been abandoned at sea, and usu-!

ally after being wrecked by storm. In
later years it has been the custom for
g rescuing ship, after taking off the
crew of a storm-beaten vessel, to set
fire to the wreck. But a derelict is rare-
1y, if ever, destroyed by ‘this means,
and for the good reason that when a
wooden sailing vessel which is the type
of craft that the majority of derelicts
are made of, reaches a condition when
its crew finds it imperative to aban-
don it, the hull, as a rule, has become
water-logged, and therefore efforts to
flestroy it by fire are almost always
unsuccessful. Such fires as are kindled
do little else except to burn away the
upper works, therefore leaving the
wreck still more invisible. !

The only way to remove the menace
is to search for it by a vessel specinlly
fitted out for the purpose, and then to
destroy it by disintegrating it with ex-
Dlosives. :

NOTED WANDERERS,

One of the most noted of all dere-
licts was the Fannie E. Wolston, which
during its aimless' wanderings was
sighted by forty-six vessels. During
the 1,407 days which this stout-built
lumber carrief remained afloat after
she had been abandoned by her créw
it is estimated that it traveled upward
of 9,000 miles, and that it had crossed
and recrossed its own track more than
a score of times.

But the waif which has the record for
fast drifting is the Alma Cummings,
an American schooner, and which from
the repoftg made from time to time
by the half hundred vessels which had
sighted her was estimated to have
drifted 5,000 miles in fifty-four days.
This vessel had been caught in a bliz-
zard off Cape May and dismasted. Seas
whichH swept over the helpless hulk
flooded huld and cabin, drenched the
foodstuffs, and laid a thick coating of
ice Ver the deck. Matches had been
soaked,” and the wretched, half-frozen
crew, in an effort to kindle a blaze,
fired a rifle into a can of kerosene.
The result was that the burning oil
set fire to the hulk, and the blaze at-
tracted the attention of a Dpassing
steamship, which rescued the doubly
imperiled crew. The fire had then
gained such headway that it was
thought that it would soon destroy the
wreck. But a gathering storm threw
so many seas over the hulk that the
fire was extinguished, and then the
derelict started on its erratic wander-
ings, and was next heard of off the
British coast. Later it was seen oOff
the coast of France, and was next re-
ported off the Azores. Then ships ar-
riving from the tropics brought re-
ports of the wanderer, and at last the
wreck drove ashore near the Isthmus
of Panama.

Another notable derelict was the Sid-
dartha, which, putting out from Jack-
sonville, lumber laden, and bound for
Liverpool, became dismasted in a gale

had been destroyed, and for twenty
days the crew subsisted on a small bag
of raw .potatoes. The half-famished
men were eventually rescued by the
Norwegian bark Verdande. For five
months after this the derelict drifted
about the North Atlantic, and during
that time covered a distance of nearly
2,000 sniles. Several of the ships which
had fallen in with the waif sought to
rid the seas of the menace by setting
it on fire, but all efforts failed. Ulti-
mately the wreck was reported off the
English coast, and was reported so fre-
quently that the Government sent out
a cruiser to destroy it. But the com-
mander of the cruiser found the job
such a difficult one that he got a tow-
line on board and brought the derelict
to.Bantry Bay, where it is still afloat,
and at last reports was rounding out
its adventurous career as 2 coal hulk.

HOOKING THE WARY TROUT.

Trout when hungry usually face the
current. - This fact should be remem-
bered when aproaching a ,bridge or
eddy where the “speckled beauties love
to hide.”

MANY ATTEMPTS AT
INSURANGE FRAUDS

Self-Mutilation and Pretended Death are
Favorite Forms of Would-be
Swindlers.

s

Speaking about insurance swindles, a
writer in the London Truth writes:—
Honest people fail to recognize the
necessity for the conditions which ap-
pear in insurance policies. I am my-
self all in favor of abolishing restric-
tive clauses whenever possible, but I
recognize the necessity of conditions
which afford the companies adequate
protection against fraud, and I know
that it is perfectly safe to trust to the
fair dealings of good insurance offices
in regard to such points. The business
is not really workable unless insurance
offices of all kinds, especially perhaps
fire insurance companies, are thorough-
ly protected against fraud.

When I get tired of detective stories
I turn to a portly volume, full of thrill-
ing swindles, and attempts at swin-
dles, on. insurance companies. The re-
cords in most cases are based upon
proceedings before the law courts, and
each one of the many hundreds of
swindles which are described is sub-
stantially true.

Of course, accident policies afford a
cheap method of trying to gain by an
insurance fraud. There are two favor-
ite methods employed, pretended death
and self-mutilation. One young man
in a good position reckoned he saw his
way to get £2,000 for the loss of his
left hand; he was quite ready to part
with it at the price, and, having pur-
posely shot it, claimed that the injury
was an accident, which happened while
loading a revolver preparatory to cele-
brating the Fourth of July. He had
policies in several companies, and the
officigls, on comparing notes, found
sundry discrepancies in the “corrobora-
tive detail calculated to give verisi-
militude to an otherwise bald and un-
convincing  narrative.” The ingenious
youth had a bad quarter of an hour
under cross-examination, and ultimate~
ly owned up. :
In another case a man took accident
insurance to the tune of over £5,000,
and accidentally, in the dark, with no
one by, had his left arm crushed by
the wheel of a passing train. Some
of his policies were merely one day
tickets, of course costing very little;
the circumstances were suspicious, and
his explanation that he took so much
insurance because he was “afraid of
dogs biting him” served a little thin.
QOccasionally, I believe very occasion-
ally, people will commit sulcide in or-
der that the insurance money may be
paid to their families. Of course, an
equally lucrative, and not so unpalat-
able, arrangement for getting money
out of both life and accident insur-
ance offices is pretended death. One
of the cleverest attempts of this kind
was made by a man called Joel Pie-
per. He was shortly to appear on trial
for burglary, but was out on bail. He
had {wo respectable brothers-in-law
with whom he went in a boat on the
Mississippi. These witnesses swore
that he fell overboard while changing
seats, that he only rose once some dis-
tance from the boat, and was never
seen again. Counsel for Pieper’s wi-
dow said he had investigated the case,
and felt sure it was a bona fide one,
and the company, who had issued a
big accident policy on Pieper's life,
very nearly paid up. An official of the
company, however, started inquiries,
and employed a man who knew Ple-
per well to act as a private detective,
and tried to trace  him. This man
Brown started on the trail, and after
a time began to hear news that Pieper
had been seen since the accident. Fin-
ally, a long way from home, he came
aeross Pieper, and wired to the insur-

ance company without revealing him-

It is not very long since the ‘manager
of a life office told me a story which,
so far as I am aware, has not yet ap=
peared in print.. A highly respectable
banker in a Continental city died and
left two sons; one succeeded his father
in the business; the other joined the
Army and was entitled to an income
from the bank. The banker’s son spec-
ulated and got into difficulties, the of=
ficer was extravagant, and claimed
from the bank advances which practi-
cally wiped out all his interest in the
father's estate. The officer was enam-
oured of another man’s wife, and &
wealthy tradesman’s daughter was en-
amoured of the officer. One Chrisimas
time the officer went to his banker
brother, demanding more money, and
threatening to sell his interest in the
bank if this claim were refused. The
banker could not afford the disclosure
that would follow such a sale, and pro-
mised to provide £1,000 a month for
thirteen months if the officer would
promise to marry a rich wife or com-
mit suicide within that time, The bank-
er thereupon took out two large poli-
cies on the officer’s life. As the fater
ful thirteen months drew to a close the
brothers again met, and the officer was
reminded ‘of his promise. His love af-
fairs were in the same position as be-
fore; he could not marry the wife, he
would not marry the tradesman’s
daughter; the banker suggested that
the alternative was suicide. The officer,
driven to desperation, persuaded the
wife to promise to elope with him,
agreeing to meet at a certain time and
place. The banker, through a confiden=
tial servant, discovered the arrangee
ment, and telegraphed to the officer in
the lady’s name, appointing a fresh rens
dezvous, whither the officer wente
Finding mno lady there, he supposed
himself deserted by every one, and sho§
himself, in accordance with the banke=
er’'s expectations. After decorous delay,
the banker claimed on the insurance
companies; but the lady who had
meant to elope with the officer discov-

plicating herself revealed the facts to
the insurance companies who agreed to
contest the claim. One company, how=
ever, paid up, while the other fought
the case, with the result that the sec-
ond office did not have to pay the claim
and the banker received a well-merited
sentence of imprisonment.

Fire insurance companies are evemn
more subject to attempted fraud than
life or accident offices, and the storie#
which are both true and well founded

HAYWOOD DEFENSE STILL TRYING
T0 BAEAK UP ORGHARD'S STOR

BOISE, Idaho, June 12.—Harry Or-
chard, calm and self-possessed, begins
today the seventh day of his examina-
tion“in the chapters of his later life,
which beginning with petty social of-
fenses, led on through a maze of fear-
ful crimes to the penitentiary and t)\\e
shadow of the.gallows. For six days
judge, jury, lawyers, newspaper men
and spectators, have listened to this
auto-recital that runs the gamut of
evil doings until mere murder has be-
come commonpiace and wholesale as-
sassination is barely enotugh to cause &
sensation in the crowded. courtroom.
8o far no such trap laid by counsel ac-
customed to lure a witness to con-
tradiction has caused Orchard in
material contradiction of his original
narrative. He is willing to tell every-
thing he has done to give the closest
detafl, so minute that some difference
geems inevitable when it is re-told but
not once has this difference been suffi-
clent to give his cross-examiner hope
that he ¢an impeach the witness bY
showing contradictions. Counsel for
the defense themselves say that their
adsociate who has taken upon himself
the takk of cross-examination, is baffl-
ed at the absolute cohesion of Or-
chard’s replies. They are not slow to
pronounce Orchard the most remark-
able witness they have ever seen and
even-say he is possibly the most pecu-
Itar pschylogical specimen ever offered
for the dissection of a cross-examiner.
The suggestion has been made that the
man has been coached for the ordeal.
Warden Whitney off the
1dalo penitentiary laughs at the sug-
gestion. He, too, dfter watching Or-
g¢hard for more than 12 months, pro-
nounces him as far beyond his ken
notwithstanding his intimate knhow=-
ledge of character of criminals. Or-
chard, he says, has not talked for 15
minutes about his examination with
anyone since he first went on the stand.
He spends Ris time alone, when not
asleep or eating, thinking or reading.
Orchard is brought in from the péni-
tentiary every morning and {is taken to
the office of J. H. Hawley, leading
counsel for the tf.te. Detectives and
trusted deputies ' guard every en-
trance. Just before the hour for the
opening of the court, a closed carriage
drives to the door and in a few min-
utes Orchard is surrounded by a group
of detectives, passes qui¢kly into the
carriage, the warden of the peniten-
tlary and two deputies enter and they
are driven to the court house. Orchard
always enters the building by the stair-
way made temporarily by an exten-
sion of thé fire escape for the use of
the jury and the prisoner. Haywood is
brought ‘in by the same stairway and
is always guarded closely.

A remarkable feature of the examin-
ation is the freedom allowed by the
prosecution to counsel for the defense.
Cbjections are seldom made, Mr. Rich-
ard’s questions are frequently mislead-
fng but this brings no protest. Mn
Hawley’s objections are more fréquent-

The whole of
yesterday afternoon, the testimony was
confined practically to a few months of
the time Orchard spent in Denver after
returning from his trip to California,

where he tried .to kill Fred Bradley.|

Many plans. were made for the murder
and _assassination, and 'some petty
crimes were committed, but Orchard
had not succeeded in pulling anything
off. When court adjourned he was
starting for Canon City, Colo., for the
purpose of assassinating Former Gov-
ernor Peabody who seems to have
borne & charmed life, so many times
did he escape the bullet or the bomb of
the men who waited to kill him, Dur-
ing his narration Orchard continually
mentioned the names of people who are
in the court room as spectators or wit-
nesses. Mrs. Adams and Mrs, Petti-
b.rLe, arc always present, “Bill” Ester-
ly, who has formally been charged by
Orchard with participating in his plans,
is eonstantly an attendant, and James
Kirwan, the acting secretary of the
Western Federation of Miners, and
whose name has been brought in by
Orchard from time to time, but who
has not been charged by the witness of
having helped in any of the conferen-
ces, is generally an interested listener.
Mr. Kirwan came to Boise on a sum-
mons from the state. The Western Fed-
eration is now holding its annual ses-
sion at Denver and a substitute for
Kirwan was selected in order to allow
him to attend the trial. Haywood while
in the court room has received several
telegrams from the members of the
Federation now in session. He always
seems gratified to receive them and
shows them to members of his counsel.

DENVER, June 12.—Steve Adams will
not testify for the prosecution in the
Haywood case. This was the declara-

He returned from
Boise and told the delegates that Hay-
wood’s lawyers have the assurance
from Adams that he will repudiate his
confession if he is placed on the stand
by the prosecution. Mr. Kirwan also
brought the following message from
Wm. D. Haywood: “Harry Orchard is
the greatest liar of the twentieth cen-
tury, as every man he has implicated
stands ready to testify. I am ready to
take the stand and show where he has
lied. If your convention had been six
weeks later, I should have been with
you for business.”

BOISE, Idaho, June 11.—The attack
of the Haywood defense on the testi-
mony of Harry Orchard goes on unre-
mittingly, and the witnesses will prob-
able be continued on the stand two full
days more. Orchard wthstands the
strain with remarkable fortitude, and
at the end of six days shows no indica-
tion of mental or physical flagging.

Today began with the dynamiting of
Fred. Bradley in San Francisco. The
defense made a long and determined ef-
fort tb expose several features of it
to doubt and improbability, and to
vitiate it all by revealing the hands of
the Pinkertons.

for the winter of 1904-05 and in the
spring that followed, and there was an
extended effort to show that Orchard
had practically no communication with
the leaders of the federation; that he
received no pay for the Bradley crime
and that with Steve Adams, in a perlod
of extreme poverty extending over a
period of several - months, he was re-
duced to the necessity of stealing a
sheep from the Globeville stock-yards
that he might have food.

Orehard, to a laughing court room,
confessed  that he stole the sheep, but
denied that it was because of it. He
insisted that all through that suppos-
ed hard winter and spring he continu-
ed to draw money from Pettibone
through Adams, and explained that if
he did not see the Federation leaders
often it was because he was “lying low
to avold capture.”

This Globeville inquiry developed &

Orchard told a dramatic
story of the first attempt to agsassin-
ate Peabody—an early morning drive
through the snow to place the bomb and
await for the vietim, who was spared
by the unexpected appearance of
two coal wagons, which, coming from
an alleyway, were driven across the
trigger string at the moment that
Peabody was crossing the mine. Or=
chard brought Mrs. Steve Adams into
the play today.

an interesting contribution to the psy- |
chological study of his personality, |
when he called himself a coward. - He |
said he was too cowardly to openly kill
Judge Gabbert, that he regarded all
his acts as cowardly.

In five minutes today Orchard showed
more emotion than at any time since
he began his testimony.

The first bomb was placed about 8
o’clock in the morning by Steve Adams
and Orchard. They drove in a livery
rig to the corner and Orchard planted|
the bomb. Thare were 25 or 30 pounds
of powder in the bomb. ‘They did not|
plant it at night, Orchard said, be-[
cause they were afraid of its freezing. !
Richardson carried the witness into an|
expert discussion on the manufacture!
of bombs. ‘

Adams and Orchard were to pull the 1
wire as Governor Peabody passed.
This wire was strung to a point &
block away and had to pass in
front of an alley. Just as the gover-
nor passed the bomb, two coal wagons
came and drove over the wire. The
two assassins saw it would be useless
to pull the wire and if they could have
done so the driver of the wagons as
well as several other persons passirg
at the time would have seen them.
After the failure of this attempt the
killing of Peabody was temporarily
abandoned.

Orchard declared he got no money |
directly either from Haywocod or
Moyer during the winter of 1904-05.

“Yes, we did.”

Orchard said he was drawing sup-
plies from the miners’ strike relief fund
at the time he was Dbeing paid for
crime. : ;

“Now, will you tell the jury why you
did this?”

The witness replied:—' ‘Moyer, Hay-
wood, Parker and Davis told me to take
the supplies, as otherwise people would
want to know where I got the money
to live on.”

Orchard said the Gabbert and Hearne
plats gave way for lack of opportunity
to score against Goddard. Asked why
he wanted to kill Goddard, Orchard said
it was because Haywood told him to.
Haywood said Goddard was against the
etght hour law and helped to upset it,

Orchard sald that Mrs, Steve Adams
accompanied him and her husband
when they stalked Goddard at his
home.

“How was she armed?’ he was ask-
ed.

“She wasn’t armed; she went along
as a blind.”

Richardson wanted to know if Steve
Adams had not threatened to put Or-
chard out of the way because he could
fiot pay his board bill. Orchard said
they had quarrelled, but angrily denied
it was over a board bill

Orchard said he gave Adams $20 to
get out of town,

This was because Haywood would
not give Steve any more money “to get
drunk on.”

Adams and Orchard parted company
for a while after this. The latter con-
tintted to seek an opportunity to de-
stroy Judge Goddard.

Richardson brought a new figure into
the case by asking Orchard in regard to
his acquaintance with Lottie Fay. The
witness said he met the woman after
going to live at the Hotel Belmont fol-
lowing his break with Adams,

Before he could “get” Goddard, Or-
chard said that Moyer, Haywood and
Psttibone told him to go down to Can-
on City to continue his attempt on Pea-
body. The arrangement was made at
Moyer's home in the Aberdeen fiats.
This was the first time Orchard had
brought Moyer into the case for a long
while.

Then court adjourned until tomorrow
morning.

1.ONDON, June 11—Sir Frederick
Treves, the King’s favorite physician,
frequently startles the public by his
frank utterances of bright paradoxes.
It was he who called a crowd of

ment, “the plague of women.” Speak-
ing on Friday at the opening of an
isolation hospital, he observed that
the time was not far distant when the
bottles on doctors’ shelves would be
reduced to a very small number. Re-
sort would be had to simple living,
simple diet, and plenty of sun and
fresh air. He looked forward to the
time when people would leave off the
extraordinary habit of taking medicine
when they were sick.

(Referring to the discoveries in bac-i
teriological science ‘and the great re-|
sults achieved in the reduction of the |
mortality from infectious diseases, Sir'
Frederick said that he looked forward
tg the time when it would be as anoma-
lous for persons to die of scarlet fever,
t¥phoid, cholera, and diphtheria, as it
would be for a man to die of a wolf’s .
bite in England.

PRICES RISE WHEN
AMERICANS ENTER

e

Gheapness of London Shops for Visitors
From United  States Turns
Out a Myth,

LONDON, June 11—One hears a lot
of grumbling these days from Ameri-
cans. who find in many instances that
cheapness in London is a myth when
it comes to making purchases. Partic-
ularly is this the case in the small
shops, where the moment an American
enters prices rise.

A well known American tells me he
went into a hatter's and selected a
straw hat. He was astonished to learn
that the price was fifteen shillings
($3.75).  Going outside he met 'an Eng-
lish ' friend who volunteered to make
the purchase. He returned with the
news that he had got the same hat for
ten shillings ($2.50).

Another American went into a watch-
makeér’'s to have-his watch regulated.
He left it for several days and then
went to get it. As the clerk took the
wateh down the visitor noticed under
his ‘name on the ticket attached to it
the - word - “American” in parenthesis.
He ivas not surprised when he was
_told the charge was a guinea ($5.10).
When he protested a bill was produc-
ed which showed eight separate items
of things supposed to have been done
to the watch.

Every travelling American is famil-
jar with what is called ‘‘putting change
to sleep,” a device which waiters some-
times employ, trusting to the exhilar-
ation of the dinner ‘torkeep the diner
from looking under the ‘bill for a gold
piece that may be there when change
is 'brought back. But many Americans
have complained that they have to keep
watch on clerks in some of the small
shops ‘in order to insure getting the
richt change, the clerk frequently
palming a shilling in rendering change
and trusting to the foreigner’s ignor-
ance of English money.

If the customer counts his change
carefully and protests, the missing shil-
ling suddenly appears upon the coun-
ter. This practice is not general, it
must be said, but it is frequently
enough met with to-necessiti\e watch-
fulness.

Small Forfunes Among the
Junk in Bookstalls

History of Peamsylvania, Worth 160,
Purchased at the Price of
Waste Paper.

LONDON, ‘June 11.=Mr. A. Franklin,
the proprietor of the only bookstall in
the New Cut,. is a happy man today,
for during next week he should be the
ri:hef by £150 or more as the result
of a remarkable find made in the course
of his business,

For every thirty years Mr. Franklin,
with his father, has bought and sold
tons of old boéks of all kinds, keep-
ing his stock in a railway arch be-
side the Canterbury Music Hall, and
amo1g some hundreds of novels, and
educational works recently purchased,

! almost at the price of waste paper, he

discovered the other day a copy of Ga-
briel Taomas’ “History of Pensilvania
and of West New Jersey,” published in
1698, one of the rarest pieces of Ameri-
cana known. Attracted by its early
date, and knowing that books of this
class have greatly increased in value
of recent years, he took it to an auc-
tion room, where he learned that an-
other copy of the same work had sold
last week for £160. The work, which
measures only 6% inches by 3%
inches, is of such rarity that only ten
copies have appeared for
the past twenty years. It is dedicated
to Friend William Penn, and is the
earliest work relating to Pennsylvania,

i the purpose of the author being to en-
 courage emigration.

Such discoveries as Mr. Franklin’s
are by no means as rare as one would
suppose. Only the other day in the
Mile End Road an old volume of Mo-
liere’s works was picked up for a few
pence, and later sold for £31.

Some years ago, too, a well-known

collector picked up a copy of Defoe’s

“Robinson Cruso” for an absurdly
small sum. It eventually sold for over
£200, G ;

KNISER LOSES
ANOTHER LAWSUIT

Attempted to Dispossess an Inakeeper on
His Estate — Has Failed in
Four Cases.

BERLIN, June 11—The Kaiser has
lost a lawsuit in which he attempted to
dispossess an innkeeper tenant on his
estate at Rominton, the Emperor’s
favorite ‘shooting box in East Prussia.

This is the fourth case which the
Kaiser has taken to court in recent
years, in all of which decisions have
been rendered against him. The first
resdlted in his being compelled to per-
mit a state railway to cut. a. way
through his majolica factory estate at
Cadinen and establish a public station
there. . In the second case the court
rejected his claim for $5,000 for re-
pairs made on a tenant’s premises at
Rehberg and awarded him only $500,
compelling him to pay the entire corsts
of ‘the suit. The third failure was an
attempt to convict a Rominton inn-
keeper of breach of contract, and now
he has failed to withdraw the liquor
license of the same innkeeper,

This record of lost cases is proudly
adduced by Germans as evidence that
prince and pauper stand on ahsolutely
equal footing in a German temple of
justice,

Regrets Expressed That Russia Has Been
Permitted 1o Gonvoke the
Meeting.

e sty

LONDON, June 11—Some idea of
what is expected from The Hague con-
ference by international peace advo-
cates is expressed in an interview had
by your Berne corresponydent with M.
Gobat, Swiss Federal Councilor, who
is the director of the International
Peace Bureau. M. Gobat said:—"I wish
to lay stress upon the point that we
all regret that President Roosevelt
has allowed Russia to take the lead in
this conference. When I was at the
St. Louis conference, in 1904, I pre-
sented an address to President Roose-
velt in the namé of the Inter-parlia-
mentary Arbitration Association, pray-
ing him to take steps to call another
conference. He promised me emphati-
cally his support, but he has only
partly kept his promise. True enough,
he sounded the powers as regards
their willingness to send delegates,
but, to our great disappointment, he
retired when Russia, after the powers
had consented, manifested a desire to
convoke the meeting herself. This we
deeply regret, for we are convinced
that President Roosevelt would have
invested the second conference with
an entirely different importance. Rus-
sia does not possess the required
authority and does not march in the
van of civilization, hence we don’t ex-
pect much good to result from the
conference, all the ‘more so because its
programme is very limited, and be-
cause it will attempt to grapple with
the questions only in the vaguest pos-
sible manner:

“The programme contains none of
the most important points of solution
which the Inter-parliamentary Arbi-
tration Association has been seeking
since 1900, and which were discussed
at Vienna in 1903, at St. Louis in 1904,
at Brussels in 1906 and at London in
1906. Thus the programme does not
propose steady means of developing
The Hague convention and making it
a permanent institution.”

LIMITATION OF ARMAMENTS.

Questioned as to the Ilimitation of
armaments, M. Gobat
lieve the question will be raised, but
it is pretty certain it will not be dis-
cussed. It will, however, be a great
step forward if, following pourparlers
outside the general sessions, an agree-
ment should be arrived at to submit to
a commission the question of. finding
ways and means to solve the problem
and report later to the congress. My
opinion is that the question does not
present the tremendous practical dif-
ficulties with which it is commonly
believed to be surrounded. I am con-
vinced that a solution would be found
in an imitation of the Swiss military
system, that is, the formation of a
national militia army of citizens, and
the abolition of standing army. It is
also advisable for the natlons to agree
on uniform armaments which would
do away with the enormous expendi-
ture entailed by constant improve-
ments. By adopting one common type
of arms, the nations would only be in
the position of loyal duelists, who
would scorn to fight with unequal
weapons.”

ARMY 1S NOT GOOD ENOUGH,

Prosperity of West Tempts Soldiers to
Desert From Barracks.

VICTORIA, B. C., June 11.—The mili-
tary authorities at York Point Bar-
racks, the headquarters for the regular
Canadian militia on the Pacific Coast,
are having a rather hard time keeping
the men under their charge from de-
serting. It is the general opinion
among the men that they are wasting
their time in the army with wages as
they are at present. They are of the
opinion” that there are openings in the
‘West for any person who is desirous of
taking advantage of them, and they
are not going to let the opportunity
slip by. The deserters adopt very novel
methods of disguising themselves in
order to make good their escape, and
some very funny experiences are told
of those  who have been captured. Re-
cently two of the imperial soldiers made
an attempt to desert, but they were
located on board the Seattle steamer.
They were sentenced to ten days in
the guard room. A sentry was placed
over them. One morning the sergeant
in charge went to relieve the guard
and was surprised to find not only the
two offenders gone, but also the guard.

ARE UP IN ARMS

Clalm the Right fo Emigrate
to the Mainland

PR

Plantation Laborers Made the Virtual
Siaves of Planters by the Presi-
dent’s Recent Order.

HONOLULU, June 11,—The Japanese
merchants, hotelkeepers, shopkeepers
and artisans, in fact all Japanese, ex-
cept, laborers, are getting up a petition
to President Roosevelt, asking him to
rescind - the order he made prohibiting
the immigration of Japanese from Ha-
waii to the mainland of the United
States. They claim the order is in vio-
latior of their treaty rights; that the
Japanese here oight not to - be made
to suffer for any wrengs their countryr
men may have done on the mainland.

They insist if the Japanese residents
of Hawaii can be shut out of any
other part of the country, the people of
any state can be prohibited from going
to any other in search of better wages
or a better market. Hence, they argue
that by an apparently innocent clause
in the Inter-State Commerce law, a
powerful weapon may be placed in the
hands of plutocrats to destroy the
power of labor. i

"The petitioa insists that by depriving
the Japanese plantation laborers here
of the right to‘go to the mainland,
they are made the virtual slaves of the
planters and that the wage scale will
go down. This they claim will stop
white immigration and drive out whites
already here, thus taking away the
last opportunity of Hawaii to become
a genuine American community. The
petition will go direct to the president.

H. Cushing, which appeared in this
morning’s Telegraph, Mr. G. S. Mayes,
speaking to the Star today, said he very
much regretted that his name had been
drawn into the controversy. He abso-
lutery denied and characterized as ridi-
culous the statements attributed to him
by Mr, Cushing to the effect that he
would ruin him (Cushing). Mr. Mayes
is-of the opinion that this charge is ac-
tionable, and while he has not decided
to proceed against Mr. Cushing, he
states that he intends consulting his so-
licitor in the matter. No such conversa-
tion as that relating to the ruining af-
fair as set forth by Mr. Cushing ever
occurred, nor does Mr. Mayes intimate
that there'is very much of fact in other
statements attributed to him.

Ald. Baxter makes the following reply
to Mr. Cushing:—

“The remarkable letter of Mr. Cush-
ing to the Telegraph in justice to my-
self requires that I should make a
statement. Let me start by saying that
only two members of the council ‘op-
posed the retirement of Mr, Cushing;
only two, Ald. Bullock and Ald. Lanta-
lum were absent, and all the rest were
in favor of it. These gentlemen are
certainly not controlled by me. Among
them are men who would resent even
a suggestion from anyone as to what
their course of action should be. Will
Mr. Cushing name a single alderman
whom I have requested to vote against
him? Can he find one who voted in
this case on my judgment and not on
his own? If there is such an instance
I am not aware of it.

The weight’/of his letter is contained
in the charge that I am interested with
Mr. G. S. Mayes. I am glad that he has
said so, publicly, as it gives me an op-
portunity to refute over my own name
some slanders which have been circu-
lated regarding me for considerable
time. For some years 1 have done busi-
ness for Mr. Mayes and am glad to
have had him for a client, I think any
other lawyer who knows him would say
the same. I have not now, nor has any
one for me or ever had, and I do fiot
expect directly or indirectly, to have
one dollar of interest in the dredge
“Beaver” which he so pluckily brought
to this city; which has done such good
work and which has been the object of
much petty jealousy among others who
were less enterprising. This statement
as to my lack of financial interest I am

oné so desires.

If Mr. Mayes ever said that he would-
ruin Mr. Cushing, a statement which I
do not believe, he has not attempted
to influence me to do so nor do I think
the public will easily believe that T am
the kind of man to act unjustly toward
any public servant.

As to getting Mr. S. H. Mayes ap-
pointed inspector of the D. C. Clark
wharf I only moved in that after Mr.
Clark himself told me he had no ob-
jection to the appointment. I was sat-
isfied afterwards and am still that the
specification of that wharf was de-
parted from. I do not say that it injur-
ed the structure to any appreciable ex-
tent for I am not wharf builder enough
to know. I do say, however, that it is
a dangerous thing to have the possi-
bility of one interpretation of a speci-
fication for one contractor and a dif-
ferent one for another. It may be that
any other contractor would have been
allowed to depart from the specifica-
tion to the same extent but the possi-
bility of treating one man differently
from another should not exist in our

-| eivie contracts. The director left all this

work of overseeing the inspection to
Mr. Peters. I felt the only way to be
safe was to get one man responsible
fcr the whole work and that was my
reason for insistlng;' in the next con-
tract that the Director should have sole
charge. It was also my reason for vot-
ing to make Mr. Peters consulting en-
gineer.

The other reference to Mr. G, 8.
Mayes is about a boulder which Mr.
Cushing now seems to allege was put
near Sand Point wharf by the dredge
“Beaver.” It is only necessary to read
Mr. Cushing’s own statement to see
that it is dragged in to give the article
a Mayes’ coloring.

Mr. Cushing is quite right when he
says that I have repeatedly asked to
be excused from committees of the
Board of Works which dealt with mat-
ters affecting Mr. Mayes' interests.
Does he suggest that I should have
pursued any other course?

In this connection I may also say
that there hayve been attempts to re-
present me as acting in some way to
here to compete with Mr.Mayes’ dredge
prevent other dredges being brought
My attitude before Sir Willfrid Laurier
on Feb. 19th last, when the Common
Council and Board of Trade delegation,
is a-sufficient answer to that. I have
privately done more. In March last,
Hon. Mr. Emmerson asked me to get
him the names of dredges suitable and
available for work in this port. I sent

dresses. of their owners or managers.
Mr. Mayes supplied me with the infor-
mation. Mr. Cushing, I see, has not
charged me with anything in this
connection, but it is just as well to
dispose of all the rumor brood at
once.

I now wish to deal briefly with the
rest of the long letter. There was no
order for the increase of Mr. Cushing’s
salary, and that gentleman well knew

|'that the Council had no intention of

increasing it. Therefore, I say again
that it was a false pay sheet when
made up at the rate of $200 per month.

Mr. Cushing might devote . a little
time to explaining his action in the
Connolly dredging for the McLeod
wharf which required the city to fight
an action to get rid of a certificate
given by him wrongly interpreting the
meaning of the contract.

He might also explain why the west
side works are not more nearly finish-
ed; why he has not bent every energy
to the problems which confront the
city in the restoration of Union street
and the reconstruction of railway
facilities; why he has made such im-
portant matters ds these the football
for his salary question which has tor-
mented two councils and which he ap-
parently thinks is worthy of preserving
as a civic issue.

In my judgment the council when it
paid him $1,500, paid all it thought he
should receive. He succeeded in get-
ting an advance to $1,800 by a majority
of one vote. He has since complained
of additional duties but never of the
