“a Vigorous Protest
Against a Settlement of the Questions
New Before the Commission.

Private Operators Aleo Protest Against
Any Adjournment-No Progress to
Be Made By a Conferonce
With Mitcheil.

NEW YORK, Nov, 25.— A serious
hitch occurred today in the plans for
a settlement of the coal controversy
by confgrence between the coal opera-
tors and the miners’ union, and it is
now most probable that the final ad-
justment of the points at issue will be
again referred to the gray commission.

At a meeting between the presidents
of the coal roads and a large number
of independent operators a strong pro-
test was entered by the latter against
treating' directly with:the miners, An
invitation to meet Mr. Mitchell at
‘Washington, on Friday was premptor-
ily declined and it was unanimously
agreed that in .the judgment of the
operators it was best for the present
to go on with the hearing before the
commission.

NEW YORK, Nov. 25.—The follow-
ing statement was given out this af-
ternoon by C. D. Simpson, representing
the independent operators :

SCRANTON, Nov. 22, 1902,

To Messrs. Baer, Thomas, Truesdale,
Olyphant, Fowler and Walter, presi-
dents :

Gentlemen—The undersigned indivi-
dual coal operators whose product is
carried over one or the other of your
respective railroads, having leaned
that efforts are being made to effect
a sgettlement of the question now be-
fore the anthracite coal strike com-
mission ,0f which the individual coal
operators have been made a party at
the requeet of the commission, and a
number of your -corporations, & beg
leave respectfully ‘to enter theéir vigor-
ous protest against any such settle-
ment to be made at this time, and set
forth the following among many rea-
sons: ;

1. We beélieve that such a settlement
at this time and upon the basis sug-
gested, would forever establish the
power and perpetuate dhe injustice
perpetrated by the United Mine Work-
ers, :

2. That such a settlement would’ be,
in the eyes of the public, a confession

that we have heretofore been guilty |/

of all the offences charged against us
by the said mine workers.

3. That we have, and believe that
you have, such a perfect and complete
defense to the allegations made by the
complainants before the commission,
that any money award the commission
would render would be far less than
the amount we understand that it is
proposed to concede, especially to min-
ers and their laborers.

4. That aside from any money con-
siderations, tHis commisgion, composed-
as we believe of meén that are absolute-
ly fair, unblased and of unusual ex-
perience and’8ood judgment in ‘their
findings, ‘will make such declaratign as
will for ‘many years put a ban -upon
unlawful practices, oppression of non-
union men, unjustifiable demands and
other grievances that we have been
suffering under since 1900, when' the
unfon first took possession of our pro-
perty. If, on the other hand, this set-
tlement be made mnow, when not  a
single witness has been called on our
part or on your behalf, it will be .an
absolute and distinct surrender to the
miners’ union, and the troubles above
referred to will not only be continued,
but so magnified as to be absolutely
unbearable. The hearings -before the
anthracite coal strike commission pre-
sent the first opportunity that the coal
operators have ever had of presenting
their case before the general public,
who are really an | important third
party, since alistracts at least of these
proceedings are published all over the
United States, and it is a duty that
we gwe to ourselves as well as to them
to proye that the continued and re-
peated charges of injustice, barbarity
and extortion are absolutely unfound-
ed; all of which the individual opera-
tors at least propose to do.

The case as presented already shows
such weakness that we believe they
were almost disheartened when-these
suggestions for a compromise were
made. We believe that any surrender
on our part, which would be Practically
wkhat this compromise would amount
to, would be by far the most- serious
mistake ever made in the anthracite
coal ‘business. .

The protest bears the signatures of
twenty-four firms.

The protest was. presented by C. D..
Simpson of' the. West: End 'Coal 'Com-.
pamy, who said: g :

‘‘Gentlemen, in' making our protest against
any_present -seftlement of the guestion . af
I8sue, we desire to ‘emhagsizé certain points
of material importance. During the past
five months no consistent effort has been
made to inform the public of the true:state
of affairs. Consequently it has accepted the
miners’ version and believes we are  treat-
ing our employes unfairly, defrauding them
of their earnings and preventing them from
making a decent livelihood.

“It is our opinion, and oné upon which
‘we are very determined, that we owe it to
ourselves to have ‘this investigation 6ton-
tinue ' in order that testimony ' may be
taken which wil prove clearly to the public
at large th i the wages we have paid and
the treatmen: acconded our men have been
fair, and that their ‘earnings have been large
in ‘proportion. to. the .imtelligence required
and their willingness to. work.

“To common iabor the daily wage has been
small, hut no less than it receives from the
same class of work in any industry, and
more than on your railroads. We do not
give mechanie’s ‘wages to the man
handles-a pick or eels a barrow.

‘““Ag to the miners, it can be shown that
their annual earnings are more than the
amount called ‘fair wages,” which was
specified by two witnesses -called for the
plaintiff. Their wages per hour are greater
than ‘thoge of skilled mechanics working and
living in the same rvegion, and they work
less hours ner day, through choice, and con-
sequently, through the same choice, less
days per week, since the operator must em-
ploy a large number of ‘men in order to
secure the output which might be produced
by a fractlon of that number. )

by our books and those of your own mining
companies: You will find that the men who
have had the Ilargest earnings are 080
who have worked steadily, just as a h-
enic must, while the small earnings have

nity and have made good earnings and be-
came’ jealous that .their fleld will be entered

“Thus far the general effect of the testl-
mony presented has given undue prominence
to Mr. Mitchell. In the four and a half days
in which he was kept on the stand, the onily
point of value ascertained was that he was
in sympathy with the miners and ‘not’
familiar with anthracite mining. - Half an
hour 'would have served the same . purpose,
and prevented much sympathy-creating gen-
eralities. He said that others knew the sit-
uation better—they would be called. Prol
ably these persons are to be the next wit-
nesses for that side, 'and if they are men
with a good record for faithful work, cross-
examination will show what we have already
stated—that their earnings are sufficient—
and ‘this could then be supported by our
own witnesses. ‘But our ‘local attorneys and
the superintendents of the collieries are best
fitted for such questions, They are familiar
with ' 'the details and can bring out the
rcofs, 5 ;

‘““We think it highly desirable that any at-
tempt at a compromise should immediately
stop; that the investigation should continue
and that one or two of the individual oper-
ators, with your represenfatives, should col~
lect and tabulate figures of earnings for the
purpose of presenting them in evidence. Af-
ter that our witnesses can appepa:

tors -of both classes to meet Mr. Mitchell and
his asgsociates next Friday ‘morning at 10 o'-
clock. ' The 'parties. present, without digsent,
instructed Mr. Baer to make the following

The Home of the Cultivated|s
Rubber Industry.

interview With Stanley E. Elkin—-
How Rubber Trees Are Grown—
Short Crops—The Obispo
Plantation.

The people of St. John have lately:
had their attention especially dinectg@
to the republic of Mexico, by the faet
that a number of province men are
financially interested in a rubber plan-
tation in that country,

If the average Canadian asks him-
self how much he knows about
Mexico, he will probably be as-
tonished to find that he really possesses
so little definite information.. He has
read that Mexico wants some Canadi-
an wheat this year; that Boer dele-
gates have visited Mexico with a
view to the formation of a colony; and
perhaps he has read something about
the great activity of American and oth-
er capitalists in building its more than
10,000 miles of railways, opening mines,
buying plantations and otherwise de-
veloping the nresources of the country.
He may not have thought much about
it, but the meoment he does think he
realizes that the country has a stable
government; for there are never any
disturbances such as keep South Am-
erican republics in a turmoil.

As a matter of fact, Mexico is im-
mensely rich in natural resources, and
its able and progressive government
welcomes the foreign ‘capital, whether
American, English, German or Canadi-
an, which intersects the country with
railways, provides its towns with street
railways and other modern utilities, op-
ens up new avenues of foreign trade, or
in any way contributes to the national
development. In the city of Mexico
there is published, in English, ‘the
Mexican Journal of Commerce., As a
financial journal it compares well with
those published in leading Canadian
and American cities, and the facts it
reveals im each 1ssue relative to
Mexican development are a revelation
to any one who had  not previously
looked intg the subject.

On Saturday a representative ot the
Star had a very interesting interview,
with Stanley B. Eilkin, of this city,
who has just returned after spending
about & month in Mexico. He went
down to make a personal visit to the
©Obispo rubber plantation, ‘which is re-
presented here by Elkin & Chipman,
genera) -in eastern Canada for
Mitchell, Schiller & Barnes of New
York. He left here on Oct. 8th, and
went via New York, 8t. Lotis, Laredo,
Mexico City and Cordova, to Fauente-
ville, on the Vera Cruz and Pacific rail-
way, whence a two honrs ride " on

horseback brought him to the planta-{

tion. Of 9,000 acres in this ‘plantation,
7,000 are to be planted entlre!y ‘with
rubber trees. Already 500 acres have
been so plamted, and the work of fur-
ther cultlvation is being' ra.pldly car»
ried on.

RAISING RUBBER TREES.

St. John people are aware of the
enormous extent to which' rubber is
used in_ commerce, ‘and 'the ever in-

tively few know an g about ‘the;
method of its ,produeuon. The rubber
tree is 1ndtaem'ms to M’éllcb and ﬂo’lﬂ'

ishes wonderfully Qﬁéer cumvatton.
The cultivated - tree ! grows ' very
straight, to a height of 50 or 60 feet,
and yields rubber for about fifty years,
At 10 or 11 years of age the tree is
about ten inches in diameter.

Tapping begins in the seventh-or
eighth year. ' The great trouble has
been in the past, and it has. caused
the destruction of myriads of wild
rubber trees, that the natives, in tap-
ping, killed the trees. The tree is sen-
sitive and is easily destroyed if care-
lessly tapped. -

‘When the milk is gathered .by the
natives, it is congulated by the use of
a wild vine, which is powdered up and

thrown in, causing it to curdle. Alco-}

kol would produce the same result. The
product is bdlack sheet rubber. It
eould be kept white by subjecting it to
the fumes of sulphur. There is an-
ether Kind of rubber called grania. It
is in lumps, and is'formed by the juice
drying the ‘sun in wounds in the
tree. Only the natives, tapping wild
rubber trees, use this method.

OBISPO PLANTATION.

On Obispo plantation 500 acres -are
now planted in rubber, 400 trees te the
acre. Some of thé seed' planted this
year was a failure on all the Mexican
plantations, on account of neglect of
the officials in having the seed distrib-
uted. Rubbeér seed /is not a certain
quantity if kept over three weeks be-
fore planting. But this failure did not
seriously effect the Obispo plantation,
which has three nurseries of its own,
and where seed failed the trees are be-
ing itransplanted from 'the mursery at
the rate of 2,000 per day. Omne of the
nurseries has 235000 trees, another
117,000, both planted in the sun, and a
third has 118,000 planted in the shade.
From theee they are drawing to keep
the average on the plantatton up to
409 trees to the acre.

‘The trees grow very fast, Mr, Elkin
saw six-months-old trees at Obispo
that were fully 16 feet high, and ac-
knowledged dy all planters who saw
them to ‘be the finest of their age in
Mexico.

Apart from one of the nurseries re-
ferred to all the planting on Obispo
s done in the sun, the forest being en-
tirely' cleared away. A better growth
is thus got in oné year than in three
years in the shade. The close plant-
ing at the outset, 400 trees to the acre,
enables them to occupy every foot of
ground with a crop of some sort. There
is less room for weeds, and the trees.
protect each other from the wind, grow
taller and assume a more desirable
form.

Under the shade system the under-
brush only’ i§ cleared away, the  tall
forest trees are left stanéing, and fur-
nish shade to the ..growing rubber
plants.  This is a good system for cof-
fee planting, but rubber trees when
close planted. afford enough of mutu-:

grown 'that wqu;d be entirely too many.
Therefore at the end of the si:tl; year
the'company will tap take out 200
of, the trees; grinding' them up an ex-
uwcunx every ounce of rubber. At a
moderate estimate each one will yield
& pound of rubber, worth 50 cents., The
present price in the New York ‘mar-
ket i 85 cents. In the eighth ygar, tap-
ping of the remaining 200 trees begins,
and they continue to yield for fifty
years.

Coffee gs anether source of revenue,
forty acres bearing that crop. Some
years ago a former owner of the pro-
perty had 20,000 coffee trees, but the
coffee plantation was all burned over
in a- forest fire. Since then 10,000 of
the ‘trees have sprung up from the
root, and are now five years old. There
is also a nursery of 10,000 trees, and
next year the full acreage will be un-
der cultivation, half of it. producing.
Next year it should yield 5,000 pounds
of coffee, and in the following year
15,000 pournds. This coffee is worth six
cents per pound, gold.

TRANSPORTATION FACILIT.IES’

The Obispo plantation 1s ‘on ‘the
Obispo river, in the cdnttni” of” Tuxte~
pec, state of Tt is*probably
the best situated plantation in Mexico,
having both' rail and river ‘transpor-
tation, and having a home market for
its eorn, beans, live stock and the like.

FREDERICTON NEWS.

FREDERICTON, Nov. 26.—A two
8quare mile timber limit in Young’s
Cove, Grand Lake, was sold at the
crown land office today to the St. John
Sulphite Pulp Company at $66 a mile.
A company vwith a capital of one
million dollars is being organized here
to manufaciure and sell - kerosene
heaters and lamps lately invented by
F. F. Dow of this city. The name of
‘the com:.any is the ‘‘Canadian Kero-
Sene-Heat and Light Company, Limit-
ed,” and apslication will be made for
‘incorporation.  The names of the ap-
plicants, who are also the first ana
provisional directors, .are Fred F. Dow,
inventor; John XKXilburn; lumberman;
John R. McConnell, lumberman; John
Palmer, ‘manufacturer, " M3 Albert J.
. Gregory, barrister at law, all of Fred-
ericton. The capital stock is one mill-
ion dollars divided into ten: thousand
shares of one hundred each. The office
and chief place of business is Fred-
ericton. Dow heaters and lamps are
both constructed on the principle of
conveying kerosene ojl under pressurc
 through, a small tube to a flame lamp
or- heater, which converts the oil into
fvapor. This is mixed with air and
[burns .with: great briliancy -and gener-
ated intense heat. The burner is used
successfully for generating steam iff
the Dow automobile, and may be used
for general heating and: cooking pur-
poses. -Dow has a: contract for light-
-ing the new skating rink this winter.
The lamps and heaters are to be manu-
factured here by a company now be-
ing organized.
