M. SERGEANT JACKOON,

Mr. Sergeant Jackson is one of the most eminent
leaders of the Irish Conservative party, and from
the straight forward manliness of his parliamentary
conduet, and the soundness of bis political princi-
ples, enjoys a high and steady repatation, hot only
with liis own particalar scetion of the Conserva-
tives, bat also with the party generally.

In no respect tias the reaciion of opinion in favor
of Cotiservatiam the old politieal religion of the
coumry, been more anequivoeally developed than in
case of thosa Ieish politicians who used to be called
Orangemen. Time was, when they were regarded
with u species of mistraet even by their own patlia-
menitary coadjutors. Though agreeing with them
in their general principles, and raady on all occasi-
ons both to give thein support and rdeeive it from
them, yet there appeared to be for a time a cettain
degree of exasparated feeling mixed up with their
legistatorial dities which might render it datigerons
for the representatives for England and Seotland
too infimately to identify themselves with them.
Not that theré ever was atything more than the dp-
penrance of n raticotons of revengeful spirit in the
how, getitlemen in question, tior that the English
Conservatives did not give them full eredit for the
sincerity of their motives and the purity of their pa-
triotistn § for heither of these imputations did their
conduet afford the elightest grotid.  But, fresh as
they were, sessiott afier session; from theit own per.
sonal experience of the ittolerant domination of
their political oppotents snd conscions that in
England th al state of the case was tiol know ot
fully appreciated, there was an apparenit violefice,
an ill-suppressed vexation, in their mode of treating
Irish 4 , and a too prominent desire 1o piess
them unseasotinlly on the hotse, which afforded the
ministerial speakers and writerd grotinds and topics
fur sneering und ridicule, and, in the minds of the
unthinking, might to 4 eertain extent, have com-
prowised the character of the whole Conservative
party for nioderation, and a4 datermination only by
gradual, temperate, und strietly constitutional means
to recover the hel of the state

Now, whethier this feeling existed at all, of Whe-
ther it was well or ill founded, i« 1o longer watter of
questioh, for no such want of full eonfidence exists
ut present, or hae existed for u considerable time.
The renction in favour of the Irish Conservative
members has beet very groat, great in proportion
a8 the prestige which existed nt one time among the
moderate Liberuals in fuvor of the 1rish meinbers on
the Liberal side has declined. "The English Libe
rls of the old sehiool have begun to discover that
theig idol is only a Culiban: and that the party
which had by him been held up a8 embodying all
the worst vices of political depravity—as being born
tyrants, inveterste encinies of the majority of their
countrymen, and waiting only their retirn to power
in order to carry fire and sword through their native
land—they have begin, I say, to find that these
nitieh aspersed men; albeit they have had their own
wrongs and oppressions to endure, nre as ahxions
as their opponents can be for the well being of their
conntry, and are willing for ever to bury the sword
and the remembrance of the sword, il the others
willdling aside the bludgeon.

Mr. Bergeant Jackson is, taking all considera.
tions into account, perhaps the most popular man
among Thi# section of the honse,  His niental quali-
ties are such as always command respect.
