ABOUT AN ART GALLERY.

IT HAS NOT PAID, BUT THE FAULT
I8 NOT WITH THE PUBLIC.

The Owens Institution As It Was and Is—
How the Idea Originated and How It Has
Been Carried Out by Mr. Robert Reed up
to Date,

Within the last few wecks, Mr. Robert
Reed bas come forward with a remarkable
letter in one of the city papers, in which
he announces his intention of making a
new shift in regard to the Owens Art Gal-
lery. . There are other trustees, but so far
as can be learned Mr. Reed is in himself
the actual governing body. It has been so
from the first, and it is largely for that
reason, as some claim, that the institution
is in the condition that Mr. Reed says it is
today.

Mr. Reed’s propoeition is to secure legis-
lation to transfer the entire Owens trust
estate either to some responsible civic or
provincial body, to be maintained as an
educational art institution, or to hand it
over to some other body anywhere in the
province for the purposes of art culture.
It may go to Fredericton, Sackville, St.
Martins or Rothesay, or to any other place
where Mr. Reed may see fit to send it—
if the institutions there are willing to ac-
cept it as a gift.

The trustees appear to have held a
Twelfth of July gathering at which they
passed a resolution which recited that civic
street operations had caused the institution
to incur liabilities which were then un-
paid, and that there was neither a
fund nor an income to draw upon. It
wag resolved that instead of selling any of
the “‘art property” to liquidate the debt,
family season tickets at 85 each should be
issued. It was further recited that
*‘eight years® experience in operating this
trust in furtherance of art culture has prov-
ed the income for its working sources to be
insufficient to pay insurance premiums,
cost of ordinary repairs and its heretofore
very economical running expenses; in
consequence ot which, and in view of
future possibilities, the trustees deem it
their duty to make known as follows,”
Then follows the proposition for the legis-
lation already mentioned.

Mr. Reed, no doubt, teels that the whole
blame of the failure of the institution is
due to the apathy and lack of taste of the
St. John public. To understand how far
he is right in his theory, a little of the
history of the affair will be of value.

Jobn Owens, the wealthy shipbuilder

is'anid distrost the rapid— and -~ wett|-whose name-is-borne -by-the-institut

itution, was
like Mr. Reed, a man of peculiar and
positive views. He was originally a
quaker, but united with the Portland
methodist church, of which he was for years
a leading and liberal member. In those

4 days methodism in this country knew no

such palatial structures and florid services
as may be found now, and Mr. Owens was
at peace with all his brethren. In 1859,
or thereabouts, he gave substantial aid in
the rebuilding of the Portland church, but
when it was proposed to introduce an
organ into the structure, he disagreed with
his associates. When & vote was taken he
found himself in the minority, whereupon
he withdrew from the congregation and
built a church of his own. This was Zion
church, the building which of late
years has figured as “an art gallery
with a steeple on it.” During Mr. Owens's
life, and for some years after his death,ser-
vices were held in it agreeable to methodist
usage, but by ministers not sent from the
conference, and sometimes not methodists.
There was no organ and the seats were
free. It was wholly a free church and Mr.
Owens cheerfully footed the bills.

He died in 1867. By his will the prop-
erty became vested in a board of trustees,
of whom Mr. Reed is now the sole survi-
vor. The will provided that the trustees
should employ ministers of the *‘methodist,
presbyterian, baptist, independent or epis-
copal persuasion,” and left a sum to be in-
vested for their snpport. The proviso was
made that *‘no instrumental music shall be
allowed to be used therein.” After pro-
viding for sundry matters, the residue of
the estate was to be divided into 40 shares.
Of these, one share was to be applied to
the instruction of children in music, two
for a school for the education of orphans
and two *‘for the purpose of establishing a
gallery or school of art for the instruction
of young persons in drawing and other
works of art.”

After the death of Mr. Owens, the
church was ran with more or less success
up to 1882, when the supply of ministers
willing to accept the charge with the
various conditions seems to have become
exhausted. For more than a yesr the
church was without a pastor, and then
legislation was procured to apply all the
shares in to the purp of
an art gallery and school to be carried on
in the church and parsonage.

This was the birth of the art gallery, and
the act incorporating it alleges that the
idea ‘‘would undoubtedly be in d
with the wishes of the testator if he ‘were
living.” #

When Mr. Owens was in business, luv

used topccasionally drop into the office of
his friend John Ward, another shipowner.
Mr. Ward did his own draughting, and
Mr. Owens used to wish that he also could
do it. His idea in providing for & school
of art was unquestionably that the young
men of the futare could learn free hand
drawing and hanical draughting. No-
body imagines that he ever contem-
plated the establishment of s pictare
gallery, in which all sorts of produc-
tions, largely of obscure artists, would be
massed together for exhibition purposes.
Had such been his intention, it is probable
he would have made a suitable provision for
the purpose.

Mr. Reed, however, seems to have taken
another view. In the eight years since
the funds of the Owens estate were diverted
to art gallery purposes, he has bought
several hundred pictures, he being the
judge of their merit. He has, no doubt,
been actuated by excellent motives, and
has believed that he was securing extra-
ordinary bargains. He is under the im-
pression that he has the original of one of
Smith-Hald's oil paintings, of which, ac-
cording to his catalogue, the - large
picture in Luxembourg palace is only
a copy. Such names as those of
Sir John Gilbert, Jean Francois Mil-
let, Benjamin West, Elizabeth Thompson,
tir.Joshua Reynolds, Horace Vernet and
Sir Edwin Landseer, also appear in the
catalogue as the painters of water colors
which, if originals, would be worth thou-
sands of dollars each. Mr. Reed was fortu-
nate enough to get a job lot of them in
Boston at ten and twenty dollars apiece,
which was figuratively, it not literally
““dirt cheap.”

One oil painting is credited to D.
Teniers, jr., who died 200 years ago. A
note in the catalogue states that it *‘has
been submitted to experts, who are unable
to say whether it is an original or a
very excellent copy of ancient date”
In this distinguished company are found
other names not so well known. Some of
them appear to have unloaded heavily
on Mr.Reed, though he possibly got the
advantage of wholesale rates. There are
no less than ten pictures by ‘‘L. Welden
Hawkins,” twelve by ““E. D. Lewis” and
eight by *‘Stephen Parrish,” whoever these
gentlemen may be in the world of art. The
local talent is represented by several pic-
tures by John H d, who d
the art school, but there is nothing to
show that such well known artists as Jon-
athan Swift, J. W.Gray, James Stewart,
Robert Pine, John C. Miles and “Charles
Ward, or any other New Brunswick paint-
ers of merit ever existed.

Everybody recognizes that Mr. Reed is
a thoroughly honest man who has acted as
he thought for the best. He has made no-
thing—possibly he is out of pocket, So far
as the running expenses of the institution
are concerned, they have been managed
with great economy. Yet the funds are
exhausted and the public are as well as
scolded for their non-suppcrt of the art
school. 1le has bought a houseful of pic-
tures and is disappointed because nobody
but himself and his own special artist is in-
terested in them. The citizens have not
seen what there was to patronize, and the
fact that in a New Brunswick art gallery
the New Brunswick artists are not repre-
sented has puzzled people as to what
claim the institution really bad upon them.
Only a limited number have thought of it
as a school of art, and it is no wonder that
it has not paid and is not likely to pay.
ProGRrEss is sorry for this, and sorry for
Mr. Reed, but there is no reason why the
blame of the failure should rest on the peo-
ple ot St. John.

New Home for the Scottish Rite.

The bodies of the A. & A. Rite are fit-
ting up a portion of the Masonic Temple
for their exclusive use, and when the work
is completed they will have a most complete
and convenient suite of apartments. The
whole Germain street front of the building
on the third floor, above the part now oc-

taken, and, when it s finished
according to the designs, there will
be two commodious halls, with

ante-rooms, store-room and other apart-
ments required by the bodies. Messrs.
Bates and Christie are doing the carpenter
work. The supervision of the work is in
the hands of an efficient committee, and
the new quarters will be turnished with
every detail essential to the full exempli-
ficatién of the degrees ot the rite.

A MORAL IN IT, SOMEWHERE.

There seems to be a moral for the gov-
ernment in the case of ALBERT Do1GE, a
clerk in the freight shed, now under arrest

DovGe appears to have kept a memor-
andum of the amounts taken within the last

month. This raises a theory, in his favor,

that he intended to replacethem, but how ?
The inference is that, having no means of

his own, he might borrow from fresh funds
coming into his hands. It may be that he
has been doing this in the past, and cer-
tainly if he has been living at the rate al-
leged and lending friends sums of $200
and the like, the presumption is not an un-
fair one. It would seem to be quite pos-
sible for him to do so under what appears
to be the loose system in vogue in that
department of the railway.  The govern-
ment organ in St. John, in speaking of the
operations of the last month, says that it
would be impossible for his superior to dis-
cover anything wrong when the receipts
were handed in each day. Thismay be, but
it ought not to be. When men employed on
miserable wages have the handling of per-
baps $1,000 a day, there ought to be some
kind of a check on them. They may mean
to be bonest, as Dopcr doubtless did, but
there is a strong temptation for them to
‘*borrow” when they know they can do so
with impunity. ‘I'be junior clerks in some
of the banks do not get high wages, but
they do not have the handling of funds of
the institution unchecked for a month at a
time. Nor is there a private concern in
the country that would conduct its affairs
in the same slipshod way. However far
Downer is culpable, he owes ‘his present
position largely to the way in which his
superiors made the wrong doing a strong
temptation for him. A curious feature of
the affair is that up to the moment of his
arrest he seems to have had no apprehen-
sion of being detected. There must be
something radically wrong about a system
under which a man can take thousands of
dollars and imagine the appropriation will
not be discovered. And there is a moral
1n it, somewhere.
THE UNIVERSITY'S NEED.

The educational institutions of the mari-
time provinces have begun another acade-
mical or collegiate year, and in this connec-
tion it s interesting to note the attendance
and compare the number of new students
seeking the different halls of learning.

We have already spoken of the marked
favor extended to two of the younger insti-
tutions in this province at St. Martins and
Rothesay, and the report from Mount Alli-
son is also of a very encouraging nature.
Even  the ancient college of Kings at

Windsor seems to have awaken-
ed to modern, aggressive methods
and has branched out in the

establishment of a law school in this city.
In Wolfville, there is a steady growth in in-
terest. and the attention paid to the practi-
cal side of education in the erection and
partial end t of a technical school
a8 & part of ““fair Acadia” has created a
favorable opinion among very many who
incline to the belief that Greek, latiti and
mathematics are not the first requisites for
A business life.

In this province we are, as.a people,
‘more concerned in the prosperity of the
university at Fredericton than in any other
because it is a provincial institution largely
supportéd from the public. treasury. ‘Re-
garding it as more closely allied to the
common school system than any other—
the keystone, as it were, of onr educational
arch, this feeling is but nataral and the fact
that there is a decrease in themgtriculating

from town to town, from village to village,
calling upon parents and distributing their
calendars showing their record for the past
year, no representative of the university
was abroad and no recent calendar was in
print. To wait until the collegiate year
has begun to print the annual calendar is
about as ridiculous as to bring down a
public report after the adjournment of the
1 ure. In this the university is
unlike any educational institution in the
maritime provinces. No sodner are their
academic years ended than their calendars
are published and scattered broadcast
among the people.
If the provincial institution is to go
ahead and prosper it must keep abreast of
the times ; it must be modern in its meth-
ods, energetic and progressive in its man-
agement. It must have an active and cap-
able chancellor.

SOME WORDS AND PHRASES.

A correspondent of one of our esteemed
country exchanges has made an improve-
ment on the time-honored statement that
‘‘the sad event has cast a ‘deep gloom over
the entire community.” Ile says that a
‘*wave of sadness” has swept over the vil-
lage on the account of the death of some
respected resident. The phrase is terse
and a trifle poetical. It is just the style
that some papers like, but all the same the
society editor of ProGrEss should not be
voted a brute, if in his judgment it would
be judicious to omit it from the social and
personal notes of Backawayback, or any
other place.

There are a number of other words and
phrases that are supposed to be omitted,
and usually are when the copy is not edited
in too much of a hurry. It is not denied
that some of them have special merits and
intrinsic beauties which should entitle them
to better usage. The very antiquity of
many gives them a claim to respect, and
the writers doubtless feel that they give a
roundness and a ring to the sentences
which ‘is wanting in a short and explicit
statement of cold facts. This is quite true,
but in striving to get the largest amount of
news into the compass ot an unyielding
column, even rotundity and resonance are
matters of secondary consideration

There are some words and -phrases that
are apt to be misleading when perused by
an unsophisticated native or a foreigner
not familiar with the elasticity of the
English language. When one is told that
Miss GoLpENHAIR made *a flying visit”
to some place, he may fancy that he sees
her speeding through the air with flutter-
ing wings, like a dear bird of passage.
It may be otherwise when a flying visit is
made by a man.

always in order for friends to feel sympathy
at such times with the possible exception of
cases where a man gets rid of a terror of a
wife, or a woman is relieved from a brute
of a husband. Then congratulations would
be in order, though it might not be good
taste to say so in print.
Such are some of the words and phrases
which it is not ry for corr d
ents to use. There are many more which
need not be enumerated. Sometimes, to
the delight of the writers, they appear in
print ; at more times they do not. When
they are caught on the fly in future, the
writers will understand the reason. There
is no reflection on the style, which as
already stated is often beautiful, sometimes
poetical and nearly always has the merit
of being venerable. The only trouble is
that the practical and unpoetic blue pencil
has an aversion to it.
Nor need any sensitive writer think that
she is the particular one who writes round-
ed sentences and finds them squared in
print. The very best of correspondents—
some whose places it would be difficult to
fill—have their peculiar idirms, which,
without being faulty, are not necessary for
the purposes of ProGress. When these
writers miss some sentences that may have
seemed very sweet to them, they must not
infer that their language is not appreciated
by the copy cutter. The chances are that
itis. He may even almost drop a tear
over a pet phrase, as he blots it out
forever.
ProGress is under such obligations to
the faithful and earnest contributiors of so-
cial news, that it can have only good words
for them and their work. It is not finding
fault when it tells them of their little pecul-
iarities, now and then. It is simply point-
ing out how they may save time by not
writing phrases that are not likely to ap-
pear. Pointers are valuable, and the bet-
ter ‘“‘newspaper stuff ” there is in a girl,
the more every little pointer will be appre-
ciated by her.

Electricity as a lighting agent and a
power is becoming more popular every
month in this city, and while the majority
of concerns that use it pay for it on a con-
tract basis, yet there are many who pre-
fer to pay simply for what they use. In
order to do this the companies supplying
the electricity will put 1 meters to
measure the amount that passes through
them. 1t is very well known that in the
case of gas there is an officer appointed by
the dominion government to inspect the
meters and see that they are all right. It
this measure of protection is due people in
the case of gas it is also due in the case of
electricity, and PROGRESs understands
that a move has been made by the St.

While this meter is be-
lieved to be superior in many respects to
others in use, the method of determining
the measure is not so satisfactory of
course, as in the case where it can be read
by any person.

Semething About the Sacred College and
Those Who Compose It.

Katherine Tynan writes to the N. Y.
Press that the only home in all Christen-
dom for the friendless dying is that estab-
lished some twelve years ago by the Irish
Sisters of Charity at Harold’s Cross,a sub-

urb of Dublin.

“Our Fady‘u Hospice for the Dying” is
the full title on the big brass plate at ‘the:
gate. Onegoesup to it by an avenué:
oyerhung with chestnut trees, every oné
hanging out its drooping lamp of blossoms;
There are green pastures on each side and
a pond, where on a fine' day some of the
patients do some placid fishing, the men
very contentedly sucking their pipes as
they sit. Many of them do not show the
death in their faces. Inside the hospice,:
though,one is now and again smitten by the
sight of a dying face, pinched and livid. Thete
are interested groups of patients discass-
ing the newspapers in the sitting rooms, or-
seated about a long table eating a dinnér
of roast meat and vegetables like any coni-
mon, 1obust folk. The old women are
crouched by the fire watching one of thejr
number blow up the kettle for a cup of tea
and there is a heated political argument on
among the men in the smoking pagoda out

on the Jawn.
It 1s bard to realize, entering the old
house, that under this roof death’s wings

are forever hovering. The house belonged
to the Quakers, and it is brown and homely
and kind, like the face of a friend. Part
of it is coated in heavy ivy, whence the
windows look out—Ilight shrewd, bright
eyes—and against the glossy greenery and
the old brick are brilliant window braces
of scarlet and blue and yellow. The beds
on the lawn are in like cheerful colors, but
the old garden which used to be is mainly
swept away by the long buildings which
the nuns bad to erect of late years, since
they were thronged with creatures praying
to be delivered from a lonely death. ;

The front rooms, kept as reception
rooms, are old and sweet, with fine old
fashioned furniture and brown walls. Up-
stairs is a long, cheerful ward. The beds
were all full last winter when I was here.
Now many of the patients are able to be
about, tor the air is mild. Where is Judy,
the very oldest inhabitant of the hospicé,
since she had been here mine months—
poor Judy, who entertained us with a
cheertul cackle as she boiled the kettle?
Where is the girl who was sewing in a
little ante-chamber, and who, till one look-
ed closely at the hectic cheek, seemed as
well asyouorIP  Alack, the grass is

soul who J)mbed out to us through the
oppressed ' breathing of one - dying
ot heart disease that she would remember
us in heaven. The Inn of Strange Meet--
ings and Partings we might call this
hospice, where the guests are all birds of
ge and homeward bound.

It is generally believed that Archbish P
Vaughan and Mgr. Stoner will be elevated
to the cardinalate. - The N. Y. Sun says
that several nominations of cardinals will
be made by the pope at the next consis-
tory, which will probably be held in De-
cember, and others will follow on the
occasion of his holiness’s episcopal jubilee,
the date of which falls next year.

dian, one Australian, and one American.
There is at present no British cardinal.

40 and 60, twenty between 60 and 70,
twelve between 70 and 80, and six between

80 and 90 In all 86 cardinals have died

since the accession of Leo XIII to the
Papacy.

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A Wonderful “ Pot” at Hell Gate For Those
who Find It.

Operations haye been resumed with a
view to recover the hidden treasure which
was. sunk - with the British man-of-war
‘‘Hussar” at the bottom of Hell Gate,
nearly opposite Port Moris, New York, in
1780. 'Phe vessel carried no less than
960,000 British guineas, being the pay for
the King’s trooes massed in tﬁe vicinity of
New London. Unfortunately the **Hussar”
failed - in' her attempt to make the Hell
Gates and went down in deep
water near the western New York shore.
It is there that she lies; with probably the
chains that bound seventy American pris-
oners to the gun deck, where the water is
72 feet deep at low tide. She is covered
with the accumulated sand, mud, and bar-
nacles of a century. Of the various futile
attempts made to recover the treasure,that
of the Worcester **Hussar” Wrecking com-
pany in 1866 was the most important. Al-
though explosives were used, only historic
relics, guns, bullets, jewelry, and a little
money were obtained. The enterprise was
abandoned, and now the Little Giant
‘Hussar” Wrecking company is mak
ing another attempt to secure the
lost treasure. Dredging operations are
now being carried on from a scow, very
efliciently equipped with machinery. For-
mer attempts at raising the treasure were
mainly given up owing to the pitchy dark-
ness at the bottom of the river, even when
above the surface of the water the strong-
est daylight prevailed. In the present
case, however, strongly protected incan-
descent electric lamps are used, the diver
having one of sixty-five candle-power.
When the diver descends, the flexible con-
ductors leading to the lamp are paid out
with the air-tube as required. The insu-
lated conductors are fastened to the side
of the helmet some three feet from the
lamp, so that, when not in use, or when
the diver needs both hands for his work,
the lamp is simply let go and allowed to
float out of the way abave his head like a
very small fire balloon. When again re-
quired, the lamp is simply drawn down
by the insulated conductors. This arrange-
ment allows of the work being more
rapidly accomplished.

But unquestionably she was ambi-
tious and really fancied that she possessed
political talents. As the emperor's health
waned her influence increased.

When this
war went against France, she forced her
busband to make an attempt  to
re-establish a lost cause by an advance
which every person with the slightest mili-
tary knowledge knew was utterly hopeless.

IN THE ANGLICAN CALENDAR.
Days R by the Ch
Season of the Year.

Tomorrow will be the 14th Sunday after
Trinity, and the liturgical colors for it and
the ferias of the week are given in the
Western and red in the Sarum use.

Tuesday will be the feast of St. Crispin,
a black-letter day. and the color in both
uses is red, with service common of martyr.
Crispin and his brother Crispinian were
natives of Rome and members of a noble
tamily in the third century. Becoming
converts to christianity, they took refuge
in France to escape the persecutions under
Diocletian and they propogated the faith
in that conntry. They fixed their resid-
ence at Soissons, and preached the gospel
by day, earning a subsistence by making
shoes by night. They supplied “shoes to
the poor at such low ﬁrices that there was
a legend that the leather was supplied by
angels. In. A. D., 288, they suffered
martyrdom in the persecution under the
Emperor Maximian, - having their heads
struck off and their remains cast into the
sea. Tradition has it that their relics were
washed ashore at Romney Marsh, on the
coast of England.

Crisgin  and his brother have been
adopted as the tutelary saints of shoe-
makers, and were the patrons of the re-
ligious community ot freres cordonniers.
founded in Paris in 1645 and suppressed
in 1789. In some parts of England, it
has been the custom to observe the day by
pr ions of sh kers and other de-
monstrations.

Thursday next will bea fast day,it being
the vigilot SS. Simon and Jude. The
reason why vigils are dn[vs of fasting was ex-
plained in this column last week. The col-
ors for this day are violet with red at even-
song, 1 the Western use, and red in the
use of Sarum.

Friday will be the feast of SS. Simon
and Jude, apostles and martyrs, a red-
letter day, but of course, like all Fridays
in the year save when Christmas falls on
that day of the week or there is a special
dispensation, it 18 a day of abstinence from
flesh meats. The color for the day is red
in both uses, with service proper of holy
day. This is one of the days on which the
rubric commands that the creed of St. Ath-
anasius ‘‘shall be” sung or said at morning
prayer, instead of the Apostles’ creed. It
may be assumed that the rubric will be com-
plied with in all churches that have morn-
ing prayer on Friday next.

Regarding SS. Simon and Jude there is
little to be recorded. The former was
called also Zelotes and the Canaanite,
while the latter was surnamed Thaddeus
or Lebbeus. They suffered martyrdom in
Persia, by being sawn asunder, K D. 68.
St. Jude was early regarded as the author
of the epistle which bears his name, but
later critics believe it to have been written
by another Jude, who was u brother of St.
James the Less.

cents per sheet.”

The impurities of town air have been in-
vestigated at Manchester, Eng. The tol-
lowing conclusions are drawn: In clear,
breezy weather the amount of sulphurous
acid is less than one milligram (.0154 of a
grain avoirdupois) per 100 cubic feet of
air. It rises rapidly just before storms,
and during fogs forty or fifty times this
this amount has been observed. In open
spaces and less densely populated areas
tEere is a marked diminution in the amount
of impurities in the air. An increase in
amount of sulphurous acid is accompanied
by at least as l!:rge an increase in the or-
ganic impurities in the air.
