As a result of
the report five Victoria Crosses and
numerous other decorations have been
awarded,

With the exception of one, which is
glven Commander Eric Gascoigne Rob-
inson for twice going alone into a
Turkish gun position and each time
destroying a four-inch gun, the Vie-
toria Crosses go to officers and men
who displayed conspicuous acts of bra-
very in connection with the running

Dublin, Ireland, Aug. 16.—Evidence
taken at the coroner’s inquest this af-
ternoon showed that David Johnston,
who was found dead this morning un-
derneath a window of his home in
Lurgan, County Armagh, in which he
had withstood the siege of constabu-
lary for two days, was shot by a police
constable,
When the constable took the witness
stand he testified that he fired to save
his own lite. When he entered the
back yard of Johnston's residence to
arrest him Johmston fired at a range
of five yards. He failed to wound the
officer, who then shot twice ‘at John-
ston, killing him almost instantly.

The coroner’s jury held that the con-
stable was justified in shooting in seif-
defense.

No invasion has been attempted of
these islands. British troops, in num-
bers unparalleled in history, have mov-
ed to and fro across the seas and have
been effectively supported on shore
The greatest of military powers has
seen its colonies wrested from it one
by one and has not been able to land
@ man or a gun in their defence
Of a fleet which has done this we
not only say that it has done much,
but that no fleet has ever done more,
And we citizens of the British Empire
can only hope that the second year of
the war will show no falling off in its
success, as it will assuredly show no

AND JAMES DUREEN
HURT IN RUNAWAY

Thrown Against No. 4

Fire Station When Horse
Bolted—Boy on Sidewalk

Badly Cat.

At 5.40 o'clock yesterday afternoon
there was a wild runaway in Garden
street. As a result William W, Johnston
of 141 Hawthorne Ave., is now lying
in the General Public Hospital in a
serious condition suffering from inter-
nal injury, James Doreen was badly
cut and bruised and a boy received a
bad cut over the eye.

William Johnston 8 in the ice busi-
ness and yesterday afternoon in com-
pany with Doreen drove down Gar-
den street hill in a wagon. When on
the corner of Hazen street the horse
took fright and ran away. Johnston
lost control of the animal and with
the heavy ice wagon the horse dashed
past the park at the foot of the hill
When it reached City Road in front
of No. 4 Fire Station the horse tried
to turn down the street but it was go-
ing at such a fast pace that the wag-
on was thrown against the station.

A boy who was on the sidewalk and
was unable to get out of the way was
knocked down and received a severe
cut over the eye. Johnston and Do-
reen were thrown heavily to the side-
walk and both were rendered uncon-
scious.

The firemen at the station carried
the two injured men into the station
and Dr. S8kinner was summoned, John-
ston, besides being seriously injured
internally, received severe cuts about
the face and head and was bleeding
profusely from the nose and mouth.
Doreen received a severe scalp wound
and a cut over the left eye, as well as
a number of bruises.

The ambulance was summoned and
the two men were immediately sent to
the General Public Hospital for treat-
ment. Doreen became conscious be-
fore the ambulance arrived on the
scene. Johnston was reported in a very
serfous condition at the hospital last
night, but it could not be stated it
his injuries would result fatally.
