London, Nov. 3, 10.45 p. m—That the German army
has abandoned its attempt to hack its way along the Belgian
coast to Calais is agreed by all the official reports tonight, A
combimation of inundated country, the remnant of the elgian
army under King Albert, and the activity of the British war-
ships, seemingly all contributed toward ending the costly
struggle, :

A Berlin official -report attributes the fallure of the Germans en-
tirely to the ﬂuoded_ state of the country, where the water in some
places is over a mah’'s head; but it declares that the army of Em-
peror William withdrew in good order and without lesses.

After nearly three weeks of desperate fighting, the brunt of the
attack has now shifted to the Ypres region, where the .English army
of Field Marshal Sir John French, reinforced by Indians and Territoir-
als, apparently must meet another onslaught. To the scene of this con-
templated battle, according to reports, Emperor William has gone to
give encouragement to his men by his presence.

A state of war between Turkey on the one side and Russia, Great
Britain and Servia on the other, exists, yet the Ottoman Government
appears as a house divided against itself, one portion seemingly being

desirious of war, while the conservative section is trying to smooth
over the situation arising from the attacks upon Russian ports and
+ ghips by Turkish warships directed by German officers.

Russia apparently has welcomed the war, and will not give the
Turks a chance to draw back, while the British cruiser Minerva has
smashed the Turkish base of operations against Egypt at the head of
the Gulf of Akahab. The Turkish ambassador in London has as yet
“made no arrangements’to leave, and the embassy still maintains a cons
clliatory attitude, 5

The closing 'of the North Sea to all shipping, except that which
places itself undér the protection of the British fieet, Is recognized as
the first stroke of Admiral Baron Fisher, the new First Sea Lord of
the Admiralty, and as one of the most important events of the war,
All cargoes destined for German or Austrian consumption’ must now
run the gauntlet of British inspection In the English channel, the
straits of Gibraltar or the Suez Canal.

The making of the North Sel a military area already has brought
adverse comments from Germany.

New York, Nov. 3.—Sweeping Re-
publican gains throughout the country,
which reached a climax in this State
by the overwhelming victory .of
Charles S. Whitman for governor, and
James W. Wadsworth to succeed Elihu
Root, in the United States Senate,
were indicated tonight in early re-
turns of the general elections.

Heavy falling off of the Progressive
vote in many States, the return to
Congress of former Speaker Joseph
Cannon, decisive Republican gains in
New York and Illinois in' the House
memberchip, and the overwhelming
defeat of Representative A. M. Palm-
er, by Senator Bois Penrose in Penn-
sylvania, were features of the. early
returns. e

Democratic leaders, however, were
pleased by a triumph in Massachu-
setts where former  Representative
Samuel McCall was defeated for the
governorship by Governor Walsh.

Barly returns indicated that the
Democrats would retain control of
congress with approximately no
change in the Senate majority, but by
a decidedly’ reduced majority in the
house. At a late hour results in Ill-
nofs, Indiana, California and Colorado
as to the senatorship were in doubt.

The triumph of Senator Penrose in
Pennsylvannia over A, M. Palmer,
Democrat, who was one of the original
supporters of Woodrow Wiison, and
Gifford Pinchot, Progressive, was ov-
erwhelming.

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Part of Artillery to be Mobil-
ized Will Remain in Domin-
ion—Orders in Few Days.

Ottawa, Nov. 3.—Since the govern-
ment’s plan is to mobolize 30,000 in-
fantrymen and to keep that number
constantly in training in Canada, and
gince orders have gone out so far for
only 16,000, the supplementary orders
for the other 14,000 will be sent out to
the commandens of the various divis-
fonal areas within a day or two. Ord-
ers will also pe sent out for the ar-
tillery, engineers, army service corps,
medical corps, etc., to go with the sec-
ond contingent as soon as the quota to
be taken from each division has been
settled.

A considerable force of artillery will
be mobilized, part of it to go overseas
and part to remain in Canada for de-
fence purposes.

Three or four thousand horses will
be purchased for the artillery, lines of
communication, etc., of the second con-
tingent.

Valpariso, Chille, Nov. 5.—The German warships Gneisenau, Scharn-
horst, Nurnberg, Leipsic and Dresden today attacked the British fleet off
Coronsl, Chile. The British cruiser Monmouth was sunk., The cruiser
Good Hope was very badly damaged and as she was on fire, is supposed
to have beeg lost. 2

The British cruiser Glasgow took refuge in the harbor of Coronel and
is now bottled up.

The German blttluﬁ!pl Scharnhorst, Nurnberg and Gneisenau an-
chored at midday today in Valpariso harbor uninjured.

The British cruisers Good Hope, Monmouth and Glasgow were under
command of Rear Admiral 8ir Christopher Cradock, and had been
searching the coasts of South America for several weeks, with the ob-
Ject of engaging the German cruisers which had been destroying British
merchant vessels.

The British cruiser Monmouth, repqﬂéd sunk in the engagement to-
day, was 440 feet long, sixty-six feet beam, and of 9,800 tons displace-
ment. She carried fourteen six-inch guns, eight three-inch guns, three
three-pounders and was fitted with two 18-inch torpedo tubes, Her com-
plement was 655 men, The Monmouth was built in 1899,

The Good Hope, also reported lost, was the flagship of the squadron.
She was 500 feet long, 71 feet beam and displaced 14,100 tons. She rep-
resented the British nation at the Jamestown Exposition in 1907. Her
armament consisted of two 9.2-inch guns, fourteen 3-inch guns, three 3-
pounders and two 18-inch torpedo tubes. She had a complement of $00
men. The Good Hope was built 13 years ago.

The light cruiser Glasgow which took refuge at Coronel, was built in

‘was 430 feet long 47 feet beam and displaced 4,820 tons. She
. ! rit of 376 men. Her armament ‘consisted of two 6-inch
guns and ten “‘h"‘lﬂ\l. 8He was ‘equipped WHA two 181nch torpedo
tubes.

8ir Christopher Cradock, who commandad the squadron, was in
charge of the British fleet in Mexican waters at the time the American
marines occupied Vera Cruz,

The German armored cruisers ‘Scharnhorst and Gneisenau are sis-
ter ships of 11,600 tons. Both were built in 1906 and are 440 feet long
on the water line. They have a complement of 765 men. Each of the
two vessels carried eight 8.2.inch and six 6-inch guns, twenty 24-pound-
ers and four machine guns. Each has four torpedo tubes.

Both the Scharnhorst and the Gneisenau on September 22 last
bombarded and destroyed Papeete, the principal town and port of the
French island of Tahiti in the Society Group in the Pacific ocean.
They also sapk the dismantled French gunboat Zelee in Popeete
Harbor.

The Nurnberg is a small cruiser of 3,540 tons and carries a comple
ment of 295 men. She has ten 4.1-inch guns, eight 5-pounders, four
machine guns and two torpedo tubes. This is the vessel which Is be-
lieved to have cut the cable connecting the United States with Australia
In September, shortly after she had left Honolulu.

The Dresden and the Leipsic, which are reported to have been
engaged in the battle, but the whereabouts of which following it have
not been devulged also are small cruisers,

The Dresden'is of 3,600 tons and the Leipsic of 3,250 otns. They
have respectively pl ts of 321 and 286 men, The Dresden car-
ried ten 4.1-inch, eight 5-pounders and four machine guns and two tor-
pedo tubes, while the armamernit of the Leipsic consisted of ten 4.1-inch
ten 1-pounders, four machine guns and two torpedo tubes.

The Leipsic, since the commencement of the war, has been operat-
Ing In the Pacific from San Francisco south and west. Early in Octob-
er she sank the tank steamer Eisinore off the Central American coast,
and frequently has been reported either to be after merchant ships
or as being pursued by British warships. The Dresden also has been
engaged in Pacific waters, and in August last was reported to have
sunk a British steamer off Brazil.

Portion of British Troops
Thick of Battle.

Moving
From Place to Place During

London, Nov. 3 (1110 am.)—An-
other eye-witness account from the
battle-front in France and Belgium,
written as previously by Col. E. D.

Swinton, of the Intelligence Depart-
ment of the British general staff, was
given out today by the official press

bureau. It bears the date of October
26 and reads as follows:

“October 25, 1914—Before the nar-
rative of the pro of the fighting
near the Franco-Be an frontier sub-

sequent to October 20 is continued a
brief description will be given of the
movement of a certain fraction of our
troops from the former line facing
north and east of Paris to the pres-
ent position facing east in the north-
west corner of France.

‘By this movement a nortion of the
British army has been enabled to join
hands with an incoming and grow-
ing stream of reinforcements, This
is now an accomplished. fact as is
generally known and <an, therefore,
be explained in some detail without
detriment.

“Mention will also be maias of the
gradual development up to October 20
in the nature of operations in this
quarter of the theatre of.war, which
recently has come into such promi-
nence.

Parallel of Japan's Move in Battle of
Mukden

“In its broad lines the transfer of
strength by one combatant cduring the
course 'of a great battle, which has
just been accomplished, is somewhat
remarkable. It can best be compared
with the action of the Japanese dur-
ing the battle of Mukden when Gen-
eral Oku withdrew a portion of his
force from his front, moved it north-
wards behind the line and threw it in-
to the fight again near the extreme
left of the Japanese armies.

“In a general direction, though not
in scope or possible results owing)
to the coast line being reached by the
Allies, this parallel is complete.

“The Japanese force concerned,
however, wag much smaller than ours
and the distance covered by it was
less than that from the Aisne to the
Franco-Belgian frontier. Gen. Oku’s
troops, moreover, marched, whereas
ours moved by march, rail and motor.

“What was implied in the actual
withdrawal from contact with the ene-
my along the Aisne will be appreciat-
ed when the conditions under which
we were then situated are recalled.
TLe two lines were not 100 yards
apart and for us no movement was
pessible during the daylight.

“In some of the trenches which
were under an enfilade of fire our
men had to git all day long close un-
der the traverses—as are called those
mounds of earth which stretch like
partitions at intervals across a trench
s0 as to give protection from a lateral
fire.

“Even when there was cover such
as that offered by depressions or sunk-
en roads on a hillside below and be-
hind our firing line, any attempt was
met by fierce bursts of machine gun
and shell fire, The men in the firing
line were on duty for 24 hours ‘at a
time and brought rations and water
with them when they came on duty,
for none could be sent up to them
during the day. Even the wounded
could nct be removed until dark. A
preliminary retirement of the units
was, thorefore, carried out gradually
nnder cover of darkness.

taking place.

“What the operation amounted to on
our part was the evacuation of the
trenches under carefully made ar
rangements with the French, who had
to take our place in the trenches, the
retirement to the river bank below—im
roadways of floating or repaired brid-
ges—wrich were mostly commanded
by the enemy's guns—and the climb
up to the top of the plateau on the
south side.

“The rest of the movement was a
complicated feat of transportation
whick cut across some of the lines of
communication of our Allies. In spite
of the various difficulties the whole
strategic operation of transferring
large numbers of troops from the
Aisne was carried out without loss
and practically without delay.

“As regards the change in the na-
ture of the fighting in which we re-
cently have been engaged it already
has been pointed out that the opera-
tions had, up till then, been of a pre-
paratory nature, and that the Germans
were obviously seeking to delay us by
advanced troops while ‘their heati
forces were being got ready an
brought up.
| "It was %(xm\vn that they were rals-
ing a new army corps, consisting of
a corps formed of Ersatz vo}unieex‘s
and other material which had not yet
been drawn up, and that part of it
would in all probability be sent to the
western theatre, either to cover the
troops laying siege to Antwerp in
case that place should hold out, or,
in the event of the capture of that
fortress, to act in‘conjunction with the
besieging force in a violent offensive
movement towar#s the coast.

“After the fall of Antwerp and the
reiease of the besieging troops there
was a gradual increase in the strength
of the opposition met with by us.
The resistance of the detachments—
which beyond the right extreme of
the German fortified position near
Bethune a fortnight ago consisted al-
most entirely of cavalry—grew more
and more determined, as more  in-
fantry and guns came up into the front
line until Tuesday, October 20, when
the arrival opposite us of a large por-
tion of new forces, and a considerable
number of heavy guns, enabled the
enemy to assume the offensive pr
tically against the whoie of our line,
at the same time they attacked the
Belgians between us and the coast.

“The operations then really assum-
ed a fresh compleixon. On Wednes-
day, October 21, the new German
formations again pressed forward in
force vigorously all along our line,
On our right south of the Lys, an
attack on our lines was repused with
loss to the assailants. On the other
hand we were driven from some
ground close by to the north, but
regained it by a counter attack.

“8till further to the north the Gen
mans gained and retained some points.
Their casualties to the southeast of
Armentieres were estimated at over
six thousand.

“On the north of the Lys, in our
centre, a fiercely contested action

OUT MINE SIN

London, Nov. 3 (9.47 p.m.).—The
British submarine D-5 was sunk in
the North Sea early this morning by
a mine which was thrown out by a
German cruiser retreating before
British cruisers.

Two officers and two men of the
submarine were saved.

This information is contained in an
Admiralty report issued here tonight.
The report says a German squadron
fired on the British gunboat Haleyan,
which wag patrolling, wounding one
man.

“Various naval movements were
made,” the report continues, “as a
result of which the Germans retreat-
ed rapidly, and, although shadowed
by the light eruisers, they could not
be brought into a sea action.

“The rearmost German cruiser in
her retirement threw out a number of
mines, and the submarine was sunk
by one of these.”

The submarine D-5, which was built
in 1911, was 150 feet long. She had

water and ten knots submerged.

In connection with the sinking of
the D-5 by a mine dropped from a
German crulser, the Exchange Telep-
graph Company's Lomestoft corres-
pondent says:

“This is just a very hurried note to
let you know that I managed to es-
cape from Antwerp alive. I wrote
you a letter there explaining the situ-
ation, but never got an opportunity
to post till now.

“The agonies of Antwerp were too
awful for words. The refugees
and the crowds on the road during
the route cannot be adequately ‘de-
scribed. It is the sort of thing one
has to go through to really under
stand. The bombardment continued
steadily all day, and the town became
more and more on fire. There were
hardly any houses left untouched at
7.30. p.m,, and certainly the streets
were impassable at that hour.

Stories From The Front.

Interesting wap stories, more valu-
able by far than the pre-digested or
denatured material belng supplied as
“official statements’ come from wound-
ed soldiers In the British hospitals.
Some newspaper correspondents in
London are devoting much attention to
that field of news and the results they
obtain are decldedly good. Some re-
cent stories of experiences are as fol-
lows:—

A private of the Royal Munster Fus-
iliers said, as he waited his turn to be
removed from Waterloo station by
ambulance: “It was a jewel of a fight
anyhow and the Munsters have not
been behind the other regiments. Af-
ter five days of the hardest fighting
I've ever been in we got cut off by the
Germans, who worked right round us
all day until we were completely sur
rounded. We had about 800 effective
men, but they must have had thous-
ands on thousands besides the crowds
of machine guns that kept pouring lead
into us for all the world like a big
stower gf hallstones.

“When they had us at their mercy
as they thought ,and the rest of our
army had fallen ba-ck they called on
us to surrender, but we didn't do it.
We just fought and fought until we
could fight no longer and then we made
one grand dash through them as they
were coming up to take us. 1 can't
tell how many of us got aw but I
know tha: we suffered cruelly
company had more than half of its
men hit when I wag bowled over my-
self by a big German who got at me
from behind whem I was stopping to
pelp my chum who had been badly hit
in the breast.

The
ownership of the Metropolitan Steam-
ship Company was not at that time
publicly known, but is now understood
to have been owned by the Billiard
Company.

HARTLAND SHOWS
PATRIOTIC SPIRIT

Hartland, N. B, Nov. 2.—Consider-
ing the population, Hart:and is taking
up the patriotic movement on as large
a scale as any other section of ‘he
province. Aiready about $1,000 has
been collected here for the patriotic
fund, and a large quantity of clothing
and other goods have gone forward
to swell the relief of the suffering
Belgians. There are other moves on
foot to raise money for the same ob-
jects, which will materialize in the
immediate future.

There has just been formed the
Hartland Patriotic Association which
will go into the matter in a systematie
manner, and their efforts in this ling
will materially add to New Brun)
wick’s assistance both to our soldier
boys and the brave Belgians who have
been overwhelmed in their efforts to
uphold the right.

This association is sending out a
circular to the school teachers of the
section immediately surrounding
Hart.and. It says in part:

Dear Teacher,—The Hartland Patri-
otic Association has decided to en-
large its activities and to include re-
lief for the Belgians. A sub-commi’-
tee has been appointed to look after
this phase of the work. At a meeting
of this committee last Thursday even-
ing (Oct. 29) it was proposed to ask
the farmers and others of Hartland
and surrounding districts to give two
carloads of more of potatoes to help
in some measure to relieve the famine
threatening the Belgians.

he is able. Those who cannot or do
not wish to give potatoes may give
money, if it is their desire to help.

Walter Johnson can pull down $75-
000 in the next three years. The Fed-
eral League has promised the blonde
giant. the sum of $26,000 & season and
a three-year contract. They offer to
place the money where it will be abso-
lutely secure for Johnson.
Johnson is now undecided as to his
future plans. The Washington Club
wants him to sign, but not for $25,000,
or any figure exactly close to that,
Johnson's decisi may be reached
when he finds out the names of the
players who are about to sign con-
tracts for 1914.
It the blonde twirler accepts the
Federal offer he will receive about $5
for every ball he delivers to an out-
law batter,
In a game late last season a record
was kept of Johnson's twirling. In the
nine innings 30 batters faced him. He
pitched 135 balls. That {s an average
of about four and one-half to the man,
In this game Johnson fanned nine
men, which meant that he had to pitch
at least three strikes to each man he
struck out. Had he been less effective
the batters would have conected with
the ball before taking three swings and
Johnson would have pitched less balls.
On a basis of the Federal League offer
this game meant $4.44 a ball,
If Johnson draws $25,000 a season
it's pretty certain that he will be paid
an average of $600 a game, for even
a man of his strength will hardly pitch
more than that. He may appear in
more, but oniy as relief batter .

Johnson yesterday afternoon denied
that he had signed with the Federals,
but admitted that negotiations were
under way. Ban Johnson, president of
the Americar League, said that if
Johnson jumped, the case would be
contested in the courts.

like public benefactors than otherwise,
notwithstanding the fact that through-
out the Dominion they were paying
some seventy-five per cent. of the tax-
ation. To improve conditions in the
retall trade the remedy seemed to be
that the retallers and wholesalers
should get together and co-operate.
The speaker referred to the “credit
reporting system,” remarking that it
would be difficult to stop giving credit
altogether. “In the anxiety to get
trade,” he sald, “many do not make
sufficient enquiries when allowing
credit, and often seek the help of col-
lecting agencies to obtain payment of
accotnts, but no collecting agency that
I have known ever did any good. Cred-
it reports are made out and sent to the
head oftice of the association and in
turn compiled into a *delinquent debt-
ors’ list’ which is sent all over Can-
ada, The charter gives the right to
publish the names of delinquents.
Many merchants have testified to the
good results of the credit reporting
system.

Mr. MacDonald alse advocated the
credit reporting system, instancing one
oase of which he knew where a man
had lived on retail merchants for five
years, an achievement that would not
be possible under that system,

Several other speakers “were heard
in support of the proposiil to establish
a grocers’ section of the-association,

Mr. MacPherson ‘being again called
upon to speak, reférred to'the fact that
the wholesale prices of' commeodities
are published in"St. John.: He express-
ed the opinion that as the press does
not give information ‘as to what the
wholesalers pay it should not state
what the retailers pay to the whole-
salers., “We are only public servants,”
he sald, “but if we do not take ocare
the public will make us slaves., If we
stand on ovr dignity the public will
respect us all the more. 1 would sug-
gest a meeting with the wholesalers
and come to an understanding for the
general betterment of the trade.”
