PIONEER LBMBFRMAN
DIES AT VICTORIA

George Frederick Robinson of Nel-
son Succumbs to Iliness of Six
Weeks Duration

(From Nelson Daily N ews)

George PFrederick Robinson,
aged 61, pioneer lumberman, and
one of the best known and most
popular citizens of Nelson, died
yesterday atSt. Joseph’s hospital,
Victoria, folowing an operation
last Tuesday. He had been ill
six weeks. The late Mr. Robin-
son’s commerocial interests neces-
sitated his travelling throughout
the province and by his genial
manner and straightforward busi-
ness methods he made countless
friends. News of his death will
cause sincere regret not only in
this district but in widely sepaf-
ated parts of British Columbia.

He had been ill for the past six
wegks with acute stomach trouble
and other complications and was
in the Kootenay Lake General
hospital for & month. He was
taken to Victoria by Dr. W.
Willson and operated on at St.
Joseph’s hospital by Dr. Labau.
He showed signs of considerable
vitality tollowing the operation,
but on Thursday night word was
received by W. R. Allen and Mrs.
Robinson that he had contracted
ether pneumonia and that his
condition was critical. From
‘then he slowly declined.

Mr. Robinson was born in
Brighton, N. B., in 1856. His
mother, who is 94 years old, still
resides there. He was educated
at that town and came west to
Winnipeg in 1885. He became
interested in the Northwest Lum-
ber company at Winnipeg. He
was traveling salesman for the
firm and also had an interest in
the company. He also acquired
lumber interests in Selkirk and
was associated there with Capt.
William Robinson, who is now
president ot the Northern Crown
bank. About 20 years ago heleft
Manitoba for Fernie, where he
also engaged in the lamber busi-
ness, leaving Fernie for Nelson 10
years ago and residing here since.
For;four years he was manager
of the Summit lake mill, then he
was offered and aecepted the
management of the Western
Canada Timber company at Ger-
rard.  He was actively engaged
in that capsoity until his fatal
illness seized him six weeks ago.

Mr. Robinson was an_adherent
of the Baptist church and a mem-
ber of the Nelson club. He did
not take an active part in’party
