IMPROVING PASTURE LANDS.

At the meeting of the Dairymen’s
Convention at Cleveland, Ohio, the
subject of improving o.d, worn-out
pasture lands was discussed ; and the
genorll/_gonolusion was, that they
must by ;plowed, and seeded to a
variety of grasses; o1 the dairy busi-
noss in that State would be ruined for
the want of good pastures. A member
said that most of them were fast de-
clining in productiveness so that
without a radical change on the part
of the dairy farmers thoy would soon
fail of support and the foundation of
this whole business would be giviug
way. Ho said the assessors’ returns
of the dairr counties showed a decline
in the productive capacity of pasture
Iands amounting to one-third or more,
the past ten years; and on account of
this decline dairy farming was be-
coming unprofitable. The lands were
originally quite fertile, but not deep,
and the vegetable matter at the sur-
face had been'all exhausted; and no
plowing or means of restoration being
used, the elay soil had become very
compact from treading while wet, and
the grasses killed out by constant
feeding off or over-stocking—then
worthless weeds came in, aund the old
pastures would have to be broken up
and enriched :  some way, und when
seeded down, & mixture of grasses
should be used, in secordance with the
English plan, though be would not
recommend using as many varielics.

A PORTABLE FENCE.

Every farmer atsometime necds a
portable fence, for enclosing hay

stack, or to divide a field temporarily,
and the following is & good ono: I

take three hewed or sawed sticks, four

or five feet in length, placing one at
oach end of the bourds that Iam about
to use, and one in the centre; fasten

them down securoly for a platform. I
then take four 14 feet boards, 6 inches
wide (I prefer that length to 12 or 16
feet,) and lay them on this platform,
leaving spaces between the boards of

7,6 and 8 inches. I use three cross

pieces, 4 feet long and 5 or 6 inches
wide, securely nailed with annealed

or wrought nails, and ¢linched, plas-

ing one at ench end and one in the

centre. The bottom board will be 5
inches from the ground, and the
second or panel will rest on the three
cross pieces. When putting up this
fence, I let it lap the width of the
cross pieces, and drive two stakes,
ono on each side of the panels, and
fusten with with~s, or wire,and I then
have as good a fence as I want for
turning stock.

Where a fence is
needed only for a short time, one

stake is all that is necessary. Two
men can draw and build fifty rods of
this fence in a day, and not work
very bard at that. This fonce can be
made in a different form where a man

Muck land is selected
as the spot for cranberry culture, and
pure white'sand is carted at immense
expense all over it, to a depth of two,
or (in very rich muck) even to five
inches. In this way some large for-
tunes have been invested, and, through

The Imperial Parliament in passing tle
British North America Act considered it ad-
visable to distinguish very clearly between
the powers and jurisdiction of the local and
confederate Parliaments, and the experience
of - the first decade in the history of tle
Dominion bears testimony to the wisdom of
this. The provinces are, and properly so,
very jealous of the rights secured to them by
the comstitution and will not without re-
monstrance permit anything iike an inter-
ference with them. The wave of popular in-
dignation which swept over this Province
when the Parliament of Canada attempted
to dictate to New Brunswick what course
ont to be adopted in reference to the School
Law is not forgotten. *“ No union without
good faith.” ¢ The Parlijament of Canada
had better mind its own business.” Such ex-
pressions were common in the organs of the
local government and they meta hearty
response " throughout the Province. Iiven
many who were opposed to the School Law
exclaimed agaiust the course taken by Par-
liament, for they felt that if coercion could
be used in one case it could be in another,
and that practically tho powers given to the
local legislatures might become a dead letter
if even the least interference with them were
permitted. In this determined stand the
Hon. Mr. King tock a prominent part, and it
was therefore with no little surprise that we
heard from the Throue a declaration to the
efi zct that the legislature of New Brunswick
would be asked to attempt to mould the
legislation of Parliament. Mr. King indeed
endeavors to distinguish beiween the case of
the’criminal law and all other cases: but we
submit his position is not tenable, and bis
argument no argument at all. He said
about as follows:—* The Minister of
Customs knows of the working of the custom
law through his officials : the Minister of
Militia of the wilitia law in a siwilar way, |
and so of the other departmental oflicers,

except the Minister of Justice who has net
the same facilities as Lis colleagues, because
the adsepistration of justice comes especially
wmder the esgnizance of the local legislature

oatier which every one is couversant that.he
does not pretend to prosecute at the Courts
23 a general rule. We are not finding fault
with him for this; we will do that at the
proper fime ; we are stating the facts of the
case Which clearly show that the Attorney
General is uot especially charged with the
administration of the criminal law. Neither
does it come within the province of the legis-
lature. The most the House of Assembly
can do is to say what officer shall prose-
cute, what courts shall bave jurisdiction, who
shall pay the expenses, and what they
shall be : that is it provides the machinery
for the working out of a system of criminal
law, but in.no manner nor form has it the
right to alter any principle in the law.—
Under the present practice the municipalities

be argued that this gives the County Councils
right te memoralize the Dominion Parliament
in respect to—say for example the death
penalty? We grant that as individuals the
councillors can sign just what petitions they
see fit ; but they have no right in their repre-
sentative capacity to act in relation to matters
over which they have no jurisdiction. This
brings us to the last point we wish to make just
now that even if the Att'y General premises
wefe correct his conciusien is net. Let us
apply the principles of coustitutional govern-
ment to the matter. The government in
their speech declare an amendment in the
criminal law advisable. The House ought,
in reply, to say either that it is, or is not,
advisable ; for the address is intended as an
echo of the speech and should only promise
consideration when consideration is invited.
[f the House should say such an amendment
is not advisable, being defeated on the
address, the government ought to resign or
dissolve the Iouse. Suppose the latter
course is adopted, we would then have the
ies | ing upon a question
which their represemtatives, when elected,
could not deal with, which would be an ab-
surdity. Again in theory the electors in
selecting men for the local legislature have
in mind the subjects with which the legis-
lature can constitutionally deal. A member
of the Assembly is therefore for the time
being the exponent of the views of his con-
stituents on those subjects only ; and if he
attempts to deal with others he is stepping
beyond the limits of his commissior. No
objection can be made to the members of the
Assembly as individuals memoralizing Parlia-
went upon this or any other subject ; but we
do most positively dispute thair rights to
deal in their representative capacity with
matters outside their jurisdiction. Of course
this reasoning only applies to our legislature,
because conssitutionally its powers are
limited ; and we wish to be understood as
baging our objections not upon the navelty
of the measure, but solely and exclusively
upon the question of jurisdiction.

It being, therefore, manifest that the
Assembly has no right to deal with the
crimival law, we hope that the good sense
of the House will assert itself and refuse to
pass any address, Surely if Parliament has
no right to interfere with the local Assem-
blies the local Assemblies have no right to
interfere with Parliament. And if the right
is assumed in the latter case how can we
successfully protest against its being exer-
in the f ‘mer?

It wili be observed that the speech opens
with a statement relative to the jurisdiction
of the local legislature in the matter of the
sale of spirituous liquors.

No doubt Mr. Blake was honestly of
the opinion that the best way to test the
question involved was by appeal from the
Snpreme Court of New Brunswick; but we
fail tosee what this bas to do with the
matter or in what way the express directions
of tie Assembly are to be thwarted by the
advice of any Crown officer however learned
in the law. THe Attorney General further
explains that a case was pending from Ontario
in which the same points were involved
and he thought it advisable to wait till thay
was decided, The judgment in this Ontario
case went on entirely different grounds than
those on which the ' Legislature of New
Brunswick asked & decision, so that the
Legislature is left just where it was, although
two years have elapsed since the govern-
ment were instructed to move in the matter.
Mr. I'raser :attempted a further explanation,
but that lonorable gentleman only made it
worse. He said first that a special case
could not be stated nntil after] the first of
May, 1877, because one of the acts under
consideration did not come in force until tnen.
Mr. Fraser's law is faulty. It is immaterial
for the purpese of a special case whether an
act has ceme in operation or not. The
points in the case are settled by counsel and
the court pronounces upon those points. Mr,
Fraser went on to say that as the act came
in operation on the first of May, 1577, judg-
menut or an appeal could not be had before
June, I1875; because, said he, the matter
would not be argued before Trinity 1877,
and judgment could not be yiven before Mich-
1877.

The existing state of the law, however ad-
vantageeus it may be to the guilty, is clearly
prejudiéial to the innocent, and if the object
of the existing law were the protection of
guilty persous little could be said against it.

will ask you to join in an address to His
Excellency, the Governor General, praying
for the alteration in the law.

Your attention will be directed to certain
matters affecting the interests of agriculture,
including provision for holding a provincial
exhibition the present year, the more fre-
quent holding of such exhibitions hereafter,
and the importation of certain stock. I think
it desirable that the school boards in cities
and incorporated towns should be enlarged
with a view to a more varied representation
on such boards.

I have caused renewed representations to
be made to the Government ®at Ottawa con-
cerning the claim of the Province to the sum
of one hundred and fifty thousand dollars in
respect of the Kastern Extension Railway.
This matter was brought under the considera-
tion of the Dominion Government in the
month of December, 1874, and no conclusion
baving been reached, I deemed it advisable
to send members of my Government to
Ottawa early in the present session of Parlia-
ment to endeavor to obtain, through the co-
operation of the Senat@®s and members of the
House of Commions representing the Province,
a settlement of thisand other matters. Iam
glad to be able to say that, with few excep-
tions, the members representing the Province
cordially co-operated with tke members of
my Goverument.

The Provincial investment in the Eastern
Extension Railway was made for a work un-
dertaken by the Province in 1865, as a part of
the Intercolonial Railway, and in view of a
previous assurance of the Imperial Govern-
wment that New Brunswick should not be
prejudiced by com ing that portion of
the work in anticipation of a final arrange-
ment for the construction of the whole line,
and that the Tmperial guarantee when given
as it subseqnently was given by the Imperial
Government and accepted by Canada, should
cover this portien of the road. The read
was subsequently adopted by the Dominion
Government as part of the Intercolonial
Railway, but the Province has thus far re-
ceived from Canada only two hundred and
fifty thousand dollars out of the four hundred
thousand dollars put into the road by the
Provioce. There can be no doubt of the
right of the Province to receive the sum of
one hundred and fifty thousand dollars on
this account with interest.

The subject of the Tracadie Lazarctto was
also again brought under the consideration of
the Dominion Government with a view to
having the same taken over by that Govern-
ment.

Llepresentations were also made on the
subject of the Penitentiary Act, so far as it
relates to this Province. On this subject I
am of opinion that under the Act of Union
the Government should at least in this Pro~
vince provide for the punishment and im-
prisonment in the Penitentiary of all persons
who may be sentenced to imprisonment with
hard labor. The papers on these several
subjects will be laid hefore you.
