They would not only farnish us with
liquors, but they are a rich, enter-
prising people, and with their variety
of climate would soon be prepared to fur-
nish us with almost everything we wanted
to import. I cannot see how it would be
possible to raise any revenue by indirect
taxation. Rum would he as free in our
markel as bread, and much more so than
tea and sugar,
This is the position that our Grit friends
would put us in; not leave us a word to
say sbout our trade relations with any
part of the world unless it be China or the
West Indies. What bat ruination te our
young manutfactures and direct taxation
for the payment of our heavy interest and
support of Government must be the conse-
quences ?

These eentres of business would be left
dead, the spinning jennies, &c., hushed up,
operatives gone, one farmer markets in
the busy marts of the States.

Again our export in the fature must be
chiefly grain and beef cattle, and En,
the market; these must go through the
hands of American traders, inasmuch as
our imports must come from them on ac-
count of the duties.

Utilizing Coarse Fodder.

Corn fodder, straw, and even marsh
hay at times, are the sole dependence
for feeding. In such cases these in-
ferior foddors may be made up by the

And in feeding these
coarser fodders, the use of roots with
them will be found excéedingly
valuable. The succulent roots being
almost wholly digestible, aid very
much in the digestion of the coarser
fodder; and for winter feeding a sup-
ply of mangels or sugar beets will be
indispensable for the most profit. In
a similar way the use of malt sprouts
steeped in water, which makes a sweet
semi-liquid pulp of an agreeable odor
and taste, mixed with cut straw and
corn fodder, has been found to keep
up the yield of milk; and with a
slight increase in the mixed meal, or

und grain food, to prevent any de-
g:i)enoy in the yield of butter. ell
cured corn fodder, or the stalks of the
corn crop, cut before frost. or as soon
as the grain has been glazed and stack-
od 8088 to preserve the greermess and
sweetness of the leaves, has yielded,
with the addition of a peck of sliced
roots, as much and as good butter as
that made from the best of clover hay.

Good News from Kansas.

A telegram just reccived from D.
W. Wood, Washington, announces
the geod news, ** Court just decided
Kansas prohibition cases constilu-
tional.” Justice Harlan of the Sa-
preme Court announced the decision
Monday, affirming the judgment of
the lower Conrt in the two Mugler
cases, and reversing it in the Kie-
bold case. The effect of Lhis deci-
sion is to affirm the validity of the
Kaunsas prohibition law, by the
highest tribunal in the land, oue
that never reverses iis decisions.
Mr. Packard has just brought us the
decision in full ; it goes beyond any-
thing we lad dared to #sk. It makes
three poiuts. 1si, that the state is
not liable ‘for cempensation. 2ad,
that po jary trial is necessary, a
vital point. 3rd, that ne one hasa
right- to manufactare liquer, even
for home consumption—a point
never even claimed by the Prohibi-
tionistste, God is better to us than
our fears, Many hearts are singing
the doxology ever this great deliv-
eranoce.

—The Supreme Court decision in
the Kansas case is a groat victary for
the Temperance Cause in the United
States. The decision, says the
Voice is a land-mark in the history
of prohibition. Its value cannol ba
over estimated. The defeat of the
liquor men is complete and over-
whelming at every point. To the
surprise of eévery one, the court was
substantinlly unanimous in its de-
cision, seven Lo one.

The decision is nowhere evasive.
It touches every essential peint with
a directness and completness that
leave not a sisgle loep to hang a
deubt on.  Let it be borne in mind
that the cases considered have been
appealed from the decision of the
United States Cireuit Court in Kan-
sas,whereJudge Brewer held that the
Kasnsas prohibitory liquor law was
unconstitutional, basing his epinios
on the Fourteenth Amendment to
the Constitction of the United
States. He held that the law was
unconstilutiona: because it deprived
the brewers of their property with-
out compensation. Seme of the
points raised were novel and doubt-
ful, and gave the Prohibitionists
throughout the country no little un+

easiness.  Bat the cloud is now
broken and the sun shines out
bright and glorious..

Commercial Union Progress.

A remarkable fact concerning Com-
mercial Union i8 that it is making its
greatest progress in parts of the
country remote from the papers ad-
vocating it. The disciples of Erastus
Wiman in the Maritime Provinces
tell of wonderful advances the cause
is making in Ontario, and in support
of the'r statements cite the adoption
of indefinite resolutions by political
associations thinly disguised as far-
mers’ clubs; while the ‘papers in On-
tario which support Commercial
Union inform their readers of the in-
crease of union sentiment down by
the sea. Judging by the statements
of the Grit papers the great wajority
of the electors of the Dominion are
anxious for an opportunity of deposit-
ing their ballots in favor of unre-
stricted trade with the United States,
but when the test of am election is
applied the people dg#fiot seem in any
great hurry to d?ﬁare in favor of
Commercial Union. In Shelburne,
according to some of our contempor-
aries, Commercial Union was the sole
issue in the recent by-election; but the
result was that an opponent of the
fad was elected, and the recount
which was to reverse the decision of
the people, has increased General
Laurie's majority. The results in
Nova Scotia have not been remark-

(=]
Unionists, but there does not appear

to be much consolation to be derived
from the Upper Provinces. There
has recently been an opportunity of
testing the question in an Ontario
constituency, and the result can
scarcely be regarded as a Commercial
Union victory. In the general elec-
tion last February Dr. Mallory was
elected in East Northumberland by a
majority of twelve as a supporter of
the Oppositien. He was unseated for
corrupt practices, and in the election
held last Thursday was again a can-
didate.

These are
all, without exception, advantageous
lines, rendering valuable districts of
agrictural capabi'ities or of mineral
resources, that are now shut out of
the markets  Any line that can be
constracted with the above mentioned
Provincial aid, has intrinsic merits of
its own that amply justify the in-
vestment of public money.

Is Promulgating Annexation
reason?

How far one may hold speculative
views on Annexation without being
open to the charge of disloyalty to

Itis no empty
boast that this is a free country—that
a man may think the thing he will—
where neither one’s opinion nor one's
creed can be challenged. The days
of thumb screws, the rack, and the
faggot, are past and gone, and Mr.
Ellis is free to hold any opinions he
pleases, without let or hindrance. It
is however the practical application
of a man’s opinions that society is
obliged to take cognizance of as a
matter of self protection. ~ For in-
stanca,"]‘»riglmm Young’s free love
opinions were of no account until he
put them into practical operation,
defying the laws of God and man.
Tho sentiments held by Schwab and
the other Chicago anarchists wereof no
interest to any one untilthey developed
into bomb throwing and the whole-
sale destruction of life and property.
So Mr. Ellis’ opinions as to a change
of flag and allegiance of this country
archarmlessenoughuntilheundertakes
to give practical force and effect to
them, when they are mischievous in
proportion to his power and influence.
‘If one can advocate Annexation to
| United States,one can with equal pro-
4pricty, so far as bound by the oath of
allegiance, advocate the extension of
Russian or French rule, or extend an
invitation to any other foreign do-
| minion to come here and rule us.
And if one can do thesé things, of
what value is the oath of allegiance
by which Mr. Ellis bound himself,
when he took his seat as a member of
Parliament ! Clearly there is some-
thing wrong, either in the oath or in
Mr. Elli¢ construction of it. But
further, if Mr. Ellis esteems it his
| duty to advocate a change of alle-
|giance of the people of this
country, it is only a step in logi-
eal sequence for him to advocate
it with sword and musket as well
as the pen. If such is the case, it
seems quite demonstrable that the
oath of fidelity to the Queen he took,
in no way bampers his political
movements. This is not the posi-
tion a high toned politician should
occupy. Many of Mr. Ellis’ former
supporters—the Zelegraph smongst
the number—complain that he
smothered up his annexation pro-
clivities at the last election—gained
the votes of many sireng loyalists—
and after gaining his coveted seat
in the House, used the honor con-
ferred on nim to give weight to
annexation views, which were an-
nounced at the time when the Fish-
ery Commission was in session in
Washington and when every loyal
man in the land, Grit er Tory was
wishing God-speed to the labors of
the Commissioners. The complaint
is that Mr. Ellis’ has done his little
all to defer a settlement and to de-
feat reciprocity. His sympathies
were not with our coal, iron, lnmber
and agricultural interests then bat-
tling at Washington for a free mar-
ket—he was opposed to all these if
they stood in the way ef his politi-
cal aspirations towards the neighbor-

ing republic. These annexatien
views having been anueunced by

Mr. Ellis since his election, a sense

Letter from Red Deer.

A Bad Season for the Farmer.—A
Fine Country for Stock Raising and
Dairying.—Progress Retarded by a
Colonization Company.

DeAr Sik;—Allow me the privil-
ege of a few lines in your paper, in
order t@ give Lo your many readers
a true account of the Red Deer set-
tlement in the district of Alberta,
its advantages and disadvantages,
In the first place the settlement ig
situated on the Red Deer river (a
clear mountain stream about 600
feet in width) about 98 miles north
of Oalgsry. This summer of 1887
has been rather disastrous for the
agrioulturist, oats being the only
grain that matured, and I must say
they yielded enormously, in some
cases as high as 75 bushels per acre
and averaging about 40 lhs, per
bushel, barley, wheat and polatoes
wero a failare. New in 1886 all
cropsyielded;prolifically, but whether
summer frosts are the rule or the
exception I cannot say. Take the
country as one for producing beef
snd dairy produce, it cannot be sur-
passed under the sun. I have farm-
ed many years in the east, but <=
pever saw better cream than which
forms on the milk in this ceuntry.
The grass grows in unlimited quan-
tities, and clear water and springs
abound. Woed is plentiful and
large seams of coal crop out

from the banke of the river. The
progress of the settlement has been
thrown back seriously by the selfish
and intolerant work of a Coloniza-
tfon Company known as the
Saskatchewan Land and Homestead
Co. This company placed a certaln
sum of money in the hands of the
Federal Government as secarity,
with the understanding that they
would improve and colonize the
lands they elaim in this settlement,
For the four years they have held
sway in thie place they eannot claim
one dollar laid out in improvements,
and only one family brought in by
their help, and the head of that
family bad an interest in the com-
pany. Now, sinee the Government
has abolished all coal companies,
this company seems to have (he
privilege of taking the pick of all
the odd sections in the place of the
security given 1o the Govern-
ment.

This summer they have had a
man here taking a survey of all
swamps, lakes and river beds, with
the view ahead that the Government
weuld not charge ‘hem for it, and
cow it is rumored that they are
about to induce the Government to
exempt their lands from taxes. If
they are successful, it means roina-
tion to the country and the settler
who is unfortunate enough to hold
land and other property in it. This
company as yet are unable to issue

Sr. Jomn, Dec. 28th.—Christmas has
come and gone: its glories have vanished
and Mr. Cheque Stubbs alone knows what
they cost. Last weck was happy and joyous
Everybody seemed bent either
on looking out for No. 1 for himself or some
one else. Touching upon the unselfishness
of happiness I will relate briefly what I saw
on Christmas day in the public institutions
where the sick, the aged, the orphans, and
the paupers are cared for. In the General
Public Hospital the tired and fovered pa-
tients appeared with renewed strangth and
health and after listening to the sweet band
of singers sat down to a repast which rivalled
the Cﬁristmus dinner at the Royal, Dufferin,
or the Victoria. = The choicest fruit was set
apart for the bed-ridden Rmienu and none
were forgotten. In the Marine Hospital the
sight was even more touuhini. e aged
and infirm veterans of the sea had each done
his best to decorate his section of the ward
with evergreens and appropriate mottoes and
the effect produced was very pretty. Every
one of them was lond in his praises of the
kind and benevolent ladies to whom they
owed their joy. In the Home for the Aged
the Christmas rememberances assumed more
of an individual character. The former
happier days of each inmate were re-
cal\ml by the kindly thoughtfulness of old-
time friends. Perhaps the brightest and
most exuberantly joyous throng was found
in the Protestant érphnu Asylum where,
each year, Santa Claus seems to outdo him-
gelf in his generosity to the little orphans.
These were the visible results of the efforts
of Christian men or women to make the da
one of universal happiness. How mucl
more was done which did not appear no one
can tell, but I know of scvenf families so
poor that from day to day they know not
where their bread is to come, whose Christ-
mas dinner was to them a thing never to be
forgotlcn.

The big raft is gone.  After nearly three
years of toil and worry and great expense
the monster mass, the largest ever afloat in
the ocean, was launched only to be lost and
termed the *‘the king of derelicts,” The
l;rcecnt danger to every craft afloat is un-
doubtédly great with that leviathan thrash-
ing around the ocean, but it occurs to me
that it is a blessing to New Brunswick, a
blessing to her forests and industries that
the raft never reached port.

I admire Mr. Robertson's inventive genius
and wish it had been turned to some better
account than destroying our best and
noblest heritage, and our first and greatest
manufacturing industry.
