LONDONER MEETS
DEATH INSTANTLY

Ernest Parnell Dies When
Crushed Beneath Bread
Truck in Delaware
Township.

Ernest Parnell, 855 Maitland street,
city, met instant death about 1:30
p.m. Monday when the bread truck
he was driving turned turtle on the
fourth concession of Delaware Town-
ship, near Littlewood, seven miles
southwest of Lambeth.

It is thought that the radius rod
of the machine broke as Parnell
was turning into’ the road from the
lane leading to the farmhouse of W.
Woods, and that the car toppled
over, pinning the unfortunate man
beneath.

Edward Parsons, a farmer living
nearby, was the first to discover the
accident, and@ found Parnell pinned
under the truck, with the entire
welght of the engine resting on his
chest.

The injured man was taken to the
Woods’ farmhouse and Dr. Bice of
Lambeth was called, but he declared
that death had been instantaneous.

It was found that Mr. Parnell’s
lungs had been penetrated, and that
he had suffered internal injuries.

Coroner Dr. Routledge of Lambeth,
after investigating the affair, said
that an inquest would be unneces-
sary.

The body was removed to London.

Mr. Parnell was born in this city
and had lived here all hig life. He
®as the son of Edward Parnell, late
mayor of Winnipeg, and had a wide
range of friends in London. Deceased
was assistant manager of the Parnell
Bread Company, and was in his 32nd
year.

He leaves’ his widow and three
small children, and three brothers
and three sister—Fred and Edward
of London; Willilam of Winnipeg;

FEELINGS VARY

LOST BYLAWS

Many Regret Defeat of Three
Proposals, While Others
Are Glad.

BECK LEAVES CITY EARLY

Coles Advises Calling For
Competitive Plans For
City Hall.

Regret was expressed in some
quarters, and satisfaction in others,
with the results of yesterday's ad-
verse vote on the three bylaws that
were submitted before the people.

The overwhelming majority against
the purchase of the street railway
was a hard knock for proponents of
the measure. Sir Adam Beck took
an early train for Toronto this morn-

ing. An attempt to secure an opin-
fon from him on the trend of the
election failed. Officials of the Hydro-
Electric Commission informed The
Advertiser that he left Toronto al-
most as soon as he arrived.

C. B. King, general nager of the
London street railway, said that the
local railroad would be in no way af-
fected by the election résults. Under
present: circumstances, the road
would continue to do business along
the same lines as at present, no im-
portant changes being contemplated.

Sees Improved Service.

He could not say whether he
thought the line would ultimately be-
came the property of the city, but
believed that with the expected finan-
cial improvement that would come
as a result of the increased fares,
the system would probably be bet-
ter than it has in the past.

Col. Wiiliam Coles expressed no
small elation over the decision of
voters in regard to the Spencer site.
He said that their verdict was mere-
ly a vindication of his stand and
showed the consistency of the people
in adhering to their previous atti-
tude on the question. If the expec-
tations of the voters are carried out
by the new council will be taken im-
mediately to build a pretentious ecity
hall on the Federal Square.

SEE LITTLE GHANCE
OF RAILMEN STRIKE

Local Shopmen Look to Pres-
ent Negotiations in Mon-
treal to Accomplish
Much.

The 1,000 or more shopmen em-
ploved on the Grand#Trunk and Can-
adian Pacific railways in this dis-
trict are following with intense in-
terest developments in the wage ne-
gotiations in progress at the present
time in Montreal between representa-
tives of the road and the employees.

JJoseph Corbett of this city gen-
eral chairman of the G. T. R. shop-
men in the Dominion, is attending
the conference in the interests of the
men. Mr. Corbett is well-known in-
ternationally as a railway labor man,
and for the past year or so has
labored incessantly to bring about
a peaceful settlement between the
road and the members of the Fed-
erated Shop Trades in Canada.

Local union men, in discussing the
situation Tuesday morning, took an
optimistic view of the result of the
negotiations which are expected to
end this week, and are confident that
the railway officials have realized by
this time that the employees are in
earnest, and will bring about a settle-
ment that will be satisfactory to both
parties concerned.

Employees in this division do not
look favorably on the strike method
of settling their differences with the
road,, and will enly walk out as a
last resort, it is said. Last summer,
when the rail situation in the United
States looked blackest, a strike of
Canadian shopmen was expected at
any time, and it was only the inter-
vention of the minister of labor and
a compromise by the railway officials
that prevented a nation-wide strike.

Although it is claimed in Montreal
railroad circles that the outcome of
the recent ballot cast by the shopmen
had been kept secret up to this week,,
the feeling of the shopmen through-
out ‘the country has indicated that
the ballet favored the plan of re-
opening negotiations with the com-
pany. The truth of this contention
is further borne ot by the fact that
labor union officials intimated that
they wishéd to meet the representa-
tives of the railroad again, which
would tend to prove that an imme-
diate strike is not contemplated.

The displacement of Clynes by
MacDonald is popularly regarded as
being due to the solid vote of the
Scottish contingent. It was a new
Scottish member, young Mr. Maxton,
I believe, who, watching the cere-
monial of thg royal commission in
the House of Lords on Monday,
called out, “We will give you tran-
quility. We will smash that lot up.”

Older Labor men, thinking of their
own mental evolution since they
first entered the House in 1906, do
not expect the Scots to make any

from English members.

No doubt the Scottish group will
be rather exceptionally vigorous at
first, for they are not only young as
a group, but many of them are per-
sonally young. Mr. George Buchan-
an, for instance, is not yet thirty, yet

he occupies the very safe seat for

Gorbals, which used to be the con-
! stituency of George N. Barnes, who
won it for Labor from Mr. Bonar
Law.

James Maxton, the new member
for the Bridgeton division of Glas-
gow is 36. Slight in stature, the pal-
lor and hollowness of his cheeks be-
ing emphasized by his abundant
raven hair. He carries himself with
considerable assurance, and on Mon-
day, his first day in the House, he
was receiving visitors and showing
them through as if he had played the
host for as many years as T. B.
1 O’Connor.

Has Two Distinctions.

Mr. Maxton has two distinctions
which are rather common among the
Glasgow Labor members. He was
in trouble during the war under the
defence of the realm act, and he is a
university graduate. For a speech
he made in Glasgow Green he was
convicted, and one sequel was that
he lost his position as a teacher, un-
der the Glasgow school board. He
afterwards earned his livelihood as
organizing secretary of the Glasgow
Independent Labor Party Federa-
tion.

Captain John P. Hay, who was
successful in the Cathcart division,
is like Mr. Maxton in being an al-
umnus of Glasgow University, and
in being a school teacher by profes-
sion. He is on the staff of Abercorn
school, Paisley, but he has a very
different war record. He was doing
missionary work in China, when the
war broke out, and he left there to
join the army and became an artil-
lery officer in France.

His knowledge of Chinese

made

his helpfulness was acknowledged
by the Chinese government which
awarded him the order of the Striped
Tiger. This explains the letters
O. 8. T. which come after his name
when he is fully described.

Rev. Camlachie Stephen, who won
Camlachie, is also a graduate of
Glasgow University, and after work-
ing in the United Free Chuich min-
istry for a number of years, he pre-
ferred to become a teacher of science
under the Glasgow education author-
ity. Thus three of the new Glasgow
Labor members are university grad-
uates and school teachers, and two
of these have been closely connected
{ with church work. They are not

likely to be bolshevist. g

Following the passage of the bills
establishing the Free State by the
British House of Lords, reports of an
irregular coup planned here tonight
flew about Dublin. The insurgent
Republicans, these reports said, are
prepared for a last desperate effort
to prevent the new government from
functioning.

Following passage of the bills cre-
ating it, the Free State is expected
to get into actual operation tomorrow
or shortly after.

The royal assent of King George,
regarded strictly as a matter of form,
is the only remaining technicality
to be completed.

The king may put his signature
to the bills today. .

Approve Appointment.

Appointment of Tim Healy as gov-
ernor-general of Ireland met with
popular approval throughout Erin.

Healy, famous politician and
statesman, was ‘en route here today,
with President Cosgrove and General
Mulcahey.

“Union of Ulster and the Free
State will not be delayed now,” Cos-
grove declared in a statement on the
appointment. He looks for the
popularity of the governor-general to
weld North and South Ireland, and
bring acceptance of the new state by
i the insurgent Republicans. ‘

“The situation as to the Republi-
cans,” he declared, “is well in hand.”

The Free State is to be born to-
morrow  when the Dail meets, will
have the full status of a self;govern-
ing dominion, with its own consti-
tutional authority. This historic
meeting will also mark the ending
of the Anglo-Irish treaty.

The provisional Dail met yesterday
and adjourned until Wednesday.

FIRE DESTROYS
SEMINARY AND
CHURCH AT OKA

Great Monastery of Trappist
Monks Not Touched by
Flames.

PRIEST'S HOUSE BURNS

Gale Blowing Causes Blaze to
Spread With Great
Rapidity.

Oka, Que., Dec. 5—The Sulpican
Church, seminary and priests’ resi-
dence here were destroyed by fire
this morning. The great monastery
of* the Trappist Monks was not
touched by the fire.

The fire started
room of the presbytery early this
morning. It spread through the
building with great rapidity, and the
whole structure was soon in flames.
A gale blowing at the time spread
sparks to the church and seminary
nearby which were also soon ablaze.
The church was valued at $150,000.

It dates back to the earliest times,
and wa® erected by the Sulpican
Fathers as a mission house for the
Indians. It was destroyed by fire
fn 1875, and@ rebuilt as a modern
church. The presbytery was con-
solidated at a cost of $30,000. The
seminary was a small old building
used by the Sulpican Fathers in the
summer time as a retreat.

The Sulpician Fathers in attend-
ance at the church said undoubtedly
the greatest loss through the fire was
the destruction of irreplacable rec-
ords dealing with the early days of
the French occupation of Quebec,
which ha# been stored in the pres-
bytery.

BLAZE DESTROYS MILL.
Special to The Advertiser,
Kingston, Dec. 5.—The grist
and electric light plant of A, B.
Carscallen at Tamworth. Ont., was
completely destroyed by fire early
this' morning.- The fire started in the..
engineroom, but the cause is un-
known. Nearby houses had a close
call, but were saved by the villagers
with-a bucket brigade.

The village has no (fire-fighting
apparatus, and fanned by a heavy
wind made great progress. An esti-
mate of the loss could not be secured
this morning, but it will be very
heavy. The mill was heavily stocked
with farmers grain.

WEATHER MILDEST
- IN HALF CENTURY

Oﬁmatologist Declares Re-
cord Established by Present
- Warm Spell.

Toronto, Dec. 4~~A weather recoyd
without equal for half a century has
been established this month, accord-
ing to figures obtained from A. J.
Connor,  M.A., climatologist in the
meteorological service of Canada. Tv
most people whose memory extends
back some distance. the mild days
of khe present season have appear-
ed in somewhat sharp contrast with
the cold, snow-laden times of the
early eighties. In fact, popular opin-
jom expresses itself to the effect that
the winters of Canada are getting
warmer. It is interesting to hear
what Mr. Connor has to say on these
matters. i

Warm Winter's Day.

“On December 30, 1875, he re-
marked this moraning, ‘‘there was a
t registration in this city of a maxi-
mum of 61 degrees. On no Decem-
ber day before then and on none
since, so far as our records go, has
there been such a high temperature
in December until the first day of
this month, when the registration
was officially recorded at 60.5. It is
just possible that the thermometer
tin 1876 may have read a fraction
lower than it would read today be-
cause of the place where it hung
against an old stone wall, but so far
as the figures actually go the point
reached this month is slightly above
that of 47 years age and certainly
higher than any date of the same
month prior to that of which we have
records.

“It is said by some persons who
have kept records of their own for
many years back that the winters of
Canada are growing milder. Is this
i a fact?’ Mr. Connor was asked.

} “They may be warmer at short
| periods,” was his reply, “but taken
over long periods, this is not the
case. Some time ago Sir Frederic
Stuart spent a good deal of time
getting data on this matter for a
lecture before a public body in To-
ronte. We even looked up the let-
ters of the Jesuit Fathers to get the
earliest possgible records, and while
there are shori periods of climatic
variation, a sert-of irregular pulsa-
tion, 3'01? might say, just like the
beart may' pulsate irregularly, it is
not- the case that the, weather is
growing milder except during these
fiuctudtions. There are variations
every 15, 20 or 30 years, not regular-
1y occurring, but coming and going
i when the seasons may be colder or
| warmer for a few years, but the best
{ authorities show that there is re-
;markable uniformity taken one cen-
tury with another.”«

Uniform Climate.

In support of what the climatolo-
gist for Canada says it is significant
that Prof. Ellsworth Huntington of
Yale, one of the leading scientific
authorities on this continent, in his
work om “Climatic Chance: Their
Nature and Causes,” points out the
wonder‘tul uniformity (')g climate
througliout all geological time in the
sense that the mean temperature of
the earth for at least several millions
of years has, according to geological
evidence, never varied more than 54
{degrees Fahrenheit above or below
the present level.

‘While there may be a few years,
therefore, in which winter months
may seem to be warmer than the
memory would attribute to earlier
years, when the wheel of time turns
around emough the cold comes back
again with remarkable faithfulness.
Just now Canada happens to be en-
joying a mild season, but the vagar.
ies of the weather are such that
‘within 24 hours the sunshine and |
warmth of today may have turned
into cold@ wintry blasts, i

URGES CHANGES IN
CATTLE INDUSTRY

8. E. Todd, Representing Meat
Packers, Tells Chamber of
Commerce New Basis
Needed.

8. E. Tadd. secretary of the Indus-
trial and Development Association of
Canadian Meat Packers, in an ad-
dress before the Chamber of Com-
merce today, said that if Canada is
to attain national prosperity she must
re-establish her live stock industry
to meet the pecuNiar conditions of
the preserit time. :

Today the live stock business is in
a chaotic state, The provisions of
the Fordney tariff, which prevents
the exportation of cattle to the U. S.
for feeding purposes, have created an
extraordinary , jumble. Before this

measure became law, Canadian stock
breeders shipped their cattle across
the border to fead in the corn fields of
the United States, in order that they
might be fit to sell to ‘Great Britain
and other buyers. .

This is imp:z::ble now, and the
Canadian cow n remains fn' Can-
ada far beyond the normal time,
comes to the market in emaciated
condition and fetches a much lower
price than it did in the past.

Find New Markets.

Mr. Todd said that centuries ago
the countries of Europe beganh to be
over-populated. This was eventually
overcome by the discovery of Amer-
ca, where soil fertility was supposed
to be inexhaustible. Soil exhaustion
has caused the obliteration of many
past civilizations, and now it is com-
mencing to be felt even in America.

At first the fringe of the continent
was cultivated, then inroads were
made to the middle sections, and lat-
terly to the western coast.

When the McKinley tariff was put
into practice years ago, farmers
theught that a market for their barley
had been cut off. Ultimately, how-
ever, they took to breeding hogs and
feeding them the barley. The situa-
tion at present is analagous to that
previously described. The live stock
industry is faced with the necessity
of rearranging methods tgp comply
with new conditions.

Breed Bacon Type.

It was found that only the Wilt-
shire type of hog was saleable in
England. This is the lean, long vari-
ety, which makes the finest dressed
meats. But such hogs are hard to
breed. In fact, only 1 per cent of
Canadian hogs are of the type that
finds a ready market in the Old Coun-
try.

Another situation which bears in-
fluence on present live stock condi-
tions is the increasing demand for

number of persons in the average
family. Further, it was discovered
that the modern housewife practi-
cally refused to purchase the front
quarters of cattle, always preferring
the hind quarters.

The front quarters of the thorough-
bred animal are comparable to the
g:‘ud quarters of poorer-bred cattle.

erefore, the fore quarters of the
inferior sort are not merchandisable.
They have to be used only for sausage
and in rough lumber camps.. The

rtionate demand creates a
yglarly high price for hind quar-
ters t0 repair the deficiency in de-
mand for the fore sections. -
Crisis.

A crisis has been reached. in the
Canadian live stoeck industry. With
importations to the United States’
lessened and the deinand for dressed
meats becoming most particular, that
is to say, people will only buy the
choicest kind, the only solution of the
problem is for breeders to' employ
wew measures of rearing livestock,
and for the packers to inaugurate new
methods of treating the dressed meat,

Canada’s prosperity depends greatly
on whether this can successfully be
brought about. A it forei de-
mand means-a thriving industry, and
a thriving industry means a boon to
the grain W‘ﬁ cers of .Canada, and
the wealth of the grain men is in pro-
portion to the wéalth of the country

The constitution bill has gon2
through both the Houses of Parlia-
ment without any amendment, and
even without a division being chal-
lenged. Lord Carson alone, whose in-
fluence was mainly responsible for
failure to settle the Irish question in
1914, and who throughout his politi-
cal career has been the bitterest op-
ponent of home rule, persisted to the
very end in his role of “last ditcher.”
even when such traditional anti-home !
rulers as the Marquis of Lansdowne
and the Duke of Devonchire had
gracefully yvielded to the government
view and resolved to give Ireland u
chance to prove her sincerity under
new conditions.

Devonshire frankly confessed that
the short month in which he had been
dealing in Irish affairs in the new
government had entirely converted
him to the view that Ireland would
really “deliver the goods,’” and he re-
proached Lord Carson for his denun-
ciatory speech, which could only in-
flame passion and do harm.

There now only remains the royal
assent, which is a pure formality, and
everything will be ready for the new
Irish Government to come into ex-
istence with excellent omens in the
expressed desire even of many of the
“die-hards” statesmen in England to
give it every opportunity to succeed
in its work. not only unhampered, but
aided by England.

schooner engines in repair. They can
also take their watches and phono-
graphs to pieces and put them to-
gether again with ease.

Some of the Eskimos along the
Arctic coast are forming themselves!
into a trading company in order to
eliminate the middleman in the dis-
posal of their furs and in their deal-
ings with the outside world. A num-
ber of them visited Vancouver in
order to arrange for direct trading
with that city over the ocean route,
by means of thewr own schooners
and boats. |

Tests Efficiency and Rsprit de
Corps—The Advertiser’s
Service Last Night.

Any election is always the acid test
of a newspaper’'s alertness and ef-
! ficleney of organization. People
{ want the results at the earliest pos-
. sible minute and it is a newspaper's
job to meet that demand.

That was The Advertiser’s slogan
in tonight's election—"as quickly as
| possible,” and every unit of the staff
was keyed up to carry it through.
‘This is how it was done.

There were really four staffs at

iwork. Over in the city hall five
i Advertiser men took the results as
they came in, and tabulated and
totalled them. Another man sat at
1a telephone connected directly with
fan office in The Advertiser Build-
ling, and over this wire he poured
. figures as quickly as they were put
| before him.
{ The second staff sat around a big
i desk at the other end of the direct
telephone wire. As the figures came
over they prepared comprehensive
bulletins, which went upstairs by
messenger to the third staff, and to
the composing room, where they were
made into type for this edition.

The third . staff upstairs turned
the bulletins into lantern slides, and
these were immediately projected on
the big screen across the street from
The Advertiser Building, where a
crowded street followed the results.
The whole operation took about
three minutes per bulletin.

And all during this performance
a fourth staff was working at top
; speed to turn out the regular morn-
1 ing edition of The Advertiser, with
; which nothing short of a sudden
{ earthquake could be allowed to in-
| terfere. This staff not only prepared
! a complete summary of the election
! results, but gathered in news from
i all corners of the world, in word and
| picture, at the same time.

{ Not only were the results given,
{but the big crowd outside on the
| street was kept entertained by a
| constant succession of pictures and
{ cartoons on the screen. There were

OPPOSE LIGHTS ON
FARMERS' VEHICLES

Elgin Oounty Oouncil Aver
Legislature Would Be Hard-
ship On Agriculturalists.

St. Thomas, Dec. 4.~The Elgin
county council completed its last
regular session of the year Saturday
morning with a two-hour discussion
relative to the recommendations
made by the special commititee ap-
pointed to consider the questionaire
sent out by the provincial commis-
sion that is investigating the Ontario
motor vehicle act regulations and en-
forcement and proposed changes.
The recommendations and answers
were considered by the members as
a committee of the whole with Dep-
uty Reeve Andrew of Aldborough in
the chair. The result was that sev-
eral of the recommendations were
deleted or amended.

The chief discussion centered

ound the recommendation that a
Me passed requiring lights to be

d on all vehicles after night.
This clause was struck out, the ma-
Jority of members taking the stand
that it would be imposing a hardship

on the farmers to require them to
carry lights on their wagons.

Legisiate Off Roads.

Reeve Harry Dromgole took the
stand that there was too much legis-
lation of this nature against the
farmers already, and it wouldn’t be
long before rural residents would be
legislated off the roads entirely.

Deputy Reeve Burton of South-
wold described the plan as “abso-
lutely absurd” and a matter of pro-
tection for the motorist and not the
driver of some other kind of vehicle.
It shouldn’'t be considered a minute,
for it meant that if legislation of that
kind was placed on the statute books
“there would be a hound behind a
facauer every minute he was on the
road.”

Reeve Dr. Burton of Port Stanley
took exception to Deputy Reeve Bur-
ton's remark about protecting mo-
torists. He favored the recommen-
dation because he wished to see the
drivers of wagons and buggies pro-
tected, and he believed the majority
of motorists were that vway. He had
driven his oar into the ditch on more

Would Tax Lumbermen.

Another clause in the report that
was deleted after discussion was one
that recommended that counties be
privileged to impose a tax om non-
resident or non-assessed lumbermen

using the county roads for trucking

purposes.
Reeve McKenney spoke to this
clause, declaring that counties
should have some means of recom-
pensing themselves for damage caus-
ed to the roads by heavy loads of
logs. He spoke about a Woodstock
lumber company coming into Elgin
unty, stripping off the timber from
r 200 acres and hauling it all

the county.

McLean of Rodney pointed
out that while the recommendation
might be all right from a county
standpoint, he did not think there
would be anything gained, as a
lumberman, if required to pay such
a license, would necessarily figure on
it when purchasing timber and de-
duct the amount. The owner of the

MAKES IT EASIER T0
- CASH MONEY ORDER

Canada and U. S. Agree To
Dispense With Advice Be-
tween Countries.

Ottawa, Dec. 4.—(By Canadian
Press.)—The international postal
conference between Canada and the
United States today decided to dis-
pense with the “advice” on all money
orders between the two countries.
When the regulation covering this
decision is brought into effect re-
cipients of Canadian pcstal money
orders in the United States will be
able to secure their currency without
the necesstiy of waiting until the

United States postoffice is advised of
the issue. No action was taken with
regard to international cash-on-de-
livery service.

In view of the fact that a heavier
percentage of parcel post enters Can-
ada from the United States than 13
sent from this country to the repub-
lic, it was agreed that Canada should
share in the postage on the differ-
ence on a 50-50 basis. The difference
in the value of the postage between
what United Stites sends Canada
and what Canada sends United States
will be figured out and this amount
will be divided. This will mean an

 increased revenue for the Canadian

i postoffice department.

i Special delivery service will be
speeded up by the decision to permit
the use of the stamps of the country
in which the letter originates for this
purpose. There is also to be closer
co-operation between the postal au-
thorities of Canada and United

‘States in the detection of fraud.

evident disease. The arteries, heart
and kidneys may be normal. Its
chief significance here is that it
should be a reminder of a too-stren-
uous life. !

There is an old saying, “a woman
is as old as she looks, and a man
is as old as his arteries.” Harden-
ing of the arteries is one of the symp-
toms of old age, and frequently it is
associated with chronic disease.

Over-indulgence of some sort or in
many things is responsible -for arter-
iosclerosis and high blood pressure.

It may be overwork or work under
friction, meaning overworry.

It may be overeating or over-
drinking. Moderation in food and
alcoholic indulgences will add years
to any life. :

“Temperance in all things!” should
be the universale motto.

High blood-pressure in and of itself
is of little importance. Its danger lies
in what it may do to weakened blood-
vessels in the brain, eye or elsewhere.
Over-exertion on the part of one who
has undue pressure may cause a
blood-vessel to break and upon the
location of this bleeding vessel de-
pends relief.

Anger, lifting or undue exertion,
sudden fright—anything that will set
the heart to beating violently—may
cause a blood-vessel in the brain to
break, causing paralysis. The degree
and duration of the paralysis wil
depend, naturally, on the extent of the

leeding. If it is extensive, even
though the clot is absorbed, a part
of the brain may be destroyed by
the pressure,

Hemorrhage into the retina of the

| eye may. cause partial or total blind-

ness.

Good sense on the part of the
patient and careful observance of his
physician’s advice will add to the
natural expectation of life.

Care of the stomach and bowels
is an important part of the treat-
ment. Constipation should be re-
moved. Proper food, plenty of sleep,
daily exercise and plenty of diver-
sion of the proper sort—all these
are indicated.

Henry Ford, intimate and trusted
business associates for years. .

The story of the formation of this:
scrapheap - has never been written—4
perhaps never will be. Whatever-
the cayses of its formation, it seems
a-fale inference to draw. that ineffi-
ciency was not one of them in view
of the fact that the discard was not
-made until after the company haa
attained a phenomenal success.

The character of- that secrap-heap
is such as to lend distinction to the
man who is cast upon it. He will
find himself in a group of men who
are still carrying on in large and
suceessful ways, men whose kindred
experiences have given them an
open and understanding heart, a
sort of Ford Alumni Assoclation, a
post-graduate group who have taken
the third degree, doctors of a new
philosophy not taught in the univer-
sities; a fraternal order, in which
there is a buoyant spirit of freedom.

Its doors are always open, night and
day, and the sentinel stands without,
for no one can tell when a. new bunch
of candidates may arrive.

s+ If you bDegin to make inquiries
®yncerning the founders-of the or-
‘wanization, the original stockholders
who financed Mr. Ford in the begin-
ning, you will discover that fiot 6ne
of them is associated with him in the
business today.

Mr. John 8. Gray, stockholder and
first president of the company, died
while in office. He is the only Ford
prominence, so far as I
know, removed by death. Others
have gone in other ways.

The inventor, who reaps the reward
of his labor is the exception, Mr.
. Ford is one of the outstanding ex-
jceptions. A minority stockholder in
‘the beginning, he galned a controll-
ing interest in a short time through
the purchase of the Malcomson stock.
Some years later he acquired the
stock that remained in the hands of
its origind! holders. He paild liberally
for it. For every thousand put into
the business he ‘returned millions.

Whether he believed in stock
companies or not, at the time the
Ford Motor ' Co. was organized, T do
not know. In after years he came to
regard them with disfavor. Stock-

It was
he who established and developed to
a great extent the sales policles of
the company, and laid - the founda-
tions of the most thorough, world-
wide sales organization in exist-.

Exodus in 1920 and 1921.

Then came' the exodus of 1920-
1921. The list of those who migrated
under more or less presswre at that
time.is a long one. Menttan will be
made of a few.

Mr. F. L. Klingensmith, at the time
he severed his connection with the
company, was its vice-president and
treasurer. He was also one of its
three directors, Mr. Ford and Edsel
being the other two. He had en-
tered the organizacion in 190% as
cashier. At that time there were
seven men in the office and 70 in
the shop. He rose rapidly, coming
in time to be charged with the
handling of the finances of the com-
nany, determining depositories, the
placing and withdrawal of funds, as
well as having, in a general mana-
gerial capacity, w do with the es-
.tablishing of the general business
policies of the company. Mr. Ford
set great value on his services and
ability and intrusted to him much
if the schooling of Edsel Ford along
business lines.

In the first years he was with the
company. Mr. Klingensmith also
served in the. capacity of secretary
to Mr. Ford. It was on taking up
this work that he spent one whole
night opening the accumulated mail
of Mr. Ford which fllled three waste
baskets. Some of this mail had been
awaiting action for about two years.
In the collection he found company
and’ personal " ‘bills, “duplicates of
which had.been paid meantime, and
among other things a check for $70
in payment of an old. debt.

“Forgets” Millien-Dollar Check.

There is'a rumor, which seems to
be not without' foundationh in fact,
to the effect that Mr. Ford once
tucked a million-dollar check in his
vest pocket and then proceeded to
forget-all about it. Mr. Klingensmith
says that on one occasion he hande
Mr. Ford his monthly salary check
and as he did so asked him why he
had not deposited the one given him
for the previous month. Mr. Ford
went through his pockets and turn-,
ed up the missing check with the re-
mark that he had ‘“forgotten all about
it.” Thdt was in the days when coal,
was' cheaper. At any rate it must
give,vou a general and glorious feel-
ing to be able to forget your salary
cheek. : .

It would appear that attention to
details in business was not Mr.
Ford's: most "“distinguishing char-
acteristic in those early days. I have
heard Mr. Ford's ability to delegate
the doing of things to someone elge
as one of the secrets of his' success.
The three waste baskets full of ac-
cumulated mail would seem to bear
out fn part the coérrectness™of the
mayor’'s observation. Mr. Ford said
to me at the time I entered the em-
ploy of the company, “My idea of a
good executive is that he is a man
who never has anything to do.” I
didn’t take that literally, and couldn’t
see -just what he meant. But I
understand now.

Mr. William 'S. Knudson came to

highest authorities in this-country on
steel stampings and drawings of ma-
terial. He developed the stamping
and drawing operations of the Ford
Motor Company in Highland Pavk,
He had charge of mechanical instal-
lations in the branches of the com-
pany; devised and installed prac-
tically all labor-saving equipment for
assembling cars: supervised the con-
struction of branch buildings. At the
outset of the ‘war he /was put in
charge of the ‘Edgle,Boat operations.

The ‘choice’ was in recognition of
his ability and tireless energy. He
had the reputation of getting things
done. Knudson was fair and gen-

director of the company.

Mr. Alexander Y. Malcomson. or?-
ginal stockholder of the company,
made his bow and exit shortly after
the curtain went up on the first act,
He ha# the distinction of heading the
line in the great executive trek. He
was in reality the organizer and foun-
der of the company. It was the lib-

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TELLS INDIANS, APPOINTEE
MUST BE BRITISH CITIZEN

Hon. Charles Stewart Scores Action of Six Nations Chiefs
—Minister of Interior Promises to Bring Sale of
Land Question Up at Ottawa.

(CLEARS

yUP SEVERAL DIFFICULTIES

Special to The Advertiser.

Brantford, Dec. 5—Three things
{were made perfectly clear to the
lcouncil of the Six Nations Indians by
oM Charles Stewart, superintend-
ent of Canadian Indian affairs, at a
jconference here yesterday afterngon.
On the other side, one thing was
Kclear to the minister, which will
‘probably result in the amending of
the Indian act. Mr. Stewart stated
publicly that no one could be appoint-
. ed to any arbitration board te in-
westigate the Indian grievance if not
s British subject. If the Indians

wanted a board appointed they had
to act soon, Mr. Stewart recom-
imeeting at Ohsweken today whom
{meet!ng at Ohaweken today whom
they wanted as their representative.
‘ Second, this board of arbitration
or investigation would consider fully
the pros and cons of all the debatable
{subjects which were causing trouble
ion the reservation, particularly, a
financial accounting of Indian moneys
‘in the hands of the Indian depart-
iment. Its findings could be consid-
ered as merely giving information to
¢lear the air as finally binding on
h the Six Nations and the Cana-
dian government as the council would
idecide.
' Third, the Canadian government
iwould allow in no way the Six Na-
{tions’ council to usurp the authority
iof the courts of law of the land. Law
land order must be preserved at all
‘costs. On the other hand, Mr. Stew-
art was made to realize the real fear
.that lies at the bottom of all the In-
jdian trouble on the reservation near
Jhere. That is that the white man wiil
obtain a footing on the reservation,
and break up the last refuge of the
Irdian. According to the law at
‘present an enfranchised Indian may
sell his land within the reserve to
‘anyone, whetker a white man or

not.
Will Take Matter Up.

Mr. Stewart promised to take this
matter up at Ottawa as soon as ha
returned, with the probable result
that the law will be changed, so that
even an enfranchised Indian will be
compelled to sell his land to other
Indians only.

This is the same restriction as at

. present applies to the unenfranchised
Indians. By this means the fifty
thousand acres which comprises the
local reserve will be preserved in
perpetuity to the band of the Six Na-
tions Indians.

Before the conference began a bid
for a seat at the ' conference was
made by the rebel party, who are or-
‘ganizing against the traditional
authority of the chiefs.

“If Six Nations business is to be
discussed, we, as members of the
‘8ix Nations should be present,” they
demanded. Hon. Mr. Stewart re-
.minded them that the ix Nations'
council was the recognized authority,
and he was granting their request
for a private conference.

Besides Hon. Mr. Stewart, the gov-
ernment was represented by Duncan
C, Scott, deputy superintendent-gen-
'eral of Indian affairs, Gordon J.
|Smith. local Indian agent, and W. G.
|Raymond, M. P. Six chiefs of the
Six Nations were present, under the
leadership of Chief Deskaheh (Lev:
¢<General), and Chief Dave Hill.

. The other four were Chauncey Gar-
ilow, William Johnson, Jacob Lewis
.and Albert Hill. “I have heard a2
,number of complainis of your admin-
{istration. I have been to your council,
!and T am here now to hear your repe
resentations,” said Mr. Stewart, in
‘opening the conference.
, "“There are four thousand Indians
yon the reserve, and they can’t alt
come to Brantford to meet you,” pro-
|tested Chief Deskaheh. “They want
1 to see you at Oshweken.”
' “We are agreeable to arbitration,
but we don’t want any restrictions as
to whom we will appoint,” stated

! Chief Dave Hill, secretary of the Six
Nations council.
Must Be British Subject.
“Whether you like it or not, I might
as well tell you that we don’t believe
your council is getting good advice

from across the line,” said the min-
ister, referring to a Rochester lawyer
named Deker, who has been counsei
for the Indians. “We don’t want our
affairs going across the line. This
is final. Your appointee to this board
of arbitration must be a British sub-
ject, not necessarily a Canadian sub-
ject, but a member of the British
commonwealth.” :

“We first had Canadian lawyers,”
protested Chief Dave Hill, “and they
cost us a lot of money, nearly forty
thousand dollars. We felt we couldn’t
get justice from Canadian lawyers, so
we went to Americans for advice.”

“We had better attend to internal
differences first rather than to
status,” suggested \the minister. “In
the meantime, your council should
render every assistance to law and
order. You said this morning that
you wanted the same liberties as the
citizens of Brantford. You are going
farther; you are taking the authority
of the courts upon yourselves. I have
heard repeated complaints of stills
being operated on the reserve. In the
+past I have held my hand, and I have
received considerable criticism. I hope
that now you are going to help us
break this up. We are going to send
in law officers, and I intend to see
that the law deals with any offender,
80 that order may be preserved.”

Touching on loans made to returned
soldiers under the soldiers’ settlement
board, Mr. Stewart said: “The gov-
ernment will have to stand any loss
due to men who fail to meet their
payments. We are thankful for what
these lads did overseas, and neither
the lands of the reserve nor the band
funds will be touched for money
loaned to the returned soldiers. All
the obligations we will have against
him is against his live stock and per-
sonal effects.”

Clears Up One Fear.

This cleared up one fear of the
representatives of the Six Nations
.council. Another remained. “What
right has the government to give to
an Indian enfranchisement and the
free title to land which never be-
longed to the government ?” demanded
Chief Garlow. Duncan C. Scott
stated: “The Indian act says that
when the Indian is enfranchised he
becomes a white man.”

“It isn’t the Indians who want to
make white—it is the land,” bitterly
retorted Chief Garlow.

“That is the whole trouble,” said
Mr. Stewart. “These people see from
time to time their land disappearing.
They want to keep in perpetuity thei:
communal interest in it. There is

the reserve it would break up.”

Until informed by Duncan C. Scott,
Mr. Stewart was unaware that the
enfranchised Indian was allowed to
sell his land, even on the reserve, to
a white man. Realizing their legiti-
mate fear, that the reserve would be
lbroken up by the white man’s en-
trance, the minister for the interior
promised to bring this question into
serious consideration at Ottawa at
once.

The round table conference yester-
day afternoon did much to clear the
air of troubles between the Six Na-
tions Indians and the Canadian gov-
ernment. Each side came half way—
the Indian came to Brantford instead
of remaining in Ohsweken, and Mr.
Stewart giving a private conference
to the chiefs of the council, as well
as the public meeting with the sup-
porters of the Loyalist party.

The representative of the Indians
to the board of arbitration will prob-
ably be appointed at today’s meeging
of the Six Nations council at Ohs-
weken, and the greatest fear of the
Indians will probably be allayed by
governmental regulations to prevent
the sale of reservation lands.

WINT UNIONTO
END THIALS OF
RURAL CHURGH

Rev. D. C. MacGregor Claims |

Movement Would Solve
Big Problem.

FIND MANY ORGANIZE

Western Canada and Nor-
thern Ontario Leads Way
Toward Goal.

Advocating church union as the
only feasible means of solving the
problem of the rural churches, which
at present affords great difficulty to
all denominations. Rev. Dr. D. C.
McGregor, of St. Andrew’s Church,
addressing a meeting o fthe Presby-
terian, Methodist and Congregational
Ministerial Associations in Wesley
Hall, Monday afternoon urged that
all church-goers bend their prayers
and efforts toward a reunion of the
denominations.

Reviewing the history of the move-
ment toward church union since its
inception, Dr. George McGregor in-
dicated that all denominations con-
cerned had committed themselves to
legislation toward union.

Dealing particularly with the pro-
blem from its rural aspects, he cited
instances throughout the Dominion
wher emore effective work was being
done, and larger congregations se-
cured by reason of thejoining to-
gether of the Methodist and Presby-
terian churches.

\ Many Organized.

“Today in Canada,” hesaid, “there
are more than 900 charges which
have already organized on the church
union basis. -

“These represent about 2,700
preaching appointments. Most of
these charges went into union on the
understanding that complete union
between the churches would be con-
summated in the near future.

“In th synod of Manitoba there are
60 union charges and 66 Presbyterian
charges. In the synod of Toronto
there are 169 union charges, with 503
preaching appointments.

“Between Orillia and Winnipeg.
with the exception of Port Arthur
and Fort Wililam, there are only nine
Presbyterian churches on the three
railway systems.

“These facts indicate the extnt to
which church unon has already been
accomplished in northern and west-
ern Canada.

Sees Increase Coming.

“It is the judgment of many who
are familiar with the situation that
the number of these union charges
will greatly increase in the near fut-
ure.

“In the face of such facts as these,
surely it is possible to see the direc-
tion in which God is leading the
church.

“With the north and th ewest unit-
ing so strongly, where will the con-
gregation that fails to join in the
movement find its missionary outlet?
How can a congregation exert any
real influence on the national life if
it cuts itself off from the united
church which will largely represent
northern western Canada?

“But church union is needed in the
east as well as in the west. The de-
population of the rural districts has
created an acute problem for many
country churches. It is the judgment
of many who have made close study
of the rural situation that church
union will be a‘great benefit in scores
of places where there are now two
struggling causes.

Began 20 Years Ago.

“The movement looking toward
¢hurch union began 20 years ago. All
the negetiating churches are commit-
ted to it by official sanction.

“The bills dealing with the legal
aspects of the case have been pre--
pared and have been adoptd by the
General Conference of the Methodist
church. When they are adopted by
the General Assembly of the Presby-
terian church next year, and the Con-
gregational Union, they will go before
the federal provincial legislatures
for ratification.

“Not before in th ehistory of htese
churches has any question arisen
fraught with such possibilities for
the spiritual life of Canada. The
hope and prayer of many in Canada
today is that the coming together of
the churches may be the occasion for
a spiritual quickening that will stir
the Dominion from ocean to ocean.”

WILL LINK NATIONS
WITH GIANT PLANES

Sir Keith Smith Plans London-
to-Australia Airship
Line.

Special to The Advertiser.

Victoria, B. C., Dec. 44—With plans
to girdle half the globe with a fleet
of giant commercial airships, Sir
Keith Smith, famous Australian air-
man, arrived on the Empress of Can-
ada today from the Orient, where he
has been interesting businessmen and
governments in his scheme. If all
goes well they will be operating by
the end of 1924.

Each will carry ten tons of mail
matter and 35 or 40 passengers, and
will bring Hong Kong and London,
now six wéeks apart, within eight
days of each other.

The main line will be from London
to Australia in ten days. A branch
will link India with - Hong KXong,
Shanghai and Tokio.

A company with tfour million
pounds capital is being formed by Sir
Keith.

The British Indian and Australian
governments are being asked to guar-
antee financial support for ten years.
The airman is enthusiastic about his
venture and confident that in ten
vears it will be a good-paying propo-
sition.

Fares will be cheaper than by
steamer. The whoie scheme is quite
on the cards and absolutely feasible,

he says, and when businessmen rea-
lize they can get about in such short
time they will be eager to patronize
the service.

The airships
will be fitted with wireless, and will
always have warning of the direction
of typhoons in time to dodge them.

Doing
80 is using what I would term shot-
gun methods.
Fat Boy Needs Exercise.

“I met a couple of small boys one
day down near the Institute of Pub-
lic Health, each with 3 cents to get
milk. One was an emaciated little
chap for whom the milk would un-
doubtedly be beneficial. The other
was fat as a little seal. What the
fat boy needed was not milk as sup-
plementary food, but a run round the
block. Discrimination and the appli-
cation of human intelligence are re-
quired with regard to drinking milk
as in other things in life.

“Reports presented by the school
nurses show that 25 to 30 per cent
of the children' in London public
schools are undernourished. These
are the children that require the milk
distrbution, not the other 70 or 75
per cent.

“But the vitamins, doctor,” pro-
tested the Women's Department of
The Advertiser. “Hasn’t an Ameri-
can authority said that a pint of
cow’s milk contains as liberal a sup-
ply of vitamins as a bushel of let-
Jce?”

“There’'s a lot of nonsense talked
about vitamins in milk,” declared
Dr. Hill. “It all depends upon the
food the cow has been getting. In
the summer when the cows arer out
,on. the pasture the milk is richer in
‘vitamms. In the winter the propor-
tion goes down. When cow’s milk
is used for infants it is essential for
the heakth of the child to use orange
juice or something of the kind 4o
supplement the diet, Human mijlk
istill is' the only food yet discovered
ithat is a perfect food for the infant,
the food for which there is no per-
fect substitute.

(X/E HAVE been speaking of the form
of democracy in ancient Greece.
nother difference from modern condi-
tions, due to the smai size of the
reek city states, was that in a
democracy every citizen had the right
to’ attend and speak and vote in the
popular assembly. For most cities this
meant a gathering of only a few hundred
people; the greatest had no more than
some thousands of citizens. Nothing of
this sort is possible ina modern *‘democ-
racy” with, perhaps, several million
voters. The modern “citizen’s” voice in
public affairs is limited to the right to
vote for one or other of the party candi-
dates put before him. He, or she, is
then supposed to have “assented’’ to
the resultant government.

Aristotle, who would have enjoyed
the electoral methods of our modern
democracies keenly, points out very
subtly how the outlying farmer class
of citizens In a democracy can be vir-
tually disenfranchised by calling the
popular assembly too frequently for
their regular attendance. In the later
Greek democracles (fifth century) the
appointment of public officials, except
in the case of public officials, except
special knowledge, was by casting lots.

* This was supposed to protect the gen-
eral corporation of privileged citizens
from the continued predominance of
rich, influential and conspicuously able
men,

A Strange Political Device.

Some democracies (Athens and Mile-
tus, e.g.) had an institution called the
ostracism (from ostrakon, a tile; the
voter wrote the name on a tile or shell),
by which in times of crisis ard conflict
the decision was made whether some
citizen should go into exile for ten
vears. This may strike a modern
reader as an envious institution, but
that was not its essential quality. It
was, says Gilbert Murray, a way of
arriving at a decision in a case when
politica] feeling was so divided as to
threaten a deadlock.

There were in the Greek democracies
parties and party leaders, but no regu-
lar government in office and no regular
opposition. There was no way, there-
fore, of carrying out a policy, although
it might be the popular policy, s
strong leader or a strong group stood
out against it. But by the ostracism,
the least popular or the least trusted of
the chief leaders in the divided com-
munity was made to retire for a period
without loss of honor or property. Pro-
fessor Murray suggests that a Greek
democracy, if it had found itself in such
a position of deadlock as the British
Empire did upon the question of home
rule for Ireland in 1914, would have
probably first ostracised Sir Edward
Carson and then proceeded to carry out
the provisions of the home rule bill.

This institution of the osctrasism has
immortalized one obscure and rather
illiterate member of the democracy of
Athens. A certain Aristides had gained
a great reputation in ti= law court for
his righteous dealing. He fell into a
dispute with Themistocles upon a ques-
tion of naval policy. Aristides was for
the army. Themistocles was a ‘‘strong
aavy” man, and a deadlock was threat-
ened. There was resort to an ostracism
to decide between them. Plutarch re-

Too Much Local Pride.

When one understands the true mean-
ing of these Greek constitutions, and in
particular the limitation of all power,
whether in the democracies or the oli-
garchies, to a locally privileged class,
one realizes how impossible was any
effective union of the hundreds of Greek
cities scattered about the Mediterranean
region, or even of any effective co-
operation between them for a common
end. Each city was in the hands of a
few, or a few hundred, men, to whom
its separateness meant everything that
was worth having in life.

Only conquest from the outside could
unite the Greeks, and until Greece was
conquered they had no political unity.
When at last they were conquered, they
were conquered so completely that their
unity ceased to be of any importance
even to themselves—it was a unity of
subjugation.

heroic epics, and on the continuous
intercourse that the maritime position
of the states made possible.

And in addition, there were certain
religious bonds of a unifying kind, Cer-
tain shrines, the shrines of the god
Apollo in the Island of Delos and at
Delphi, for example, were sustained not
by single states, but by leagues of state
or Amphictyonies (league of neighbors),
which in such instances as the Delphic
Amphictyony became very wide-reach-
ing unions. The league protected the
shrine and the safety of pilgrims, kept
up the roads leading thereunto, secured
peace at the time of special festivals,
upheld certain rules to mitigate the
usages of war among its members, and
—the Delian league especially—sup-
pressed piracy.

A stil] more important link of Hellenic
Union was the Olympian games that
were held every four years at Olympia.
Foot racing, boxing, wrestling, javelin
throwing, jumping and chariot and
horse racing were the chief sports, and
a record of victors and distinguished
visitors was kept. From the year 776
B. C. onward these games were held
regularly for over a thousand years,
end they did much to maintain that
sense of a common Greek life (Pan-
Hellenic), transcending the narrow
politics of the city states.

Such links of sentiment and associa- :
tion were of little avail against the!
intense ‘‘separatism” of the Greek |
political institutions. From the History |
of Herodotus the student will be able

to gather a sense of the intensity and |
persistence of the feuds that kept the |
Greek world in a state of chronic war- |
fare.

Late!’ on, in the sixth and fifth cen-
turies, a limitation of births and a
shrinkage of families to two or three
members—a process Aristotle notes
without perceiving its cause—Iled to the
disapeparance of the old aristocratic
clans, and the later wars were due
rather to trade disputes and grievances
cauced and stirred up by individual
adventurers than to family vendettas.

It is easy to understand, in view of
this intense separatism of the Greeks,
how readily the Tonilans of Asia and of
the islands fell first under the domina-
tion of the kingdom of Lydia and then
under that of the Persians, when Cyrus
overthrew Croesus, the king of Lydia.
They rebelled only to be reconquered.

Then came the turn of European
Greece. It is a matter of astonishment,
the Greeks themselves were astonished,
to find that Greece itself did not fall
under the dominion of the Persians,
these barbaric Aryan masters of the
ancient civillzations of Western Asia.
But before we tell of this struggle we
must give some attention to these
Asiatics against whom they were pitted,
and particularly to those Medes and
Persians who by 538 B. C. were already

Today's total vote of 16,266, ac-
cording to tonight's figures, is about
50 per cent of that polled in the gen-
eral elections last year. There are
about 55,000 names on the lists.
The campaign, in the absence of
a Conservative candidate, involved no
party issue and did not arouse great
public interest.

LANARK GOES CONSERVATIVE.

Perth, Dec. 4.—(By Canadian Press
Staff Correspondent).—Lanark re-
mains in the Conservative column by
a majority which promises to be
more than 1,400 when all the votes
are in. R. F. Preston (Conservative),
formerly minister without portfolio
in the Ontario government, was re-
turned victor over David Findlay
(Liberal) after one of the most
strenuous by-election contests staged
in Ontario in years and the most
strenuous ever staged in Lanark
County.

The urban sections, namely,
Carleton Place, Smith's Falls, Perth
and Almonte, went Conservative by
large majorities, as also did some of
the rural areas.

Los Angeles, Dec. 4—Indictments
against Arthur C. Burch and Made-
lynne Obenchain, charged with the
murder of J. Belton Kennedy, young
Los Angeles broker, were dismissed
today by Judge John W. Shenk on
motion of District Attorney Thomas
Lee Woolwine.

Mr. Woolwine moved dismissal of
the indictments on the ground of in-
sufficient evidence.

Paul Shenk, attorney for Burch,
then swore out an insanity complaint
against his client, and Judge Shenk
directed that he be committed to the
psychopathic ward of the county hos-
pital for observation.

“Our English women,” continued
Miss Drew, “have gone farther along
political lines. The fact that so many
‘distinguished women stood as candi-
dates in the recent election indicates
the important part they are playing
in public life. Even if a number of
them were defeated, in my opinion,
their contribution has been very val-
uable.

“By distinguished women, I mean!

women of outstanding intelligence
and seriousnss, apart from any ques-
tion of social position. In this con-
nection, it is a significant fact that
s0 many are university women, giv-
ing to public life the benefit of their
trained intelligence.
More Alive to Questions.

“To get back to the subject of the
American woman and her attitude
towards politics, I think possibly the
average American woman is more
alive to public questions, more in-
terested in public work than the aver-
age English woman. It is more our
outstanding women at home who take
active part in politics.”

Even as back home, Miss Drew has
observed the flapper flap in America.
“We have the flapper problem in
England,” she said, “but 1 am in-
clined to think it is not s6 acute
there as in the United States. In
any case, it seems to me I have seen
more flappers since coming over.
What do I mean by flappers? Girls
‘between fourteen and sixteen who
dress and act so much alike one
would think they had all been turned
out with one biscuit cutter. They are
keen to appear grown up and imitate
the manners and dress of the grown-
ups, with interpretation of their
own.

Does the flapper grow up to be
serious minded? Is she the stuff of
which Girton students and women
political candidates are made?

Lack Originality.

“I very much doubt it,” says the
distinguished educationist. “If they
had such possibilities they would re-
veal more originality than to accept
the biscuit-cutter mold.”

Arriving at her own relam, that of
education, Miss Drew touched upon
the points of similarity and differ-
ences which marked American and
English women university students.

“The American girl goes to college
at an earler age, as a rule, then the
English girl,” commented Miss Drew.
“Again, I have been struck by the
difference between the Oxford and
Cambridge ideal in education, and
that of the American universities. In
Oxford and Cambridge the ideal is
specialization.

“In the American universities, as in
our provincial universities, the ideal
is a more general course.”

“Which makes for the greater cul-
ture?”
