Corporation Work and thié Contraet Gyslem.

On Tugsday there was a meeting of the sub-
eommittee of the Board of Works to whom
was referred the petition of the Trades and

Labor Council, praying that city works be

constructed by day“labor, instead of by con-
dract. - After someé discussion it was resolved

to wajt for furthér information and & full

attendance of the sub-committee.
The question mooted is an important one,

snd worthy of the best consideration the

council ‘can give it. The great, standing
grievance from which the interésts of the
public suffer is this, mainly—the *‘shoving”
of inferior work by contractors upon the city.
It is very easy to say that if the contractors

were properly looked after by the inspectors

o inferior work would be passed. But what
we know too well is that, take what pre-

cautions we may, the contractors manage to

get the better of the city almost every timbe.

Snppose an individual to be erecting|sa
s dwelling at considerable cost, and that he
wants everything about it first-class and is

willing to pay accordingly. If he engages &
competent and reliable architect, he will asa

general rule get what he wants, or somethmg
very near to it. Still, it is notorious that in

every considerable city wretchedly ‘‘scamped”

dwellings are going up all the time, “génteel”
in appearance, it may be, but wofully de-
ficient in the essentials of & comfortable and
healthy human habitation. And here let us

make & distinetion, to which a differencé of a
very practical kind attaches. While part of

the work is of a kind which may nafely
enough be done by contract, some of it is such

ae should be done by day work only, the
owner finding the material if the best résults
are to be secured. Give out, if you please, to
be done by contract, the masonry, the

brickwork and the carpenter work,
also the plastering, painting and glazing.
But if you want the drainage, the' sewer ¢on-
nections, the plumbing and the .ventilation,

to be all that they should be, you
, bad better buy your own materia.l, and
get the work done by the day, paying good

wages to a competent and faithful foréman.

The first mentioned part of the work is open
to viéw ; and, wére the owner to buy his own
brick, and lime, and sand, all of the best, he
might feel tolerably sure of getting first-class
work. But when you come to drainage and

plumhing, that is & horse of another color.

For drainage ‘work and plumbing wofk are
mostly covered up and concealed from view ;
the consequence of which is that it is very

easy to put in shocking bad work, the exist-
ence of which will not be suspected until dis-

ease or accident of some kind draws attention

to it,

Now, it so happens that corporation work is
largely of that kind which is quickly covered
up and put out of sight, s0 that even very
serions’ defects pass unnoticed; sewer work,
we should say, above all. The trouble might
to a considerable extent be obviated were the
city always to buy all 1ts own materials—the
best hard brick, the best fresh lime and ce-
ment, and the cleanest sharp sand, Had the
city done this in’ the building of the Garrison
Oreek sewer, there would have been no com-

plaints to make about soft bricks and a defici-
