5. The Moon’s change, tirst quarter, full, and last quarter, happening during six as 
the afternoon hours, i.e., from four to ten, may be followed by fair weather.

ECLIPSES FOB THE YEAR 1885.
There will be four Eclipses during the year 1886 : two of tbe Sun and two of 

the Moon.
I. March 16th, there will be an annular Eclipse of the Sun, visible here as a 

partial Eclipee.
Eclipse begins March 16th, 3 h. 17, in Longitude 136° 57 W.,in Latitude 13° 30’ N.
Eclipse ends “ 8 h. 13, in “ 32® 5V W. “ 49® 6' N.
II. March 29-30, there will be a partial Eclipse of the Moon, not visible in 

these parts. Visible in the Eastern portions of Enrojie and Africa, in Asia and 
the Western Pacilic Ocean.

First contact of shadow with Moon's limb 139® from the North point" 
toward the East, when the Moon is in the Zenith, in Longitude 135® 53 East of 
Greenwich and in Latitude 3° 16' South.

Last contact of shadow with Moon's limb 1043 from the North point, toward 
the West, when the Moon is in tbe Zenith, in Longitude 89® 32’ Bust of Green­
wich and in Latitude 3® 48’ South.

III. September 8th, there will be a total Eclipse of the Sun, visible in the 
South Pacific Ocean, and therefore not risible here.

Eclipse begins Sept. 8th, 6 h. 34m in Long. 171° 53’ E. aLd in Lat. 16® 12’ 8.
Eclipse ends “ “7b 7 “ “ 84® 8'W. “ “ 60» 29'S.
IV. September 23d, there will be a partial Eclipse of the Moon, visible here, 

on the Atlantic Ocean, North and S>uth America, and on the Pacific Ocean.

MAY.—We have so much respect for the hors», and have seen the tveful creature 
abused in so many ways that we are constrained to give a few words of advice 
concerning him. Vicious habits are easily brought on, and therefore never allow 
any body to tickle your horse in the stable. He feels the torment, hut does not 
understand the joke Let the horses' litter be dry and clean underneath as well 
as at the top. Standing on hot, fermenting manure makes the hoofs soft, and 
brings on lameness. Change the lifer partially in some parts and entirely in 
others every morning: brush out and clean the stable thoroughly. Use the 
curry-comb lightly. When used roughly it occasions pain, and to procure a good 
bright coat, use plenty ot rubbing and brushing. Whenever a horse is washed, 
never leave him until he is rubbed qltite dry. If this be neglected the horse may 
suffer from chill. When a horse comes warm off a journey, let him he walked 
about gentlv until be cools gradually. Look frequently at the animal’s legs and 
feet. Disease or wounds in these parts soon become dangerous if neglected 
N^ver get angry with voir horse. Be reasonable.

A garden cannot lie k-jit in a 
mellow fertile stale, favorable to a strong au l healthy growth of vegetation, 
where the plough is allowed to sink down deep into the substratum. When a 
garden plot has once been thoroughly broken up, and lias received proper care 
and attention, digging with n S|wde is sufficient and preferable to tlie plough. 
Root plants will do as well, anil surface growths very much better where the soil 
is broken to a medium depth. Keep every crop free from weeds, and tlie soil 
loose in the early singes of growth. If tlie soil b • light and sand'", elevate tlie 
beds for heels, onions and other vegetables as lit tie us possilde above the general 
surface, and where there is a tdoiie he sure and shape the beds, so that rains will 
flow from their surface freely, without washing a wav the tipjicr earl he. A gmd 
garden need not he large to become exceedingly valuable.

Postage rates mint in every case lie prepaid by postage stamp. When posted 

wholly unpaid they cannot be forwarded, but will be sent to the Dead Letter 
Office. Insufficiently paid letters on which one lull rate of postage is paid will be 
forwarded charged with double the deficient postage, except letters to the United
8ta sa.

POST CARDS.
Post Cards are issued at one cent each, and may be sent to any address in Can­

ada, Newfoundland, or United States. Post bands can be obtained at the rate of 
$1.25 per hundred. Post Cards are also issued at two cents each for transmission 
to the United Kingdom and European countries.

RE-DIRECTED LETTERS.
To any Place in Canada, the United and Postal Union Countries.

Re-directed letters will lie forwarded without any additional charge if not 
taken from the office, or if handed back at the moment of their delivery, but if 
taken from the office and subsequently re-nosted they become subject to a new 
rate of postage, in default of which they trill he sent to the Dead Letter Office, 
Ottawa.

JULY.—A gentleman farmer writing to a New York paper says : The properly pre­
paring for market and judiciously disposing of products of the far n, dairy, orchard, 
and garden, are items so essential to the prosperity of producers that they should 
receive the careful thought and prompt action demanded by tbeir paramount 
importance. It is most unwise, almost criminal, to allow a large percentage of 
whatever you have raised to be wasted through neglect in assorting, packing 
or otherwise. Like other people ruralists ought to work for profit, yet a large pro­
portion of them (good cultivators, perhaps, but poor managers) receive from ten 
to fifty per cent, less than they might by exercising proper care in preparing aud 
marketing what has cost much hard and wearisome labor. As a rule, lue coless, 
slovenly husbandman is obliged to take what he can get fo ■ whatever lit offer in 
market, while he who is always cleanly, and systematic—carefully selecting and 
honestly packing, soon establishes a reputation that bis products are in demand at 
the highest t rices.

AUGUST.—A word or two about sheep; a very profitable creature. An 
experienced sheep raiser says that a good way to contrôla flock of sheep is to 
take a ewe lamb to the house and make a pet of it. Use nothing hut kindness, 
give it a name, and teach it to come at the call. When the tamb is grown, (dace 
it in the flock, and you will need only to call that one sheep, when all the others 
will follow. As sheep follow their leader, the training of one is the training of 
all, and thus you secure a saving of time and trouble. We are now told, tl at 
the old practice of washing sheep before shearing, does not pay. Aside from tiie 
colds, rheumatisms and other inconveniences incurred by men and animals, the 
wool is not enough increased in value to justify the time and labor extended. If 
the fleeces are filled with burns and rubbish, the washing they get on the sheep's 
back does not in any way remedy that evil. Better keep the sheep, reasonably 
clean and let the manufacturer do the washing. The removal of burns and other 
rubbish may be effeced without the evils and dangers of washing.

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TRANSMISSION OF SPECTACLES AND EYE GLASSES.BY MAIL.

The exclusion of glues from the mails is eo far modified that spectacles, eye­
glasses, and microscopic elides, if eecurely put up in cases not likely to allow the 
contents to escape, if broken in course of conveyance, maybe sent by Post within 
the Dominion on pre-payment of parcel post rates.

CIRUDLARS PRINTED BY THE ELECTRIC PEN, &o.

The term “ printed cirtulart" is extended to include circulars produced by the 
electric pen or other mechaneial process, easy of recognition bythe officers of 
the Post Office, as well as when printed by the ordinary process of printing typei 
engraving, or lithography.

MISCELLANEOUS POSTAL MATTER.

Books and pamnhlets, limit 5 pounds printed circulars, prices current, handbills, 
book and newspaper manuscript, printers'proofs, maps and prints, eifgravings, 
sheet music, photographs, insurance policies, militia and school returns, seeds, 
cuttings, bulbs, roots, legal papers, for Canada, Newfoundland, and the United 
States, may be posted prepaid by a stamp at lc. per 4 ox., provided they be sent 
in covers op-n at the ends or sides, and so put up as to admit of the contents be­
ing, if necessary, easily withdrawn for examination; if enclosed with written 
communications, or in sealed envelopes notched at the ends or sides, letter rates 
will be charged.

The weight of packages of seeds, cuttings, bulbs, roots, scions or gra.'s, 4 lbs., 
and all other miscellaneous matters are limited to 4 pounds in weight, 24 inches 
in length, and 12 inches in breadth or depth. To all parts of British Columbia, 
the North West, and Manitoba, exceptthe City of Winnipeg, to which the 4 pound 
limit applies tin- limit of weight is 2 pounds 3 ox.

Rost bands, with an impressed one ce it stamp for this purpose, may be obtained 
at any Stamp Agency at the rate of 4 for 5 cents.

Duaive me Autour and Width* following separation from the mare, the foal 
requires an increased allowance of artificial feed, for three reasons. Firstly, to 
compensate for the deprivation of its dam's milk; secondly, because autumn 
grass is much less nutritious than summer herbage ; und, thirdly, because under 
favorable conditions the foal then possesses a greater disposition to equal growth 
than at any subsequent period. With tlie advent of cold, f iggy autumnal nights, 
weaning colts should he sheltered in straw yards, and there receive morning and 
evening their daily ration of artificial food ; they cannot sustain, Without detri­
ment, tlie hardships of inclement weather and prolonged exposure. It is, 
however, highly essential that they sho ild have plenty of exercise, aid for that 
purpose no method is so good as to allow them a daily run of some hours’ 
duration upon a hare winter pasture.

SEPTEMBER—Take care of and do not allow your corn stocks to be 
wasted. A great deal of corn fodder, al ter the ears are removed, is allowed to 
remain in ilie Held, in a very exposed condition until late in November or even to 
the beginning of December. The weather is thus permitted to destroy a large 
portion of (Iq; food valuable for cattle which will eat the leaves in preference to 
liny. Cattle would eat up the stalk if cut up into piei-es of an inch in site, 
sprinkled over with a little corn-meal, all the mure so, if steamed. Corn fodder 
should he carefully slacked in the barn or housed about the end of October, and 
would then prove a valuable addition to th" winter’s slock of provender By the 
time mentioned, fall grain will have been sown, potatoes dug, etc, so that there 
is no work of hurry to inierfere with the prejier securing of the (odder crop. That 
il should be so secured and not allowed to go to waste we may aa well add, that 
fin* horses carefully harvested corn leaves ore regarded as particularly nutritious, 
and to the race horse, or those in which speed is of imponance, they are «socially 
valuable and deair 'hie

Make complaints and inquiries in writing.
Preserve, and request correspondents to preserve, envelopes of missent or delay'd 

letters.
Send to the Post Master envelopes of letters about which you seek information 

or make complaint.
Business men should he careful to authorize but a limited number of persons to 

receive their letters, and only those in whom they have lull confidence.

Toe land will yield more a id with 
less injury to the plants I t a growing season nearly a ton |ier acre of young 
clover may sometimes lie cut a id still leave sufficient to p-otect the roots in 
winter. If allowed to seed in the fall after sowing, clover will die, as its roots do 
not retain vitality after seed lias formed.

Every money order office in the Provinces of Quebec, Ontario, New Brunswick 
Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island, Manitoba and British Columbia issues money 
orders on every other money order office in these Provinces, as well as on every 
money order office in the United Kingdom. Every money order office in the United 
Kingdom also issues money orders on every money order office in these Provinces.

All the money order Post Offices are authorized to draw money orders on each 
other from any sum up to $100, and for as many orders of $100 each as the appli­
cant may require, upon the following terms, only, viz :

Applicants for money orders must always use the printed application forms, in 

which they will fill up the particulars of the order required. These forms are 
supplied gratuitously at all money order offices.

NOVEMBER.—Several gentlemen have been speculating and ventilating their 
notions concerning the future of Canada. We have a word or two to say about 
the future, and we consider it as unquestionable to state that the future welfare 
of Canada dépende a good deal more on the farmer than on the politician. It is 
true thaï a good government is indispensable, but the farmer, the cultivator of the 
soil, must needs keeps at his work, otherwise the country cannot flourish. Manu- 
fu„inrers have their appropriate sphere, and become aids to the farmer in various 
wai s. but, first and foremost, the producer of wealth is the agriculturist. The 
future, as the past, will prove in this country as in all countries, that the farmer is 
the main stay of the commonwealth. If this were not so, there would he less 
tied on the difference between a bountitul harvest and a scanty one. How sad the 
tone of political leaders if the crops fail. How is every wise man gladdened when 
t.e good tidings reach him tbatthe liai vest is abundant for mai and beast.

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A« there are many places of the same name in Canada, in the United King lom, 
in the United Stales and o'her Countries, it will he necessary always to indicate 
upon the forms of application and in the advices the conn try and Province, or 
State, in which the office where ihe order is to be made payable is situated.

With the under-mentioned exceptions, no Money Order payable in the Dominion 
the United Kingdom, the United Stales or any Foreign Country or Britisli Posses- 
sion, will be issued, unli-ss tlie remitter furnish his own Christian name, surname 
and address, and also the Christian name and surname (and in the ente of oidert 
)>ay 'bit abroad, the full nddrettor rend nee of the payee. The exceptions to this 
rule are as follows If the particulars lie furnished in writing, whether by tillii g 
up one of the printed requisition forms, or wholly in manuscript, it will not tie 
necessary to g.ve the Christian name in full, it will he sulficie it if the first letter 
be given, but if the name of the payee, or that of the remitter be tendered at 
greater length whe her in the initials or full name, it must be received and advised 
accordingly. If the remitter or payee be a firm or corporate body the usual 
designation of such firm or corporate body is sufficient. When a married woman 
Is either the remitter or the payee her own Christian name should he given and 
not that of lier husband, thus—“ Mrs. Mary Smith,’’not “ Mrs. John Smith."

When a remitter desires an order on the Unitea Kingdom, to be paid through a 
bank, it is left to his option to give or withhold the name of the payee, or to substi­
tute for the name of the payee any other designation or modification, suuèt as “ the 
Cashier of the Bank of England," “ the Chief Clerk of the Foreign Office.’’ Such 
orders must, however, be crossed by the issuing postmaster with the name of. the 
bank through which the order is to be paid.

The senders of money orders payable in Canada can procure re-payment thereof, 
on certain conditions, by applying to the Superintendent, Money Order Branch, 
Uitawa, through whom also application should be made for repayment in Canada 
of money orders payable abroad Any order, however, may be repaid without ihe 
authority of the Superintendent, if presented for repayment on the day on which it 
is issued, and before the advice has been mailed.

Persons procuring money orders should examine them carefully to see that they 
are properly filled up and stamped, and contain neither alteration nor erature. 
This caution will appear th ■ more necessary when it is understood that any defect 
in these respects will throw difficulties in the way of payment.

The issue of money orders on credit, or for cheques not marked “ good " by the 
bank drawn upon, is strictly prohibited' and by the Host Office Act of 1875 is 
made a misdemeanor, punish ible with line and imprisonment. Persons aiding, 
abetting, counselling or procuring th • commission of any such offence are guilty 
of a misdemeanor, and punishable as principal offenders".

Payees who are not known to the postm aster or paying officer are required 
to prove their identity before the orders they present can be cashed.

If payee is unable to write, he must sign the receipt at the foot of the order by 
making his mark, to be witnessed in writing.

DECEMBER—During many years he who has prepared these notes has frequent­
ly called 'he nttentio i of farmers to the necessity of acquiring knowledge,especially 
the knowledge adapted to their profession. We have frequently recommended, not 
this or that particular author or boon on farming, but we have rather enforced 
the duty of study of culture, with a view to acuieve the best results in agriculture. 
The time has gone by when book learning is deer ed as useless and unprofitable, 
and we are glad to know that the desire to possess suitable literature for actual 
use on the farm has greatly increased. Many good works on scientific farming 
are now found in rural homes, where some time ago nothing of the sort was 
souitht after. There are many useful periouioals devoted to agriculture, and every 
farmhouse should receive inonthh or weekly one or more ol these indis|ieniiahle 
aids to good woik on the farm.

me t. Duplicates of Money Oiders issued in any other country, and payable in 
tin Duniiiiiuti of Canada, are granted by ihe Sii| crinteudent of i lie Money Order 
Kniueli at Ottawa,

Money orders wliioh are not presented ttni l one full year after their date are 
considered a- lapsed orders, and cannot be paid without the s|*-oiul permission of 
Ihe Superintendent In all such cases satisfactory reasons should he given expia, 
i * lory of the delay in the presentation of the order.

POST OFFICE SAVINGS BANK.
The direct security of the Dominion is given by the Statute for all deposits 

made in the Post Office Savings Banks.
Any person may have a deposit account, and may deposit nearly any number of 

dollars, front $1 up to *300, or more, with the permission of the Postmaster 
G'lterai.

Deposits may lie made by married women, and deposits so made, or made by
women who shall afterwards marry, will be repaid to any suoh women.

As respec s children under ten years of age, money may be deposited—
By a parent or friend as trustee for the child, in which ease the deposits can 

be withdrawn by the trustee until the child shall attain the age of ten years, 
alter winch time repayment will be made only on tile joint receipts of both trustee 
ami oi'ild.

I t the child's own name—and, if so deposited, repayment will not he made 
until the child shall attain the age of ten years.

A th positor in any of the gnvii gs bank post offices may continue big deposits 
*t any other of such i Bices without notice or change of pass honk, a'd can with­
draw money at that savings hank office which is most convenient to him. For 
instance, if lie makes liis first deposits at the savings hank at t’oboorg. Ite nmy 
make further deposits at, nr w ithdraw his money through Ihe post office hank at 
Collmgwond or Quela-e, Sari in, Bn ckville, m any place wltirli may la-convenient 
tu hint, whet! er he continue to reside at t ohoing, or remove to g< uie other place.

Each depositor is supplied wiih a pass hook, which is to be produocu to the 
postiuai er • very time the depositor pays in or withdraws money, and the sums 
paiil in or withdrawn are entered therein by the post master receiving or paying 
tin same.

Each depositor’s account is kept in the postmaster general's office, in Ottawa, 
and in addition to the postmaster's receipts in the pass hook, a direct uaknorcUig- 
ment from the yosiwatirT achet ai for each rum )«wl mi« sent to the depositor, 
If this acknowledgment does not reach the depositor within ten days from the 
dale ot his deposit, he mart apply immediately to Ihe poet matter general, t y letter, 
being careful to give hie addrtte und, if neceetury, rt new hit a) plication until he 
rectvee a talitfaclury reply.
