It may
come as somewhat of a surprise to
many that such a commitiee exists
Oor is even necessary. We are so
apt to take things for granted that
we often imagine they come about by
magic or by inspiration, when in real-
ity they are the result of the work of
a few arduous though quietly woraing
individuals. The case in point illus-
trates this. Mount Hope, the new
cemetery for the Catholics of Toron-
to, though bhut a late acquisition, be-
ing only of a few vyears’ standing,
is now, thanks to the painstaking and
sympathetic few who had its forma-
tion in charge, one of the most beau-
tiful and well kept spots of the same
pature in Canada. There are no
neglected places in its territory aud
no incongruous associations present
themselves to irritate the visitor
Smoothly rolling and weli kept sur-
faces present themse'ves evervwhere,
and withered portions are not accen-
tuated by the verdure of others, the
entire ground being under a sufficient
and well-regulated svstem of water-
works, which keeps a pleasing uni-
formity in every part of this latest

accession to “"God’s Acre.’

Another point, too, In connection
with Mount Hope is the very accur-
ate and business-like wayv in which
an inventory in connection with the
work of the cemetery, is maintained
A map of the grounds is in possession

They do what they can, but that is
little in comparison to what is ne-
cessary
area is done under the arduous and
crude conditions of pioneer days.

Many graves are obliterat-
ed and lost in the tangled grass of
long growth and the many beautiful-
ly kept plots and handsome monu-
ments are marred by the sad neglect
of those adjoining.

The success of the schools in the
past few years has had an encour-
aging effect upon all concerned. It
may have been that in some years
preceeding, results  were as  good
though they were not known to be
such Now, however, that public
testimony has been given to the effi-
ciency of our teaching and the capa-
bilities of our pupiis, the results are
beneficial in more ways than on the

pupils themselves Curiously  per-
haps, the greatest effect is on the
parents. The iterated and reiterated

expression of the success of the chil-
dren has told on the parents, who
before indifferent in many instances,
are now evincing great alertness in
proclaiming the merits of all and ev-
ervthing that tends to evolve from
our schools pupils of whom all may
be justly proud. Nothing succeeds
like success, and the awakened en-
thusiasm and interest gf these before
indifferent guardians, will tend to
helpfulness in the present new term.

A goal which might be profitably
kept in sight is that of timing the
school period not at the fourteenth
birthday, but at as many more
afterwards as circumstances will per-
mit. Especially should this be made
the case with the boys of the family.
A hoy at fourteen is only beginning.
To have any chance to rise his equip-
ment must be much heavier than that
acquired before his fourteenth vear.
 We sav ‘‘especially the bovs'' because
while equal opportunities for boys

and girls _are rightfully theirs, it

happens that in the case of length of
school-days, the girl generally gets
preference. As the education of the
i schools is now arranged, it is impos-
sible for a child to have anything but
the mere groundwork in the time
compulsorily given to school attend-
ance. Placing the attendance at
school between the ages of five and
fourteen does not by any means im-
plyv that such is sufiicient; it only en-
sures a child being not altogether ig-
norant of the rudiments of scholastic
training. An expansion of the idea
that at least two or thiee vears more
should be added for even the ordinary
avocations of life, is something that
teachers, the pulpit and the press are
trving to bring about

The manyv fathers and mothers who
literally fulfil the Scriptures, and by
the sweat of their brow maintain
their children in respectability at the
schools and give them a chance of as-

cending sometimes even to the Univer-
sitv., need no urging. The jov of

Undoubtedly the most successful
biennial Provincial Convention of the
Ancient Order of Hibernians, since its
establishment in Ontario, was that
which was held in this city during
last week. Not only were the vis-
iting delegates royally entertained,
but the committee sesgions dealt with
a large number of vitally important
matters in the afiairs of the Order.

The proposition to issue additional
insurarce of $500 and $1,000 was de-
feated, but it was decided to estab-
lish graded rates, in connection with
the present policy of $300.

Among the many resolutions passed
were those favoring better representa-
tion for Irish Catholics in the Fed-
eral and Provincial Cabinets, that 9

Gaelic Chair be established in St.
Michael’'s College, Toronto, as well
as in Ottawa University; that the
members of the Order assist in the

revival of Irish industry by purchas-
ing goods of Insh manufacture; that

Irish history be taught in the Separ-

ate Schools of Ontario, and that the
Provincial Board donate a prize for
the best essay on this subject by any
scholar of the schools wherein it is
taught; that each strive as much as
possible for the spread of the Gaelic
language and Irish music, and that

the caricaturing of the Irish race in

the press, on the stage and other-
wise, be discouraged by every mem-
ber.

A resolution of confidence was also
passed, in John E. Redmond and the
Irish Parliamentary Party and the
support of the Order in the struggle

The convention was opened by High
Mass in St. Patrick’s Church at
which His Grace, Archbishop Du-
hamel, assisted by Very Rev. Canon
Sloan and Rev. Father Harkin, pre-
sided, while Rev. Father Newman of-
ficiated, Rev. Father Whelan, the pas-
tor, also being in attendance

Father Harkin delivered an elo-
quent sermon on Faith, taking as his
text the words ‘“‘Blessed is He Who
Has Believed and Has Not Seen
“Faith first of all, is a divine gift,
for, left to himself, Man, no matter
how great his intelligence, could ne-
ver receive it,"’ said Father Harkin,
“for it must proceed from Almighty
God alone. Man, in gaining Faith,
must humiliate himself, but his
greatest act in life is to acknowledge
his God. It is a divine virtue; it
reaches far beyond Man's comprehen-
sion, it penetrates into even the very
inmost recesses of Heaven itself.”

Continuing, the reverend speaker
dwelt upon the tests of faith, which
the Aimighty had applied to His peo-
ple, as seen in the Scripture; the rich
man whose flocks had been scattercd,
whose family had died, and who him-
seif had become an outcast; Abraham,
to whom had been given the Divine
'Order to slay his only son, he whom
he had looked upon as the great son
of posterity; and St. John the Bap-
tist, who had entered gloriously into
martyvrdom. Yet in each of these
was shown the strongest faith, ‘‘so
beautiful that one would think it a
picture of another world.”

Patrick,. imbued with that nobl
Faith, performed the dearest desire of
his heart by spreading it Kast, West,
North and South, throughout the
whole of Ireland. And all this in
sixty-one vears' Surely this was
the golden age for Ireland! But alas
the sounds of praise to the Almighty
were to be disturbed, and many vears
of persecution followed.”’

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NCATH-
WEST

’ Homestead Regulations

Any even numbered section of Do-
minion Lands in Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan and Alberta, excepting 8 and
26, not reserved, may be homestead-
ed by any person who is the sole head
of a family, or any male over 18
years of age, to the extent of one
quarter section of 160 acres, more or
less.

Application for entry must be made
in person by the applicant at a Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency
for the district in which the land is
situate. Entry by proxy may, how-
ever, be made at any Agency, on cer-
tain conditions by the father, moth-
er, son, daughter, brother or sister
of an intending homesteader,

The ho: ssteader is required to per
form the homestead duties under one
of the following plans:

(1) At least six months' residence
upon ard caltivation of the land in
each year for three years.

{2) A homesteader may, if he so de-
sires, perform the required residence
duties by living on fa’ming land own-
ed solely by him, not less than eighty
(£0) acres in extent, in the vicinity
of his homestead. Joint ownc.saip
in land will not meet this require
ment.

(3) It the father (or mother, it the
father is deceased) of a homesteader
has permanent residence on farming
land owned solely by him, not less
than eighty (80) sncres in extent, in
the vicinity of the homestead, or up
on a homestead en'ered for by him
in the vicinity, such homesteacder m:y
perform his own residence duties by
living with the father (or mother).

(4) The term ‘‘vicinity’’ in the two
preceding paragraphs is defined as
meaning not more than nine miles in
a direct line, exclusive of the width

ol road allowances crossed in the
measurement.
(5) A homesteader intending to

perform his residence duties in ac-
cordance with the above while living
with parents or on farming land own-
ed b- himself must notily the Agent
for the district of such intention.

Six months’ notice in writing must
be given to the Commissioner of Do-
minion Lands at Ottawa, of intention
to apply for patent.

It would appear, if the Professor is
rightly reported, that there was no
other purpose in these strange asser-
tions than to contribute his mite to-
wards discrediting the wistorical truth
of all Holy Scripture.

Descended from Zoroaster, forsooth!
It is, indeed, generally admitted by
the learned as most probable that
Zoroaster was a real personage, but
his history is so inextricably mixed
up with fable that to connect him
with the ancestry of our Redeemer
savors more of a doddering attempt
at sacrilegious wit, than of the ut-
terings of a serious professor of his-
tepry.

In regard to the statement that the
enrollment decreed by Caesar Augus-
tus, the Proiessor overlooks the fact
that St. Luke is here narrating con-
temporaneous events of public notor-
lety which did not need polemical ex-
planations. This is of itself an in-
trinsic proof of the truth of his nar-
rative. The Evangelist’s Greek is
elliptical, and may most naturally be
translated, ‘‘This first enrollment
was made by Cyrinus, the Governor
of Syria,”” or ‘“‘this was the first en-
rollment made by Cyrinus, ete.”

Those who
rise thus early to assist at Mass on
a day not of obligation cannot be
stigmatized as sleepy. They are
not to be seen hurrying in the early
morning to work because there is no
call on their energies. Beyond some
distilleries and breweries (one of the
latter being world-famous for the ex-
tent and reputation of its output, I
refer to the Guinness establishment)
there are practically no large centres
of emplovment in Dublin. i1uat there
is a considerable amount of industry
on a small scale carried on, is shown
by the exquisite jewellery, lace, or-
naments of Irish bog-oak, marble and
other native products. But the fac-
tory chimneys are depressingly rare.
It was not always so. During the
short term of Grattan’'s Parliament,
Dublin throbbed with life.
