The sil­
ver dealers in America have long pro­
tested against this antiquated method of 
reckoning fineness and have insisted that 
the metric system be adopted, 
have also been protests in the U.S. 
against the English custom of reckoning 
the weight, of bars by “pennyweights 
better or, worse,” and requests that 
weight be reckoned by the ounce as in 
the U.S. The London dealers are now 
cons'dering this proposition and may also 
change their custom in this respect.
