Growing Attendance at Our
Agricultural Colleges.

[t is encouraging {o note the growing attend-
ance at our four Canadian Agricultural Colleges,
not 1o mention numerous other agricultural and
semi-agricultural schools of more or less local
constituency. At the O, A (., for instance, 1,133
individual students have taken longer or shorter
courses at the Agricultural College and Macdonald
Institute since January Ist, 1909 This includes
115 students in domestic science, and 449 taking
the regular four-year and two-vear courses in agri
culture At the Manitoba Agricultural College,
in Winnipeg, attendance in the regular courses
alone has run from 8H in 1906-07, to 173 in 1908-
UU. with an estimate of 200 in attendance during
the session of 1909-10.

F'rom the Nova Scotia College of Agriculture,
at ‘Ivuro, Principal Cumming, at the end of  Oc-
tober, estimated that the figures would likely be
about the same as last year, mamely, 48, which
represented a large percentage increase over the
previous term This should be regarded as quite
satistactory in the circumstances, the field here
heine limited, and only a small percentage of
farmers able to send their sons for the. full two-
\vears' course The short course at Truro has
crown immensely, starting at 40 four years ago,
and inereasing to 300 last winter The present
outlook is for a still larger class this winter.
Figures for Macdonald College we have not before
is at moment of writing, but, surveying the whole
Situation, one can only conclude that (‘anadian
farmers have awakened as never before to an ap-
nreciation of the value of agricultural education,

and of the institutions equipped to give it

Each Farmer Fatten His Own.
The one fact which cannot be too strongly em

phasized, writes Thomuas McMillan, an extensive

cattle-feeder, of Iuron Co., Ont., in * The Farm-
er's Advocate,” is that the breeder should also
be the finisher of his own animals If it pays

to reise animals and sell them for feeders, it will
pay better to feed these same animals more liber-
ally, and sell them at {he same age, finished and
ready for the block Mr. McMillan is unquestion-
ably right I'he common practice of raising raw.-
honed steers to the age ol two or three years,
and then selling them at 3§ or { cents a pound
as feeders, is wasteful in the extreme If the
total cost of such a beast were footed up, end
halance struck in a husinesslike way, it would
stageer the man who has been raising the .teer
In order to leave any profit on such operalions,
nanure would have to be valued almost  as  high
per ton as the feed from which it was produeed;

Cement and its Advantages.

I'his is the age of cement. P’ortland cement,
almost unknown among farmers in this country
until a comparatively few years ago, has largely
taken the place of wood, brick and stone. Barn
‘oundations, stable floors, and silos, walks, cul-
verts, bridges and dams, houses of all sizes and
classes, including great fireproof factories and
stores, are being built of this convenient and

more queries than on the question of cement and
its uses. One great advantage this new building
material possesses is that it can be used to good
purpose by those unshkilled in masonry.

In an Advance Chapter from Mineral Resources
of the United States for the year 1908, the pro-
duction of Portland cement is classified according
Lo the kinds of raw material from which the ce-
ment is manufactured. Type 1 includes cement
produced from a mixture of argillaceous limestone
(cement rock) and pure limestone. This is the
combination of materials used in all the cement
plants of the Lehigh district of Pennsylvania and
New .Jersey, and also at geveral Western plants.

Type 2 includes cement made from a mixture of
comparatively pure limestone, with clay or shale.

Tvpe 3 includes cement manufactured from a
mixture of marl and clay.

Type 4 includes Portland cement, manufactured
irom u mixture of limestone and blast-furnace
slag.

This last is made only by one company, & sub-
sidiary of the United Stlates Steel corporation.
The product is a true Portland cement in every
sonse of the term. The company deserves credit
for working up into a useful article a waste prod-
uct such as slag.

The most striking feature connected with the
Portland cement industry in the United States
has been the decline in  prices during the last
thirty years, The average price per barrel in
bulk at the point oi manufacture between 1870
anl 1880 was $3.00. Since that time the decline
has been steady, with the exception of an oc-
casional partial recovery, until in 1908 it stood
at B> cents. The production in the above period
rose from 42,000 barrels in 1880, to 51,072,912
harrels in 1908.

On October 22nd, 1906, one
hundred reinforced cement ties were installed for
cxperimental purposes on a gection of the Galves-
ton, Harrisburg and Han Antonia RR.

No
one is in a better position to [t horses econom-
ically for sale than is the larmer, il we except,
perhaps, the mannering and training of light-
harness, carriage and saddle horses, though even
here an ordinarily good horseman can do much to
improve the appearance and get-up  of his team
py feeding them well, and driving smartly in neat,
clean, black harness before a respectable-looking
rig. Many a plum is piched up at a bargain by
;yrufmsimml dealers and exhibitors merely because
the owner never realized what condition  and
proper appointments would do for them It is,
howeser, in conditioning dralt horses that the
pasiest money lies 'robably more than half the
horses sold by farmers are sold without any suf
ficient or reasonable attempt being made to put
them in proper selling condition; and they sell
sometimes for a good deal less than they are
worth on that account I'he farmer with one or
more horses for sale cannot turn his time and feed
mto money more easily than hy properly fitting
his animals for market If he sells them out  of
condition, someone else is bound to be the gainer
[t never pays to sell farm stock hefore it is in
market condition It pays least  of all  with
horses, especially in a season when every prospect
is for sustarned or advancing prices
