BISHOP NULTY'S REPLY.
When all the addresces had been read,
his Lordship made the following general

regly :

Iis Lordship eaid, in reply to the ad-
dresses—I have preached so often and
made speeches 8o scldom, that I feel
tempted this evening to commence with
the old familiar beginning, ¢Dearly
beloved brethren.” But, ladies and gen-
tlemen, and dearly beloved brethren, too,
I can sssure you that the magnificent
demonstration that I have witnessed to-
day, and the wonderful manifestation of
kindly, cordial, and affectionate feeling
with which you have greeted aud wel-
comed me home have all completely over-
powered me. I feel unequal to the task
of acknowledging the honour you have
done me as it deserves, and I feel still
more unequal to the tack of replying to
the very numerous and very beautiful
addresses which you have offered me, I
am, from my position, and also from my
feel'ingl and my principles and my instincts,
a man of peacc—a man of order, of sub.
jugation and submission to lawful author-
ity, and, therefore, I am ceitain that no
one would willingly or unnecessarily
insert in any ome of thse addresses any
passage that would cause me pain or in
any way compromise me (bear, hear), But
there is one great and leading idea which
pervades them all, and which dominates
conspicuously in each of them, and it is
this—that they all repudiate, reject, repro-
bate, and condemn the lying, violeut,
offensive, and indecent attacks that bave
been made on me by the anti Irich Pressof
London and Dublin during my absence
(groane). For alluding to these attacks I
thank you from my heart, and why?
Because you baven’t condoled or sym-
pathized withme as if these attacks made
on me were a misfortune ; but you seem
rather tq have rejoiced and congratulated
me upon these attacks as an event of
which I ought tc feel proud (hear, hear,
and applanse), And f do feel justly
proud of these attacks on me (cheers), 1
ask myself what have I done—what have
I written—what service have I rendered
my country or my religion that I shounld
brmg down upon myseelf the full torrent
of the violent vituperation of the anti-
Irish and anti-Catholic Press of London
and Dublin. After referring to the
criticism of his writings his lordship said :
Now, the last pastoral that I wrote leav-
ing Ireland’s shores seems to have thor-
oughly frightened them all (laughter).

REJOICING OVER DR, WALSH'S ELEVATION—
SOME IMPORTANT RESOLUTIONS,
New York Sun.

Maynooth, July 1.—Lwish telegraph or

Rome, met here to trausact business in
connection with this great national sem.
inary, with the change occasioned by the
elevation of the President to the Arch-
bishopric of Dublin, and with the
momentous question of public education
in all its branches, This is aleo what we
in America should call commencement
day at Maynooth. The 520 clerical stu-
dents, who are here spurred on by a noble
rivalry to maintain the traditional emin-
ence of this great school, met in the col-
lege oratory. or chapel, about 10 a.m,
with the President and faculty, and
twenty.two members of the Epizcopal
body, for at Maynooth an enlightened
liberality has done much to etimulate an
ardor for study by founding prizes open
to yearly competition in various depart.
ments of sacred and profane science. Be-
sides, to students distinguished for un-
common capacity and proficiency there is,
at the end of the four years' course of
theology, a further period assigned for
special culture in the Dunboyne establish-
ment,

On commencement day, therefore, all
thislaudable ambition is crowned by public
acknowledgment in presence of the
assembled hierarchy. T'he exercises are
not open to the public. No invitations
are sent ; consequently there is no crowd
of lay or clerical visitors to be seen in the
vast quadrangles or the spacious and shady
grounds,

The Archbishops and Bishops oceupied
an elevated platform under a dais at the
northern eXtremity of the chapel ; near
themn were the President and faculty, A
pulpit stood near the daig, from which
the successful essayists read a portion of
their compositions. The 520 students
were reated on benches and filled every
inch of the remaining space. 1 had often

heard it said that no Irishman could lis-
ten to the reading of these essays without
feeling a thrill of just pride. This year
there was a special motive for the contes-
tants to aimm at uncommon excellence in
the fact that the illustrious President of
Maynooth bad drawn on himself the eyes
of the civilized world. The long and
agonizing period of expectancy which
elapsed between Dr. Walsh’s election by
the clergy of Dublin atd his confirmation
by the Pope was that during which the
essayists had done their best, and their
labor bore the impress of the feeling that
stirred the national heart and powerfully
moved their own, This emotion was in
the atmosphere of Maynooth to-day, like
a high electric tension, affecting even the
most callous, if indeed anyone could be
callous among the 500 of the chosen
future guides of the Irish people.

Every one of the successful candidates
was greeted by the cordial applause of his
fellow studeuts, There was about the
proceedings a simplicity and a diguity very
becoming in a great ccclesiastical and
national school,

It i customary for the commencement
proper to be closed by a disconrse from
the President, retting forth the condition
aud prospects of the establishment at the
end of the echolastic year, and dwelling on
the peculiar incidents which mark the
seseions.  As Dr. Walsh, now Archbishop
elect of Dublin, arose to account for lis
stewardship during the last eventful twelve
wonibs, theie waa viie of Uiuse vy i
ble outbursts of enthusiasm, balf sal in
spite of their joyousnees and exultation,
which tell of separation from cue long
and sincerely loved, All these young men
are «'\u\'utcdfy attached to the greal pre-
late whose uame sheds such a lustie on their
alma mater, They are proud of him,
Their hearts, like thoee of the entire
Irish race at home and abroad,
yearned to ¢ee him placed in the
metropolitan chair, as the leader of
the Irish people and clergy, And just
that very morning the tidings bad come
that the Holy Father bhad summoned Dr.

As he rose and waited tiil the heartfelt
applause had subsided, he was visibly
affected.

Only
at the close when speaking of the change
in his own position, did he allow his heart
to speak out its true sentiments about the
noble institution over which he had pre-
sided, but whose welfare should be now
more than ever dear to him.  His words,
his counsels, his forecast of the future
went home to every vue of his hearers,
never to be forgotten, auy more than the
affecting scens of leave-taking which fol-
lowed.

One of the most important steps ever
taken by the assembled Irish hierarchy
is indicated by the solemn resolutions
adopted in their meeting to-day. This
step, to my unspeakable eatisfaction, jus-
tifies what I ventured to predict in my
last about the movement to be energeti-
cally inaugurated against the monopol
80 long enjoyed in Ireland by Trinity Col-
lege and the other magnificently endowed
anti.national schools, The resolutions
number eeven in all. The first affirms
the unqueationable 1ight of the Catholic
population of Ireland to a fair share “of
the public endowments for education,
without being obliged in return to make
any tactifice of their religious principles.”
The second states the fact of their being
able to beaefit by these endowments only
at the expense of conscience. The third
points ont that such practical exclusion
“is not only a serious ohstacle to the pro.
gress of education, but is a great and irri
tating grievaunce.” The fourth calls at
tention to the glaring dispropoertion
between the small number of students in
the Queen'’s Colleges and the lavish en-
dowments bestowed on them. The fifih
once more calls on “the Irish Parliamen-
tary parly to press forward by every eon-
stitutional means in their power the just
claims of Irish Catholics in the matter of
university education.,” The sixth claims
“a due share in the public endowments
for intermediate education on such con-
ditions as are consistent with Catholic
principles,” The seventh, finally, asserts
the existence of a general and enormouns
injustice in Ireland, namely, ‘“‘that on
Commissions and other public bodies
appointed for educational purposes’ there
13 nothing like a fair proportionate
representation of Catholics; and hints that
the few existing Catholic members do not
always enjov the confidence of the Catho-
lic body. The same unfairness and ex-
clusion apply to commissions and Boards
of every description

“The following morning my husband
and I started out to search for the church,
and after some time we reached it. But
the walls looked very cold and uninviti
to me, and, indeed, it took some little
encoursgement from my husband before
I would venture to emter. It was mot
without much trepidation that I hended
the old gentleman who came to the door
in answer to our summons, the paper con-
taining the address. But when he had
spoken only a foew words [ was captivated
by his kindly tone, and at once I learned
to venerate this saintly man.

“We were ushered into a parlor and in
a foew minutes the Jesuit Father entered
and listened bumbly to my story as I tol
him of my ardent desire to become a
Catholic.

home again and took him to Paris in
order to consult an oculist, who was
more versed than myself, he being a
specialist in the science of treating the
pathological condition of the eye, On
the 13th ot June, 1883, Dr. Giraud Teu.
len examined my child.”

Dr., Petil gives here a detailed account
of his consultation with the remowned
ophthalmologist whom we have just
named. This elaborate document, full
of technical worde, would be unintelligi-
ble to the mass of our readers. It suffices
to state that Dr. Giraud Teulon proved
in his patient the existence of spasmodic
myophy, caused by a well.defined nerv-
ous uftection, He advised absolute re-
po etill the end of the year, which is a
proof that he did not calculate on a
speedy recovery.

QUEBEC.

The old town of Quebec has a peculiar
interest from the circumstance of its
having been built by the French in the
times of the early history of the colony,
Some of the remarkable large stone
buildinge in the city date from these
days.

and Francis of Sales, and other great
men, who sent forward on their success.

the sisters who have lived here since the
time of the foundress, the Duchess
d’Arquillan, are written on tablets kept
since the first of her foliowers died.
Devoted to the cause of God, and intent
on gending out missions, she and other
women nt‘imr day appear to us now, as
among the brightest and best of the
children ot France of the time of Louis
XIII.

they should be discovered by the camp
of a hostile tribe which they found them-
selves near, they entered a hut which
seemed abandoned by its owner, When
about to hide they found that it was
tenanted by a squaw, who, when she
looked at them, recognized them as
fugitives, and received them with kind.
ness, She addressed them in good
French, and said she would take them
under her protection. The name
of this woman was Margaret, she
was a  Christian captive taken
from among the poor Hurons, who
were scattered among their eremies,
She had formerly received instruction
from the Ursuline sisters at Quebec, and
in her girlish days had often entered the
Hotel Dieu, and witnessed the motherly
care bestowed upon the patients in the
hospitals, Profoundly moved she had
determined to imitate the sisters, She
hid the Frenchmen in a corner of the
hut, lit a fire to warm them, gave them
good food and dressed their wounds with
healing plants ot which she knew the
virtues, She spoke much of what she
had seen in Quebec, and said tbe mem

ory of the example she had witnessed
there, was a great encouragement to
persevere in the Christian faith. But
their retreat was suspected and discov-
ered. Still they were well treated by
the tribe, who bad uever before been
friendly to a white man, and conducted
to Montague, Here they came under
the authority of a great chiet, whose
policy it was to be friendly to the French,
and he gave over to the Governor de
Mesy the men who had so often given
themselves up as lost.

ST. VINCENT OF PAUL.

St. Vincent was born A, . 1576. In
after years, when adviser of the (Queen
and oracle of the Church in France, he
loved to recount how, in his youth, he
had guarded his father’s pigs. Soon after
his ordination, he was captured by corsairs,
and carried into Barbary. He converted
his renegade master, and escaped with
him to France. Appointed chaplain-
general of the galleys of France, his
tender charity brought hove into those
prisons where hitherto despair had
reigned, A mother mourned her im-
prisoned son, Vincent put on his chains
and took his place at the oar, and gave
him to his mother, His charity embraced
the pwor, young and old, proviaces
desolated by civil war, Christians enslaved
by the infidel. The poor man ignorant
and degraded was to him the image of
One who became as ‘a leper and no man.’
“T'urn the meda',’ he said, ‘and you will
then see Jesus Christ” ITe went through
the streets of Paris at night, seeking the
children who were left there to die.
Once robbers rushed upon kim, thinking
he carried a treasure, but wheu he opened
his cloak, they recognised him and bhis
burden, and fell at his feet, |

Not only was St. Vineent the eavior
of the poor, but also of the rich, for he
taught them to do works of mercy. Like
St. Philip, he knew the power of asso-
ciation. He made them do good in the
sight of others to spread the sacred
contagion of charity. When the work for
the foundlings was in danger of failing
from want of funds, he assembled the
ladies of the Association of Charity.

FAITH THAT WORKS MIRACLES.

The simple fervid faith of the Irish
people received a strange and miracu-
lous glorification in the effect which its
manifestation produced upon the mind
and character of Montalembert, The
Archbishop of Sydney, New South Wales,
in an address delivered by him before
the Corporation of St, John'’s College,
discoursed thus eloquently and touch-
ingly upon this subject :

“There is no brighter name in the lit-
erary annals of modern France than that
of Montalembert. His eloquence and
the greatness of his soul were on a level
with his ancestral dignity among the
peers of France, and throughout the
ever.varying phases of the political
struggles in his afllicted country he was
to be found for almost half a century in
the foremost ranks of the champions of
Christian liberty, In his youth it was
his misfortune to have been caught up
by the whirlwind of passion and to have
adopted the fashionable tone of infidelity
affected in the University of Franca, It
was duringa tour in Ireland that the gift
of divine faith was again bestowed upon
him,  Travelling through the most
neglected parts of the country, ke was
again and again struck by the earnest
plety and heroic spirit of sacrifice en-
graved on the very heart of its Catholic
people, and producing such abundant
fruits of virtue, Gradually the convic-
tion grew upon him that the Christian
faith was not a mere matter of theory
but rather a divine life, which, through
God’s mercy, is given to man, and which
purity of conduct, the spirit of sacrifice
and self-denial, and the practice of the
virtues which the Catholic Church com-
mandgs, can alone preserve, Finding
himself on a Sunday morningin a retired
rural district, whilst the season was par-
ticularly inclement, he resolved to test
for himself whether the Irish Catholics
had foregone their traditional heroism of
enduring hardships for the faith, In his
carriage he accompanied the crowd as
they streamed along the road to mass,
When they turned to the hill-side
path he followed them on foot. At
length the chapel came in sight. it was
a small thatched house, barely shel-
tering the aged priest and a few of the
congregation, All the rest knelt in front
of the little chapel, under the broad
canopy of heaven, with naught to shel-
ter them from the inclemency of the
weather, The wind and mud and rain,
however, had no terrors for them, Bare.
headed they knelt, whilst their minJs
and bearts were absorbed in God, The
prophet Isaiah’slips were hallowed by an
angel with a spark of heavenly fire from
the golden altar before the throne of
God, It was from the lowly hill.side
altar, whilst the fervent crowd were
bowed down in humble adoration, and a
throb of piety vibrated through every
heart, that a ray of heavenly light res
tored the almost epent gift of divine
faith in the soul of Montalembert, Till
his last breath he ever cherished the
warmest affection for I[reland, and he
loved to repeat that to the heroic spirit
of sacrifice displayed by Ireiand’s sons
he was indebted for the priceless treas-
ure of the Catholic faith,"”

A Woman’s Fight With Mountain Lio ns

A, J, Bruner, of Houston, Idaho, tells
a most remarkable story of the experience
of a woman ranchero with mountain
lions. The foothills of eastern Idaho are
admirably adapted to the raising of
Angora goats, and many stockmen are
finding them more profitable than sheep.
Among these is D. B. Hawley, who
pastures his goats along the Little Lost
River. In his employ 1sa young German
woman named Theresa Tallert. Besides
being good-looking, she is as lithe and
active in mounting her cayuse as the
most daring cowboy. She had charge of
500 of the goate, and lived alone in a
cabin built contiguous to a strong
siockade, in which the goats were plmuﬁ
every night.

Last week, while Miss Theresa was
occupied at her cabin, the animals came
home pell-mell an hour ahead of the
usual time, and raising a great cloud of
dust. They were fiightened, and the
woman, divining that some wild animal
was in pursuit, locked them in and rode

no intruder, she returned, and after
preparing her evening meal she retired.

She had been asleep about three hours,
she said afterward, when she was
awakened b, the low growl of her dog
Badger, who occupied the cabin witi her.
Rubbing her eyes, she heard the goats
racing around the stockade. She seized
an axe, and gliding around the back way
entered the gate and crouched against
the cabin, the long eaves of which
obscured the light of the rising moon.
Scarcely had she done so, when four
mountain lions dashed past in {xursuit of
the terrified goats, She dashed at them
and sosurprised even the beasts that they
turned and fled over the stockade wall,
Hardly had they disappeared when two
others, from the centre of the corral,
came bounding toward her. Never
wavering, the heroine wielded the axe
80 effectually that she cut one of them in
the ham to the bone, whereupon they also
leaped the barriers and escaped. Next
morning 50 of the goats lay dead upon
the ground, while 20 more were so badly
wounded that 14 bhave since died. The
throats of the dead had been cut by the
teeth of the mountain lions,

"This story isalso vouched for by Frank
Lamb and Ed. Schofield, who purchased
some of the skins of the slain goats. The
stockmen of eastern ldaho are organizing
to kill off the mountain lions, now grown
so plentiful,

The next
erson to be evicted was a man named
nnolly, and here an unusual and
amusing scene took place, Want had
compelled the poor man, when his roof
appeared no longer able to bear the
burden of thatch, to cut limbs from the
neighboring trees and make them serve
as pillers to support it. So close were
these to each other that when the
sherifl's men came in to remove the fur.
niture they found they could only stir a
few small articles, unless they ran the
risk of bringing the whole edifice down
about their ears, The consequence was
that ruost of Connolly’s furniture, includ-
ing hLis bed, cheste, boxes, and presses
had to be left in the house,
Sligo.

The Most Rev, Dr. Gilliooly, Roman
Catholic Bishop of Elphin, arrived in
Sligo, on July 2. At several stations en
route he was gladly welcomed by crowds
which assembled at the platform; but at
Sligo terminus he received quite an ova-
tion, A committee of Roman Catholic
residents, of which Peter O'Connor, Esq,
J. P,, was chairman, had made extensive
arrangements for his reception, and a
large crowd awaited the arrival at the
railway terminus, Immediately on the
arrival of the train he was conducted by
the members of the Reception Commit-
tee to a carriage which was in waiting,
and amid much cheering and great en-
thusiasm a procession was formed to the
cathedral, the streets being lined with
spectators. All along the route the
streets were gaily decorated with Vene-

ian poles and flags, and from many of
the houses bunting was displayed. Hav-
ing reached the cathedral, the Bishop
was received by the clergy of the diocese,
and received addreeses from them as
well as from the religious confraternities,
and also from the members of the
Sligo Catholic Library Society, He then
assumed his pontifical robes, and pro-
ceeded to the high altar of the Cathedral,
whence he gave to the assembled con-
gregation, which was a very large one,
the Papal Benediction. The religious
ceremonies being over the Bishop and
clergy retired to the Palace, and shortly

TWO SPANISH MARTYRS,
AN EPIRODE OF THE MAHOMETAN CON-
QUEST OF SPAIN,

“And they overcame by the blood of the
Lamb, and by the word of the testimony,
and they loved not their lives unto
death,”

The Charch on earth is never at peace,
Her vocation is to be the Church Militant
—to go forth conquering and to conquer,
to bring not peace, but a sword ; and this
will be the case till the end of Time ; till

the last Pope gives back the
keys, given to the first on the
sunny slopes of Olivet. And as the ages

pase, new enemies arise, do their best, or
worst, to extinguish the Light—to destroy
the City, set on & bill; but the majestic
Church of God passes by them all, and in
her heaven-born strength gains new glory
and fresh vi'ior even from the wounds she
receives in this unending earthly struggle,
When&Plgtn Rome was a memory of the

ast; when the struggle with Arianism and
barian idolatry was over, a new and
powerful enemy arose in the name and
person of the great Arabian impostor,
Mahouwet.

About the middle of the ninth century
the first pereecution of the Christians
since the Mahometan conquest, broke out,
under the following circumstances. A
priest, named Perfectus had apostatized,
but repenting and wishing to repair his
sin, had replied to questions as to the
divine mission of the so-called “prophet,”
in bold and Christian terms—a confession
which had as its immediate results his im-
F:isonment and subsequent execution, and

urther, stirred up the authorities against
the Christians and the latter to eeek
for martyrdom at the bands of their con-
querors. Among the inhabitants of Cor-
dova (where the above events took place)
was & young Christian maiden, named
Flora, Her father, who was dead, had
been a follower of Mahomet; but her
mother was a Christian, They had for-
merly lived at Scville, and Flora had been
piously educated by her Christian parent,
and, a3 is often the case with the eaints,
had,when quite a child,shown signs of great
piety, manifesting a devotion to the most
rigorous observance of the fast of l.ent.

When the persecution broke out, re-
membering, probably, our Blessed Lord’s
words, that the persecuted should flee
from city to city, she abstained from ex-
posing herself to danger, and seldom joined
the public assemblies of the Christians.
On it being obaerved to her that this seclu-
sion amounted to denying Christ before
men, for fear of her infidel brother, she
left her home and took up her abode in a
convent, which for some reason we do

not know of, was able then to
afford  her a perfectly safe asylum.
In  revenge, her brother accused
some ot the clergy, and procured

their imprisonment, Flora, on hearing
thi, returned home, and professed herself
willing to suffer for her Saviour, After
trying ineffectually, first by kindness then
by cruelty, to win her, her brother accnsed
her before the judge or cadi of the city,
This ruflian directed two executioners to
hold her arms extended, and a third to
beat her. This was done so severely that
her hair was torn off, and part of her
skull even laid bare. In this condition
she was sent back with her brother, who
promised that sheshould, on her recovery,
apostatize, She, however, contrived to
escape from Cordova by night, and hid in
a village near, called Ossaria, with a Chris-
tian relative.

Here, after some time, a great desire to
complete her sacrifice, and obtain the
glorious crown of a martyr, camne upon
her, and leaving her concealment, she
returned to Cordova, and prayed publicly
in the Church of St. Aciscius, himself a
Spanish martyr. Here she met with Mary,
another Christian maiden, sister 1o the
deacon Valabonsus (who had fallen in the
persecution), and who herself wished to
follow in his footsteps, The two girls
were not long in congding their hopes to
each other, and agreed to present them-
selves together to the same cadi who
formerly tortured Flora. They carried
out their noble reeolution. Flora sid :
“I am she whom lately you scourged for
being a Christian. 1 iave been weak
enough to hide myself ; but now I boldly
declare myself an adorer of Jesus Christ
and a bater of your false prophet.,” “And
I,” said Mary, “like my martyred brotber,
acknowledge the Son of God.”

The Irish party are annoyed over John
Bright's remarks at the Spencer banquet.
Several members of the party propc:c to
demand the Speaker's attention to Bright’s
speech as a breach of privilege. This
feeling is taken as marking a still wider
divergence growing into actual enmity
between the liberals and the Parnellites.

A body was shipped by express from
Clark River Falls to Chicago on Saturday
night, The messenger became suspicious
of the contents and telegraphed to the au-
thorities.

MISS CLEVELANI’S BOOK.

New York San.

Miss Cleveland has provoked ‘Roman
Catholic criticism by frankly expressing
in her book her distaste for religious
orders—for monks and nuns, Sheé would
bave men and women remain in the world
to fight the battle of duty, and not retire
from it to escape its temptations abd en-
joy the pleasures of conscience and reli-
gion,

But she has merely expressed the aver-
age notion of the people among whom she
has lived, and doubtless spoke without
immovable sectarian prejudice and harsh
religious bigotry., As a Catholic priest
said at Alban Lat Sunday, she is inex-

erienced, and has given the subject too
ittle attention to hazard a decided judg-
ment against a system which has worked
with great effectiveness for hundreds of
years,

Moreover, Miss Cleveland should re-
member that there has never been a time
within recent history when religious
orders, and especially religious sister-
hoods, were so active and energetic as
they are now. The number of nunsin
the Roman Catholic Church is increasing
with extraordinary rapidity, and the
Episcopal Church has been fairly forced
to adopt sisterhoods as a part of its
ecclesiastical economy, because they were
urgently demanded by pious women
within 1ts fold, The fnore the range of
activities for women is extended the more
women are inclined to wake themaelves
of larger use, the more they are drawn
into such sisterhoods, which they join as
soldiers enlisted for the performance of
good deeds only, and in which they are
uniformed like soldiers, governed with
military precision, and snbiected to a ron-
tine which increases their power for effect-
ive work, There is, besides, a fascination
in the communistic life of such orders,
and it is the greater the greater the in-
equalities and miseries of the life outside,

It cannot be denied that nuns —Catholic
and Protestant—are. almost universally
very happy women.  Mrs, Stanton, the
foremost agitator for the enlargement of
the rights of women, has spoken of the
delight she felt in observing the daily life
of the nuns in France, They have their
duties laid out for them, every minute has
its appointed occupation, they feel that
they are useful and that they are serving
God with their whole hearts, and no care
and no thought for the future disturbs the
serenity of their existence. Whatever
may have been the diecords and the fail-
ures in other communistic societies, these
religious orders have preserved perman-
ent peace and efficiency.
