THE REV. GERVASE SMITH IN 
CANADA.

(From the Methodist Recorder. )
Dear Sir,—We dropped anchor in Quebec 

harbour on Sunday, the 13th alt., at 4 SO p.m. 
It i« difficult to please everybody, lor though 
meet of the passengers were thankful for the 
happy termination ol their voyage, one ot our 
fellow-passenger, petulantly said, “ What a 
nuisance this is, landing on a Sunday ; I can’t 
do any basinets at all till to-morrow morning.” 
We rejoined to find ourselves once more on 
terra Anna, and our first greeting was, “ You 
are announced to preach to-night in the Cen 
tenary Church.” We hastened to the house 
of oar generous host, Mr. Renfrew, and were 
happy soon to find ouraelve. once again in tbe 
sanctuary. It was a real pleasure to offer the 
Gospel ot Miration to ao attentive audience. 
It wan arranged that we should take tbe Mon­
treal steamer on Monday afternoon, so that tbe 
morning was devoted to the famous fortress 
and neighbourhood of this historic place. We 
visited the Plains of Abraham, where so many 
years ago the late of a whole continent wu de­
cided, and tbe spot where Wolfe tell victorien.. 
A youthful soldier from the old country con­
ducted ns over tbe citadel, from which a mag­
nificent view is obtained. He pointed out the 
war ship BcUerophoa, which majestically lay in 
tbe river, emphatically calling it tbe “ Billy 
Ruffin.” While we were gasing upon her, the 
following scene took place upon her deck in 
tbe presence ot some of our friends. Two 
American sight-seers went on board to inter­
view the passenger, and crew. One ol them, 
addressing an officer, said “ Are there any 
English nobles oo board—any dukes or lords P 
•• We have here member, of the nobility,” was 
the reply, “ tbe .oo. ot the English aristocra­
cy.” “ Let us roe them,” laid the Yankee 
visitor. On one of them being pointed out, 
the tiro democratic " stranger* ” walked round 
about him, apparently with the utmost curiosi­
ty to we whether be bad tbe same number ol 
arms and feet as ordinary mortals. We bad a 
pleasant voyage op the St. Lawrence, and 
reached Montreal tbe next morning at eight 
o'clock. Alter a hurried breakfast, we reach 
ad the depot in time for the Grand Trunk ex- 
prero tor Toronto. Railway travellers Iront 
London to Ezo’er will .mile at tbe exprero 
which took fifteen boor* to convey u. 380 
mile.. We pawed many points of Methodist 
hwtory, hot none on which we gaxed with 
greater interest than the little graveyard on 
the shore of Lake Ontario where lie the remains 
of good Barbara Heck. The knell ol tbe mid­
night hour introduced us to the rap idly-increas­
ing city ol Old York, hot now known by the 
more euphonious Indian name of Toronto. 
The General Conference commenced oa the 
morning of the 16lh in the magnificent Metro­
politan Church. Many of your English read­
ers would gaae with profound admiration upon 
this structure. There is no building in Metho­
dism, so tar as I know, for a moment to be 
compared to it. Mr. Spurgeon’s Tabernacle 
will bold more people, and Mr. Martin's chap­
el at Westminster may be as large, but neither 
ot them, not indeed any Nonconformist sanct­
uary in England, baa ao imposing an exterior, 
or is more perlect in its internal arrangements, 
lu acoustic properties are unexceptionable. 
Daring tbe Conference it has on serai al occa­
sions been crowded to excess, when tbe spec­
tacle was one of overpowering grandeur. As 
to the proceedings ol the Conference, I will 
•imply state a few facts, leaving nil personal 
opinions and judgments for soother time and

Slsce. The Rev. and venerable Dr. Egerton 
yeraon was elected President, and the Rev. 

Duncan D. Carrie, of the Eastern British 
American Conference, Secretary. Tbe mode 
of election is by ballot and majority vote. 
There were nearly 200 delegates present, half 
ol whom were ministers, and hell laymen. 
Alter the Conference was constituted by the 
eppointarants referred to, e Urge number of 
coomb it tees were appointed, on such subjects

as the following—vix., discipline, itinerancy, 
boundaries, publishing interests, minions, edu­
cation, A., A. Nearly every member of the 
Conference was appointed upon one or other 
ot these Committees. The vinous topics then 
brought before the Conference were remitted 
to those Committees to which they belonged, 
These Committees met during a portion of the 
day when the Conference was in session ; their 
reports and recommendations were afterwards 
submitted and debated, and the final decisions 
were arrived at in open Conference. The fol­
lowing among other «objects were discussed 
and decided. It was determined that tira de­
signation of the •• Methodist Conference of 
Canada” should in tutor* be need. An effort 
was made to extend the term of itinerancy 
from three years to four, hot was unsuccess­
ful. All the educational institutions et I 
Connexion were placed under one general sup­
ervision. Deputations wera appointed to visit 
the next British Conference, tbe Conferences 
ot tbe Methodist Episcopal Churches, North 
and South, Methodist Episcopal end Primitive 
Methodist Churches ot Canada. Various coo- 
nexionsl appoint ment* have been made The
venerable Dr. Wood wee re-elected Missionary 
Secretary, and the Rev. Alexander Sutherland, 
Assistant Secretary. The Rev. S. Rose was 
re-appointed Book Steward, sod the Rev. E. 
H. Dewart, Editor of tbe Christian Guardian. 
Some of the public services demand special 
note. One evening wu devoted to missions, 
another to Methodist psalmody, another to the 
reception of representative* from other Confer­
ences, and a fourth to a welcome g* bermg— 
i. a , a welcome by the ministers and trieoda of 
Toronto to the delegates from various parts of 
tbe Dominion. Representative» from tin vari­
ous Conferences of Canada, Eastern British 
America, end Newfoundland, including tbe 
late Conference of the New Connexion In 
Canada, were present. A rich repast was pro­
vided hy tbe Toronto friunds, after which a 
public meeting was held, which was is every 
sense a great «noces». Ou the following morn­
ing a simple hearted brother Irom the Emerald 
Isle called upon me at Dr. Ryeraon’a house. 
He began by saying that he bad nothing par­
ticular to communicate to me, but he would 

like to know bow I enjoyed the wedding sup­
per the previous evening.” Oo observing my 

■It ot com préhension, he said. “ You know. 
Sir, the Old Methodist» and New Methodists 
were married yesterday, and we had tbe wed­
ding supper last night at the Metropolitan 
Church.” He again marked my duloees, and 
thought it wise to torn to another topic 

How, Sir,” said he, " is Mr. Arthur?” I 
conveyed to him the pleasing intelligence of 
Mr. Arthur’s improved health, when be anx­
iously inquired, "Do you think be will ever 
be sent out to Canada as a representative ?” I 
observed that it would be a great gratification 
to us if he could come, but that be could not 
be spared from England joet at present. My 
friend then gave me a piercing look ; be took 
tbe exact gauge ot my hiegbl and bulk; a 
shade passed over bis face, be drew a heavy 
sigh, and said despondingly, " I doubt be is 
not big enough to be root out to Canada.” I 
never felt so much tbe importance ol being 6 
feet 10 inches high, and 225R». iu weight.

VISIT TO THK IXDtasa.
It was our cherished desire to roe something 

of our mission work in Canada. Through the 
kindness of a brother minister, arrangements 
were made lor a trip to the Rice Lake and 
Alderrille Stations. We realised to their ful­
lest extent tbe vicissitudes of travel. Leaving 
oar homes at six o'clock a.m. on Thursday, the 
24th, we hastened to the Grand Trank Station 
for tbe early train. It iras, however, nearly 
half-past eight before we left. On reaching 
Port Hope, two hours and a half behind the 
time, we found that the the train for Peterbo- 
oogh had been long despatched. Having five 
hoars to wait for tbe next train, we hired a 
“ buggy,” and drove to Coboorg to visit our 
noble educational institution, tbe Victoria Col­
lege, and to spend some melancholy moments 
in the cemetery, two miles outside the city 
We returned to Port Hope in time tor the train 
lor Peterborough, and were coolly informed 
that a special pic-nie bad taken tbe passenger 
car in another direct km, and that if we went it 
must be in the lumber van. There was no al­
ternative, so that we had a ride for more than 
thirty miles in primitive style. To make tbe 
thing e little more ludicrous, not to say vexa­
tions, on tbe ticket was printed in Urge type, 
’First-class.’ I need not My that tbe first class 
tars was charged. We passed through a wild 
and barren waste, gaxing for miles upon charred 
timber and unsightly stamps, with here and 
there a very humble ‘ shanty ’ to toll the track 
was not without inhabitants. We found Peter­
borough a Urge and thriving city'. A ge 
old supernumerary, who kindly welcomed ns to 
hi» house for hall an hoar, told at that wheo 
be first entered the place, thirty-five years ago, 
there were only two small stores, the stock of 
whUh he could easily have carried upon 
back. There are now two Urge Methodist 
churches, and, under tbe vigorous euperinton- 
dency of Bro. Charles Fish, a third is content 
plated, which u to rival even the Metropolitan 
ittoll. The Rev. R. Brooking, who bad been 
waiting for oa seven weary boors, then drove 
ns over fifteen miles to his hoepitobW home at 
Hiawatha, on the shores ol Rice Lake. It i 
a beautiful moonnigbt night ; the road through 
the forest was excellent ; the noue of the 
vehicle was broken only by the croaking of the 
Irogs or tbe chirping ot the cicada. It may be 
well to «tote a tact in natural history for the 
benefit ol my young English friends. This lit­
tle lively creature belongs to tbe cricket species. 
Its song is produced by the friction of its tail 
oo the smooth surface of tbe body. The noue 
is something between the horn of e bird nod the 
chirp at the crickfct and the croak ot • frog, 
and when thousands of them join in chorus the 
music is uproarious. It I remember »n early 
school-boy lesson correctly, some Greek author 
states that the noise is confined altogether to 
tira male iasset, which he naively congratulates 
oe the possession at a silent wile. We ram 
ed Hiawatha at half-past tea. and were sorry 
to find that a congregation of Indiana had been 
waiting in the church for more than’two boors.

It was arranged, however, to rond a messen­
ger announcing the cause ol our detention, and 
•ommooing them to the church for the next 
evening. We retired to real weary and thank­
ful, and prepared early the next morning 1er 
our visit to AldervilU.

Nine o'clock found us on the lake under the 
guidance and strong arm of Mr Brooking The 
bout carried oa some distance from the shore; 
the scene was inspiring. The whole village 
was bathing in the morning sunlight, while tbe 
srhite Mission House and tbe shining spire ot 
the Mission Church occupied tbe central posi­
tion. As ire crossed the lake tbe water was 
beantifnlly calm, and the sir exquiastelr balmy. 
The lake is 21 miles tong, and in several places
it is 10 mike wit lit
fact that several thousand of scree of nee planta 
grow upon it. These is a little controversy as 
to whether the produce ol the lake belongs to 
•ha Indiras who live oo its banks ; bat practi­
cally the rien is theirs, tor no partie» can ao 
dexterously mop the harvest. The crops were 
ready about a fornight before oar vwit, when 
nrorly all the Indians of Hiawatha went in their 
canoes to the scene of action. They paddle 
among tbe rie» bed* and expertly crush the 
grain out of the ear over the aide ol the cano>. 
leaving the plant it tell, which is from 10 to 14 
feet high, in the water for tbe next year’s growth.

Alter three boar* hard rowing Mr. Brooking 
brought us to the landing place on the other sitin' 
of the lake. We bracked the boat and hid the 
oars in the brushwood, and proceeded on foot 
We found oe twelves five miles Item Alderville ; 
the rays ol the ran beat upon ns with noontide 
strength, and oar prospects were not cheering. 
Obrarving, however, a Canadian fsrm-boow 
on the summit above oa, we made tor it, and 
found to our joy that it was occupied by a 
Methodist family. Mr. and Mrs. Sherwin 
were them selves from home, but the kind- 
hearted daughter, who had charge ol the 
hooro, cared lor us. A span of horses was 
provided, and the eldest son, William Bram- 
well by name, drove oa in primitive style 
through the forest. On nearing the settlement 
we came upon the Indian graveyard, in tbe cen­
tre of which lie, well guarded, the remains of 
Father Case, a celebrated Indian missionary 
of Canada.

We were received at the mission bouse with 
affectionate attention. A message was sent 
over to good John Sunday, and in a few minutes 
we entered tbe boura of the grand old Ojibo- 
way chief. We should not in England regard 
his dwelling exactly raa palace, but it is looked 
upon as such because ot tira grand old ruler 
who dwells within. As might have been ex­
pected, he looks much older than when we last 
saw him in an English Missionary meeting. His 
fine form is now bending beneath the weight of 
age, and his sight has become dim, but.his heart 
seems as young and as fresh as ever. He re­
ceived us with grant affection because ot the 
country and the Conference from which we 

ira- Ho entered into lively conversation 
about the people and the places in the old land. 
There had not been e day. be raid, in all there 
intervening yoara, to which he had not thought 
of and prayed for us, and he once again ebook 
bands with ue all in his heart. He seemed to 
know all about the doings of the Conference at 
Toronto, and expressed the highest gratifies 
tioo at the proposed union of the different 
Methodist bodies to Canada. By a process 
which I most not stay to es plain be made out 
hi» age to be wveoty-aight. He introduced us 
to hie aged wile and grandchildren ; and after 
prayer, in which he heartily reined, we laid 
• Good-bye’ to this most worthy man, whom 
wo do not expect again to see till the morning 
of the resurrection. If your readers will not 
be too inquisitive, either before or after our re­
turn to England. I wiU toll them that Mr 
Coretorth and myself took a present to Father 
Sunday and hie house bold. I must not rai 

hat it was, tor fear of encouraging a bad 
English habit. I may say. however, that many 
ot my temperance friends would not object to 
it. And certainly John Sunday did not. Many 
ot our friends told us that he will remember 
us for days and weeks to come. After several 
inquiries concerning the mission work at Alder­
ville, we retnraed to Hiawatha to time for the 
evening service. About one hundred persons 
assembled in the church, meet of whom were 
Indians. Mr. Corn forth gave to them an ear­
nest address oa tbe subject of personal religion, 
•nd'spoke for a little while on Acta a. 84: ‘Of 
a troth I perceive that God ia no respecter ol 
persons, hot in every nation he that teareth 
God and worketh righteousness is accepted ol 
him.’ They were attentive throughout the ser­
vice. The singing usas measured, shrill and 
weird. They seemed to prefer the swlaocholy 
airs, the effect of which of oe nr own mind 
was very touching. After the public 
Mr. and Mrs. Brooking invited the converted 
Indians to a lovefeast to tbe Mission-boose 
About twenty-five attended, of whom eight or 
ten briefly and modestly related their expe­
rience. They were chilly old men and women 
who spoke, and all expressed their thankfulness 
that the Gospel had been sent amongst them 
I should say that before tbe public service the 
children ot the school gathered in the mission 
garden, and rang while we were at tea several 
hymns and songs. Both of ns went ont to them. 
One gave them a brief address, and the other, 
who was tar more popular, distributed as many 
sweets among them aa made their dark faces 
glisten for Ike whole of the evening. We left 
the place and the people on the following morn­
ing, deeply impressed with the reality and eras 
grandeur, of the work which God has wrought 
to these latter days sarong this degraded race.

I must clow with a brief rslereece to the 
proceedings ot to-day. We left Hamilton this 
morning to see the world-famed Foils of Niag­
ara. I have looked upon them several times 
before, but they never looked more majestic 

in to day. All the poetry ol my I 
broke loose, aad ha was to aestastos. I shall 
aot attempt to give any description of what is 
•imply iadtocrihahlo.

This evening I hero paid a hurried visit to 
the Children’s 
my friend Mr.

I may say as to the " Home ” itself, that the 
property was purchased at a cost ol $10,000, 
about $5000 having been subscribed during tbe 
visit ol tbe Rev. T. B. Stephenson in 1872 
Tbe pr'perty consists ol seven and a half acres 
of rich garden land, pleasantly situated, in the 
extreme limits ol the city. An sere and a hall 
ia tastefully laid oot with laws, avenue, and 
shade trees ; there is an orchard ol about two 
and a half acres, bearing some of the choicest 
Irait in the neighbourhood, and tbe remainder 
ot the land ia worked as a market garden Tbe 
buildings consist ol a large bnck boose, which 
will be used as a school and officers’residence ; 
a brick cottage, to be used as a dormitary for 
girls; and spacious outbuildings, which have 
beau made capable ol reeeivn* aad training 
100 children, to addition to affording a house 
to those who are sick or changing situations. 
Nearly 200 children are already provided with 
comfortable homes to Canada. The younger 
of these children are sent out to farmers and 
others who can satisfy the Committee as to 
•heir fitness to accept the charge, and receive 
clothing and schooling in return for their ser­
vices. Those trained to farm work or domes­
tic service receiveNfages varying from 3 dol­
lar) to 6 dollars per month, according to age 
and ability. Employers are required to pur­
chase tbe necessary clothing, Ac., and remit 
the balance of wages to Jane and December, 
together with a report on tiro conduct ot the 
child. This money is placed to the credit ot 
tiro child to a ravings bank, end handed back 
whenever it is thought » proper nro will be 
made of it.

For the party of fifty children just brought 
over by Mr. Stephenson 250 applications were 
waiting at the Home, many ol them from war 
of the most respectable and truly Christian 
families in the Dominion.

Permit me to conclude by expressing a hope 
that my London brethren and friends are mak­
ing the best arrangements lor sermoee and 
meetings this year on behalf of the Metropoli­
tan Chapel Building Fund.

CANADIAN METHODISM.

Our neighbors of the “ Dominion ” hive 
been in council, and the results are before tbe 
religions public. With them the prevailing 
tendencies were toward autonomy, unification, 
and a more thorough organisation ; and vith 
due respect for the body located chiefly in On­
tario, and calling itself • Methodist Episcopal,’ 
it is evident that the body lately in session at 
Toronto is really the representative one ot Ca­
nadian Methodism, extending territorially 
from Newfoundland westward to tbe Pacific, 
all along oar entire Northern border. 
And now, to its history, tbe Methodism of that 
vast country becomes individualised, with its 
proper conditions and institutions. As thus or­
ganised, this newest type ol our great denom­
inational family ia worthy ol tbe more espeeia* 
notice aa embodying tbe latest and most 
thoroughly considered ecclesiastical ideas. 
These as settled by them, embrace especially, 
(1.) The concurrent action of minister» and 
laymen in the higker councils of the Church’ 

’hich in some term, ia demanded by the 
spirit of the ago,” and which, if properlr 

regulated, is cheerfully accepted on all bands. 
(2.) Singleness of ministerial order, without 
grades or degrrts of character. Every minis­
ter is aa such, the equal of every other In min­
isterial standing, just as under our democratic 
political institutions each citiseo ia the peer of 
the other. (8.) Tbe union of local self-gov­
ernment, to its annual conferences, with a com­
mon bond of onion in its quadrennial General 
Conference, sufficiently strong to insure tbe 
harmonious co-operatiou ol tbe various parts 
with each other, and the vigyrous action ot the 
whole denomination to its consolidated unity.

As a whole, this newest cast ot an active 
ecclesiastical system in Methodism strikes ns 
very favorably. Its weakest point will, per­

ns. be found in its lack of a general and 
local enperin tendency, to serve at once as a 
perpetual and living bond of union, and as an 
ever-present supervisory power in all the de­
partments ot 'be Church's work. Our ideal of 
a Methodist Church would agree in theory 
with that adopted by our Canadian brethren, 
with the addition of something ot oar own epis­
copacy. (without anv ol its prelaev.) by which, 
in its practical workings, tbe effectiveness ol 
the whole might be advanced. We heartily 
wish oar friends of the “Dominion” God­
speed upon their grant mission, and doubt not 
that the ecclesiastical organism which they 
have instituted aad set in operation will he to 
their Methodism whet the Methodist Episcopal 
Chord) ia to the Methodism ot this country— 
the chief central body, which most draw all 
others to itself.—N. Y. Advocate.

At Grafton St. op Tuesday evening we 
had the largest audience ever assembled 
there on a missionary occasion. Hon. Mr. 
Shannon introduced the speakers with a 
speech of very appropriate illustration and 
argument. Mr. Sutherland gave a com­
prehensive representation of our Mission­
ary fields and interests. Fluent, terse, 
direct and practical, hie speech made a 
good impression. Mr. McDougall won all 
hearts and almost transformed this much 
feasted audience into such an one as Mr. 
McDonald subaequently described, when 
he spoke of having addressed an Indian 
congregation till twelve o’clock at night, 
and then having been urged to begin and 
go over it all again. Mr. McDougall and 
his work will henceforth live in the affec­
tions and prayers of our people. Rev. 
Geo. Grant, À.M., came “ to say ditto to 
Mr. McDougall’s speech." But he did 
vastly more. This one speech would have 
stamped him a consummate orator. An 
incomparable figure, and marvelously well 
worked out, was that in which he combat­
ted the prejudice that we had severed oor 
connection with the English Missionary 
Committee. There was no severance be 
asserted. They bad merely said to us :—
“ The world is our parish. We will go 
out by the East, taking the Islands of the 
Pacific on our way. We will strike the 
Pagan Continent and pierce to its very 
heart. You go out by the West, permea­
ting the Tribes and Emigrants as yon go 
with the leaven of Christianity. Beyond 
Vancouver's you will stretch your missions 
to the opposite Japan, and having met us 
in the centre of the eastern hemisphere, we 
will shake hands over a girdled world.” 
Mr. Grant did us immense good, 'and we 
are sure his own soul was well repaid for 
his visit to us. Mr. McDougall and he 
were renewing a friendship which was be­
gun on the Saskatchewan, and hie testi­
mony to the benefits of the North West 
Mission was powerful .and complete.

Mr. McDonald closed with an earnest, 
persuasive address. His methodical genius, 
but above all, his thorough consecration to 
the cause of God and Missions, has had a 
very marked effect for good upon our 
people.

The collection at Grafton St. was over 
9400, and the total with subscriptions at 
that one meeting, amounted to 91900 and 
upward.

SUNDAY SERVICES.

Very admirable, it wonld not be wrong 
to say model sermons were preached in the 
pulpits of our city churches last Sunday.

The pulpit of Brunswick St., was occu­
pied by the Rev. Gervase Smith, M.A., 
Secretary of the British Conference, and 
delegate from the British Conference to the 
recent General Conference at Toronto. Mr. 
Smith physically is the typical Englishman, 
with the strength and sturdiness which 
mark his race, but with a pure genuine 
glow of feeling pervading bis utterances.

The three first verses in the Epistle to 
Hebrews were read as the text. After re­
ferring to the authorship and the structure 
of the Epistle, Mr. Smith said that the 
opening passage was the key to the whole 
Epistle. The ministry of Christ was con­
trasted with the ministry of angels and of 
men, the only agencies previously employ­
ed in communicating the Divine will to 
our world. In this comparison the human 
representatives selected were Moses the 
great Prophet and Aaron the High Priest. 
The great doctrines of the passage were 
the Divinity of Jesus and mediatorial 
work. The whole chapter was a noble 
argument for the true and proper divinity 
of the second person of the glorious Trini­
ty. He could only, however, in the dis­
course attempt to deal with the mediatorial 
aspect of the subject. This was emphasised 
in the last clause, “ when he had by Him­
self purged our sins, eat down on the right 
hand of the Majesty on High.” There 
were two great thoughts here presented ; 
the sacrifice and the attitude of the Son of 
God. 1. The sacrifice woe really offered. 
Jesus died. The testimony in attestation 
of this fact was irrefragable. 2 The 
sacrifice was voluntary. It was freely 
offered, and this constituted its fitnesr and 
efficiency. 8. It was substitutional. In 
our language, as in all languages, the idea 
of substitution was expressed. The Eng­
lish word was for, “ He suffered just for 
the unjust, Ac." The whole doctrine of 
sacrifice, as it is set forth in Scripture, and 
also the bearing of this doctrine upon

been taught that no ch urch was wholly I faith and practice were exhibited in a most 
Christian which lived for itself only ; that ' ' ^
to live and prosper,a denomination must be 
aggressive,—must do its full share in evan­
gelising the world. Besides, ours has been 
pre-eminently a missionary church. Metho­
dism itself was a grand Home Mission or­
ganization, and its first strength and wealth 
were employed in'reaching after the souls 
of men perishing in heathenism. We have 
had more of the romance, poetry, adven­
ture, conflict and conquests of missions than 
any other church since Christ's commis­
sioned disciples went abroad among the 
nations. In all this enthusiam we of tbe 
Maritime Provinces have largely shared.
Taking into our hearts those noble servants 
of the Lord who left home for foreign 
fields, we wept, grieved, rejoiced and tri­
umphed with them in their extraordinary 
experiences. WhiU but a mission itself, 
our territory has been contributing liberal­
ly to the noble work of recUiming heathen 
countries to the Saviour.

There was in it more 
of pathos and greater variety in illustra­
tion. Tbe Son of God, the Saviour of the 
world having accomplished His sacrificial 
work, sat down. When Stephen tbe first 
martyr of the Christian Church, suffered 
death to make the overwhelming interest 
ot the occasion, Jesus rose up, but with 
one or two exceptions tbe attitude of the 
Redeemer in glory was that of sitting.
1. The place ot honour, around the king 
chief ministers stand. The right band seat 
is reserved for the heir to tbe throne.
2. Repose, He sat down. An attidude of 
calm expectation..^ In opposition to his 
rule the passions of men may angrily rage, 
but He eitteth in the heavens.—Does not 
rise up to quell the tumult. 8. Advocacy, 
He liveth to make intercession. The me­
mentoes of Calvary live ever before the 
throne. Upon the throne of grace Jeeos 
would sit until mediatorial work was ac­
complished and then he would exchange it 
for the throne of judgment.

The outline we have attempted to give 
is very meagre It may, however, indicate 
the course followed by the preacher on 
Sunday morning. It would not be possible 
to convey, in a brief notice, the impression 
ot the sermon as a whole, the fulness of 
statement, the richness of exposition, the 
light which at times a single sentence would 
flash upon a whole field of thought.

In the evening instead of the usual ser­
mon in Brunswick St., a sacramental ser­
vice was held, at which Mr. Smith deliver-

under the influence of civilisation and of 
Christianity. We could not bat feel in lis­
tening to bis thrilling narratives of the 
Indian settlements and Christian churches, 
of the respect with which missionary pio­
neers have inspired the native tribes, for the 
British name and for the British flag, that 
we might well feel honoured in being per­
mitted to participate in such a work. The 
failure of missions to the Micmacs in these 
provinces had rendered some ot us some­
what incredulous in regard to Indian mis­
sions, and we cannot hot thank God that 
the Gospel has so far elevated thousands 
of the dusky children of the forest, as to 
prepare them for honourable places in tbe 
civilisation and enterprise of this new 
nation.

It was impossible to listen to Bro. Mc­
Dougall without being impressed with bis 
eminent fitness for this great work. Gen­
tle and unostentatious io manner, but keen, 
shrewd, and practical, with a noble enthu­
siasm in his work, and so contagious bas 
been tbe missionary spirit of this noble 
man that the hearts of many who listened 
to him beat and pulsated in warmest sym­
pathy with the project of pushing on fron­
tier work, and of making provision for the 
opening fields on the great North-west, a 
territory so vast that we were given to un­
derstand from it six Provinces as large as 
Ontario might be lormed. When the ap 
peal was made for men, as well as for 
means, to reinforce tbe mission, Bro. Mc­
Dougall might have almost had hie choice, 
the case bad been persistently pressed, if 
the brethren in the ministry who listened 
to him. Men for the missions for the Church 
of Canada I yes, we shall have them in the 
future. We should be ashamed of our 
Christianity, if with such a work, and pos­
sibilities so grand, we hesitated in respond­
ing to appeals. If some of us are too old 
or wanting in stamina, then if God will 
we shall rejoice to give our children.

The address of Bro. Sutherland was just 
what we should expect from the Secretary 
of Missions ; lucid in exposition of princi­
ples and masterly in its marshfllling of facts. 
There has never been a doubt in my 
nciud as to the adaptation of Methodism to 
the world unless Scotland and Scotchmen 
were an exception ; but here strange to 
say was a deputation, the most magnificent 
in its pertonell that has ever come to the 
Lower Provinces, in any department of 
Methodist work, made up exclusively of 
Scotchmen. Never again shall we doubt 
the adaptation of Methodism to the Ncrth 
British people. We have no desire to de 
plele the Presbyterian Churches, but we 
should like thoroughly Scotch ministers 
and laymen increased in every part of onr 
Conference work, not by addition but by 
multiplication,—a principle of increase sug­
gested by some one at tbe Grafton St., 
Meeting in relation .to Funds. Well, about 
the Financial results. We should be glad 
to speak with certainty, unfortunately in 
Brunswick St., the “ slips ” did not come 
back with the plates as one could have 
wished. The whole thing was uew and 
not well understood.

The number of munificent contributors 
in this congregation has in various ways 
been greatly reduced. We have also to 
sustain our extending mission churches, 
both io the erection and enlargement of 
suitable buildings, and for the support of 
agencies, involving this year an amount 
at least equal to that which appears in tbe 
Report, and essentially tbe same kind of 
work as that for which contributions are 
now asked. Bat this noble church has 
still a number of friends both able and will­
ing to give ; and we have a band of young 
men devoted to the extension of the woik 
of God and in proportion to their means, un­
surpassed in Christian liberality. We shall 
at least equal the amount raised for both 
Funds last year and make up at any rate 
our proportion of the required increase.

Mr. Editor,—A few days sines I had 
the great pleasure of welcoming to this 
section of the Dominion the Rev. Alex. 
Sutherland, one of the General Missionary 
Secretaries ; tbe Rev. Geo. McDougall onr 
hereto and indefatigable mi 
the North west, and Chairman of the 
Saskatchewan District ; and John McDon­
ald Esq of Toronto—the general Treasurer 
of the Missionary Society—a gentleman 
whose name is a household word in the 
homes of Christian Methodism—because 
of hie eminently liberal and tong continued 
devotion to the interests of oor Church.

As many of your readers are aware, 
these gentlemen constitute tbe Missionary 
Deputation appointed by tbe" General Con­
ference to visit the Conference of Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick end Prince 
Edward Island. These honoured and be­
loved Brethren were in vigorous health and 
enthusiastically impatient to commence that 
series of earnest, eloquent, and effective ap­
peals they are expected to present to the 
Methodists of these Provinces, in behalf ol 
the noble Missionary Society of the Metho­
dist Choreh of Canada, embracing within its 
regards the length and breadth of this great 
Dominion of ours—together with New­
foundland, the Bermudas and the recently 
established mission ia Japan.

We bail this appointment of the General 
Conference with high satisfaction. To our 
view it is bright with happiest augury for 
our Methodistic future.

In this effort to secure co-operative ac­
tion in this great work of Evangelism—in 
which the East and the West shall have a 
common responsibility and a common 
glory—we see the best means for giving 
practical effect to that unity of sentiment 
already embodied in onr grand organisa­
tion—and, “ is there not a cause ?*' The 
Mission work to be done by our Choreh is 
vast in extent and growiogty imperious in 
its demands. Io the columns of the Daily 
Recorder, publiehel at Toronto, during tbe 
services of the General Conference, there 
appeared an article—in which were tbe 
following paragraphs, vix.

In the Bittern portion of our Dominion 

also, an arduous and important work is laid 
upon the heart and conscience of our eh arch 
—to confront tbe most colossal, compact and 
well-organised system of papal superstition on 
tbe face ot tbe earth.

puions system already bolds in fee a large 
portion of onr country, and is seeking to con­
trol the religious future of those fair and fer­
tile provinces of tbe West. Tbe religions 
and political diffuiences of Methodists have 
too often prevented then exerting their due 
influence oo the destiny of the country. But 
Romanists, at tbe dictate of an astute and far- 
seeing hierarchy, have acted as a unit to make 
their polities! influence tbe servant of their 
religions seel. To enlighten that spiritual 
ark ness, to instruct the secular ignorance, to 

overcome inveterate prejudice, to carry the 
pnerative power of tbe Gospel to hearts and

of the venerable Dr. Ryersoo ; he 
had often expressed a wish to see him io 
the chair of our Annual Conference, and 
yet from the semi-secular relation be occu­
pied, even that seemed doubtful—he little 
thought that be was reserved for the higher 
position he now so appropriately is elected 
to fill. I believe the one feeling with his 
brethren in the West is that he is the right 
man in the right place.

It was hot a fitting tribute for the Church 
to elevate to the chair of her first Quadren­
nial Conference, and the first Conference 
in which her laity were elevated to a par 
with her ministry in matters of legislation, 
one who seemed to unite both elements in 
bis own person, and to whom tbe whole 
country was under the deepest obligation 
for the religious status ot our Church and 
deliverance from subjection to the hierarchy 
of a Body which sought to parcel Canada 
out for herself, to monopolize all her relig­
ious revenues,and tp treat all other Churches 
as mere sects. In his election, too, there 

imed to be the recognition of education 
as the band-maid of piety. It was the coro­
nation of Learning as represented in the 
person of the Chief Superintendent of Edu­
cation in the Province by the hand of the 
Church of which be has been for so many 
years a distinguished member and minister. 
Our first personal acquaintance with the 
Doctor began at the Loudon Conference of 
1855. We weft present there, to be for 
the first time recognized as an humble mem­
ber of its body, and among those who 
stood with us io the ordination class were 
some who have since become men of note, 
such as Dewart, our Editor, Shaw, Chair­
man of Toronto, Dickson aud others. Well, 
Dr. Ryersoo was there too, soekiug re-ud 
mission. There had been prejudice against 
him—he bad been misunderstood by his 
brethren, and his very loyalty to Metho­
dism questioned, and under a cloud of 
temptation he bad hastily withdrawn a year 
previously from the ministerial ranks ol his 
Church. But with a zeal that shamed 
many who bad been prejudiced against him, 
he had shown during his retirement into 
the ranks of the laity, such devoted at­
tachment to Methodism io all her ordi­
nances, and more especially his high appre­
ciation of the class meeting as a means of 
grace, that, with hearty unanimity his 
brethren received him back again, and 
from that moment prejudice rapidly gave 
way, and the esteem aud love of his broth 
ren twined around him, with stronger and 
stronger embrace. And none rejoice more 
than your correspondent over his elevation to 
the highest position of honour, to which the 
Church has ever raised one of her sons 
We have known him io private life. Genial, 
never puffed up, accessible to the humblest 
and with happy faculty placing himself on 
a par with you, he entertains you hour 
after hour with instructive couversalion.

The third son of Colonel Ryersoo a U, 
E. Loyalist—be was born on tbe family 
homestead—in the long point country aud 
owed as did bis three brothers, John 
William and Emory, their attachment to 
Methodism to the influence of their mother 
and the periodical visit of early itinerants 
of Methodism. He studied tbe elements of 
the classics by fastening the grammar to 
hie plow. Mastering their difficult roots 
and conjugations while cultivating the 
rough soil of tbe newly made farm, bis 
perseverance, has crowned not only himself 
but hie country with blessings. In later 
years when oppressed with summer heat 
wearied with the cares and duties of « 
very responsible office and greatly needing 
quiet and recreation, be was wont every 
summer to re.ire for a few months to the 
neighbourhood where his boyhood was 
spent. It was there that we met him. If 
your readers will take a map of Ontario 
they will discover a long tongue of laud 
stretching ont into Lake Erie, called Long 
Point. It is a sandy beach, covered with 
bush, and abounding with game, and great 
|y resorted to for tbe purpose of recreation 
and sport. Close by it is a little island 
named after the old Colonel ; Ryersoo 
island, it is now owned by the doctor. 
Upoo it be bas erected by his own hands 
msuoly, a little house and furnished it with 
books, and when in need ot quiet some 
times rowing himself all the way in a self 
constructed boat from bis home in Toronto, 
be retires thither alternating bis employ­
ment between composing books of History 
and amusing himself and providing his own 
larder with fish and wild fowl. Emerging 
on Sunday from his retreat, to surprise 
some rustic preacher with bis presence aud 
delight tbe congregation by accepting an 
invitation to preach to them. Hard by the 
island on the main land is a beautiful 
country church in whose yard reposes 
the sacred dust of his sainted mother, and 
along side of her grave is a spot reserv­
ed, and selected to be the final reeling place 
of the doctor himself. We remember 
vividly the first occasion when he thus sur­
prised and delighted us in that church—he 
took for bis text the oue word in Horn 8 
17. “ Hein." As be went on with his ser­
mon, and began to speak of those *• heirs ” 
already inheriting the rest of the saints— 
from tbe window of the church he caught 
eight of the place where rested the compan­
ions of bis youth, and of the grave whose 
cherished memories was to him most 
sacred—and of the place where be hoped

not disposed to alter what was unnecessary 
or to legislate where legislation was not 
demanded. The entire church hail the 
reappointment of our Editor, Rev. E. II 
Dewart, be is exceedingly popular in his 
position as he was previously as a preacher 
and the Guardian under hie able manage­
ment aided by the pc-operation of our Book 
Steward, has become a power in our 
country, second to no religious journal, 
aud with the valuable aid he is now to re­
ceive from tbe Assistant Editor, promises 
to be one of tbe l>e«t ecclesiastical weekly 
Journals on the Continent. We congratu­
late the Missionary Society on the appoint­
ment of the Rev. Alexander Sutherland as 
its Secretary ; yet young comparatively in 
the ministry he has won for himself a very 
high place in the esteem of bis brethren, 
and has been repeatedly elected to fill some 
of the most responsible offices in the church. 
Twice Secretary of Conference, Co-repre­
sentative to the American General Conter- 
ence, Pastor of our first churches, projec­
tor and Editor of tbe Magazine “ Earnest 
Christianity," he has proved himself to be 
a most enterprising aud successful man in 
every position. His official visit to your 
provinces I am sure will secure lor himsell 
a wider respect, and for the cause he is so 
well able to represent a still deeper sympa­
thy and more extended liberality.

Our land is resounding with work for the 
Master. Leaving Conference matters, bre 
thren are devoting themselves to revival 
services, and the exceptionally liue weather 
aud the beautiful roads are affording a good 
opportunity for their successful prosecution.

Our Provincial Sabbath School Associ­
ation have just held their Annual Couyen■ 
tiou in the town of Brantford, and elected 
Judge Jones, with whom you must have be­
come acquainted in the General Confer­
ence, as its President for the present year 
The town itself, tbe capital of oue ot our 
largest and wealthiest agricultural coun­
ties, wa* named after tbe famous Indian 
King “ Brant,” who formerly ruled over 
that section, aud gave the first deeds to the 
settlers. It is situated on the high banks 
of the Grand River of the West, contains 
about niue thousand inhabitants, and can 
boast of two baudsome Methodist Churches, 
aud is a busy mart of enterprise. Several 
eminent American workers attended the 
Convention aud contributed greatly to its 
success. The statistics show that Metho­
dism in this province, is in advance of any 
other church in its Sunday school work. 
In the same town our London Conference 
is to assemble in June next. Our “Lou­
don ’’ has recently held its “ Western 
Agricultural Show," attended by more than 
20,000 visitors, it is an important rival to 
the Provincial Exhibition. The latter babe 
resolved to hold their next show for the 
first time in the capital ot the Dominion, 
Ottawa. Our Wesleyan friends in London 
have recently dedicated a very fine adjunct 
to their first church—a Lecture Hall, said 
to be the largest and most conveniently ar­
ranged of auy building of the kind in the 
province. Our Episcopal Methodist friends 
are showing a large amount of enterprise 
in the way of building new and elegant 
churches. Oue of them was dedicated in 
the town of St. Thomas on Sunday last, 
where they had not a dozen members and 
no foothold at all, before June last. Their 
newly appointed Bishop Carman, assisted 
by some American divines, officiated, the 
result of the collections I have uot beard 
Having now two Methodist Churches, one 
Bible Christian and one Episcopal Meth 
odist, this little town ought surely to be cony 
a stronghold of Methodism Our new 
Ladies College situated at Whitby, within 
the bounds of the Toronto Conference, has 
opened its halls, and commenced its acade­
mic history encouragingly with forty pupils. 
Our College Agent, Rev J. H. Johnson, is 
meeting with his usual marvelous success, 
in canvassing for Victoria University, Co- 
bourg ; its seal, contributes 98,000. Surely 
that noble Institution, the Alina Mater of 
so many of our distinguished men, is yet 
destined to rise superior to all past embar­
rassments, to a position of independence 
aud even wealth, commensurate with its re 
quirements, aud the relation it hears to so 
numerous a church.

Three ol our brethren have recently 
fallen by death, and one baa left- ua for 
a Curacy iu the English Church. Twenty- 
two years ago I had the pleasure, oa 
a remote mission, of receiving into the
church a youog man of Scottish parentage ; 
he subsequently entered our ministry, and 
passed through a very honorable career, 
twice elected chairman. In the zenith of 
his manhood aud at the very threshold of 
honour, he, the Rev. William Hay, has left 
us to join the church above. Tbe Rev. 
Edward Harris was about the same age in 
tbe miuiatry, but your correspondent was 
not personally acquainted with him. Rev. 
Joshua Reynolds was oue of our senior" 
men, his continued life tor several years 
after we all thought him dying, surprised 
us more than bis death has dime.

Rev. John Gemley, who has recently 
joined the Episcopalians, was regarded 
among us as oue el" our princes. An elo­
quent preacher and a genial man. His 
proclivities for the church which be has 
now joined have been long known to hie 
brethreo. After he had filled with credit 
inauy of our most honourable stations aud 
offices, his brethren hoped to retain him iu 
their rauks by securing for him the office 
of Secretary of tbe Upper Canada Bible 
Society. Iu this they succeeded and lor 
live years be lias most successfully filled 
that place. It is with regret that we part 
with him, hoping that preferment awaits 
him aud that bis unquestioned talents and 
h|s piety may secure for bins much success 
and happiness in tbe future years of hit 
ministry.

LETTER FROM NEWFOUNDLAND-

IH:*a 8ir,—Believin’ tint infnrmati.n 
from the Home Mis-ion field j, 
welcomed by you. and feeling it n duty 
binding ou me to assist „« much ns possible 
in awakening icorensed interest lor Home 
Missions in the Church, 1 now attempt, 
though I find it some»list ol » cross, to 
give you a brief account ol liny mission, 
which was opened in the Straits ol Belie 
Isle Ibis year.

Iu answer to a petition from the iuhal.i- 
tauts ot I lower Cove, aud adjai-eut place-, 
a missionary was sent on here immediately 
after the close of the St. John's District 
meeting. There are but lew Wesleyan 
families on this side of the Straits, "sud 
perhaps not above five persons wIr> are suf­
ficiently anxious about their souls lu become 
members of our Society, yet most of the 
people appear to desire to have the G'«pel 
preached to them by a Missionary ol the 
Wesleyan Methodist Church.

With the exception of a few who came 
from the south of Newfoundland, tlieigre.it,-r 
part of the people in the S:rails, never, 
before this year, heard a Wesleyan Metho­
dist preacher, while some not "only never 
saw one, but have their minds so prejud-' 
iced by reports nfr the strange te.-tilis ot 
Methodist preaching, that they are leal.'v 
alraid Income and hear lor themselves, lest 
they should be so charmed as to be'drawn 
away from the church of their lathers, 
which to them ia uot ouly “ the church," 
but the “only church." Old bigotry ap­
pears to bave full possession of the mind- 
of a few who regard themselves a- good 
churchmen aud fancy they are good Chris 
tiaus. This shore cannot be conveniently 
visited, especially to the west wain uutil 
winter. Theu I trust, if spared, to lie en­
abled, io company with Bro. A. McGregor, 
to encompass tbe northern part of New­
foundland, while I will do my best to meet 
Bro. J. Hill iu the West.

The people as a whole are very Worldy 
minded, aud of course iuditfcreui to spirit­
ual, and careless about eternal things, yet 
sometimes I think 1 hear “ the sound ot a 
going in the tops of the mulberry trees," 
while the people under the preached word 
seem to bend before the presence of the 
Lord ol H*ta. I pray for and desire the 
soul converting power of the Holy Spirit, 
while I hope and expect to see scores of sin­
ners flocking to Jesus as doves to their 
windows, even iu this long neglected wil- 
deruesss We have organized two Sabbath 
schools which are in good working order, 
and bid fair to bo instrumental of much 
good. For the benefit of the children wo 
held a pic-nic in August, which was quite 
a new thing to most of the children u id 
also to many of their parents, but it w as 
none the less enjoyed lor being strange.

Owing to unexpected difficulties in con­
nection with the work ou this side the 
Straits, I did not visit the Labrador until 
late in August, when I spent six weeks in 
visiting along that coast, from Blanc Sab- 
Ion to Red Bay, and returned in the begin­
ning of this month. As Red Bay is Ilia 
ouly place in the Straits where we have • a 
people.’ -You can understand that I found 
my visit to that place truly pleasant and re­
freshing. j Elsewhere I felt as a stranger 
striving to win friends, there 1 felt at home, 
among a people, a large proportion of 
whom are children of God through the faith 
which is in Jesus. Alter staying over a 
week, during which time I visited the peo­
ple in their houses, aud spending two very 
agreeable, and I trust profitable, Sabbaths, 
1 left Red Bay and Visited from plane In 
place until I worked my way back to Bleue 
Sablon. In this work 1 met with no op­
position whatever, everywhere 1 was kind­
ly a ml hospitably received, my congrega­
tions were large for tbe number of residents 
io each place, while many expressed a de­
sire to have a Wesleyan minister stationed 
so that lie could visit them regularly 
throughout the year, and requested me to 
visit them as soon as possible.

LEAKS OF THE FARM.

We frequently enquire, says an exchange, 
of dairy farmers as we meet them, the amount 
of butter or milk their cows average per annum 
and it it very rarely they are able to fell. The 
capacity of different cows for better varies 
from 150 to 250 pounds in the year, and the 
smallest is by far the most common. The 
yield of milk varies from 1,600 to 8,000 
pounds per annum, and there are herds in the 
country returning their owners annually these 
figures. There is something, of course in 
management, but we believe this wide margin 
of difference it chiefly owing to the difference 
in the milking capacity of cows, a good eow 
costing no more to keep than a poor one.

That tamers who make dairying a 
should thus be unable to tell the average yield 
of their cows, and whether they are making a 
profit or lots out of them, is a leak in farm 
management, which would not be tolerated in 
any other kind of business. One, two, three 
or tour cows in a herd of 20 or 30 may be kept 
from year to year at a positive loss, and are 
continually weakening the average production 
of the whole. We bold that every eow should 
be subjected to an examination of whet she 
about. Her milk can very readily be measured 
the time she goes dry is easily arrived at, 
a memorandum made of it, and the richness of 
her milk, and whether she is adapted for butter, 
for cheese, or either, can be pretty accurately 
ascertained by a glass tube set on the 
piece or in the closet. 1 his should have a 
graduated scale, divided off into eighths 
tenths, to as to admit of ready comparison. A 
eow yielding a large amount of milk may, 
readily seen by the thickness of the cream ris­
ing in the tube, be a very poor butter eow, 
Though deficient in oil, it zuy, nevertheless, 
he very rich in caseine, indicating value for a 
eheese dairy, or the milk may be thick and 
watery, showing that the oow should go to the 
butcher.

FEEDING HOGS.

The feeding bogs for pork, waicb is more 
less the business of nearly every farmer, should 
be begun as early in this mouth as can he made 
convenient. The new eon being the chief, if not 
sole reliance for feeding, this matter it re 
likely to be delayed until it becomes quite con­
venient so gather a portion of that crop. This 
throws the necessary time for feeding into the 
cold weather of December, when it takes a 
much larger quantity of food to make the sat 
amount of flesh and fat. A certain portion of 
caloric it necessary to keep up the body, and 
when the atmosphere becomes cold, the carbon 
of the food, which would turn to tat, it burned 
out, to keep the animal comfortable, and an 
extra consumption is required to answer both 
purposes. Hence the necessity also for tight 
houses and comfortable bedding in severe 
weather. Hogs that have bad the run of a 
good pasturage without other food, will not 
fatten well in lets than five weeks : if not in 
very good condition when brought to the pen 
six weeks will not be too long a time. They 
should be confined, therefore, by the 20th of 
the month at latest.

For the greatest economy of food, close
ms, with floors a foot or more from the 

ground, should be used. These floors may be 
tight, but inclining a little in one direction, 
and sufficiently opened at one side to get rid 
of litter and manure. It we were fattening for 
home consumption and without the strictest re­
gard for economy, we should fatten in a small 
pasture with a running stream, providing only a 
shed for sleeping. There is great economy, 
both in grinding and cooking the food of fat­
tening hogs. A practical objection to it lies in 
the fact that our great article of food, Indian 
corn, is not sufficiently dry, when the season 
commences, to shell readily, and this circum­
stance, and our convenience at a busy period,
