Class Mesting.

Like the nations of the earth, each denomi-
nation of Christians has its peculiar features, and
forms of government. That for these peculiar-
ities a strong sttachment should be felt, is not
to be wondered at ; and iswery far from forming
s sufficient ground for the secusation of sectarian
bigotry. Sach an affection is rather to be com-
mended. While respect for the convictions of
others, aud brotherly love towards them is cher-
iahed, it is undoubtedly best that we should cor-
ially observe and uphold the doctrines and the
discipline of our respective churches. Every
man has a right to choose the society in which
he will enjoy the privileges of the Christian re-
ligion ; but s0 long as he makes that choice, he
is bound both by reason and scripture to abide
by the regulations which that society prescribes.
The adherence of those who wiil not conform
to the usages of their church, is but an element

it is considered to embody several important
principles of primitive Christianity. It is in op-
eration wherever Methodism has a being, snd is
the test of membership among us. We look
upon it as one of the great arteries of our sys-
tem, whereby not only our vitality is preserved,
but also the state of our spiritual health may be
_sscertained. Our heartiest supporters and our
most consistent Christisas are invariably found
to be the most regular and devout in attention
to class-meeting ; whils those who are negligent
of this duty, or who regard its exercises as bur-
densome, never, reflect much credit upon our
cause. Stability of character and growth in
grace are usually promoted by its means, and a
fitfal or unfrequent attendance upon it is an in-
variable indication of declension in piety.
Highly as we regard it, however, we are far
from placing it on a level with the ordinances of
Christ’s religion. The remark sometimes may
Jbave incautiously been made, that more profit
might be derived from this service, than from
any other means of grace. A special blessing
has undoubtedly often been found in this way,
bat it has been in connexion with other duties,
or as the result of privileges embraced elsewhere.
If the word preached is heard with fear and mix-
ed with faith ; if the emblems of the Saviour’s
love are humbly received, and if in a holy and
unreprovable life, the vows of that solemn occas-
ion are gratefully redeemed, then the review of
the class-meeting, its interchange of Christian
affection, its sympathy, its counsels, and its
prayers will be greatly enjoyed and satisfactorily
improved. But if, while the instructions of
right ss are despised, the ordinances of
God are forsaken, and the labours of love are
neglected, we endeavor to compensate for all, by
attendance on the class; or attempt to calm the
conscience or cheer the heart, which have justly
been distressed by attempting to participate in
the jovs of others, or in raising the persuasion
within our own breast that these comforts be-
long to us, we pervert a means of grace into one
of confusion and dismay. The more such efforts
succeed, the greater becomes our loss and self-

heart.. A joyful state of feeling is a good thing,
but it is far from being all that is necessary to a
right condition of heart. If the mind be kept
under the influence of God’s word and spirit, the
conscience will become increasingly wakeful and
tender, and its decisions will be delivered with
unswerving fidelity nd unequivocal gecuracy.
Emotion itself will then be properly regulated,
and with the best effsct will subserve the work-
ing out of our own salvation.

But while we avoid one extreme, in not im-
plicitly relying on the aid of the class, we ought
also to shun the other, and not regard it with in-
difference. Though conducive to the communion
of saints, it is no! merely a fellowship meeting.
It was instituted for the express purpose of as-
sisting thoge who desire to flee from the wrath
to come, in obtaining every blessing connected
with the power of godliness. Its grand design is
still unchanged, and, in effect, our first enquiry to
those who wish to avail themselves of this privi-
lege is, Do you desire to come under our discipline,
in order that you may be helped to make your
calling and election sure ? While therefore the
earnest seeker of salvation is eligible for admis-
sion, the professed Christian can suitably retain
his coanection with it only so long as he is wil-
ling to be watched over in love, to be corrected
as well as exhorted, and reproved, if need be, as
well as consoled. The class may meet at the ap-
pointed hour, and its exercises may be pleasing,
but unless the conscience has been fairly dealt
with, the ¢ exceeding sinfulness of sin” expo-
sed, and the principle of holy zeal strengthen-
ed and directed, the one great end of that meet-
ing has not been answered.

Mr. Wesley’s idea of this matter is thus clear-
ly expressed, “ Let each leader carefully enquire
how every soul in his class prospers ; not only
how each person observes the outward rules, but
how he grows in the knowledge ,and love of |
God.” The responsibilities which rest upon the
leader are very grave indeed. Are they always
well understood? Are they duly considered ? |
Our own observation would lead us to conelude
that the practice of enquiring, with any particu-
larity, how the respective souls in the class pros-
per, has almost fallen into disuse. Is it because
the class meeting is viewed differently now from
what it was at first? Has it beconie, according
to the loose nomenclature of the times, merely a

Labrador Missio
Deaz Me EDITOR,—As my lsbors on the
Labrador for the present year have terminated
and, I hope, somewhat successfully, permit me
mh,bd‘a‘ywmmdana brief ac-
count of that mission.

Through the kindness of Stephen March, Esq.,
M. H. A., who was engaged by the Government
imMWM‘M from the inroads
| of the French, on the Labrador, I was favored
with & passage to that place.

We left this as early in the mouth of June as
the coast was well clear of ice; called at Litdle
Bay Islands, on the north-west of Green Bay,
where I speat a most delightful Scbbuh..prueh-
ing thrice and holding a prayer-meeling. It
pleased God to sccompany the word with power
from on high. One young person, seeing ber
‘um.ndd‘npuln'mbefonﬂod,nobbed
aloud, fearing her end was near. She did not
Mpm'i;boodtﬂlanOnday night, when,
after a severe struggle with the powers of dark-
ness, she rejoiced with great joy, resting her soul
on the stoning blood. Others were broken down
at the sight, and struggled into liberty through
faith in Christ ; many backsliders were recovered
out of the snare of the devil; believers were
filled ‘with unspeakable joy: and the place in a
manner was shaken. “This is the Lord’s
doings,” and he shall have the glory.

We left this place on the Tuesday, and, after
a nice passage, reached Cape Charles, on the
Labrador, on the 5th July. I felt that I was in
the path of Providence; and praised God that I
was counted worthy to labor for his name.—
Having dropped anchor, I soon found s home
under the hospitable roof of Mr. Stephen and
William Hayward Taylor of Carbonear. Cape
Charles is a spacious and safe harbor, A few
families reside here all the year round, but great
numbers settle for the summer, on which ac-
"count it is rendered a place of considerable im-
portance, and ought to have rather a large por-
tion of the minister’s tyme. I spent a few days
here —including a very profitable Sabbath —
preaching thrice and holding a prayer-meeting.
There is much zeal and love among this people,

fourteen years. I endeavoured to improve all

we stayed among this people four or five days,
holding services almost every night. The attend-

We selected three of the largest houses in the
place for the preaching, yet great numbers had to
stay out of doors for the want of room. The
Gospel has done much for this people, and a ra-
ther large share of the minister’s time should be
given to them. After spending nine or ten days
with this people, the wind being fair we sailed
for Chateaux and Henley, a distance between
thirty and forty miles. We had almost got
within sight of the former, when we were com-
pelled, by head winds, to return to the harbor
we had left.. We were exposed to danger, but
all ended well. As early as possible we left
again, and arrived at Chateaux in good time for
service. It was a precious time. I speut the
Saturday on a mountain, in prayer and study
for the Sabbath. It was a day I shall never for-
get. Spent the Sabbath between Chateaux and
Henley; great numbers were present, and the

we were detained here by head winds, I endea-
voured to improve all my time preaching, hold-
ing prayer-meetings, meeting classes, and teach-
ing from house to house. It would give me

leasure to enter into detail, but I forbear, as it
would swell this letter to an undue length. Fair
wind : onward to Cape Charles, calling at the
Camps and holding a short service on our way;
reached our intended post in time to hold ser-
vice, Left this place next morning for Little
Harbor. The latter part of our jougney was
rough, and we had enough to do to reach our
port, but the winds were hushed by Him who
“ maketh the storm a calm,” and we were safely
anchored before night came on. This is a nice
harbor ; large numbers settle here for the sum-
mer. At the expense of J. J. Rogerson, Esq.,
of St. John’s, a small chapel is commenced.—
This cannot but prove a great blessing, as it will
afford opportunity for a’;Sabbath School, meet-
ing of classes, holding prayer-meetings, and,
above all, for the preaching,of the “ everlasting
Gospel.” Away to Merchantman’s Harbor,—
visiting William’s Harbor, 8t. Francis’ Bight,
and Fishing Ship’s Harbor at the same time.—
These places are contiguous to W. H. Sunday
at Merchantman’s Harbor was made a blessing
to very many: believers were filled with joy,
backsliders wept their unfaithfulness, and many
looked on in silent wonder. What hath the
Lord wrought ? Through the kindness of Capt.
Lane I was favoured with a passage to Iadian
Tickle. We towed our boat a short distance,
but the weather became rough, so that we were
obliged to loose her. My pilot harbored, and
came on as soon as the weather settled. At this
place a neat little chapel was built, a few years
since, by Hénry Warren, Esq., a merchant, and
a native of England. Mr. George Warren—
who now represents his brother, who has retired
from business—gave us a most cordial welcome,
and assured me that his brother H. would be
highly pleased to learn that a Wesleyan minis-
ter had visited the Harbor.

Letter from Newfoundland.
CARBONEAR, NEWFLD., Jan'y 30, '62.
To the Editor of lhe Provincial Wesleyan :

DEAR S1R,—We have had strange doings in
Carbonear lately, and, thinking that a correct
account of what hasbeen transpiring here might
not be unacceptable to the readers of the Pro-
vincial Wesleyan. I venture to enclose you a
brief resume of recent events, which you are st
liberty to publish, should you think #t adapted
to your columns.

And in the first place, in order that the majo-
rity of your readers may be able correctly to
appreciate the present posture of our affairs, it
will be necessary for me to state a few facts re-
lating to the history of this town and its inha-
bitants.—Carbonear is one of the oldest of the
British settlements in America ; having been
settled, about the middle of the seventeenth cen-
tury, by English and Irish families engaged in
prosecuting the fisheries, anda was a place of
considerable trade and importance many years
before ‘the English had any permanent posses-
sions in any of their present continental Ame-
rican colomies. It is one of the centres of the
seal, cod and herring fisheries, and has now a
population of about four thousand souls, of whom

| nearly half ave the victims of Popery. For many

years back the Romanists here have ruled their
Protestant fellow-townsmen with undisputed
sway. With a Popish stipendiary magistrate,
before whom all miner cases of a local nature
must come ; a Popish Government, most fla-
grantly corrupt, supported in the House of As-

sembly by an ignorant and servile Popish majo-
rity ; and latterly, two out of the three Judges
of the Supreme Court, Romanists, in one of
whom the Protestants of the Island bave ne
confidence whatever ; and, worst of all, with an
iniquitous system by which the Jury box, that
palladium of a Briton’s liberty, was likely, in all
important cases, to.be packed with Papists ; the
Protestants of this, as well as of other settle-
ments in Newfoundland, felt too keenly that
they had small chance of obtaining justice when
any dispute arose between themselves and those
whose favorite maxim, and long established
practice it is to * keep no faith with heretics.”
In Carbonear the Romanists occupy all the

street, and who saw with sorrow and indignation
the officers of the law degraded into marshals of
an unlawful and criminal procession. After fac-
ing each other for some time the two opposing
parties finally separated without having come to
blows, and, as the evening of that day passed off
quietly, the protestants again ventured to breathe
freely, and to hope that, until the next saint's

Such, however, is not the only office of salt asa
means of perserving meat: it also acts by its
astringeney in contracting the fibers of the mus-
cles, and 0 excludes the action of aif on the
interior of the substance of the meat. The last-

mentioned operation of salt as an antiseptic is

The astringent action of saltpeter on meat is
much greater than that of salt, and thereby ren-
ders the meat to which it is applied very hard ;
but in small quantities it considerably assists the
antiseptic action of salt, and it aleo prevents the
destruction of the florid (or red) color of the meat
by the application of salt. From the foregoing
statement of the mode of operation of salt and
saltpeter on meat, it will be perceived that the
application of these matters deteriorates, in con-
siderable degree, the nutritive, and, to some ex-
tent, the wholesome qualities of meat; and,
therefore, in their use, the quantity applied
should be as small as possible consistent with the
perfect preservation of the meat.—Farmer and
Gardener.
