There js more true
heroism in tbe semtinel on his midnight bea}
who endures the peril of darkness and the bitter-
ness of tempest because & is dufy, than in the
bold trooper who charges, sword in band, into
the énemy’s defenses—the former is sustsiced
by the interior courage of principle ; the latter
may be influencid by the mere bravery of battle
excitement.

So in Christian- life, there is often purest
heroism among those who move among lowly
duties ; they are faithful in the least.

It is comparatively easy to go from place to
place among new excitements and work for the
Master. Come to daily prosaic duty, when the
flash of excitement is gone, where there is no
elan, when your work, like God’s kingdom
“* Cometh not with observation,” and .happy are
ye if ye endure.

How few neted *revivalists” are willing to
attempt the duties of the pastorate, with its
cares, its daily work, its patient toil, its good-
doing among the lowly ! Ob, it is mueh easier
to flit from pulpit to pulpit, from city to city
with meteoric glare than steadily to let their light
shine! And yet a thoughtless people honor
the meteor more than the steady light !

It is easier to pass from place to place, work-
ing among the choice spirits of the churches,
than to accept some hard stuny field for your
spiritual tillage, believing the Master says of it.
“ Occupy till I come.”

Debts Due to God
Many men are sorupulous in paying all their
debts to their feliow men, but forget their stew-
ardship to God, and have no principles of benev-

ities. If all christians would remember that the
Bible makes a certain part of their income a debt
due to God, the contributions to religious char-
ities wouid be largely increased. Here is a good
exsmple for imitation:

A merchant, in answer to izquiries, refers back
to a period when, he says, “ In consecrating my
life anew to God, aware f the enscaring icflu-

judgment, I adopted the following eystem :

“I decided to balance my accounts, as nearly
as I could, every month ; and reserving such por-
tions of profits as might appear adeqiate to cov-
er probab e losses, to lay aside, by entry on a
benevolent account, one-teath of the remaining
profits, great or smali, as a fund for benevolent
expenditure, supporting my self and fumily on the
remaining nine-tenths. - I further determined
that if at any time my net profice, that is, profits
from which clerk-hire and store expenscs. had
been deducted, sboul . exceed 500 in a month,
I would give twelve and a half percent.; i’ over
8700, fifteen per cent.; if over $900, seventeen
and a half per cent. ; if over $1,100, tweuty per
cent. ; if over $1,300, twenty-two and & ha'f per
cent.; thud increasing the proportica of the
whole, as God should prosper, till, »: $1,500, I
should give twenty-five per cent.; or $375 s
month. As capital was of the utmost importance
to my success in business, I decided mnot to in-
crease the foregoing scale till I bad acquired a
certain capital, afier which I would give one-
tenth of all net profits, great or small; and on
the acqusition of another certain amount of cap-
ital, I decided to give half, and on acquiricg what
I determined wouid be a full suffiziency of cap-
ital, then to give the whole of my net profits.

capital, and have been prospered beyond my most
sanguine expectations. Although constantly giv-
ing, 1 have never yet touched the bottom of my
fund, and have repeatedly been astonisbed to
fiad what large drafts it would bear. True, dur-
ing some months I have encountered a ealutary
trial of faith, when this rule Las led me to lay by
the tenth ‘while the remainder proved ivadequate
to my support ; but the tide bas soon turned, and
with gratitude I have recognized a heavenly
hand more than making good ail past deficien-
cies. ) ;

“ This system bas been of great advaatage to
me, enabling me to feel that my life is directly
employed for God. It has efforded me happi-
ness in enabling me to portion out the Lord’s
money, and has enlisted my mind more in the
progress of Christ's cause. Happy privilege,
which the humblest may enjoy, of thus associat-
ing the common labors of life with the grateful
service of the Saviour, and of making that which
naturally leads the heart from God subserve the
highest sripitual good !

¢ This sysiem has saved me from commercial
dangers, by leading me to simplify business and
avoid extensive credits. It bas made me & bet-
ter merchaat ; for the monthly pecusiary obser-
vations which I have been wont to take, though
often quite laborious, have brought me to a bet-
ter knowledge of the stote or my affairs, and
led me to be more cautious and prudent than I
otherwise should have been.”

Hall's Journal of Health gives the following |
practical suggestions, which deserve the immedi-}
ate attention of all who wish to aveid the scourge |
of cholera, which threatens to attack us next|
summer :

1. Every householder owes it to himself, to his |
family, to his neighbor, to the community in
which he resides, to have his house, from cellar
to garret, from the street curb to the rear line
of his lot, most scrupulously clears:d, by sweep-
ing, washing, and whitewashing.

2. Every man who bhas. sutherity in city or

town government should contider himeelf: bound
by the oath of cffice, and by every consideration
of bumanity, to give himself no rest until every
street, alley, close, gutter, and sewer is placed in
a state of ‘as perfest cleanliress as posible; and
kept so until the frosts of next season coxe.
3. These cleanings should be done now, be-
cause, if put off till warm weather, only tend,
in the essentiil nature ol things, to hasten the
appearance of the disease, to increase its malig-
nity, snd to extend the time of its devastations;
be cause the suns of spring and summer the
sooner warm into life and iutensity the viperic
and malignant influence, which in its remorseless
tread wrecks so much of humac heppiness snd
desolates so many hearthstones.

The times in which we live are eventful. It

| will be readily admitted by a large portion of

! the lthinking people of these Provinces that we
are now in a transition state. It is becoming
well understood by persons of different views,
that to remain in our isolated position, we can-
dot. Many of the opponents of the Quebec
Scheme of Confederation are desirous of Union,
if more equitable terms for the Lower Provinces
can be obtained. We are pleased to mark the
evidences of growing enlightenment on this ques-
tion. Not only does the relation which the seve-
ral Provinces bear to one another, in their politi-
cal and commercial interests, prompt the feeling
in favour of Union,but our position with regard to
the- United States, and the condition of matters
in that Republic, undoubtedly tend in the same

- direction. We have not for many months pen-
ned a line in favour of Confederation, nor is it
necessary that we should now do so. We should
bave been sorry for any plan of Union to have
been precipitated, or forced upon us contrary to
the general wishes of the people. We have no
doubt that when Confederation is consummated,
it will be in such a mode as will commerd it to

the loyal inhabitants of these Provinces. To
those who have a hankering for Annexation in
preference to Colonial Union, we commend the
following from the Boston correspondence of the
Express of this city, which, though published a
few weeks since, we now give to our readers as

5. The cffices and committee of the Alliance
shall be filled by Christian ministers in good
standing with their respective congregatior.e.
6. The officers and committee, five of whom
shall constitute a quorum, shall meet as often
as once a month, to attend to”the interests of

the Alliance. )
7. The Alliance will seek to accomplish ite ]
important purpose by the free use of the pulpit,
platform, and press.

'8. The Alliance will recognize all existing and
future organizations, based upon the total absti-
nence principle, as co-workers in the prosecu-
tion of. its noble design.

9. The officers of the Alliance shall be chosen
by its membership snnually, with the under-
standing that there shall be a chavge in the
Presidency every year.

10. The Alliance, basing its proceedings on
the inspired testimony, will, at all times, ac-
knowlege its entire dependence for success upon
the guiding and sustaining grace of Almighty

11. This Constitution may be amended by a
two-third vote, at any ennual meeting of the
Alliance.

PLAN FOR ALLIANCE ACTION.

1. Temperance meetings in all the churches.
2, Pledge books used by all the ministers.

3. As soon as convenient, a Provincial Tem-
perance meeting in the Institute. .

4. A circular addressed to all the Christian
ministers in the Province, soliciting their co-
operation in the good cause.

5. Circulars sddressed to the Grand Division,
and the subordinate Divisions of the Sons of
Temperance, of New Brunewick, and the Good
Templars also, assuring them of our fraternal
sympathy and good will, and ioviting inter-
communion and co-operation, 80 far as may be
in hsrmony with the rulss of their reepective
organizations.

6. Collections at all our Tempsrance meet-
ings to supply funds to carry forward our work.
7. The employment of ministerial sgents, as
soon as the funds will justify, to visit, in behalf
of the Alliance, every district in the Province.

The Wants of the Churches.

An Appeal has been issued to the Congrega-
tional Churches of New Eagland by a Committee
sppointed for the purpese, on the present state
of religion, and the measures to be sdopted for
its revival, containing much valuabie coutsel,
suited to all churches. We extract-the following :
We call the attention of the churches to the
imperative duty of entering upon new and more
earnest courses of action. We are besct on one
side by Rationalism and Infidelity, on the other
side by superstition, on every side by worldliness,
'upgodliness and vice. At the same time world-
liness has ‘crept into our churches, the love of
many has grown cold, and & wicked and fatal
indifference and inactivity has paralyzed their
energies.

We do therefore, by their love of Christ, by
their compassion for the perishing, by their hops
@ salvation, aflectionately and solemnly adjure
-our churches to employ such prompt, new and
decided measures for the advance of the kingdom
of Christ in and around them, as the spirit of
Christ which is in each shell suggest ; and we do
affectionately and solemnly sdjure esch of our
church members to enter at once upon a deeper
and more thorough humiliation and repentance
before God, & more entire separation of heart and
life from the ‘world, and a more faithful and
earnest personal activity in the work of saving
souls.

We feel that our first duty is to point out af-
fectionately bug very plainly some of the causes
of this coldness, indifference and inactivity, which
we all so deeply deplore.

We all acknowledge the central truth that if
there is ever to be a revival in the church, it must
commence in the heart of its members. We
cannot hope for God’s blessing upon the meet-
ings and the prayers of nominal Christians, who
are daily sinning against their Maker, and whose
daily lives are devoted to the service of Mam-
mon ; such prayers are empty forms, without
reverence, or love, or faith.

The sins of individual Christians are the cause
of this condition of the churches of Chriet.
While we rejoice to know aud to acknowledge
the ucaffected piety, the simple faith and holy
lives of 8o many Christiane, wé are also aware
that the most earnest and the most devoted are
those who are most alzrmed at the general con-
dition of the churches.

There are many of the nominal members of
the churches of Christ whose daily lives are at
war with the plain commands of the gospel. Do
they love God supremely ? Are their affections
set upon heavenly things P They do not.endes-
vor to rencunce the sinful customs acd vanities
of this world ; but they silow the sclemn reali-
ties of religion to become secondary to the duties
aod pleasures of the passing hour. Parents
neglect family worship and feithful religious in-
struction in their families ; they disregard the
eternal welfare and the salvation of the immortal
souls of their children, sud meke their duties to
' God subordinate to the friendships, the claims,

the pleasures and the frivolities of social lifs.
Trifling causes, which do vot keep the lovers of
pleasure from theatres and balis and parties, are
, sufficient to prevent nominal Christians from at-
tending the services of Ged’s sanctuary and the
weekly meetings for prayer.
Prominent among the evils with regard to
which there csn be no trifling and no compromise,

are two :, We refcs to ihe neglect - [ iheir daily
secret prayer, and of tbe deily eludy of God’s;
word.  We desire to express cur settled coavic- |
tion that daily secret prayer (not a formal Iip |
service, but a real and consecrated communion |
with our beavenly Father), is as

essentisl to 8
true Christian life ss vital air is to the life of the |

| body ; and thst a daily stady of tbe Bible, with |

prayer for God’s blessing upon tie study of his |
own word, is indispensable to growtb in grnce,f
and indeed to eny really religicus life. We have |
reason to believe that both of these vital points|
are daily neglected, to the endange ring of many
souls.

We are coovinced that the services of toe

ord’s Day ought to be considered supreme above
all other times and means of grace. The mem-
bers of our sharch skould keep God's Sabbaths
holy, and reverence His sanctuary, by sttend-
ing on both the services usually held. We know
that these great duties are too much neglected.
We believe that it is desirable that the pastors
should select subjects for their sermons such as
the present hour seems to demand ; and we re-
commend grest plainness and distinctness in
preaching upon those grand and eolemn doc-
trines of the Bible ; man’s total slienation from
God ; His divine justice in the eternal punish-
ment-of the wicked ; the new birth ; salvation
through faith in Christ. These primal truths of
God's word, sud Christ's stern and awfal warn-
ings egeinst s nominal and merely formal wor-
ship of God should be preached afresh without
any ccmpromises with pride, herezy or worldli-
ness, snd God’s ministers should be sustained
and sapported by Christians in this high duty.
We need a higher faith in the prevailing pow-
er of prayer. 1f the members of our churches
were awakened to the solemn responsibilities of
the present moment, and were all united in fer-
vent daily prayers for God’s blessing, we should
not require councils or need to suggest reforms.
Woe therefore earnestly adjure all who love the
Loid Jesus Christ, that they do daily, with deep
earnestness and trusting faith, strive earnestly
in prayer for the manifest presence and power
of the Holy Spiris in all our churches.

We are disposed to believe that ‘much of the
force and efficiency of the Sabbath services is
lost because the hearers during the week are
given up to the world, aud the solemn impres-
sions of the Sabbath are effaced. We therefore
recommerd that eachhurch should increase the
namber of its socisl prayer meetings ; and that
for the present these meetings should usually be
devoted to prayers for the Holy Spirit and for
the converston of the impenitent. We suggest
also that increased “efforts should be made by
Christians to induce the unconverted to attend
these meetings.

We recommend a more general and faitbful
attendance upon the Sabbath Schools, especially
on the part of adults. Every member of cur
congregations, and especially every Chrictian,
for whom it is possible, should be connected with
some Sabbath School, s a teacher or asa echolar.
The Sabbath School ought to be employed as a
means of drawing children aad others into the
services of the sanctuary, and not as an inde-
pendent and superior instramentality of grace.
We suggest, also, that lhe}abblth School should
be made less a means of merely interesting and
amusing children, and more a means of instruct-
ing them and bringing them to Christ ; and that
every Sabbath School teacher is bound to ute
the most diligent and faithful efforts to bring the
children to a personal interest in the Saviour.

Our Educational Institutions.

NO. v.

The subject of our Educational responsibility
has passed before us under various aspects. We
have endeavored to place it in the light of Holy
Scripture. It has been examined by the ac-
knowledged principles of our vemerable founder,
his coadjutors and successors. The efforts put
forth by our Connexion at home have also prov-
ed illustrative of our duty, showing that the the-
ory is capable of being reduced to practice, and
that when worked vigorously, and in depend-
ence on the blessing of God, it works well. It
it were at all desirable, similar testimony might
abundantly be multiplied from the history of
our Denomination in other lands, and particu-
larly in the United States. There, scholastic in-
stitutions are provided by the government, and
a very excellent literary education is available
for all ; but our Church has never allowed itself
to imagine that thereby its obligation to promote
christian education was diminished. On the
other hand it has acted npon the conviction that
on this very account its influence was required
to finish aright what had elsewhere been begun,
‘and to provide not only competent but pious

trust, which their country bad thrown open for
competition. We all know that the Wesleyan
Colleges of the United States have largely con-
tributed to make Methodism in that land what
it is—the most numerous Protestaat Church, and
the foremost in evangelist:c operations. The
position which they-occupy in the- estimation of
the people may be judged of by the efforts which
are now being made to render them at once
more numerous and more eflicient. A move-
ment is at present taking place throughout the
Union; to commemorate the introduction of Me-
thodism a century ago, as also its progress and
triumphs since then; and vast sums of money
are being consecrated as thank-offerings to God,
and for the purpose of more fully extending His
cause in the earth. But by far the Jargest part
of these contributions is to be devoted to the
strengthening of the work of christian education
in its higher departments. This is believed to
furnish the best investment for the Churches’ lib-
erality. It will prove ‘a benefit of the widest
and, at the same time, most permauent charac-
ter. It will not be exhausted on some case of
emergency, but it will provide, year by year, the
men who are suited for every emergency, and
whose efforts will originate such and similar In-
stitutions for succeeding ages. The figure by
which this instrumentality may be described, is
not that of the fertilizing shower which descends
upon the earth and leaves a blessing behind it,
but it is the handful of corn on the tops of the
mountains, the fruit whereof, as from season to
season it multiplies “ shall shake like Lebanon.”
But what, after all, are our Educational In-
stitutions ? Humble though they be, they never-
theless embrace all, and even more than all the
interests which,in her multiplied agencies, Wes-
leyan Methodism at home possesses. At Sack-
ville, there is something to represent Kingswood
and Woodhouse Greve, as schools for the * sons
of the prophets;” something analagous to West-
minster as 3 training institution for Wesleyan
teachers; then there is the Collegiate depart-
ment answering to Taunton and Sheffield ; and
there is also the Professorship of Theology bear-
ing a resemblance to the institutions at Rich-
mond and Didsbury. And in addition to all
t!ww there is the Female Academy which 1§ de-
signed to meet another great want, and give to
the daughters of our families such a conrse of
lm:;:tal n;d moral trainfiog as will enable them
with eomfort to fulfil the ibiliti ic
senct develve spon them. responsibilities which
It will thus, at a glance, be seen how power-
ful.are the motives which should influence us to
a lively concern for our Educational interests.
Each department above cnumerated is distinet-

Bat m:ai' ourselves it is different. lns‘te&d of
having each part of the work prominently
brought before our people, it is often hard to get
the whole =o placed in their sight as to obtm.n
any intelligent and cordial assistance. For this
very reason therefore should the whole matter
be kept before us continually, until mute.ri
ing the variety of its detail, and its essentia

connection with the psosperity of our Church
and our country, we should be found willing to.
make the necessary sacrifices for its proper sus-
tentation. To do this we are solemnly bound,
both by the principles which we hold, and the
resources which we possess, as a body of Chris-
tians.

What have we, as a Connexion, done for our
Educational Institutions ? The Academy for
young men - was chiefly the gift of MR.:ALLISON
—our people smply contributing to the erection
of some of its attached buildings and to its original
equipment. The Academy for females, was more
of a Connexional effort, though here again the
liberality of MR. ALLISOX, was the mainspring
of the enterprize. Then came the Theological
Professorehip, for which contributions to the ex-
tent of between $9,000 and $10,000 have been
realized. Finally, the scheme fora College was
taken in hand, a charter was- obtained, a build-
ing was erected, and the work was auspiciously
commenced, and has been prosecuted with in-
creading sticcess to the present time. But for
that the Connexion has done nothing at all!
This is the position which we now occupy. We
have Institutions for the promotion of Christian
learning in all its aspects, but, as 'a people, we
have done little for their establishment and are
now doing nothing for their growth, or even
their prosperity. No professorships are endow-
ed—with the single exception of the Theological
one, and that is not nearly completed—no scho-
larships are founded, no advantages of any kind
are offered by the Connexion to stimulate the
zeal or reward the industry of yonng men who sre
seeking to qualify themselves for the discharge of
the most influential duties of human existence !
If success has attended the efforts put forth
at Sackville, it is to be traced to the blessing of
God upon the self-denial and zeal of the few,
rather then to the combination of theee qualities
on the pi\t of the many. Hitherto, the progress
made has been very gratifying ; but agaiust the

reference to this part of the work of God, it can-
not be possible 10 contnue that advancement,
or even o keep the work up at its present state
of efficiency. If then we would see our children
of both sexes well educated, if we would secure
a supply of properly trained and pious teachers
for the rising villages of cur land, and, above
all, if we would see our pulpits filled by men of
well cultivated minde, adequate tr every depsrt-
ment of our ministerial work, -libcral measures
ought at once to be devised for the accomplish-
ment of these purposes. We bave already re-
marked the permiseive providence of God in the
recent conflagration, and we have rejoic:d to find
the loyal and liberal spirit of Metbodism coming
forth in the day of trial for the re-building of
the Academs. Now is the time therefore for
putting the whole question of Education more
perfectly before our Churches, and we doubt not
but results still more satisfactory would speedily
follow such an appeal.

If we are not mistaken in the arguments and
authorities which we kave embodied in these
papers, the Culiege question is the one to which
the greatest prominence must henceforth te
given. There is a class of young men in our
Connexion, and their number is happily increas-
ing, who ought to have, and who will have, the
very best education which can possibly be obtain-
ed. If we provide this for them, we shall secure
them for the izterest of our own Church ard
nation, snd we may reasonably expect them in
the future to bé our best men in every sense of
the term. 1f, on the otber hacd, we have no
such education 1o give them, they will seek it
elsewhere, and under such inflcezc:s as areall
but certain to alienate them from us. For illus-
trations on this point we have but to look at our
past history. Some of our best young men have
pursued their stadies with us till they ¢ uld go
no farther. One brench of them has then gone
to the United States and imbibed the republican
feelings of that nation and settled down there
for life ; while another has perfected their edu-
cation under other denominational influences,
and have forsaken our fellowship. Nor does our
privation end with themselves. We want tke
results which for our cause they would have
xreated. In every such case then the loss is
double, and it constantly occurs amoog that
class of persons whom of all others we can worst
afford to lose. '

The College question has a direct bearing upon
the welfare of .our rising ministry. Let it be
remembered that we are entirely opposed to the
idea of making a first rate education the basis of
a call to this sacred office. That call must pro-
ceed of the Holy Bpirit, and bear the credentials
of the Head of the Church Himself. And on
this very ground the Church must be prepared
to take such men for her ministers as in Divine
wisdom are given to her. . If the Lord should do
with us as often He did with our fathers, choose |
his ambe:sadors from the lower ranks of society,
the Church must be prepared not only to sccept
these men, but to furnish them with the prepa-
ration necessary for the acceptable discharge of
their duties. A few months study under a The-
ological Profetsor is not enough for this purpose
—thoagh, as we have already seen, even this
bas not been fully provided for. . We do not in
the least disparage those excellent young men
who comes forward as candidates for our Minis-
?rywhen we say that in the great majority of
instances they require the invigoration and dis-
cipline of their mental powers by a process of
preliminary study, to enable them to take advan-
tage of the instructions of a Divinity chair. But
until this bour no provision of the kind has been
made by the Church for them ! That instrue-
tion, in whole or in part, some of them at great
sacrifice have themselves obtained ; while yet
others find, when placed in a Circuit, that they
labour under s life-long disadvantsge—they have
work enough to tax their energies to the utmost,
and in order to do that work they are obliged
continually to struggle to make up the prepara-
tion with which they should bave entered upon
the field. How much might be added to their
comfort ard their usefulness, by a littlg exertion
on thepart of those to whom God has bounti-
fally given the mesns | Has not the time fully
come for making such an effort ? Can “ the
silver and the gold” which are the Lord’s, be em-
ployed to better purpose than in providing at
onoe for the consolidation and the extension of
His wotk upon eprth P Gifts which would thus
enlist the highest order of mind for Christ, snd
furnish it for the noblest service of His Church
would coustitute one of the sweetest responses
which earth could offer to the anthem of the hea-

The Pauline Epistles
ROMANS.

The apostle, having finished bis great argu-
ment of justification by faith, begins the sixth
chapter with a caution against the presumption
of continuing in sin, that thereby the grace of
God might be magnified in the pardon of accu-
mulated tranggression. *‘Shall we continue insin,”
he asks, ¢ that grace may abound 7 This can-
not be ; for we who are justified, are dead to sin.
In this allusion to the death of Christ, the apostle
adopts the analogical form of reasoning, which
is more -susceptible of diversity of jnterpreta-
tion ; hitherto his argument has been strictly syl-
logistic. Argument from analogy is always im-
perfect, because the simile is applicable only in
a limited sense ; hence it is necessary always to
define strictly the members or terms of the
metaphor. The ideas which the apostle here
conveys in the use of his metaphor, are death
or'burial and life or resurrection. If we look
carefully inta the succeding chapters (7th and
sth), we shall observe how the two ideas of death
and life underlie the whole .structure. How
then does the believer die with Christ ?
is he buried with Christ by the rite of baptism ?
Simply thus : that as the natural body of Christ
was wholly dead, so the carnal nature of the
belicver should become dead ; and that as the
body of Christ was revived, so the carnal nature
was to revive by the power of God through the
Spirit unto a life of righteousness. The apostle
does not however teach that such an extinction
of the camz)i nature, and its revivification does
take place in a justified soul; T speak,” he
says, “ after the manner of men because of the
infirmity of your flesh.” He is conscious that he
is using a metaphor, and isassured that it will,be
so understood ; hence he enjoins, * As ye have
yiclded your members servants to uncleanliness
and to iaiquity unto iniquity ; even so now yield
your members scrvants to rightcousness unto
holiness.” Ye have not yet thus died and risen
to a new lite ; but  reckon yourselves to be dead
indeed unfo sin, but alive unto God threugh
Jesus Christ our Lord.

Again in the Tthchapter, the believer is com-
pared to the wife who is bound by the matri-
monial vows to her husband, but who is released
from her obligations, if he die: The believer is
in like manner released frum the law, by the
death of Christ; but he fulfils it ncvertheless in
“ newness of spirit "—he is married to another,
«“ even to him who is raised from the dead.”

But lest the Jew should guppose that the law
which he so greatly venerated was depreciated
;by the apostle’s arguments ; he employs a rhetor-
ical artifice, by which he impersonates the man
whose conscience is sufficiently enlightened to
perccive the excellency of a virtuous life, but to
whom the law (the educator of the conscience)
reveals his inability to fulfil its conditions. The
Jew attached a superstitious sanctity to the law,
and relied upon this worship of the law for sal-
vation, while at the same time the traditionary
corruptions and prevalent Uisregard of its pre-
cepts constituted it a dead letter ; so the apostle
both vindicates its sanctity, and its claims to per-
fect obedience. The Calvinist maintains that
the man personated here is not an unconverted
man, but a believer struggling with inward cor-
ruption ; but, if this view be accepted, it is a
triumphant refutation of his darling doctrine of
sin in believers, since the apostle after bringing
the awakened sinner to the verge of despair,
rases him to the joy of hope—the hope of deliw-
erance from his captivity. “Ithank God through
[#he grace of] Jesus Christ our Lord.” I'shall be
delivered from * the body of this death ;” ¢ there
is, therefore, now no condemnation to them
which are in Christ Jesus,whowalk not after the
flesh but after the Spirit.” Itis clear from ve.
2 to 4 that the sanctification of the believer is
here included. There is no condemnation to
them which are in Christ Jesus; and the right-
eousness of the law is fulfilled in them. They
have too, the abiding witness of the Holy Spirit
to their adoption and eternal inheritance, (vs. 15,
16,17 ;) and lest they should doubt of their title
to such privileges, the apostle assures them that
they are predestinated by God the Father tote
conformed to the image of Ilis Son, i e. that the
same wisdom and power which from the begin-
ning designated the Son cf God to the work of
man's redemption, recured to man the sanctifying
energy wrought in his soul by the Holy Ghost
which qualifies him to be a * joint-heir” with
Christ. Thus the apostle teaches that the be-
liever whether Jew or Gentile, is called or chos-
en to participate in privileges greater than those
which the Jews enjoyed as a chosen nation,

The 9th, 10th, and 11th chapters breathe a
spirit of earnest patriotism and Christian zeal jn
behalf of Paul’s ¢ kindred according to the flesh.’
He vindicates the justice ot God in the calling
of the Gentiles, and proves that those Jews only
were at any time accepted of God who attained
to the righteousness which is of faith. Israel had
not attained to the law of righteousness, because
they sought it not by faith, but by the works of
the law. But {hough God was constrained to
say by the mouth of his prophet, “ All day long
I have stretched out my hand unto a disobedient
and gainsaying people,” He had mot cast them
off; blindmess in part was their judicial punish-
ment until the fullness of the Gentiles. These
chapters contain an exhortation to the Gentiles,
not to boast over the Jews as a rejected people,
s'nce they have nothing in which they excel,
but by the favour of the Lord, which should ra-
ther be an incentive to humility. Not only had
God not forsaken the Jews; they would be ex-
cited by the faith of the Gentiles to emulate
them, 50 that the Lord will then gather together
all his elect into one fold.

The rest of the epistle is hortatory, geaerally
applicable to Christians, but.especially directed
to certain errors to which those at Rome were
exposed. 'T'he 12th chapter contains an injunc-
t'en to consecration of the whole man to the
service of God ; and indicates in what manner
his consetiated powers ought to be exercised for
the glory of God, and how his general deport-
ment should be ordered towards his brethren and
towards all men. In the 13th chapter, he is.in-
structed to be subject to the civil powers, and
that the Principle of love is to inspire and rule
all his actiors. In the 14th chapter, be is warn-
ed against disputations coneerning things indif-
ferent, that may occasion schism in the Christian
community. He is to see to it however, that he
put no “ stumbling block or an occasion to fall
in bis brothei’s way.” ¢ All things indeed are
pure ; but it is evil for that man who eateth with
oﬂem':e." “Itis good neither to eat flesh, nor
to drink wine, or anything whereby thy brother
stumbleth, or is offended, or'is made weak.”"—
These injunctions are inspired cautions sgainst
every sensusl indulgence which is not required
by the necessities of our nature, euch as drink-
ing intoxicating liquors, or the use of tobacco—
two sadly prevalent vicea in the Christian church

of onr times,

‘The 15th chapter contaios in the first verss *
universal precept touching these matters, ** We
then that are strong ought to bear the infirmi-
ties of the weak, and not to plesse ourselyes,”
The unconverted man and the weak belieyer may
l‘.u'mble st what we may consider to be lawful
}indulgence ; and if we persist therefore in being
the cause of their sic aud unbelief, we ¢ destroy
the work of God.” The rest of this chaptt;
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THE OBLIGATION IN ITS APPLXQATION TO THE
SUPPORT OF THE CONNEXIONAL FUNDS,

Methodism is a counexional system ; hence
the origin and existence of the different Con-
nexional Funds.
Fund, the Educational Fund, the Superavnuated
Miuisters’ Furd,snd the Contingent Fund. Ori-
givated at different intervals in the past, the ex-
istence of these Funds is dependent, almost ex-
clusively, upon the liberali:y of the people ; and
they have been the means of accomplishing a
vast amount of good. -

1. The Contingent Fund.—In importance and
value, it ranks next in order, to tho Missionary
Fund ; in fact the Fuad, io its nature and de-
sign, is, virtually, missionary, becau:e a large
proporiion of the aggregate amount realize d
each year is deyoted to the payment of mini:ters
on poor and deficient Cireuits. ~Varicus eontin-
gerties, as its des'gnation indicates, ore also
provided for from tbis Fund, including funeral
expenses of ministers and their families ; cases
of extreibe and severe sffliction ; ~occasiona)
supplies for Circuits; expenses of Committees
when charges are preferred sgairfst ministers ;
and travelling expences of’ delegates to the Bri-
tish Conference, -the General Conference of the
Methodist Episcopal Church of ths United
States, or th.e Bastern British American Confer-
ence. _The Fund durives its principal support
from the anuusl collections taken up in all of
our congregations; one in the month of Sep-
tember, the other in March, and is administer=d
by a lorge ord iofluentinl Commitee, composed
of fifreen micisters, ntd as many laymen, and
meets on the second Wednesday ot Confererce.
This valusble Fund commends itself to the cor-
dial sy mpathy and liberal support of the people
called Methodists; in fact, desetves a much
higher place in the sffections and aclive benevo-
lence of the Chuich than it has ever occupied.
So rapid bas been the multiplication of labour-
ers in the Lord's vineyard that the. resourees of
this Fund are not adequate to meet the meny ur-
gent and pressing claime presented from year to
.year. Itisa lamentable fact that twenty-five
per cent. of probable deficiencies is all that
the Coniingent Fund is uble to psy,—so that the
minister on a poor Circuit who lecks $200 of his
lawful pay, if he recéives anything from this
Fund, must conterft bimself with only 50, and
charge the balance to * prefit and loss.” Here,
then, is a serious evil :—a Fund founded for a
eertain object, and akmost a failure in its accom-
pl'shment, eutailing atxiety and distress upon
numbers of pious and useful mivisters, Is it
not to be attributed to the fddt that, where any
part of cur financial system depends upon the pub-
lic collection for: support, it depends upon de-
sultory, random giving, and not upon giving
from principle, or as * God hath prospired”?
We would pot abolish the * public collection”,~
as it now exists it is better than nothing at all;
but elevate it to a higher position, and make it
more powerful as a means of doing good. The
Collection for the Contingent Fund should be
carefully announced by the Minister, and con-
scientiously observed by the people. For s0
special a Collection an observance of the habit
of  aystematic beneficence” would suggest the
propriety of dealing speringly in cents, and
liberally in coins of more ‘intrinsic value. If
each contributor would double bis yesrly offer-
ing, each Circuit would exhibit an advance of
100 per cent., and the fund would be in a position
to accomplish twice as much as it now does in
helping Circuits that are powerless in meetiog
the claims of their ministers in full.

2, 7The Superannuated Ministers' Fund,—
The object of this Fund is to provide a sup-
port for * worn-out” Minfsters, and the widows
of those who have fallen in the field of honor-
able and active warfarei There are several rea-
sons why the Superannuated Fund should re-
ceive a cordial and liberal support.  As a geae-
ral rule, the allowances of Ministers are oaly
sufficient for a comfortable maintenance, leaving
little or nothing for * a rainy day.” The*' wear
and tear” of the Itinerancy is so severe, and the
pressure of -its multiplied responsibilities so
heavy, that many Brethren, comparatively speak-
ing, young in years, but encompassed by many
infirmities, are reluctantly compelled to request
from the Conference s superannusted relation.
The demand for young and vigorous men is so
urgent that many brethren, quite eligible for an
active ministerial position in other churches,
find themselves inadequate to meet the require-
ments of the Itinerant system.: To the honor
of the Methodist Church, it may be said that
this Fund has always been a favorite with the
people. Were it otherwise, it would be strange
indeed, and a lasting reproach. The men who,
under the sanctified impulse of hearts alive to
the promotion of the Divine glory, give the vigor
of youth and the strength and wisdom of ma-
turer years to the service of the Church, most
“T?-linly have a claim upon her sympathy and
active benevolence, that ‘* when the eyes are dim
and the natural sfrength abated,” there may be
freedom from temporal embarrassment and apx-
iety. ~Bnt after all that has been done by liberal
brethren for this Fund —and some of the doue-
tions are princely in their character—it is pain-
ful to say that thepe good old men—our fathers
many of them pioneers when the country was a
wilderness, bave had occasionally to submit to a
reduction from tha small pittance they are enti-
tled to receive. Our Minutes of Confererice
should exhibit’a lenger list of subscribers of $4
and upwards. There is certainly no ficer fidld
for the exercise of enjightened liberality upon
system, “ as God bath prospered,” than is pre-
sented in the Superannusted Fund. Personally,
we find a real pleasure in presenting the claifms

with a cheerful and hearty respsnse. Let uv, as
s Connexion, form a high resolve to give by
gystem to this Fund, and never again permit its
receipts to fall below the disbursements.

A paper on drainage by the well-known agri-
cuitural engineer, Mr. J. B. Denton, has s for-
cible paragraph on the result of this process,
worth remembering :—'‘ Every one must have
observed how our cultivated plants, our crops
and trees, dislike stagnant water ; and how their
roots travel along its surfacs under ground, di-

water implies the absence of air, which is as
essential to the development of vegetable growth
in the soil as it is to cur existence above the sur
face, and therefore we can readily understaad
how essential it is to render the depths of the
soil which our plants require for their perfect
development,. percolative or permeable, free or
active. This is not only required because roots
will not penetrate a bed of stagnant water, and
will prosper organie atid inorganic ingrediefits
which require alterations only to be effected by
the absorptiun of gnases from the stmosphere,
By drainage you not only afford to plants the
deeper bed to sustain them, at the rate of 100
tons per acre for every inch of depth gained,
but you correct the influence of injurious con-
stituents of ‘the soil ; and, what is more, you
carry into the despened bed those fertilizing

fresh air and moving water.”

How to Find where Water is.

A gentleman related his experience in this mat-
ter.
