The—Militia-Estim-a-tes—Getr- Sam Hughes ar"a'Vaudeville Star—Changes in 

Homestead and Pre emption Law
By Tlie Huide Special Correspondent)

Ottawa, May 8.—The event of the 
week in Parliament occurred on Thurs 
day when a day was spent in tlie prv 
liminary consideration of the estimates 
of lion. Sam Hughes, minister of mill 
tia. As anti'-ipated. there was a great 
deal of criticism and no headway was 
made with the votes, altho the house 
sat until midnight. The proceedings 
thruout most of the day lacked decorum 
and were classed by_ more than one 
member and observer as a “vaudeville” 
performance. The minister prefaced 
the consideration of tlie various items 
which make up an expenditure of well 
on to eleven millions, apart from the 
money to be spent on tlie construction 
of drill halls and armories, which is 
included in the public works estimates, 
with a general statement. Tlie speech 
of the minister was characteristically 
warlike. With customary force lie main 
tained that nothing was so good for 
the country as ail the militarism it can 
afford to pay for. “My plan is.” he 
said, “the building up of the youth and 
beauty of tlie country in manhood, 
physically, mentally, morally 'and, T 
have not the slightest doubt spiritually. 
Far in tlie rear comes the question of 
defence. T have pointed out on manv 
previous occasions that, if war were to 
lie wiped off the face of the earth and 
peace were to reign, 1 would still lie 
in favor of having a Vndet system and 
of having the youth and hrnntv of the 
country trained in physical develop­
ment and in the art of carrving them 
selves properly.”

Boy Soldiers
The minister proceeded to take great 

credit to himself arid the department 
for tire manner iri which tlie cadet corps 
thruout the country have been svste 
niafized and developed. During tlie past 
year 44,fi80 cadets bave been drilled, 
equipped and inspected. fob Hughes 
then intimated indirectly that in tire 
event of war these mere youths would 
be expected to take the field, for he 
said: “When 1 point out that manv of 
tire men who fought in the ranks at 
Alma: especially in the Welsh regiments 
who fought at Waterloo; who fought 
during flip American war. were sixteen 
years of age and upwards -Wolfe him­
self was only sixteen when he entered 
the army—it will be seen that bovs of 
sixteen years of age and upwards make 
very gond «oldlers. and it will he real 
ized what an asset these cadets are for 
the defence of the Dominion of 
Canada. ’ ’

Tiie minister grew particularly en­
thusiastic when he came to tlie matter 
of the eonstrupfion of drill halls. He 
described them as the «eeondary and 
continuation sidiool for the public school 
of the village. They kept boys and 
girls from gadding about Hie streets un 
controlled, “and going into these 
nickel shows.” Tlie cost of drill halls, 
ho said, had been much criticized. The 
cost of each mile of the Transcontinen 
tal Railway would build ten drill halls. 
In other words, said the minister, we 
"onld have one drill tiall every 
ynrd^ from the Atlantic to the F 
if we load put into drill halls the money 
spent on the N.T.R. “1 am not «:iv 
ing,” he continued, ( “ that this would 
tie a good expenditure of money.' tint, 
if properly distributed thrufiut the 
country, a few drill hails built with 
some of this money would have done 
r>o harm. The money «pcnt\upon the 
Newmarket Canal woubKhavo built lfiO 
splendid drill halls. The -post of t 
Quebec Bridge would represent ' fully 
1/'00 drill halls. Even the Sawdust 
wharf would represent two. and the late 
lamented Technical Commission would 
represent two.”

With 
pleasure we pictured Premier Borden and 
i.is powerful supporV-rs,. Rogers. \\ bite and 
Meiglien. with coats off. sleeves rolled up 
and perspiration pouring down their faces 
as they nobly Battled to protect the people's 
money from the grasping hands of the two 
railway1 knights and their retainers. Day 
after day and far into the night the battle 
was waged and reports from the scene of 
battle in the inspired press told us of tin- 
courage of tire people’s champions and of the 
dogged persistence of the knightly cash 
hunters.

1 he manu 1 acturer is an abso­
lute Tree 'Trader in everything except the 
particular line of goods he is producing— 
and he would like a law passed compelling 
the public to buy his goods and no other. We 
would suggest that the 1’rotectionist press 
bureau, that is spending so much money pub­
lishing articles lit the rural press, publish 
the above article from Industrial Canada, 
and show tlie public that m moments of con­
templation the trutli will occasionally come 
to the trout.

The discount on tlie disposal of 
these securities would probably reduce the 
proceeds below the forty two million.

An appalling story of destitution and undeserved poverty in the Manitoba ( apital

Have the citizens of Winnipeg been 

feeling the pinch of hunt times thi- 
winter ? Has there been much real ills 
tress in the city?

Two answers, at i.iie-e assail the ques
tioner.

“No, no, decidedly not,’’ say tin 
daily newspapers, the bankers, the real 
estate firms whose name is still Legion
despite the recent ...... ling out), tin-
municipal authorities, various semi 
public bodies and a large percentage of 
business men. Most of these people 
fear that the true fai ts of the case will 
injure their own business or reflect on 
the city, the provincial or Dominion 
government. “Whatever we must 
hush up. don’t knoch Winnipeg, ’ ’ is 
their motto. '

But line up the “yeas’’ and see if 
they do not constitute the overwhelm 
in g majority. We don’t hear this Ddi 
of the story, because indiscriminate 
boosting gets all the publicity. Most 
merchants will privately admit, how 
ever, that this is the worst season for 
business in several years. The small 
storekeepers are being .hard hit. If 
they extend credit they get “stung,” 
and if-they don't giie c I o-fiTTherr eus 
tomers go to the big stores. The aver 
age householder, your typical citizen 
and taxpayer, has been finding it harder 
than ever to keep abreast, let alone
ahead, of the increasing cost of main
taining his modest home. Even tin- 
wealthy class feel the financial tempera 
ture chilly, for they have not as much 
ready cash as they need for their high 
lhing. But while the middle and well 
to-do classes have felt the stringency 
in varying degrees, all below this level 
are feeling tin- hard times acutely 
The number of cases of real hardship 
and extreme destitution is so great that 
charity workers shrink from making an 
estimate for fear they will be charged 
with disloyalty to the city or with sen 
aation rnongering.

Six Times Usual Distress
The Associated f'hariiies never before 

in its history has had to relieve more 
than about thirty families in one month 
This winter there has been six times 
that number applying for food, cloth 
ing or other immediate needs. In Feb 
ruary over 200 families had to be thus 
relieved, in .January 520 and in Decern 
tier 380 cases were relieved, these figures 
including some previously helped. The 
homeless men are treated separately, 
special lodging and coffee houses being 
maintained-. In December 307 homeless 
men were given relief, in .January 231, 
and the February figures were still 
larger. The Men's Own Mission free 
Sunday break fast has been attended by 
an average of 250 men all season. “Lots 
of married, men are coming to these 
breakfasts,” said Rev. A. Allen, the 
superintendent, “in order to help save 
what little food they ean get for their 
families. Every bite counts in a lot of 
homes this winter, as we have found 
out. ’ ’

Fed 5,670 Needy Persons
The Salvation Army found more need 

• or charity this year than ever before.

While, there 
tore, oik' would naturally expect the 
Associated Charities to come m coula-t 
with the less deserving ' Has-. yet more 
than 73 per cent, of their cases in a 
typical month are duo to unemployment, 
-o per cent, to sickness, old age and ac­
cident, leaving only 3 per rent wlmse 
misfortune seemed to be their own fault. 
Of the homeless men (>7 per coni. were 
hard up thru unemployment, 31 per
cent, thru sickness, and 1 3 per cent,

"s jobs, mostly day service and as 

domestics. I ii November, VJ‘J men and 
377 women were fourni work, running 
from one da x to a permanent position.
I n Meeember t he figun w ere f>K0 men 
and 3V’ women; in .Ianwary, 403 men 
and 3S3 women, and, in February, 381 
m en and 3 S3 women.

In addition to all it - other activities, 
the Associated Charities, under the able 
supervision of .1. Howard T. Falk, has 
tried to look after the single man who 
was down and out. A large woodyard 
ha been opera t ed with t he idea of find 
ing work where none other was avail 
abb-. For sawing or splitting one third 
of a cord a man was given tickets on 
ihi* < '*ilbee—bbormc—f<u?.. t }> riqi .ipi«n Ip a nd 

bed. No mail is allowed to do more 
than t wo third" of a cord in order that 
as many men as possible might lie given 
relief. Sometimes more than seventy 
men have been sawing and splitting 
wood at one time.

She should learn to buy things 
that have been made under clean and 
safe conditions and that will give the 
maximum of value for the investment. 
Indeed, she declares that the business 
of being a bride today resolves itselt 
largely into being able to spend money 
wisely.

But Brace’s mother hastens to a*sur»- 
the guest that her daughter’s aceorn 
plishrnents are not entirely ornamental 
She has boon taking cooking lessons 
sin re February, and som<* of the future 
bride’s delirious angel rake and des 
sert are produced a* evidenre of her 
progress in this dirertion.

German Experience
In the German Empire tin: first of the 

recent experiment* in taxing the incre­
ment of land was mad»- in tin: model 
German colony of Kiaochau, established 
in G Inna in 1 h07. 1 he land arul tax 
ordinance *»f 1 irnpo.sed a tax of '.’>■> 1 - .‘I
per cent. W any in*T*-m*-nt r»f value a* * ru­
ing thereafter to privât»* purchasers of 
lands ae*iuir<-*l from the government, a 
tax of six p» r cent, on tii»: value of land, 
exclusive (j{ improvement*, and a tax on 
land sales at auction. This ordinance 
suddenly and unexpectedly realized tin* 
German land reformers’ program in a 
German colony under the direct control 
of tin- Imperial Government. It naturally 
aroused great interest, and soon led to 
attempts to tax the unearned increment 
in various German cities. Frankfort and 
( ologne took the lead, in 1001 arul 100Û. 
I lnur example was rapidly followed by 
score* of other municipalities, including 
most of the large cities, until by 1010 the 
increment tax was in operation in 157 
cities and towns and was yielding a 
substantial p-venue The rates of taxa­
tion ranged from on»* per cent, to twenty- 
five per cent, of the amount of the incre­
ment.

In 1011 the German Empire introduced 
an Imperial increment tax. This law 
imposes a progressive tax, increasing 
according to the percentage which the 
increment bears to the original value of

the land. 1 he rate * t**n p*r cent, o
the increment when that an. nuts to ten 

ent. of the original value, and in* 
creases one per cent, for each additional 
twenty per c«*nt. of increment until it 
reaches nineteen per cent, on increments 
ranging from 170 per cent, to 100 per cent. 
From that point it increases one per cent 
for every additional ten per cent, of incre­
ment, until it p-aches thirty per cent, on 
all increments of jfOO per cent, and over, 
with provision for certain ‘ deductions.
1 he Imperial tax is intended to unify 
the taxation of the unearned increment 
thruout the Fimpire, and will replace 
the local increment taxes. To compensate 
th*: cities for the revenue thus lost, the 
law provides that forty per cent, of the 
product *»f the Imperial increment tax 
shall be apportioned to the local govern­
ments, while the states are given ten per 
cent., and the Jvmpire retains fifty per 
cent. Authority is granted, however, to 
impose additional rates for local purposes: 
so that som»- measure of local option is
r«*taine<

Australia Moving
In Australia Queensland has already 

adopted the exemption of all improve­
ments, and New South Wales, South 
Australia, and every other state, as well 
as the Federal Government, are moving 
steadily in the same direction

New Zealand .has had a graduated state 
land tax since lsUl, which has already to 
a great extent accomplished its purpose 
of breaking up large estates. In 1896 
local bodies w«-re empowered to levy th»*ir 
rates on the unimproved value of land. 
By 1909 not less than eighty-five districts 
had adopted the method, with satisfactory 
results.

Of tin* nine Canadian provinces three 
have taken important steps toward the 
single tax. In British Columbia provincial 
revenue is still derived from poll, property 
and income taxes, but since 1891 muni­
cipalities have been permitted to exempt 
improvements from taxation in part or

Or land can be taken com­
pulsorily, the sum payable being that 
given in the valuation roll on which the 
owner has been paying rates, plus IV 
per cent, of the total value up to £00,- 
iivv, and Û per cent, on all amounts 
above. The improvements are also paid 
lor and are separately assessed, and 
another 11 per cent, is added on the pur­
chase price as compensation for the com­
pulsory taking. In allotting such lands 
pref. relive is given to married people, 
and all applicants have to satisfy the 
l.and Hoard that they have means to 
stock and cultivate and erect buildings 
on the land applied fur. The tenure 
granted is that of perpetual lease, at 
a rent of 4»•_. per cent, on the cost to 
the government, subject to a revalua 
tiun at the end of each 3.4 years.

Some Important Results 
“The result has been to place on the 

land as farmers a large number of men 
who vvuuld not have ventured into re 
mote and unbroken country, but who 
were willing and had the means to de­
velop lands near their old homes.

Alfalfa culture has a program all its 
own, and you had skipped the most im­
portant number.

Wing, the greatest alfalfa expert on 
thjs continent, and whom alfalfa has 
made rich: “Alfalfa is one of the 
easiest things grown in the world ; it is 
one of the hardiest plants known, one 
of the most responsive; it is absolutely 
easy to grow alfalfa and there are 
no longer any mysteries about it.’’ The

a statement Here are a few words 
from a man who put a million acres of 
alfalfa into dry Kansas—Hon. F. If. 
Coburn: “The writer believes in alfal­
fa: he believes in it for the big farmer 
as a profit bringer in the form of hay, 
or condensed into beef, pork, mutton 
or products of the cow ; but he has still 
more abiding faith in it as a mainstay

How to Inoculate
Three method- of inoculation are now 

being used —first, by taking sojl from" a 
thrifty alfalfa field which ha- grown 
good alfalfa at least three years. With 
your poe et knife, dig away the eartl. 
around a few of the plant - in the field 
you have permission to use inoculation 
from. You will find many little white 
specks on the root-, about the -i/e of 
pin heads. These are called nodules, 
and the little bees bacteria > which 
extract the honey nitrogen frt./in the 
air. li'.e in them, a- well a- in the roots 
of alfalfa. Take soil where you find 
the greatest number of ‘‘pin heads” on 
the root> a- it is certain to be most 
ihfeeteir" I fig up tlie soil to a depth of 
about six inches, and cover the load 
with a horse blanket till you reach your 
field, .lust before sowing the alfalfa 
seed, and when the sun does not shine, 
scatter from "JOfl to 4<M» pounds ol the 
inoculation per acre, and harrow im 
mediately. This work can best be done 
on a cloudy, calm day, and should never 
be attempted during strong sunlight.

The Glue Method
Another method which is used very 

successfully is to inoculate the seed 
with alfalfa earth by the use of glue. 
This may be briefly described as fol­
lows:—

Dissolve six ounces of glue in one 
gallon of water, by boiling the glue in 
water until tin- solution i- completed. 
Spread the alfalfa seed on a tight floor 
or canvas and sprinkle with the glue 
solution until the seed is just damp, or 
glistening. Keep the seed well stirred 
while sprinkling. Take the soil from a 
sweet clover patch or an old alfalfa 
field to the depth of five pr six inches 
around the crowns of the plants. Fine 
this soil arid sift it, so as to remove 
the sticks and clods. Sprinkle the seed, 
which has been dampened with the glue 
solution, with this line soil or dust, stir 
ring thoroughly until the seed is about 
dry. or dry enough so that it will not 
stick when it i- ready to seed, ('are 
should be taken not to expose the 
treated seed to direct sunlight after 
the treatment, and planting should take 
place as soon after treatment as pos 
sible. Also, the inl’e.-ted soil taken 
from the sweet clover patch or alfalfa 
field should be 'kept in the dark. After 
the seed has been sown, it should be 
covered immediately.

Nitro Cultures

Certain other seed 
inoculating . preparations are now 
offered for sale by manufacturers 
and others. These arc probably good 
when bought and will do all that is 
claimed for them, but the difficulty is 
often that farmers do not follow strict­
ly the prescribed directions in using.

Care of the Brood Mare

A It ho the season for foaling has at 
ready commenced, there arc no doubt 
many mares that are not due to foal 
for some time, and consequently a few

This condition, called oedema, is 
brought on by the weight of the foal 
in the womb pressing on the blood ves­
sels, causing a watery condition in the 
blood, lack of exercise and over feeding, 
if taken in the early stages it may be 
easily dealt with, one of the essential 
remedies being exercise. If a good pas. 
turc is available, turn the mare out 
every day, rut dow n her oat rat ion bv 
two thirds, and generally the swelling 
will disappear and the legs attain their 
normal size in a dav or so.

PLEA FOR BETTER FARMING
Editor, Guide: One can seldom take 

up a paper nowadays without seeing 
something about ..the farmers’ burdens, 
expensive machinery, cheap grain, high 
transportation charges, and many rein 
edies are suggested, until a great many 
farmers have come to look upon them­
selves as down trodden martyrs. It 
appears to me that most writers look 
too far afield for remedies; they lie, 
in my opinion, right at home, on the 
farm.

After farming in Manitoba for many 
y eft rs, in which I have studied different 
methods and been interested in the work 
apart from making it pay, I have come 
to the conclusion that by the practice 
of better farming methods much better 
v ields can be obtained^arid profits in­
creased Few farmers study their busi 
ness as other business men study theirs; 
in fact only a Small percentage under­
stand the fundamental principles of 
agriculture. Hankers, manufacturers 
and tradesmen generally who start into 
business with the same capital, pro­
portionately, as farmers do and who do 
not study their business any more than 
the average farmer does will not make 
-alt for their porridge.

Figures of cost of production recently 
published in various papers and by the 
three commissioners, who have lately 
given their report to the Saskatchewan 
Government are, of course, based upon 
the average yield and show a very small 
profit, a profit so small that it spells 
ruin unless a great change takes [dace 
very soon. The average yield of the 
three Prairie Provinces is a disgrace to 
the producers. Germany arid F reat 
Britain show averages of over thirty 
bushels of wheat to the acre, on land 
that has been cultivated for hundreds 
of years, and ours is around twenty 
bushels, on virgin prairie with the ac­
cumulated riches of centuries, capable 
of raising as fine crops as any place on 
earth.

Our experimental farms and agricul­
tural colleges have shown conclusively 
that yields can be materially increased 
and that it is -imply a matter of ‘1 Know 
how.” The benefit of all knowledge ob­
tained is given freely fur the asking. 
Campbell, of Nebraska, has many fol 
lowers in the West, who obtain yields 
tar ats-v e the average Segar Wheeler 

as shown that it is all a matter of 
method, and the -----ner our farmers get 
down to studying their business the 
-"-Tier will their troubles diminish.

The farm meat supply is a glaring 
example of shiftlessness by many far 
mers, who buy m*-at raise,1 by the other 
fellow, butchered by a second, and re 
tailed by a third, when it could have 
been raise-1 at home for half the [-rice.

I he Grain Growers' Asm-, atoms now 
make it [ ---sible to co operate in buying 
lumber, llour. wire, twite and manv 
other things necessary on the farm at

greatly reduced prves that should helj
to make scientific farming a most lucra 
live business.

This 
would be only fair, seeing that the rail- 
wav magnates, bank presidents and 
manufacturers on almost every possible 
occasion M-sure us that we are the back­
bone of the country, and agriculture is 
the first industry. If the farmers sup­
plied the biggest share of the campaign 
funds of the successful party they 
might stand a chance of getting a bonus 
once in a while. The men that fill the 
campaign fund get all they ask for. 
This is the state of affairs in ‘ ‘ Canada, 
the land of the free.”

PROGRESS IN SOUTH AMERICA
Editor, fluide: — Readers of The fluide 

who are advocating the adoption of 
Land X'alue Taxation in Canada will 
probably be interested in developments 
which have taken place in Montevideo 
recently. The special committee who 
have for the. past three years been at 
work on a new valuation of the city 
have completed their work and [ire 
I-a red an elaborate report, in which 
they recommend the immediate appliea 
tion of the single tax, pure and simple, 
not merely for the purpose of municipal 
revenue, but also with a view of substi 
tut ing some of the customs tariff taxes. 
The minister of finance, after a long 
and careful study of the report, has 
just now endorsed it and will im 
mediately present it to the president of 

.the Republic. It is anticipated that the 
president will not be long in taking ac 
tion. Let tne here sav that I consider 
as the main factor in bringing official 
opinion in Uruguay up to this point, the 
book by Dr. Manual 11 errera and Reis 
sig. entitled, “El Impuesto Territorial.’’

1 am also pleased to be able to say 
that the administration of land taxation 
here has recently issued a report recom 
mending annual valuations, and in ad 
dit ion a new valuation in ev ery case 
where a public improvement has benefit- 
ted adjoining property, lie also calls 
attention to the fact that in the valua 
tion carried out in this city, both land 
and buildings are “separately valued 
in order that it may be possible to legis 
late with exactness, when it is desired 
to assess differently the two factors, 
land and buildings, which constitute 
real property. ’ ’

The following are the figures of the 
old valuation, against which he is pro 
testing: Land only, $470,1 20,k3 1.92 gold; 
building-, f ô 10,403. .'iOS.'iS gold The 
value today must be many times that 
amount. The amount of the tax col­
lected for 1012 on land and buildings 
was $0,514,400.of) gold.

1 may add that the election campaign 
in view of the forthcoming national 
elections is already in full swing, with 
land value taxati n as main plank in 
the Socialist platform—the same that 
■ wept the polls last year.

t i'-e K not usually carried out. The ob 
ject is just this: It lias been found
that the water is more readily assimi 
hated, or taken up, thruouf the blood 
system if taken previous to feeding, 
whereas if given after a good meal it 
tends to wash some of the digestive 
nutrients in the food into the alimen 
ta ry canal, t kvsr thus being lost, and 
also V< set up undue fermentation in 
t he stomach, a condition which causes 
coliev pains in most animals treated in 
this way.

Do Not Feed Too Soon
W hull tlu* ch-ick is liâtchv«l it has a 

sufficient sujqdv of nourishment in the 
y oik of the vgg to last it for several 
• lay-'. -What the chick ivqui-rcs for the 
fir>t few days i< not feed, hut warmth 
and rest.

Sand or Grit First
When the chicks are removed to their 

brooding quarters there should he some 
coarse sand or fine chick grit scattered 
where they can have free access to it. 
They should then he left until they 
show positive signs of hunger, which 
would he between the second and third 
day after hatching. They may then he 
given some bread crumbs that have been 
very slightly moistened with milk; this 
may he scattered on clean sand or chick 
grit. If being brooded by a hen she 
will see that no food is allowed to lie 
around, but if in a brooder that part of 
the food that the chicks do trot pick up 
i n a few minutes should be removed, as 
nothing in feeding causes so much 
trouble as leaving food of that nature' 
a round until it i< M»ur.

The First Ten or Twelve Days
The following daily ration of -five 

feeds given about two .-ml a half hours 
apart and continued from tlie time the 
chicks are two to three days out of the 
shell until ten or twelve days of age 
may he altered or adopted to suit con 
ilit ions : - -

After Ten or Twelve Days
After the chicks are ten days to two 

weeks old, coarser foods may be a 1 
lowed. The in fertile eggs may be 
boiled and mixed with the mash food 
and the bread and mil k discontinued. 
Hoppers in which is put cracked grains 
and dry mash or rolled oats may be 
placed where the chicks <an have fr*-<- 
access to them. As soon as they be 
come accustomed to the hoppers all 
hand feeding except the mash may be 
discontinued. If the chief, s are on 
range it will be fourni that after a 
time they will get careless about com 
ing when called, at which time the 
mash may be dropped and dépendance 
placed entirely on the hopper feeding

Place grit and water, also a dish of 
sour milk if possible where the chicks 
will have free acce1-- to them.

in whole. Since 1 S92» indeed, municipali­
ties have not been permitted to assess 
i m p r u v < • m c 11 t.V a 1 i a u r v than .lift y per cent, 
of their actual value. I nd.er the authority 
tlms granted all the important urban and 
many rural municipalities now exempt 
improvements entirely, thus raising prac­
tically all local revenue from land. The 
government, thru its finance minister, 
the lion. Price Kllison, now formally 
announces its purpose to adopt the single 
tax for all provincial revenues, lie says: 
“Our aim is to reach a point where direct 
taxation will he eliminated and our rev­
enues will he obtained from tin* natural 
resources of the province This 1 regard 
as a sound policy.”

"In the province of Alberta there were 
established in 1912 fifty-t wo^jnunicipali- 
tiea, which are required to levy their taxes 
on land values only. The same is true 

-■■of-géventy* Xôur vilhigcs, hi so of forty-four 
out of fortv-six towns. In 1912 the 
province enacted laws, practically without 
opposition, requiring, with two exceptions, 
all towns, all rural municipalities, and 
all villages to raise their local revenues 
from taxes assessed upon land according 
to its actual cash value. The five cities 
of Alberta have special charters granting 
wide discretion. Edmonton has exempted 
all improvements .since 1901, and the 
others are following suit.

In Saskatchewan about twenty villages 
confine taxation to land alone. This 
province has just passed a new act re­
quiring all rural municipalities to raise 
their revenue from taxation of land values 
exclusively, and imposing a graduated 
surtax, beginning in 19] t, upon un­
occupied lands Its main feature ii the 
imposition of a tax of * 10 per section of 
CIO acres upon land of any owner or 
occupant exceeding CM) acres which*has 
less than one-half of its area under cultiva 
tion.

In Ontario 900 municipalities have 
petitioned for power to reduce taxes on 
improvements. By twenty-three to one 
the Toronto City Council, in January, 
1919, submitted to the citizen-* the ques­
tion of exempting buildings, when jpon 
t he citizens voted m t In affirmative four 
to one.

Out of her 
wages her carfare cost $1. Another 
family, out north of the city on the bare 
prairie, was dependent on the son’s 
wages of ~~ a month, out of which 
their rent took #20.

A Swedish Heroine
A Swedish woman having a sickly 

husband and twelve children in her ex 
tremity applied to a down town church 
for some wood, on the -triet understand 
ing that she pa v it back in full. A 
charity society had offered her fuel free 
but she would not accept it. She had 
some regular work each week which she, 
gave over to lo r two eldest daughter» 
while she hustled around to fin-1 new- 
work for herself, as she knew a little 
more English than they.

health A doctor, hearing of her hero 
ism, volunteered his services, but she 
refused any such benefit for herself.

wages were cut down to #3n. out of 
which the month'- rent takes #2". This

These facts are vouched for by 
a prominent church worker.

Outrageous Rents
Practically every worker interviewed 

agreed that rents in Winnipeg were ex 
tremely high. "Outrageous,” ‘ ‘ exorbi 
tant,” “cruelly unjust.’’ were the 
terms most frequently applied. One 
worker said he could match the ease on 
William Avenue many times over where 
the high rent consumed half or more of 
w hat a man earned when he could get 
work.

‘ - I know a man,’’ said Mr. Allen, of 
the Men "s Own, “who lives with his 
wife and four children in a two-roomed 
shack cut on the prairie a mile beyond 
the William Avenue car service. For 
this shad, he pays # 18 a month.” When 
carfares are added arid heavy fuel bills,

Bailiffs’ Business Booming
High rents are not the only grievance 

against the landlord. Their too ready 
recourse to the bailiff has entailed no 
end of distress. P.ailifT» have been en 
joving a most prosperous season. One 
of this fraternity bur-t into a little 
home near Pacific Avenue one bitterly 
cold Saturday night. “Day up the two 
months’ rent due or out you go,” was 
his ultimatum. In vain did the parents 
plead the cruelty of casting four little 
children out on the street when the* ther­
mometer was down to 30 below zero. 
Tim agent was granite. In desperation 
the father sent word to Rev. Dr. Me 
Lean, whose timely intervention with 
some money prevented the brutal threats 
of the bailiff from being carried out 
Sometimes a landlord uses a bailiff to 
squeeze out rent in advance. On March 
2 a widow, supporting six children, was 
ciirtlv ordered into the street unless she 
forthwith paid March’s rent. The fact 
that she had no money and no work 
made no difference. Luckily the Asso 
/dated Charities got in between the 
bailiff and the helpless victim.

SWEET PEA GROWING WASPS
I feel extremely virtuous this week by 

reason of having got our sweet peas in 
the ground before the first of May, not 
very much before, but enough to brag 
about. Sowing sweet peas i< not quite 
as easy as it look- It seems that it 
won’t do at all just to scratch up the 
earth for four or five im-hes on the top 
Dear no! One must dig it up for a 
depth of tw»i feet, because the tiny 
little rootlets go down fully that far 
into the soil in order to make a firm 
foundation for the tall, slender vines. 
Then one should make a trench about 
i foot deep and put a good thick layer 
of well rotted manure in the bottom of 
it. Next cover with a layer of rich 
black soil and drop the peas in the 
ground an inch or two a part The seed 
firms say to thin them out to a distance 
of three or four inches, after they have 
grown three or four inches high.

I planted only the Spencer sweet pea, 
which grows such great large flowers 
and so many to a stern and now I feel 
that I can hardly wait for the blooms to 
come, However, we shall see what we 
shall see, and if they prosper you will 
hear more about these flowers later

-tnnd -a re--ddre—nrost—eon t en be4---t he-raest 
law-abiding and the most prosperous 
dommunity in the world. ’

“The following passage sums up the 
lesson: —

“ IVrhajis the most remarkable feat 
tire of New Zealand’s object lesson, at 
least from an economic point of view, 
is tiie evidence it affords on one point, 
and that the most unexpected of all— 
the policy is the most, profitable of all 
national policies yet adopted. This, in­
deed, is not its highest recommendation ; 
it is one, however, so unexpected, and 
so contradictory of all past experience, 
that it cannot tic lost sight of without 
injustice in dealing with the question.
“New Zealand adopted a policy that 

was in absolute contradiction of the 
received and accepted principles of 
national political economy—a policy 
that might be defended on grounds of 
benevolence, or even of an overstrained 
and somewhat sentimental desire to 
give opportunity to the class that had 
hitherto had the least opportunity of 
advancement twenty years ago. The 
result that was not anticipated, either 
by the supporters nr opponents of the 
policy in New Zealand or elsewhere, 
was tin- one that is the most apparent 
of all the policy has paid, to an 
extent that '-.in be claimed for no other 
national policy ever adopted bv any 
country.
