New Taxation For Ontario.
D —.

New forms of taxation, to meet in-
ereased demands upon the public trea-
Sury were announced by Hon. ¥. W.
McGarry ia his budget speech last week.
Inereased taxes to be levied em six of
the principal Ontario racetracks, namely
Weedbine, Dufferine and Hillcrest, all
of Terente, and Hamilton, Windsor aad
Fort Bric. At preseat the Goverament
rescives $500 a day frem these race
trasks. The tax is incressed to §1,200
per day for every day there is racing.
The Gevernment new receives $40,000
per annum frem this source. With the
increased tax the Government will re-
€eive $100,000 per annum. Taxes on
such pluces of amusement as meving
pisture shews, theatres, circuses, base-
ball and lacresse parks and skating rinks
A tax of 1c to be impesed en each ad-
missien, may be increased to 26 cents by
regulation order-in-Council. It is esti-
mated that theattendance at such places
is about 35,009,000 per year, so that the
revenye from that seurce witha 1c tax
on cach admission would be $350,000 a
year. Eatertainments of philanthrepic,
religisus nad patriotis eharaster are ex-

eluded.

Hear are a few recipes that I want
to give to Canadian Soldiers, writes
Mr. Geo.

1. How to waterprodf their “over-
coats.—Put 1 Ib." of alum, 3 ozs. of
fish glue (or any other first-class’glue)
in five quarts of boiling water. . When
dissolved, add five quarts of cold wa-
ter. When cold put in the overcoat
for a few minutes. When dry. it will
shed the rain,

5. Cure for pneumonia.—Saturate
a ball of cotton (one inch in diameter)
with spirits of grain alcohol. Add
three drops of chloroform to each ball
of cotton. Place between the pa-
tient’s teeth (after first using vase-
line on the gums to prevent burning),

and let the patient inhale the fumes)-

in long, deep breaths for fifteen min-
utes. Then repeat for fifteen minutes
or more. Inhale again, and repeat
the above twenty times. The result
will be that the lungs will relax and
expand to their normal condition; in
twenty-four hours the sufferer is out
of danger, and in forty-eight hours
cured, although weak.
