There are still people who thinki
that an airman in dropping bombsl
lifts them in his hands and dropss
them overboard one by one. \

If they tealized the weight of the‘
modern bomb, its size, the accuraLe!
sighting which is used in order to|
hit the targets, and the necessity for
instantaneous release, they would
understand that this is impossihle.

A bomb dropper as a rule never
handles or touches his bombs in any
way, and may not even see them.
They are slung up on heoks, or on
Joops of wire, and are released by
the pull ¢f a handle in the observer’s
or pilot’s seat. The bomb ‘dropper
can then drop omne, two or a dozen
bombs at once if he wishes to. He
can do it with ease and safety, an.
need not move his eyes from his
“sight”” or his objective - while he
does it.

All bombs—German,
French—have some safety . device
attached to them ~'to assure their
harmlessness until such time as they
are dropped. In the German bombs
this generally consists of & pin, and
it is very probable that those which
have been dropped in: Londen and
have failed to explode still contained
the metal pin, which the German air-
men, perhaps through execitement or
nervousness, forgot to withdraw.
This operation is generally:perform-
ed ‘by another handle near the drop-
ping lever, which pulls the pin out of
the bombs by means of a wire.
»Strange though it may sound,
bombs ‘are very difficult things to
explode, and even if a bomb were to
be dropped from a very great height
with ‘the safety pin in it, it would
probably not detonate, although it
would strike the ground with terrific
force.

To a Barless Canada

od of compelling a prisoner of war
to work is peculiar On their arrival
at the works the prisoners are given
a good meal, with a few bottles of
beéer and things to smoke. They are
interviewed by the firm’s interpreter
whose duty it is'to Jmpress the pris-
oners of war that it i§ not a muni-
tions factory; that they make only
bicycles, pocket knives, razors, ete,
The field and seige guns, madhine
guns and the thousands  of shells
you see stacked in every spare foot
of -the yard—well, they paint those.

Penalty for Refusal

You flatly refuse to start work
and a German officer of high' rank
appears, who the interpreter informs
you, is in charge at the works of
the prisoners of war, and who is in-
vested with supreme power, and can
sentence you to death. You again re-
fuse to work and immediately you

who proceed-to: tickle your ear with
the butts of rifles or;bayonets. When
you regain consciousness you find
yourself under the gronnd in a cell,
close to the exhaust pipes of various
machines, - You, stick in this usual-
Iy for three or four or five days, and
then suddenly the interpreter asks:
" ewillyou-work ‘Baw?”

Should you answer in the negative
you are left for another period of
from three to-five days. Should you
tell him you are hungry and thirsty
having had nothing 'to -eat for:the
three or five days, he informs you
if you ¢ ~comsent to work you shall
have anything it reason you desire.
He takes you to the dining hall and
you do justice to the food given you.
Then you are given-a few bottles of
lager beer and a ¢igar. Your guard-
ian angel ;unfolds to you a wonderful
‘tale, T give the conversation actu-
ally as'it took ‘place between the in-
terpreter and myself.

He said: “If you will work for us
at your trade (crucible steel smelt-
ing) we will pay you 25 marks a day
out of which you will pay 10 marks
for food and lodging. You sghall live
in a house in the town with civilians
and be allowed to . wear civilian
clothes. When your work is finished
you may go where. you wish, pro-
vided you are .accompanied by the
German in whose house you are
lodging. i

The Temptation

“You can have any girl you ‘wish,
providing she is willing, and there is
no reason why you should 'mot be
comfortable. . .2’ Looking around
the shops the only:peculiarity I no-
ticed was the truth of the interpret-
er’'s remarks concerning the women.
In every branch of the works where
a prisoner is employed he had 'wo-
men and girls as neighbors. 1 ques-
tioned diﬁerent Frencthmen concern-
ing what I'd been told about the wo-
men to learn if it was true. As many.
as 500 prisoners oi ‘war living with
women' were allcgwed as much free-
dom of -movemeént -after working
hours as the Germans ' themselves.
I want it clearly ynderstood that
this practice was encouraged by
the authorities, as it assisted the
birth rate and ensured the output of
more .work, a8 the prisoners of war
in these circumstances realized that
they had lost all claim on their own
national ideals and the majority ser-
jously: contemplate taking out nat-
uralization papers and remaining
naturalized citizens, You don’t cen-
sure these men.

Capt, Pidgeqn spoke ‘from the
text in “the siitn chapter ‘of Micah
verse eight: “He hath shewed thee,
‘0O man, what is good; and what doth
the-Lord require of thee, but to do
justly and to love mercy and to walk
humbly with thy God.”

Many of the men at tHe front
walk humbly with God.

Bread Cards Are To Be Issued Soon
—Strangers Are Given Emer-
gency Food Cards

Residents of London who live in
houses or flats are allowed to buy
one pounyl of meat, half a pound of
sugar, half a pound of bacon, ham,
OT: sausage, and a quarter of pound
of butter or margarine per week.. So
far no bread cards. have been issned,
but there is a probability that ration
ing on that staple article of food will
be put in force.

In order to discourage the ancient
English custom of afternoon tea, the
Food Controller has ordered that
not more than one and ' one-half
ounces of bread or cake may be
served to one customer d4n the
restaurants and tea ‘'houses between
3 and 5.30 p.m. 'This comes as an
unwelcome surprise to visitors, who
swallow ‘their two slices of wa
like bread and butter and then order
cake.

Americans stopping at hotels re-
ceive one-sixth of an ounce of sugar
daily for their morning coffee, and
the same for tea in the afternoon, if
they take any. The guests-find a
difficulty when they leave London
for a day or two, as the cards are
not transferable and the prospect of

Crop! me Crows

In Canada, the most sericus eme-
my to the corn crop is the crow. -A
dose of shot is an infallible cure fer
the latter’s fondness for corn, but,
unfortunately it -is more easily pre-
scribed than administered. There
are, however, other meéans, of com-
batting the trouble.

Treaﬁng g ‘the Seed

Immerse the corn for two or three
minutes in water as hot as c¢an be
borne by the hand. Drain, and while
the corn is still moist and warm add
half a cupful of goal “tar or plne tar
per gallon of seed. Stir until every
kernel is coated with /tar. As a drier
add a small-guantity of lime; plaster
or even dry road dust. If the work
is well done, nwd 80 prepared may
be aown by machine, ‘but the feed
should.be watched earefully for fear
clogging may oceur.

- When crows. are noticed on the
field; take some corn, say two gal-
lons more or less, #iccording to the
size of the field, ‘and boil for about
rthirty minutes, in' just' sufficient wa-
ter to cover the corn to the depth of
one ineh. To the wdter and corn be-
fore boiling add about one-eighth of
‘an ounce of strychnine, or better
still, of strychnine sulphate, for each’
gallon of water. Allow the corn to
lie in the strychnine and water over
night. In the morning drain off any
water remaining and seatter the corn
thinty over the corn fisld.

In making use of'thé above plan
great care should be taken to pour
the water off the corn into some holf‘:
or in a spot not likely to be fre-
guented by children or domestic ani-
malsy Care should aldo be taken to
keep “poultry off the corn field for
two or three weeks after the poison-
ed corn has been scattered thereon.

A device much used in some ldcali-
ties is “stringing the field.”  Stakes
three or four feet high are placed
here and there
twine to which may be attached
pieces of paper or bits of bright tin.
Dead crows obtained by poison may
also be attached to twine or stakes.
The time honored ‘‘scarecrow’ may
also be tried, but it must be admit-

Birth Cerfificate
is Not Necessary

“Birth certificate is not necessary’”
This statemgnt, written in red
pencil upon a proclamation of the
Military Service Branch of the De-
partment of Justice, is posted up in
the corrider leading to the Regis-
trar General’s Department to reas-
sure the hundreds of people demand-
ing certificates of birth. With ‘appli-
cations for birth and marriage cer-
tificates pouring in at the rate of
2,000 or 3,000 a: day, the clerks
searching the records, though work-
ing until midnight, are unable to
keep pace with the démand, and
thouSands of men who have applied
will .be unable to get their certifi-
dates by June 1 ,when the new regu-
lations, requiring the carrying of pa-
pers, go into effect.

The new notice trom Ottawa de-
clares that the ‘mah who apparently
comes within Class 'Ong, d¥'is reason-
ably suspecied of being’in the class,
shall carry an official certificate of
mariage or birth to prove that he is
not in the class, or a certificate sign-
ed by two reputable citizens of “the
community in which he lives who
have knowledge of the fact that he
is not in Class One. The young mar-
ried man or the man over age, who
does not eare to take chances by
wnting until he can get a certificate
from the Registrar General may get
one from friends whose signatures
carry weight.

The rush for certificates shows
that many people misunderstand the
new regulations, applications being
made by men far beyond the age
limit of class one, who are under
the impression that all men maust
carry papers.

Big Output of

AN ADPITIONAL SUPPLY OF 85,
000,000 TONS 1S
~  REQUIRED

Philadelphia, May 31.—The pro-
duction .of coal in the United States
for the. year beginning ' April 1si
must reach
A, Morrow, Gemeral Director of Dis-
tribution of-the United States Fuel
Administration,. ‘told the Na-
tional Coal Assoclatlon. in conven-
tion here. This means an increase
of 85,000, 000 tons over the produc-

war demands are to be met. “¥t is
doubtful Mr.  Morrow said, if the
production of anthracite coal can be
increased - over last year’s total of
89,000,000, gross tons. Therefore
the entire 85,000,000 tons - must
come from the bituminous mines.

A survey of the war demand for
coal by the United States Fuel Ad-
ministration has shown that the
eountry will require during the pres-
ent coal year 635,000,000 net tons
of bituminous coal, ‘Mr. Morrow
said.

The output of the bituminous
mines for April, the first month of
the new coal year was 47,000,000
tons. Should this rate of produe-
tion be maintained throughout the
vear the total output would be only
546, 000,000 tons: Under the pres-
ent estimates of necessary consump-
tion, the country at this rate of pro-
duction would face a bituminous coal
shortage  of * 71,000,000 tons, Mr.
Morrow salid.

SIX GERMAN AIWNES FALL
IN FIGHTING AMONG THE
CLOUDS—LONG RANGE
AERIAL ATTACKS

London, May 31.—Five German
airplanes were brought down in the
air fighting on Wednesday and one;
was driven to earth omt of control,
acecording to the official statement
on aerial operations issued by the
war office tonight. The text of the

statement reads:

“Low clouds and poor visibility .

preveated much work by our air-
planes on Wednesday until late in
the afternoon, when the weather
cleared. Five German machines
were ‘brought .down in air fighting
and one was driven down out of con-
trol. 'We lost none.

‘“Five tons of bombs were dropped
by our machines during the day on
ammunition dumps and billets in the
neighborhood _of Armentieres and
Bapaume. '

“The bombing operations continu-
ed during Wednesday night and 16
tons of bombs were dropped on rail-
way stations; including those at
Valenciennes and Busigny, and om
towns and roads behind the enemy’s
lines.  Projectiles were also drop-
ped on the docks at Burges. All our
machines returned.

“In addition to the raids reported
on Wedneaday, -our machines heav-
ily bombed the railway triangle at
Metz-Sablons on Wednesday night.
All our machines except one return-
ed.” e

In Quarantine

All troops on arrival in England
ifrom Canada must spend 28 days in
this segregation camp bhefore being
drafted off to other camps’to. com-
plete their training. Disease some-
times breaks out on shipboard,
though generally nothing more seri-
ous than a few cases of mumps
or measles. However, quarantine is

certain boundaries -no man is allow-
ed to stir until the time is up. Shore
leave is not granted until the draftee
has been five weeks in England. On
his first day at the segregation camp
there is muster and roll call. The
second day 'is deywa_d to medical and
dental inspection, %he third -to
ordnanece and kit inspection. On the
fourth morning. his web equipment
is serutinized, and immediately after
his regular training starts. Though
the Imperial authorities allow long-
er the Canadians have cut the course
of training to 10 weeks to meet the
demand for men. In 10 weeks’ time,
which includes the 28 days in segre-
gation, the draftee has become a
ﬁnished(so\dier, ready for the tren-
ches. \

Never Say ‘‘Conscript”

That hateful word ‘‘conscript’”. is

to which draftees presently proceed

units. Punishment swift and sharp
awaits anyone who taunts the new-
comers.

The .general attitude of the
veterans and volunteers toward the
draftees has from the outset been
kindly. Not a few of the newcomers

Blew up Bridge;
‘Bagged Plane

DOUBLE FEAT PERFORMED BY
- CANADIAN ENGINEERS

Terrific Explosion —No Esecape- for
Those Near

Ottawa, June 1.—The following
article has been received here from
Roland Hill:

“To blow up a bridge and bring
down a Boche aeroplane was the
unique experience of engineers of a
Canadian overseas railway comstruc-
tion unit during the recent fighting
at Aveluy on the Ancre river. The °
incident is vouched for by an Imper-
ial infantry, eolonel, whose men were
holding the lipe at that sectiom. It
was decided as, necessary to destroy
the steel structure at the last moq—
ent after our men had crossed, and a -
young Winnipeg lisutenant was giv-
en the job and a lorry with guncot-
ton. He had just completed the min-
ing and the fixing of the fuse when a
Hun plane swooped down and drop-
ped bombs on both sides of the
bridge. The lorry was hurried out
of danger, but the officer stayed be-
hind to see if any more of our in-
fantry needed to cross. The air-
plane swerved round in a circle and
came at the. bridge firing machine-
guns as the last man darted to cover.
The Canadian set his fuse after it *
had gone by and then dashed up the
road. Just as the machine came
swerving over the bridge for the
set;ond time the structure went up in
a -blinding flash. The aeroplane
rocked with the force of the explo-
sion, suddenly flamed up and ecrash-
ed. Not a single seul crawled out
from the ruins, although the Brit-
ish infantry watched closely.”

The Trent Canal, which has now
been completed' from Lake Ontario
to Lake Simcoe, will be fromally op-
ened for traffic by Hon. J. D. Reid,
Minister of Railways and Canals, on
Monday. June 3rd, the King’s Birth-
day. The gccasion will not be mark-]
‘ed by any elaborate ceremonies inj
view of the state of war. The Minis-
ter of Railways and: those who ac-
company him wilk travel by train
from Ottawa tosTrgnton, the Lake
Ontario terminal ‘.»«f the canal
Thence they will ‘'make an ‘inspection
tour of the waterway by steamer,
passing ‘through Peterboro and go®
ing on to Lake Simeoe.
As has been said, commuhicatlon
has been established between Lake
Ontario and Lake Simcoe by the
completion of one 'section of the
canal. The openirig of.the channel
to Lake Ontario will likely prove
useful, however, inasmuch as it will
permit of the carriage of coal to
Peterboro and other. points en the
canal by an all-water route. The
Trent Canal has been wunder con-
struction for more than a quarter of
a century, and upon it some sixteen
and-a half million dollars have been
expended. From Lake Ontario -to
Peterboro it ‘has a depth of elgh’
feet four inches, and from Peterboro
on a depth of six feet six inches.

This man has been with me since
Mareh 29th, and for, certain Teasons
the whole Company had been under
guarantine, and as i 'nratter of fact
no man has been ‘out‘of barracks
sinece March 13th, no leave even hav-
ing been granted. He is one of my
best men:; he has performed his
duties well, and has lived up to ev-
ery rule and regulation as a soldier
should.

I was certainly indignant to learn
of the gross exaggeration and false-
