Ye Scribe of the Reporter Recounts His
Many and Varied Experiences While
Hunting for Game in:the Wilderncss.
The Machine Agent went to the lake
to which the canoe had been taken,
the Rabbitt Hunter to the Narrows,
the Historian to an island in the same
lake, while the Fox Hunter, Butcher
Boy and the Smith toock up positions
on runways upon the hills, and
Josiah let loose the dogs.

~X A HModel Farmer.

At the Farmers’ Institute meeting
here, when Prof. Robortson spiok
a farmner being able to maintain a han
dred eows oun a bundred acres, his
giafeinent wos reccived with gmiles of
incredulity by some and by others
such a thing was regarded as possible
but not practicable. In conversation
last week with Roger Williams, of
Williams DBros., Hermon, N. Y., we
learned that he is keeping 127 head
of cattle, besides sheep and swine, on
one hundred acres.  About the only
food he buys is cotton-seced meal.
This costs $26 per ton, and he con-
siders that by eating it the ecaftle add
$2 to its value as a manure ; in other
words, that a ton of this meal con-
verted into manure is worth $28
Of course, as he is making butter, his
cattle are milked the year round.
He is not anxious to obtain thorough-
hred stock, but keeps an imported
Ayrshire sire, and is breeding for a
high-class milking grade. He is
greatly in favor of the adoption of the
Babcock test for cheese and butter
factories, and makes out a very strong
case in ite favor. A visit to such a
farm as Williams Bros. would do the
farmers of this county more good than
all the lecturers in Ontario (great as
the benefits conferred by them have
been), as nothing but a practical
demonstration of a theory will con-
vince some people.

X Mr. Geo. A. Dixon, of Frankville,
has for a number of years. been work-
ing quietly away at an industry that
is gradually assuming quite large pro-
portions. He has already this season
made up thirteen fur coats and re-
paired sixteen or eighteen more. A
Reporter representative found him
engaged one day last week on a coat
made from ground hog or woodchuck
tkins. The skins were purchased by
Mr. Dixon from the parties in the
vicinity  of Frankville and sent to
Montreal to be tanned.  These skins
are equal to buckskin for strength
and darability, and the hair being
very thick and short, make-a beau-
tiful and lasting coat.  Mr. Dixon
also had four or five coon and calf
coats, partislly fiuished, and pointed
out the differenice between tHg home
aod the Montreal mode of tanning,
which was lar, in favor of the
Montreal work.  Several coon coats
that had seen long service were being
vepuired, and the manner in which
the work was being done reflected
credit on his ability as o farrier

Whereas the firm of Bullis & Sherman manu-
facturers are desirous of establishing a factory
in the Village of Athens for the purpose of
manufacturing wood into steam bent stuff and
other articles and have requested the Corpor-
ation to grant them aid by way of bonus for
the promotion of such manufacture within the
limits of said Village

And Whereas it 18 cxycdicm to aid the said
firm by granting to them the sum of Three
hundred ﬁollm‘u by way of Bonus or aid upon
the conditions hereinafter set forth

And Whereas the amount of the whole rate-
able property of the said Corporation is ore
hundred and seventy two thousand and forty
five dollars according to the last revised
assessment roll of said Corporation.

‘And Whereas therc is no existing debenture
debt of the said Corporation but the existing
debenture debt of the Corporation of the
Pownship of the Rear of Yonge and KEscott is
fifteen thousand dollars towards the payment
of which sum and interest, the Corporation of
the Village of Athens: is to pay the sum of
Three hundred and one dollars and twenty
five cents annually during the currency of the
debentures and the High School d nture
debt of the Township Rear Yonge & lscott is
$3840 of which the Corporation is to pay the
