A WESTERN LETTER

Keithville, Sask,, May 6, 1911
Editor Athens Reporter.

Dear Sir,—Since coming here a year
ago, I bave been a constant reader of
vour valuable paper anc have ebnjoy-
ed it very much, as itis as good as a
letter from an old time friend.

Spring is much later here this year
thun it was last, but many of the
farmers are through sowing wheat and
are prepuring their land for oats and
flax.

Much of the wheat that was sooner
sown this spring is up nicely and the
fi -1ds look s green as a lawn.

It is a littlo early to sow many gar
den seeds, for us yet as there is danger
of a late trost, but such vegetables and
seeds as onions, beets, peas, radishes,
lettuce and cabbage ave already planted
and are doing very well.

One can raise anything in the vege-
table line here and most farmers raise
an abundance of each so as to share
with less fortunate neighbors.

The crops in this vicinity last year
were yery good. The dryv weather did
not have much effect on them as they
were well put in.

This country is sure ‘on a . boom”
(allow the slang expression) this jear.
The contractors are very buey grading
the railroad through my place and
want to have it completed so0 as to
haul this year’s crop. As it is now,
the farmers have to draw their grain
from 25 to 50 and 60 miles to market,
and still the profit has been enough to
pay for the work.

The unbroken prairie is covered
with many kinds ot wild flowers at
the vgresent time,

e have a school, which is now in
progress, church and Sunday School
every Sunday, held at the school-build-
ing. During the winter months we
bad a Literary Society which met every
two weeks. We now have a public
Library, although still in its infancy,
as it was only started a couple of
months ago, It promises to grow with
this great country.

This is sure a great country, ‘as
every quarter section of any value
whatever is taken from 75 to 100 mile
from town by some one. The settlers |
here are all young, or comparatively |
80, and now listen, girls* about three |
fourths of these settlers are bachelors, |
like myself, and wany, yes, most of
them, would make good husbands for |
you ; if you don’t believe it, come and |
pay us a visit. Nearly all of us own |
820 acres of us good a land as there is
anywhere.

At this place we have a grocery, a
post office, blacksmith shop and an'
eating house. Therc is one steam,
one kerosene and one gasoline plowing
outfit here in this settlement now ib |
progress. i

We also have four feed grinders, as |
most of the farmers feed their grain !
gronnd. There are 3 threshing outfits !
here to. Land that 3 yuvars ago sold
for $10 and $12 per acre now sells at |
from $26 to $3 per acre. ‘\

Within » radius of 10 square miles, !
there will be something over 80,000 |
acres of crop put in this year, nearly |
all of which was raw prairie three
years ago, so you cun see that the far-,
mer’s watchwords have been “push on- ,
ward.” !

CARMAN'S VIEWS

Contradicts Dr. Workman's Testimony
on Several Points.

Doctrine of Original Sin and the
New Birth.

Montreal despatch says: Dr. Carman,
General Superintendent of the Methodist
Church in Canada, took the witness
stand in the Workman libel case to-day
and gave evidence on points of Meth-
odist belief involved in the alleged asser-
Dr. Dr. Carman

tions of Workman.

| claimed that from his position his testi-

mouy could be regarded as the voice of
the Methodist Church. His statements

on points of Methodist beliei, he de-
clared, were the interpretations of the
Methodist Church courts. His testimony
on wany points was directly cpposed to
that of Dr. Workman, who, in testitying
vesterday, refased to admit that the be-
liefs which he held were not in accord
with the standards of Methodism.

On the question of the corporeal resur-
rection of Christ he difiered from Dr.
Workman, who thought the Gospel alle-
gorical in tiis particular, while Dr. Car-
man held that it could be literally inter-
preted.  Dr. Carman also declared that,
aceording to the doctrinal standards of
the Methodiat Church, Christ was truly
(od, and that this point was not open to
investigation. Without the doetrine
of Christ being Deity the Church could
not exist. Contravy to Dr. Workman's
{esiimony, Dr. Carman declaved that the
Suerifice of Calvary in the eyes of the
Methodist Cliareh was both a propitia -
ory and expiatory aet, and  that the
atonement had its «ffects not only man-
wards but Godwards.  Original sin. he
said, lay not in the fall of Adam, but in
the corruption of human nature whereby
man is inclined to din.  Pressed for an
answer a8 to whether a new-horn babe is
ainful, he anawersd in the affirmative:
“Becanse it must be born again.”  This,
ho said, waa the view of his Chureh. Dr.
\Workman held, on the other hand, that
man was born in innocence.

Dr. Carman als> declared that the
Mothodist Chureh: heid the historie ween-
racy of the Gospel as beyound a doubt,
and coulid never eountenance an investi-
gation on this point. “The Seriptures
contain all that is necessary Tor salva-
tion,” he said.

As to Dr. Workman's dismissal, he
held that it was quite within the juris-
diction of the Wesleyan College Board,
and that there waa uo necessity for them
to appeal to the Conferenes.  'he Meth
odist Church, he declarved, was aot dog
matic in its attituds, anl weuld allow
its members ample latitwls on points not
regarded a4 ssanntial to salvation: hut
Pr. Workman seemad, aceerding to s
testimony, to have attacked the funda-
ment

Rev. nf St James’ Meth-
odist Churel, stared that in his opinion
Dr. Workman had not been legally sus-
pended.  He belisved that as a clergy-
man, as weil as a professor, he was re-
sponsible only to the Conference for his
roligious beliefs, and that the Board of
the eollege had no right {o dismiss him.

Mr. A. I Oughtred, one of the board,
testified that he had seconded the mo-
tion for dismiasal becanss he helieved it
1lie thing for the Methodist
Church, that  he  had  protested
amainst the legality of the move.

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WO STEAMERS
 IN COLLISION

The Admiral Faragut Rams Merida
Off Virgiaia Coast.

Passengers and Crew of the Merida
Saved Before She Sank.

Disaster Occured in a Fog— Wireless
Brought Relief.

New York, May 15.—The steamship
Merida, of the Ward Line, with 207 pass-
engers, from Havana for this city, was
rammed by the steamer Admiral Farra-
gut off Cape Charles, Virginia, shortly
after midnight this morning. 'The Mer-
ida’s passengers and crew were transter-
red to the Admiral Farragut. Water
poured through the gap in the Mertda's
side. and five hours after the collision
the steamship settled beenath the waves.

Wireless distress cignals were flashed
in every direction, and the United States
battleship lowa husried to the Merida’s
assistance. The Admiral Parragut, of the
American Steamship Company, returned
to Philadelphia.

The Admiral Farragut was somewhat
damaged in the collision, but was able to
proceed. Officers of both steamships
went among the passengers and assured
them that there was no danger.

The Merida, under the command of
Captain Robertson, left Vera Cruz on
May 4 and Havana on May 9. The Ad-
miral Farragut, commanded by Captain
Madere, left Philadelphin for Port An-
tonio yesterday morning. She carried
ten passengers. About 12.30 o’clock this
morning, when both steamships were
about 55 miles east of Cape Charles light-
ship, the Admirat Farragut crashed into
the Merida. The night was dark and
it is thought here that the collision oc-
curred in a fog bank. Following the
crash wireless calls were sent out, and
an examination of the Merida showed
that she was making water fast.

The shock of the collision brought the
passengers of both steamships to the
decks. The transfer of passenzers to the
Farragut was affected in lifeboats.

The Merida’s passengers lost all their
baggage and many came aboard the Far-
ragut only partially dressed. A wire-
less despatch stated that the Merida
sank at 5.50 o'clock this morning.

The Old Dominion Line steamship
Hamilton came alongside the Admiral
Farragut, according to a wireless des-
pateh received here at 10 o'clock this
morning. and took the Jerida’s passen-
gers and erew off the Farragut., Ties
I'I.nniltn.n will arrive at Norfolk late to-
aay,

Whether the Admiral Farragut then
returned to Philadelphia or proceeded on
her course to Port. Antonio is not known.

NO LONG-DISTANCE MONOPOLY

Chairman J. P. Mahes ot the Do-
winion Board of Railway Commission-
ers granted the application of the elev-
en independent telephone companies of
western and central Ontario. for an or-
der compelling the Bell Telephone
(‘_ompuny to give these companies long-
distance connections over the Bell
Company’s system, but the order con-
tains a qualification which makes the
act of obeying the board only an ex-
periment. The connection will be
tried for twelve months, and if it works
out gatisfactorily, then the conditions
created by the board’s order may be
made permanent.

A long-distance connection toll of 15
cents for each long distance call which
criginates on the independent lines and
is transmitted over the Bell Company’s
lines will be paid by the independent
companies to the Bell Company. This
15¢ toll will be additional to the reg-
ular  long-distance tolls of the Bell
Company from thé point where it con-
nects with the independent line to the
destination of the call. The indepen-
dent companies will pay to the Bell
Company at the end of each month the
long diatance tolls plus the 15 cents.
This part of the order, the Chairman
pointed out, dealt only with outbound
trafficc.  Regarding inbound traffic
originating on the Bell Company’s
lines and beibg transmitted over the
independent lines to destination, these
calls would not be subject to the 15
cent charge, but the independent com-:
panies must keep records of all inhound
traffic as well as outbound. In ‘the
ruling it was not made cleai just what
the revenue of the rural lines for iu-
bound traffic would be. This jadgment
is undoubtedly a victory for the rural
lines, inasmuch as it sets forever aside
the Bell company’s claim to a monop-
oly of long distance business, but the
toll of 15c per cail is so heavy as to
largely neutralize the advantage thus
secured. In fact, it 18 & much heavier
toll than many companies are now pay-
ing the Bell for connection.

Carrots.
Use neck of lamb or any other parts

usually eold for stew. Wash well, and
put into a pot ready with hot drippings,
Let the piece of meat become well sear-
ed, then add water and salt, and let sim-
mer until done. While the meat is stew-
ing pare four or five potatoes and boil.
Before they reach the mealy stage, and
when a bunch of carrots which have been
sliced and boiled in salted water are ten-
der, add the potatoes and carrots to the
meat. Boil all together for a few min-
~utes. When done and seasoned arrange
meat in the middle of the platter, place
around it first the potatoes, and then
make a border with the carrots, over
which sprinkle finely cut parsley. To
the juice in the pot add a little water
and flour for gravy.
Cocoa Duice,

Cocoa dulce is a sort of jam made
with grated cocoanut and a syrup of
sugar and water, and served in Cuba as
we serve bar le duc jelly, with cream
cheese and crackers. It is better made
from fresh cocoanut, but may be made
from the desiocated, if desir. Make a
very heavy syrup of sugar and water,
and cool. Add as much grated cocoa-
nut as can be easily mized in, bring to
& boil and seal in glasses.

Sponge Cake.

Two cups sugar, two cups flour, four
eggs, two heaping teaspoonfuls baking
powder, one teaspoonful lemon, three-
quarters cup boiling water.”

If you have heen wise you have saved
all the large paper boxes that came from
the dressmaker’s. the clothier’s and the
cleaner's in which, all winter wear may
be packed. ;

If possible. take a well-lighted room
on a bright day in which to do your
packing. o that the gasoline fumes may
quickly evaporate.

Upon an erdinary kitchen takle spread
a garment, dip a whiskbroom in the
gasoline and sprinkle well. Turn it over
and treat the other side in the same
way, then fold neatly. When doing the
coats. put them in boxes long enough
to avoid doubling across the length. In
folding trousers keep them in the origin-
al creases,

packed.

WHEAT FROMETﬁEV i;OhiBs ]

Seeds More Than 100 Years Old Can’t
Be Made to Grow.

Gain and Brocq-Rousseau have studied
botlhi the germinating power and the di-
gestive distastes of seeds of various
ages, ranging Jrom 2 to 2,000 yvears. The
seeds were obtained from twelve bot-
enical and archaeological collections,
and included seeds from ancient Peruvian
tombs.

I general the diastases were preserved
longer than the germinating power, but
i no instance longer than 200 years,
while no seed of more than 100 years old
could be induced to germinate. Yet
men of scientific educaton, say the Bak-
er's Weekly, are alleged, to have observed
the gemination of what found in the
toinbs of the Pharaohs. The distinguish-
ed Egyptologist Maspero, in & letter writ-
ten to Prof. Griffon, explains the des-
crepancy as follows:

“A distinction faust be made betwren
experiments with seed purchased from
natives plrporting to come from ancient
tombs and experiments with seeds wlich
have been found in the tombs by ox-
perimenters, or have been obtained from
erustworthy persons. In the former case
the seed almost always germinates: in
the latter It never does 80 to my know-
ledre.
“*The inference is obvious. The fellahs
adulterate the ancient seed, which theyv
sell with at least an equal guantity af
new seed: the latter germinates and the
former does not. I have found in tombs
many seeds of wheat, barley, hemp, flax
and other plante.

‘Scme of htse seeds have been parched,
cthers have been deposited in the tombs
without any apparent ))repnrauon‘ Not
a single seed of anry of the three classes
has germinated.

WORK IN THE GARDEN

Practical Pointers for Amateur
Gardeners—What ;0 Do and
When to Do It.

No matter wow small your garden,
tiere are certain labor-saving toms that
are indispensable, For instance, you
eannot do much gardening without a
good spade, rake, field hoe and a line.
In addition to tiese, you =honld have a
Duteh hoe, spading fork, garden trowel.
band weeder, and a watering ean. -~ A
Lown will eall for the addition of a lawn
rake, edging knile, lawn mower. hose,
reel, grass hook or ss clippers. T
thore are trees to be cared for, there 18
e sprayi apparatus, tree  nruner,
pruning , pruning shears, praning
saw. Besides all these, a wheel-barvow,
and always handy. Should you be hless-
ed with a garden area of suflicient size
to justity it, a wheel plow, wheel hoe
and hand seed drill will be found profit-
able. »

: BEANS,

Jeans must not be above the ground
until all danger of frost is past,.as they
are extremely tender. May 24 is early
enough for their planting. There are a
great many different varieties of this
vegetable, but perhaps the best for the
ordinary Kkitchen garden is a dwarf
zolden wax. They require far less at-
tention than do the pole or running vari-
ety or the Limas, and will. if properly
looked after, produce a good erep trom
a small avea. Plant in well-prepared
soil of fair richness.

Place rows far enough apart to per-
mi¢ of cultivation Letween rows. Let
plants stand three or four inches apart
in the rows. Shallow enltivation is all
that is necessarv.  This must care-
fully done, as the eutting of the roots
will greatly injure plants,

POLE AND LIMAR,

Poles four to eight feet long set tour
feet apart will be necessary if you choose
to grow the runnig kind. Around each
pole five to eight beans should be plant-
od at a depth of two inches. Later thin
to four plants to cach pole and train
to climb. Poles should slant slizhtly to
north.

Then there is the “bush” lima.  These
are very good when they do “bush.”
They don’t always do this, however.

CORN.

Any good ordinary soil. which has
been thoroughly and deeply worked,
should grow ‘good eorn. The 24th of
May is plenty early enough for the
planting of corn, as even light frost will
injure it if above the ground. For gar-
den culture planting in hills is the usual
method.  Hills should be a good pace
apart, and, after thinning, three or tour
plants to each hill,

PLAN . ING, CORN,

Stretch line. Start by scooping out
hollow three or four incnes deep, and.a
foot in diameter. Stepping into this and
facing direction in which line is running,
place end of hoe handle against right
hip, allowing o‘ther end of hoe to fall

CUCUMBERS,

A few square yards  of rcasonably
good soil is all that is  required to
produce a family’s supply of cucum-
bers for the season.-Prepare hills of well
rotted manure mixed with soil, using
five or six inches above the level. These
should be packed fairly solid and care-
fully smoothed around edges and flat-
tened on top. In diameter they should
be about that af an ordinary wash tub.
In these plant from 15 to 20 seeds, bury-
ing them about an inch. When plants
begin to crowd. and danger of striped
:)?ﬁt]e is over, thin to three or four to
hill.

WILL TRANSPLANT.

The plant removed may be transplant-
ed to other hills if desired. Water well
and shade until rooted.

BEGONIAS.

Where a bed or window box is to
be placed on the shady side of the
house, there is nothing which  will
provide a more beautiful display ecarly
in the summer tian the turberous root-
ed begonia, Use well-rotted manure
in preparing soil, and leaf mould if
obtainable, Plant as soon as frost dang-
er is over, and keep moist. Don’t let
ground become sour from over-water-
ing, Colors of bloom are pink, scarlet,
white, yellow and mixed.

ANNUALS.

Annuals, such as Coreopsis, Hele-
chrysum, Cosmos, four-o’clocks; petu-
nias, ete, which may be grown from
seed, are useful to fill in bare spots
in perennial borders or beds or for an-
nual beds. These may be planted early.

Mignonette, candytuft, Alyssum (bor-
der plants) should be planted as soon
as the ground is ready.

% CLIMBERS.

As morning glories, nasturtiums, sear-
let runmers, ete., are not so hardy. and
may eusily he destroyed by fros:. Their
planting should ve delayed until such
danger is well over. s

POPPIES,

Poppies of the different varieties,
such as Oriental and California, are
easily grown, and when in blobm pro-
duce a most gorgeous effect. Unfortun-
ately the blooming period of these is
short, and the bed presents a rather
unsightliy appearance afterwards, It
is Dbest, therefore, to plant poppics in
clumps where their removal after they
are through blooming will! not be so no-
ticeable,

ON1ONS,

Onions are grown from sets and
seeds—sets for medium crop, seed for
main crop. Plant seeds as early as
possible,  Sels being liable to injury
from frost, may be left until latter
part of month. Eighteen inches between
rows gives on: room to work nicely.
tlant sets at least four inches apart
in rows, Seed must be sown thickly, Tf
maggots don’t see to the thinning you
can easily do it yourself.
