George Johnson, Dominion Statistician,
bas culled from the census returns some
interesting information sbout church-
goers in Canada. He states that 10,480
churches exist throughout the land:
Nearly 32 per cent, of these belong to the
Methodiste, 17 per cet. to the Preshyter-
jan, 17 per cent. to the Roman Catholics,
16 per cent. to the Church of England,

-12 per cent. to the Baptists, and 6 per
eent, to all others, Duriug ten years the
Baptists heve increased the number of
their churches by 324, the Roman Cath-
olies by 299, the Church ol England by
415, the Methodists by 322, the Preshyter-
jans by 411. During the past decade the
Chureh of England appears to have been
the most sctive in providing places of
worship for the people. The Piesbyter-
ians come next, the Baptists third, the
Methodists fourth and the Roman Catho-
lics last, Taking a line drawn due north
and south throngh Port Arthur asa terri-
torial division between east and west,
the Church of Englend in the enst has
provided 337 additional charches, and
in the west 78, Methodists have provid-
ed 227 in the eastern, and 95 in the west-
ern ; the Presbyterians bave | rovided
302 in the eastern and 109 in the west-
tern, The Roman Catholics haye provid-
ed 257 in the eastern and 49 in the west-
err., The Baptists have provided 305 in
the easterv, and 19 in the
Thus the Methodists have established
22 per cent, of the total additional num-
ber of churches in the western provinces;
the Preslyterians 32 per cent, ; the
Church of Engiand 23 per cent, ; the Ro
man Catholies 17 per cent ; the
Baptists 6 per cent. Of the total incrense
of 1828 the western provinces show an
increase of 408 churches—equal to over
22 per cent. One-fifteenth of the popu-
jation haye one-fith of the iucressee in
the number of churches, In the five
eastern provinces there is one church for
every 455 persons, and m the weslern
provinces, and of the territories, there i
one church for every 500 persons, In
the matter of church buildings the denom-
ations bave about kept pace with the
growth of population in Manitoba, the
Tervitories and British Colnmbia.

Agricultural,

The agricultural returns from the last
census have not been sent out in the bull,
eting, but some information based ujon
them is given in the excellent year book
just issued by the dominion statistician,
The quantity of farm produce grown iu
censls years is not much of a test of ag-
ricultural loes, The
census may happen to fullow a ) car of
good crops or of erop failure. It is
pretty certain not to represent an aver-
age yearin all lines. The area 1w der
the various kinds of
amount of live stock on hand are b
tests of the condition of farming.

Between 1880 and 1800 there has been
in Canada sn increase in wheat area fiom
2,842,855 acres to 2,728,861, The gain
is 881,506 acres. But Manitoba alone
gained B46,817 acres, and the fenitorie®
108,183 acres. There was a elight in_
crease in Prince Edward Island, whilg
British Columbia doubled its area, The
four original provinces reduced their
wheat area very largely, New Biuns.
wick’s wheat fields decreased from 40,
336 acres to 17,807, while Nova Scotia
made a still greater reduction, The Ca.
nadian wheat crop increased from 82~
250,260 to 42,154,920 But
this growth was nearly all in the west,
Pricce Edward lsiand alone held the
eastern record, producing 613,864 bush-
els in 1890 against 545,986 hushels in
1880,

The acres in barley, oate, rye and
bheans are not given in the yeor book.
There could be no basis of comparison
because the area was not taken in 1881,
But in all except rye the number of
pushels gown in  Canada incrensed.
New Brunswick gained in barley, peas
and beans and lost in oats and rye.

The area in bay in the Dominion in-
cremsed from 4,458,349 to 6,200,527,
This increase is general, Tn New Brans.
wick the gain is 81,118 acres, or from
880,722 to 470,884, The quantity grown
in Canada increased move than propor-
tionally to the average. The bay crop
of 1800 in this province was not o good
as that of 1880, but though 1800 was a
bad year there was a gain of over 62,000
tons, Prince Edward Island hay fieldg
increased more than 26 per cent, but the
hay crop was less than a ton to the acre
in 1890,

The Canadian potato fields of 1800
were almost exactly the same area asin
1880, neing 466,086 acres, a gain of lens
than one per cent, The yield was ®
fraction less in the latter year.

province there was a decline in area and
a greater falling off in the crope, In the
Dominion generally there has heen o
large increase in the number of horses
cows and other horned cattle, and of
swing, and a decrease in the number of
wheep.

erect a poor house in that district,
Councillor Bishop stated that, if not
interfered with the committee would
have a comfortable building ready for
occupation before winter.

Councillor Reid stated that the barn
ad already been completed at o cost of
$300,

Warden Roscoe in answer to enquiry
caid that he thought changes in the
Towns Incorporation Act which would
secure the co-operation of Kertville and
Wolfville, could be more easily obtained
after the townships were united than jn
their present condition ot isolation,
Councillor Balcom stated that in An-
napolis county 15 of the harmless insane
are being cared for among their fiiends,
and that 2000 was sufficient to meet the
