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CAMMILLE 
ADMITTED IT.

Pleaded Guilty of Smuggling and 
Woe Fined $200.

? Ac Crap Shooters Also Pleaded 
Guilty and Were Fined

Case of Uttering a Confederate 
States $50 Bill

V Frederick Cammille, 19 Park street 
north, was arranged in Police Court this 
morning on a charge of smuggling cigars. 
Information was given to the police by 
the Inland Revenue Department, and 
Cammille was suspected. He was watch­
ed from Buffalo to Hamilton, and then 
watched back to Buffalo again, and on 
his return here was arrested on the cor­
ner of King and James on Saturday. 
Cammille, through his counsel, J. G. 
Gauld, K. C., sprang a surprise in court 
by pleading guilty. The prosecuting 
counsel, thinking he would plead not 
guilty, had kept the court waiting look­
ing up the law dealing with such offence.

After his plea W. A. Logic, acting for 
the Inland Revenue Department, said it 
did not wish to send Cammille to prison, 
but would like his Worship to impose a 
very heavy fine, so that the nefarious

{iractice would be discouraged. He be­
loved that Cammille was merely the 

tool of a gang in Buffalo who had been 
working this business for a long time, 
and had agents in various Canadian bor­
der cities and towns who disposed of 
the cigars when smuggled over. This 
last package that Cammille had brought 
over contained several thousand cigars, 
stogies and cigarettes. These goods are 
sold to foreigners, who are working in 
co-operation with the Buffalo men. the 
Inland Revenue Department is determin­
ed to suppress the practice. Mr. Logie 
said no matter how heavy the fine was, 
Cammille would not have to pay it, as 
he was looked after by the chief opera­
tors in Buffalo.

J. G. Gauld endeavored to show that 
it was not so serious as supposed.

His Worship, however, thought it was 
part of a continued business, and fined 
Cammille $200. He was given six weeks 
to pay it. The cigars, etc., were confis-

KILLED IT.

Fine Horse Had Back Broken in 
a Runaway.

A runaway on James street shortly 
before noon to-day caused considerable 
excitement. Two people had narrow 
escapes, and the horse was so badly 
injured that it died a few minutes after 
it struck a pillar of the Royal Hotel 
block at the corner of Merrick and 
James streets. The horse was owned 
by the Dewey Ice Co., and was attached 
to a single wagon, which was heavily 
loaded with ice. The driver had tied 
the horse and was delivering dome ice 
when the animal became frightened, 
and broke the strap and bolted. It was 
a four-year-old colt, and to-day was the 
first time it had ever been driven in 
the city. By the time the animal had 
run as far as Merrick street it had 
gained considerable speed, and when a 
man stepped into the * road it tried to 
turn the corner at Merrick street, but 
was .travelling too fast, and ran into the 
pillar. With the tremendous weight of 
ice behind it the shafts were driven 
through the door, and the horse was 
doubled up in a heap and its back 
broken, as well as numerous other 
bones. It lived but a few minutes.

The people who saw the accident con­
sidered it a miracle that a little girl 
w’ho was standing on the sidewalk was 
not killed, as the wagon missed her by 
only a few inches. For a minute it 
looked as though the horse was going to 
run right over her.

Barcelona, Aug. 4.—The life of Barce­
lona continues1 to-day to pursue its nor­
mal course.

GREAT SLAUGHTER.
London, Aug. 4.—All sort* of esti­

mates are given of the deaths and de­
struction at Barcelona. The Barce­
lona correspondent of the Paris Matin 
says that the lowest estimate is 3,000 
killed, while double and even treble 
that number is suggested. A despatch 
from Orbere estimates the killed at 
2.000. while another despatch places the 
number at 600.

It is evident that the slaughter and 
destruction was great, but its exact 
number is not knpwn. The Madrid 
correspondent of the Telegraph, who 
evidently has excellent sources of in­
formation, says that 7,000 children 
were deprived of the shelter of orphan 
asylums, 54 convent* and churches 
were burned and 6,700 electric light 
standards were overturned.

Spaniards roi-ïtd moors.
Madrid. Aug. 4.—An official communi­

cation from Melilla, dated Aug. 3, 10

"Last "night, from 11.30 to midnight, 
strong forces of Moors attacked a 
blockhouse in course of construction. 
Vigorous fusillade* were exchanged until 
3.15, when six companies relieved the 
Spanish and the Moors were, put to 
flight. ' During the engagement the 
Moors tore up 150 yards of the railway. 
The Spanish losses were the officer 
commanding the detachment killed and 
forty wounded. We retained the posi­
tion. The losses of the enemy must 
have been great. Owing to their numer­
ical superiority, they were able to carry 
off their dead and wounded.’

HARPER WAS 
INDISCREET.

Was the Finding of the Committee 
of Presbytery,

But Evidence Did Not Adduce 
Anything Immoral

His Resignation Accepted With­
out Any Comment

A special meeting of the Hamilton 
Presbytery was held yesterday after­
noon in Knox Church. Rev. Mr. Camp­
bell, moderator, presided, and the meet­
ing was well attended. The press was 
excluded. The particular business was 
to deal with the case of Rev. F. C. Harp­
er, of Drummond Hill, Niagara Falls.

The committee which received instruc­
tions to investigate the charges made 
against Rev. Mr. Harper reported a con­
dition of things there which was serious­
ly affecting the cause of Christ and the 
best interests of the congregation, and 
that that condition had existed for a 
considerable time; that a number of the 
church people had ceased to attend 
church services, while those who were 
attending were dissatisfied, and a great 
many had refused to contribute to the 
funds until a remedy for the existing 
condition had been applied; that the 
state of things was attributed to the 
neglect, of the minister to visit the con­
gregation while too frequent visits had 
been paid and much time spent with one 
lady of the church, and to the talk cur­
rent in the community and congregation 
about these visits.

The committee found that the alleged 
causes were the true ones, and that the 
course pursued by the minister had been 
exceedingly indiscreet and had undoubt­
edly and with too much cause laid a 
foundation for the unpleasant and un­
favorable rumors which were afloat.

A lengthy discussion took place, and 
finally it was moved and agreed upon 
that the report of the committee be 
adopted and the Presbytery, while re­
gretting the indiscretion on the part of 
Rev. Mr. Harper, rejoiced to know that 
nothing had been adduced that could in 
any way reflect on his moral character.

The resignation placed in the hands of 
the clerk was taken up. There being no 
opposition, it was accepted, to take ef­
fect on August 9.

Rev. D. M. Buchanan presented a call 
from Lyndoch and Carholme in favor of 
Rev. Mr. Johnson, formerly of Paisley, 
which was sustained. It was ordered 
to be forwarded to Mr. Johnson, and ar­
rangements made for his induction in 
the event of the call being accepted.

EQUIPMENT SENT 
TO QUEBEC PLANT

The Switch Trouble in East End Causes An 
Industrial Loss to Hamilton.

Since the failure of the Board of 
Works to meet the terms proposed by 
the F. W. Bird Company for’a switch 
to that company’s factory in the 
east end the company has given 
orders for the shipment of its new 
plant to its branch at Pont Rouge, 
Quebec. In view of the fact that the 
company proposed to extend its 
buildings and increase its output to 
the extent of about three cars a week, 
or more, employ a good many more 
men, it asked that the Board should 
make a road that a track could be 
laid on. Orders had already been 
given for the new’ machinery and 
equipment, and since the company 
has failed to get the switch it has 
given instructions to ship the new 
machinery to the Quebec plant which 
means that Pont Rouge will get the 
increased industry that Hamilton 
should have had.

The Board of Works people say 
there is nothing in the way of the 
company getting its switch if it 
will arrange to meet the city and 
formulate a scheme that will be ac­
ceptable to all. When the matter was

up before the Board consented to the 
switch on condition that the company 
would make a three per cent, grade, 
and that not being acceptable to the 
company proposed a conference of 
representatives of the three interests, 
the company, the railway and the 
Board. The Board's secretary stated 
this morning that he had not yet 
heard from the company in regard to 
the conference asked for.

The Board of Health has appointed 
a sub-committe. composed of Messrs. 
T. Crooks, F. Quinn and W. Farrar 
to urge upon the City Council con­
tinually keep before them the nec­
essity of having an inspector appoint­
ed whose business it will be to make 
a thorough and periodic inspection of 
milk at its source. It is the aim of 
the Health Department to secure ab­
solutely safe and pure milk for the 
people and an agitation is now on 
foot to secure the necessary means of 
accomplishing it.

KNOCKOUT 
DROPS USED

On Hamilton Vniton at Niagara 
Falls on Monday.

Niagara Falls Aug. 4.—"From the 
statements of prisoners who have ap­
peared before me, I am convinced 
that some saloo/ikeepers are in the 
habit of using knockout drops.’’

This statement made from the bench 
by Police Judge Banks this morning, 
followed a recital of evidence given by 
Sandy and Charles Reding, two ex­
cursionists from Hamilton, Ont., who 
were found lying on the top of the 
wall at the canal basin, near the 
Hydraulic Power & Mfg.’s plant, 
about midnight by Patrolman Keenan. 
He stated that the men were in such 
a precarious position that the least 
movement by either, would have 
thrown both into the water, and ow­
ing to their condition, might have 
caused their death.

They were discovered by the watch­
man at the factory, who notified the 
police. In court this morning both 
prisoners said that thev had been 
drinking very little, and that it could 
not have been the quantity of liquor 
consumed, that caused the condition 
which they admitted they must have 
been in. In the statement of the old­
er man he said that he had never 
been in that condition before, and 
had never known his companion to 
be under the influence of liquor.

They had come to this side of the 
river on an excursion from Hamilton, 
Ontario. They claimed that the last 
two drinks which they took did all the 
mischief, and seçmed to have a very 
demoralizing effect, much greater than 
the other drinks they had.

The judge stated that he was con­
vinced that the men Wezg right in 
their surmise, having previously come 
in contact with cases in which re­
spectable business men from out of 
the city had been picked up helpless, 
when all evidence seemed to show 
that they had not been drinking hard 
enough to cause any serious effects. 
He advised the men to hunt up the 
bartender who sold the drinks, and 
if possible, lay information against 
him. Judge Banks discharged both 
men, and as they expressed their grat­
itude to the police department for 
having taken rare of them he instruct­
ed them to leave an expression of 
thanks with the chief showing their 
appreciation of .the kindness of the 
patrolman who made the arrest,

SAYS HE WAS 
BADLY USED,

Well-Known Citizen Bringing Ac­
tion Against the City.

Clama $10,000 For Abuses He 
Says He Suffered.

Arrested, Handcuffed and Patrol­
led Over a Dog.

Mr. A. Ross, for many years one of 
the best known grain buyer» in this city, 
promises to make things interesting for 
the city and the police department on 
account of the way he was used las* 
Sunday. Mr. Ross has a dog. He had 
it out on the day in question, running 
along at his side and he claims, under., 
perfect control, although not on a lend. 
His story is that he was accosted by n 
a man in civilian clothes, but whom 
he afterwards found to be P. C. Km- 
merson. The officer, he says, claimed 
that the dog .was running at large, and 
he says it was not. The upshot w*a 
that some warm words followed, after 
which Mr. Ross was placed under ar­
rest, handcuffed and bundled off to the 
police station in the patrol wagon.

Mr. Ross bears the marks of bad 
usage, and he attributes them to the 
handling he got. One wrist is skinned 
and bruised, and his shoulder and chest 
have been so sore that he could scarcely 
get ‘any sleep. At the police station, 
he says, the police i*-sn had a few words 
with a sergeant; then turned to him 
and said: “You may go now, and go 
up and get your dog.'* The animal had 
in the meantime been taken to the city

After being arrested, handcuffed and 
taken to the station Mr. Ross expected 
that he would, at least, be given the 
opportunity of setting himself right by 
an explanation at a proper court of 
justice. He waited for a summons, but 
none came, and he is still unserved, al­
though three days have elapsed, and a 
number of other dog cases have coma 
up ami been disposed of.

Mr. Ross declares that he will bring 
action against P. C. Emmerson and" 
the city for $10,000 damages on ac­
count of the way he was abused. He 
has placed the matter in the hands of 
Mr. John Harrison, his solicitor, who 
has served notice upon the Mayor and 
P. C. Emmerson.

BROKEN HEAD.

Harry Bentley Met With Painful 
Accident Yesterdey.

Harry Bentley, 311 Mary "street, while 
unloading stone yesterday afternoon at 
the G. T. R. Ferguson avenue yard, sus­
tained a rather bad scalp wound. He 
was taken to the City Hospital in the 
ambulance, where his injuries were at­
tended to by Dr. Sutherland. Bentley 
was near the derrick when the stone, 
which was a large one, was in the hooks 
and by some means the clutch came 
out, sending the handles round at light­
ning speed.

STUFFED CUCUMBERS.
Pare and cut into halves, lengthwise, 

good sized cucumbers. Scoop out the 
seeds with a spoon. Mix one cupful! 
fine crumbs, one tablespoonful of melt­
ed butter, a scant teaspoonful of salt, 
one teaspoonful of grated onion, and 
a finely chopped green pepper. Fill the 
cucumbers. Set in a baking pan and 
in the bottom of the pan put one-half 
cupful of water and one teablespoon- 
ful of butter. Cook in a quick oven 
thirty minutes, basting several times. 

FRIED CUCUMBERS.
Cut the cucumbers into slices half 

an inch thick, salt the slices, and leave 
them to drain, four them, and .cook 
them brown in boiling fat. This veget­
able is a dainty accompaniment to game 
or fowl.

STUFFED CUCUMBER SALAD.
Peel cucumbers and cut iiftwo. length­

wise, scrape from each half all the seeds 
and fill with this mixture. Take one 
small tender leaf of new cabbage, two 
or three fine lettuce leaves, half a doz­
en pitted olives, two or three sprigs 
of parsley, some sprays of watercress, 
chop rather fine and dress with oil, 
vinegar, pepper and salt in the usual 
proportions, and add, if you like, a 
bit of horseradish.

BAKED CUCUMBERS.
Peel good sized green cucumbers.
To each six allow one pint of finely 

chopped meat, to which add a tabic- 
spoonful of onion juice, one teaspoon- 
f>il of salt, and a saltspoonful of pep­
per. Put this into the spaces from 
which you have taken the seeds. Pat 
cucumbers together, tie or fasten them 
with skewers and stand them in a pan. 
Put in the pan a teaspoonful of salt, 
one chopped onion, two peeled and chop­
ped tomatoes, and half a cupful of wat­
er. Baste every ten minutes. Strain 
sauce in pan when cucumbers are done 
and pour over them. Serve at once. 
The crooked necked squash may be stuf­
fed and baked the same.

DANGEROUS PARANOIAC.

Thaw So Described by Alienists In 
Court.

White Plains. Aug. 3.—Three alienists 
in the Supreme Court to-day made it 
unpleasant for Harry K. Thaw, who now 
demands his release from the Mattea- 
wan Asylum as a mentally normal man.

All three testified that he was insane 
and when Thaw took the stand briefly, 
after some disconcerting testimony, he 
was plainly ruffled and nervous, but 
Mr. Jerome dismissed him after a few 
comparatively unimportant questions. 
Of the alienists who testified. Dr. Austin 
Flint. Dr. William Hirseh and Dr. Amos 
T. Baker, the last-named gave testi­
mony of the most importance. He is 
acting superintendent of the Matteawan 
and is the only alienist to appear as a 
witness in the rase without compensa­
tion. Justice Mills called attention to 
this fact, and took a hand in question­
ing him. Dr. Baker said that in his 
opinion, Thaw was not only insane now, 
but a dangerous person to be at large.

Dr. Austin Flint, next called, de­
scribed n paranoiac as a person dom­
inated by certain delusions whose 
mental and physical state might not 
otherwise be affected, except in so far 
as these delusions influence him. The 
progress of the disease was usually 
very slow, he said. It rarely caused 
death, and except in the last stages, 
the patient might retain his faculites 
unimpaired.

“Paranoiacs,” he concluded, impres­
sively, “never recover.”

Dr. Hirseh varied the general ver­
dict by declaring Thaw a “degenerate 
paranoiac.”

Charles, Morsehauser, Thaw’s attor­
ney, attacked this testimony and caused 
Dr. Hirseh some uncomfortable mo­
ments by inquiring about a book he is 
writing.

“Do you in this book claim that 
-Jesus Christ was a paranoiac!” he 
asked. The alienist’s reply was that 
he would not like to give an opinion 
on the subject.

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who le the eole bmt ol A f»m- 
ily, or any male over 18 years old, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant muet appear in per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency of the district. Entry by proxy may 
bo made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
by father, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
sister of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land In each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
his homestead on a farm of at least 80 acres 
solely owned and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother dr sis-

In certain conditions a homesteader in good 
etaiding may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside his homestead. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in each 
of six years from date of homestead entry 
(including the time required to earn home­
stead paient) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted the home­
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
may take a purchased homeetead in certain 
districts. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties—Must 
reside six months in each of three years, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house worth 
$300.00. 1

Protect the Hair in Summer.
The* swimming girl should make every 

effort to protect her hair and keep it 
dry.

Daily moisture is injurious to the 
hair, and salt -water is so sticky that 
it rarely dries.

One girl has solved the problem by 
wearing a bathing cap with a band of 
oiled silk twisted up under the edge.

First she piles all her hair on the top 
of her head and pins it there securely. 
Then the hand is tied around her head 
so securely that it comes down at least 
two inches below the edge of her hair in 
back.

A thin oiled1 cap with a very snug 
elastic in it, is pulled down over this 
and surmounting all is a gay bandanna, 
with the pointed ends sticking up pret­
tily.

If a towe) is used as a band it has 
the added advantage of soaking up all 
moisture.

A small towel should be folded into 
a strip about four or five inches wide, 
drawn tight about the head and secured 
at the top by two safety pins so that 
it will not slip.

The shower bath should be played 
upon it for at least three or foqr min­
utes, and the hair should be rubbed 
thoroughly to assist in the process of 
freeing it from saline.

Do not fall into the error of thinking 
that the daily wetting will not hurt the 
hair as long as it is shampooed after­
ward. This has a tendency to dry the 
scalp, and making the hair fall out.

THE FARM
Raising Migh-Uass Colls.

As to the cost of raising a colt to the 
age of three years, there is such a dif­
ference in individuals, even of the same 
weight and breed, and there are so many 
classes and breeds requiring different 
quantities of food, that it is impossible 
to make a statement of cost that will 
apply to all; and many producers differ 
greatly in management as well as in 
quality and kinds of food used, that 
any statement must, of necessity, differ 
with the practice and experience of 
many. So 1 will endeavor to show rea­
sonable cost of producing colts up to 
three years of age of the wedium draft 
class, having colt foaled about the last 
of March or first of April. If the marc 
is worked carefully up to foaling time, 
which is better for her than idleness, 
the work should pay for food consumed 
and depreciation of value during four 
months previous to foaling, so that I 
will calculate from birth of foal.

tion is given during pergnancy and at 
tin»- of delivery. Therefore, to cover 
death loss and veterinary attention to 
mares, $5.00 is allowed, and by intelli­
gent care this can be reduced. The 
mortality in foals is also difficult to 
average. In thousands of cases under 
niv observation from all conditions and 
diseases,- such ns abortions, difficult 
parturition, joint ill, and otheîr dis­
eases, the percentage of deaths was 
twenty-two. As many çolts did not 
require veterinary attention, and many 
died without such attention, I believe 
that about 8 per cent, of all foals die 
either in utero or liefore they reach 
three years of age. The loss is difficult 

Ito estimate, but it is three times great 
er than with mares, requiring, say $15.00 
to cover. Much of this loss could be 
avoided by better care of the mares 
and sires. I have not credited anything 
for work that may be done by the 
mare, as that requires favorable circum­
stances to be probable. Brood mares 
and two-year-old colts can do desirable 
work, but it is doubtful if it is profit­
able to pay the wages current and have 
a man earn it with either a mare nurs­
ing a foal or with a two-year-old* colt. 
The probabilities are that the foal or 
older colt will be injured or kept back 
considerable, but when light work . is 
carefully performed neither will be in­
jured. Colts of the light class require 
one-third to one-half less than heavy 
colts, as it costs about the same per 
pound to grow either class, providing 
they are equal in conformation and 

{ disposition. My experience is that it re­
quires as much food to produce beef as 
horse weight, and a high-class light- 
harness horse will bring three or four 

• times as much money as will a good 
j steer, so that the man who possesses 
| the skill necessary, and applies it to the 
successful production of a high-class colt, 
whether heavy or light, need not fear 

J being well remunerated for his time, 
while the man who does not take an in­
terest in colts, but does in steers, had 
better raise steers. The price a horse- 
raiser should receive for good draft colts 
at three years of age, or a few months 
older, should average $250. Cost of pro­
duction, $194.22; profit, $55.78.

Many other foods may be employe4 
than those named, but the cost will* be 
almost the same, and for the bulk of the 
feed nothing is better for colts and 
horses than mixed clover and timothy 
hay and oats, all harvested in prime 
condition. Horsebreeders should endea­
vor to prime condition. Horse-breeders 
of high class, and the misfits will sup­
ply all the general-purpose horses de­
manded, they being a class without a 
generally-accepted definition. Many not 
well-informed horse-owners and talkers 
claim what they have as general-pur­
pose, regardless of form and action. 
General-purpose horses are always cheap 
on the market, and should not be aimed 
at by breeders, as it takes as much food 
to produce a pound of inferior as of supl 
erior horse. As to the care of colts vs. 
steers, there is not much difference. To 
produce good ones of either class, intel­
ligent attention is necessary, and, value 
considered, the colt does not require any 
more room than does the steer.

In estimating for summer, I have as­

sumed the pasture to be good mixed 
grasses, clover and timothy, which is 
all that will be necessary, but if pas­
ture is poor it will be advisable to sup­
plement it with other food, which will 
increase the coat of food in summer. 
The quantity of food advised for first 
winter is too much to commence with; 
al>out one pound of oats per day is 
enough before weaning, to be gradually 
increased until the middle of winter, 
when the full ration should be fed and 
the grain continued in May, making 
the quantity required for first year 32 
bushels. The first year is important, 
and any stinting that, retards growth 
then it is difficult if not impossible 
to recover from and acquire one pos­
sible size. For a colt to consume and 
assimilate that quantity of food it will 
require considerate exercise twice a day. 
I take it for granted that all the water 
desired'by the colt will be given it at 
last three times a day, and that aslt 
will be plaoed where it can be got at 
will. The breeding life of mares is 
about 12 years, and ten foam may be 
looked for, so that the annual depre­
ciation of a brood mare would be $22.91. 
The mortality in brood mares is dif­
ficult to estimate. In several thousand 
cases in my practice it was 8 1-2 per 
cent., but ns there were a large per­
centage that did not require veterin­
ary attention, and a few that died with­
out an oportunity to see them, 1 be­
lieve that 1 per cent, mortality would 
be a full average where proper atten-

GRAND TRUNK PACIFIC R’Y.
The. laying out of the line for the new 

Grand Trunk Pacific Railway through 
British Columbia has verified many 
predictions and revealed new facts re­
garding the character of the country.

Inland from Prince Rupert some 200 
miles, curtained off from j;he coast by 
the coast range, there are many fertile 
valleys, ideal for ranching and dairy­
ing. The most interesting of these is 
the Bulkley Valley. The Bulkley River, 
which empties into the Skeena River 
near Hazleton, has a beautiful valley 
lightly timbered, with an occasional 
cedar swamp, but exceedingly fertile. 
Pea vine in this valley grows high 
enough- to hide—a-horse.—Cattle and 
horses are fed on an average of ninety 
days in the year here in this sheltered 
vale. There are in the Bulkley Valley 
already established a number of ranches, 
which are in reality experimental farms. 
Mr. Thompson, on Thompson River, a 
small stream flowing into the Bulkley, 
is an old Colorado ranchman, and he 
declares this section is the most de­
lightful in which he has ever lived. At 
the junction if the Maurice River the 
country is called Pleasant Valley, and 
it is aptly named.

The little lakes that lie up among 
the hills are literally alive with fish, 
and salmon run up the Bulkley to a dis­
tance of 300 mies from the sea. Mr. 
Barrett, of Lake Barrett, has a splendid 
ranch, and is the owner of 150 head of 
mules. These ranchmen have experi­
mented with wheat, oats, barley and 
almost every* variety of fruit and vege­
tables, and seem to be able to produce 
ajmost anything the grows even in the 
fruit valleys of southern British Colum-

Another sure indication of the desir­
able character of the climate and soil 
is the presence of wild strawberries, 
raspberries, blackberries, high and low 
bush blueberries, cranberries and many 
other varieties. Where berries grow 
wild as they do here it is easy to im­
agine what might be done by cultiva-

The ranohini, stock-raising, dairying

and agricultural possibilities of this 
secton are sufficient to make it a most 
attractive territory, but this is not all. 
The mineral prospects of the region 
found about are most encouraging. This 
is especially true of the Talqua River 
district. In fact, the whole territory 
inland for 500 miles is good prospecting. 
Everything is here provided to make a 
great country, and there is an abund­
ance of timber and coal. -

A Few Foot Notes.
Many persons have trouble with their 

feet in warm weather. The soles smart 
ami are so tender that even standing 
for a short while becomes most painful.

It is wiser not to wear lisle stockings, 
for though they seem cool and thin they 
often act as powerful- irritants and 
cause the sensation of nurning.

Silk stockings affect some people the 
same way. The most comfortable of all 
materials is cotton, which is soft in 
quality. But even the coarser kind of 
these is better than lisle.

As the weight of the body aggravates 
any smarting of the soles whatever de­
vices that can be evolved for easing 
them will lessen the trouble.

Inner soles for shoes, forming a soft 
depth for the feet when walking, will 
sometimes make it possible to avoid the 
burning sensation.

Those made of felt are not uncomfort­
ably warm and a little care of the feet 
before putting on hosiery may prevent 
discomfort.

Every morning the soles, toes and in­
steps should be rubbed with cold créai*. 
Over this a thick coating of powdei* 
should be dusted.

Soaking the feet night and morning 
in hot water for five minutes at least 
will do much towards relieving the

A change of shoes and stockings com­
pletely will be found as soothing as 
anything for tired feet.

TOM JOHNSON DEFEATED.
Tom I* Johnson. Mayor of Cleveland, 

who has for something like seven years 
been pursuing a war for 3-cent street jl 
railway fares, met with a decided rebuff 
yesterday, when the referendum vote on 
the Schmidt ordinance was voted down 
by a majority of about 4.000. The 
struggle has been exceedingly bitter, and 
the unsettlement caused by Johnson*» j 
determined efforts to force hi* policy j 
has for some years been very injurious ; 
to the city of Cleveland. Experiments 
already made have shown that John­
son’s policy was impracticable. In spite 
of the demonstrations, however. Johnson 
and his municipal office holders held 
hundreds of tent meeting* and put forth 
ererv effort possible to secure a major­
ity. A committee of one hundred of 
the leading business men of the city 
undertook to curb Johnson and bring j 
about a settlement of the street rail­
way matter on business principles.

The result of, Johnson's defeat will 
probably be the granting of a street 
railway franchise on terms that will 
enable the giving of a good service at 
as reasonable a cost as possible, that 
cost to be borne by the actual users of 
the cars. Fares will probably be fixed 
eo as to yield a 6 per cent, dividend on 
the investment, the city to have a voice 
in the adjustment. Johnson's defeat 
makes it almost certain that he will 
have to quit the mayoralty contest, ,ae 
his strongest friends have freely ad­
mitted that hvs failure at this time 
would mean hi* withdrawal from the 
fight for renomination.

A Busy Midsummer Session Held 
■ .'[jH Last Night.

Tte Board of Works met in the City 
Hatl last night, atid although the list 
of business to be transacted was an un 

: usually large one and promised a late 
session, the members, by expeditious 
treâtment of some of the items, were 
enabled to adjourn at a respectable 

c
Considerable time was taken up in 

discussing the proposition to purchase 
the gas street lamps from the American 
Street Lamp & Supply Company and 
continue to use this method of illumina­
tion The city’s contract with the Am 
erican Company expired on the 1st of 
July, leaving the cçmpanv with the gas 
lighting system on its hands. A. M. 
Lewis, representing the company, ap­
peared before the board with - a propo­
sition that the citv take over the sys­
tem, buy its gas direct from some local 
firm, and in this way continue lighting 
at a low rate. He said the company had 
spent several thousand dollars in in­
stalling the lamps, and had done so with 
the understanding that the contract 
would be renewed from year to year. He 
sai$ the plant could not be moved ex­
cept at great loss, and as it was of 
greater value to the city than to any 
one else it was to their advantage to 
buy. to show that the cost of main 
tenance of gas lamps was much cheaper 
than electric lights, he produced some 
figures; according to which an electric 
light costs $45 per year against $14.95 
for one gas lamp. He proposed that a 
committee be elected to look into the 
iua||prt and he assured them that they 
would find that they could buy the 
plant, dnd by supplying the lamps with 
natural g&q have a much cheaper sys­
tem of lighting than any other method 
offered. The company is willing to re­
paint the lamp posts and put the lamps 
into the best possible condition, and sell 
them to the city at $19.10 each.

AJd. Ryan did not think that the city 
should turn the company down on this 
offer, a« they had been to considerable 
expense in installing the plant, and it; 
would"> mean a considerable loss if the 
city did not take it over.

“That was their lookout when they 
signed], the contract,” said Chairman Al­
lan.

The Mayor said that there were only | 
about 15 long blocks in each ward which 
needed illuminating in the centre, and 
this would only take about 100 lamps, 
whereas the company has 400 to dis

Some discussion followed, and an en­
quiry revealed the fact that the city ! 
could buy the lamps new at the same 
priée at which the company is offering
them.

It was finally decided to take no ac­
tion, and this practically means that the 
offer of the company is declined. Should 
the_ board find it 'necessary or advisable 
to yse the lamps they will be-able to te­
stai a system at about the same price 
as the company offers to sell at, and so 
they are taking no chance of losing any­
thing in letting the matter rest.

The application of the Times Printing 
Company- and the Thomas C. Watkins 
Company for permission to construct an 
area in the alley-way being opened off 
King Wliliam street, was referred to a 
committee composed of Chairman Allan. 
Aid. Jutten and Aid. Guy. The appli­
cants desire to build boiler and engine 
rooms under the alley.

No action, was taken in the applica­
tion of the T., H.'A B. Railway Com­
pany for permission to construct a sid­
ing to the premises of the F. W. Bir< 
Company.

The application for permission to cross 
Caroline street at a point north of Bar­
ton street with a siding from the G. T. 
R. tracks .to the premises of M. Levy 
* Sons,.was also put to one side.

Concerning the complaints received 
regarding the dust nuisance at the city j 
asphalt plant Chairman Allan and City | 
Engineer Macallum were appointed to 
look into the matter and report back 
to the committee. Mayor McLaren sug­
gested that the only way to dispose of 
the nuisance was to move the plant, and 
it is likely that a new plant will be ; 
purchased shortly.

The request of Easterbrook à Bryan 
for permission to construct a siding from 
the T., H. St B. spur line over Emerald 
street was granted.

No action was taken in the matter of 
changing the name of William street. 
The Board have a number of such re­
quests to look into, and it was decided 
to handle them altogether.

A request for the construction of a 
road to the waters of the bay for the use 
of the ice men was also put on one side 
for the time being. The matter will be 
looked into later on, however, and an 
attempt will be made to open John 
street to the water’s edge.

A copy of the order made by the 
Board of Railway Commissioners no­
tifying the city to build a bridge over 

'the T., H. A B. Company’s tracks on 
Garth street was submitted, but consid­
eration was postponed pending the in­
terpretation of certain terms in it. If 
a wooden bridgé is constructed the rail­
way pays 2-3 of the cost and the city 
the rest. The Boaj-d desires a steel 
bridge, but the order does not say. if 
the same division of cost would be made 
in that case.

The next order of business was the 
matter of paving Park street, from 
York to King; John street, from Main 
to Hpnter, and West avenue, from King 
to Main. The Mayor objected to the ex- 
penditpre of any more money on pave­
ments unless it was first made sure that 
such expenditure would not cause an 
overdraft. Chairman Allen proposed that 
the $9,000 due from the Kramer-Irwin 
case be used. This suggestion met with 
the approval of the Board, and it was 
decided to ask the Finance Committee 
to advance the money.

No One Blamed For Killing of 
John Flynn,

But Hooks Used Seem to Have 
Been Wrong.

Witnesses Think a Cham Would 
Have Been Better.

The inquest on how John Flynn, 
who was accidentally killed in the G. 
T.B. Stuart street yard on Wednesday 
afternoon, July 28, met his death, was 
resumed last night in No. 3 police 
station. Dr. Balfe was the coroner. 
The jurymen brought in the follow­
ing verdict: “That John Flynn came 
to his death, by the falling of a tim­
ber owing to the slipping of the hooka 
which might have been prevented 
had more care been taken in hand­
ling of same.’’

The first witness called was F. Mis- 
ner, who said he was working with 
Flynn unloading piles with the aid 
of a steam derrick, which had a lift­
ing capacity of aix to eight tons. 
Flynn was stacking the piles after 
they were lowered, but before one was 
lowered right down it atrûck Flvnn. 
One end was down on the stack/ the 
other up in the air, held up by the 
derrick chain, but the hooks came 
out and the pile fell and struck Flynn 
on the head knocking him down. Wit­
ness at once sent for the ambulance. 
When it came Flynn showed signs 
of life by heavy breathing as if he 
were in much pain. He was hurried 
off to the City Hospital. The chain, 
he said, had tom itself away by some 
means unaccountable. That pile was 
the only one that had fallen during 
the unloading. Flynn was a good 
worker and, as a rule, a very cautious 
man, said the witness.

George Armickle, who was working 
with the gang, corroborated Misner’s 
story.

Joseph Saunders, the derrick driver, 
said he handled the derrick carefully 

I but could not account for the hooks 
slipping out. In everything else he 
corroborated the previous witness' 
evidence. A. Green, Joseph Kendrick, 
Captain Crumb, J. White, workers 
with Flynn, corroborated the story 
by the former witnesses.

Thomas Rodgers, car foreman in 
the G.T.R. Stuart street yard, said 
he attributed the accident to not 
having the right kind of hooks. When 
the pile was raised it hang perpen­
dicular, owing to being unevenly bal­
anced, and he thought It would fall 
and expected to see it lowered at once 
owing to it* apparent unsafely, bat 
it was not. He then saw it (all, strik- 
mg Flynn.

Lewis Williams, car inspector on 
j1® 6 J ” ■ said he saw the acci­
dent. He saw the pile up in the air 
and then heard somebody shout 
"Look out." The pile then "fell strik- 
mg Flynn. He thought the hooks 
were not the right kind for the job 
When questioned by the jury as to 
what he thought would be the right 
kind he said he was of the opinion 
a chain slung around the pile should 
have been used instead of hooks.

Alex. Garvie, yard foreman at the 
Bridge Works on Stuart street, said 
he did not consider the hooks safe, 
but he did not see the accident, 
mough he could see the men working 
He also was of the opinion a sling 
chain would be safe.

Dr. Langs, who attended to Flvnn 
at. the City Hospital, described the 
injuries to the man and attributed 
death to fracture of the face and 
skull and internal injuries.

CHINESE WOMEN.
THE EMANCIPATORS WORK 

WITH THEM IN VAIN.
A Club Was Organized for Them Some 

Years-Ago, but Its First Meeting 
Was He Last—Some Seventy of 
Them in New York and All Stick 
to the Home.

The Chinese women in New York have 
shown an unflattering indifference to 
women's clubs and other privileges inci­
dental .to emancipated womanhood. Im­
partial observers have said that they 
don’t believe Chinese women care at all 
to be emancipated along American lines, 
preferring rather to eat, work and stay 
at home after the fashion popular in 
China.

American missionary workers do not 
agree to this. They" believe that the 
Chinese woman's indifference indicates 
merely a lack of realization of the privi­
leges awaiting her, and they are seeing 
to it that she gets constant instruction 
along this line even though in a majority 
of cases it must be delivered at second 
hand through her children.

A significant step which marked an 
era in Chinatown was the organizing 
a few years ago of a woman’s club by a 
young Chinese just arrived from the 
Orient. This step astonished the Amer­
ican teachers, none of whom would have 
dreamed of attempting so much. This 
woman sent a personal invitation to ev­
ery one of the sixty-five Chinese women 
in New York to meet her on a certain 
evening in the rooms of the Morning 
Star Mission in Dovers street.

When the word was passed around 
that the young visitor was the daughter 
of the head of the “BoWaung Wool,” a 
reform society representing China’s more

Eregressive party and having a mem- 
ership of about 3,000,000. most of the 

Chinese women and their husbands felt 
that courtesy required a departure from 
established usage, and the result was s 
gathering of thirty-six women in the 
Doyers street mission. The young leader, 
who turned, out to be a' remarkably 
fluent speaker and was bubbling over 
with the enthusiasm of seventeen years, 
told the meeting that she had come over 
to take a three years course at an Am­
erican college, that she believed in re­
form and the emancipation of women 
from the old order of things even though 
the Empress of China did not agree with 
her, and that she was in favor of ad­
vanced American ideas relating to wo­
men's education and freedom.

Evidently the speaker’s eloquence 
Quite swept her startled and wondering 
listeners off their feet, for before dis­
persing the "Women’s Branch of the 
Chinese Reform Society” was organized, 
with a president who was also secretary' 
a first and a second vice-president and 
a treasurer and thirty-odd members, all 
of whom were pledged to hold regular 
monthly meetings to keep themselves 
posted in regard to the progress of the 
refom party and to do all they could 
to aid a few millions of their downtrod­
den sisters in China by dontributing 
money to start schools there.

Much gratified with her success the 
young organizer dismissed the newly 
formed Chinese woman's club, and a 
tew days later took herself off to college. 
That was four years ago. So far as can 
be learned the “Women’s Branch of the 
Chinese Reform Society" has not held a 
public meeting since.

Whether its president and secretary, 
who is the wife of Tong Mow, superin­
tendent of the mission, and the only 
member who can read and write in any 
language, has kept her fellow members 
informed as to how the reform boom is

vice-president and one of the few women 
in the Chinese quarter, who speaks Eng­
lish a little, was asked not long ago if 
the club had held any meetings lately 
she shook her head and smiled. Pressed 
for particulars Mrs. Wong Kai, who is 
emancipated to the extent of wearing a 
wrapper of American cut and appearing 
in her husband's little shop when he is 
absent, intimated that Chinese women 
had to work hard all day, therefore they 
had no time to attend caucuses, and that 
Chinese etiquette frowned on women ap­
pearing on the street at night.

She did not add that not more than 
half a dozen of the thirty-odd members 
ever went on the street in the day even 
and that it was a very rare occasion in­
deed which could lure any of them from 
home. It was one of the mission workers 
who remarked this, and hinted that al­
though Chinese husbands had not inter­
fered to prevent the formation of a wo­
man’s refortn society, for the very good 
reason that they were not present when 
the society was' formed, they could and 
probably would interfere were their 
wives to cultivate the American habit of 
attending meetings at any hour of the 
day or evening.

To cultivate this habit seems to be 
furthest froïh the Chinese . woman’s de­
sires, fortunately perhaps for the peace 
of her home. As a homekeeper she has 
few equals, and although missionary 
workers as a rule encourage her to cir 
culate a little, believing she would be 
the happier in consequence, it can’t be 
proved, it seems, that Chinatown's sev­
enty matrons are less happy in their 
conjugal relations are less happy in 
their conjugal relations or in their daily 
routin than are any seventy American 
matrons in equally humble circum­
stances. Some persons living at a dis 
tance from New York are slow to believe 
that there are seventy Chinese women in 
New York. Rubberneck parties never, get 
a sight of one. The Chinese home is 
earefblly guarded from the eyes of the 
merely prying and curious.

On one occasion a woman worker 
making an address in a Western town 
in which she mentioned the seventy 
mothers of Chinatown was taken to task 
afterward by a woman listener who ask­
ed pityingly ; “Why did you spoil your 
remarks by talking about the Chinese 
women in New York when everybody 
knows that there are no Chinese women 
at all in the middle States?”

"And,” said the worker, “although 
I assured her that I was living among 
these women and visiting their homes 
and teaching their children not for a 
moment did she relax her expression of 
absolute scepticism.”

Included among the seventy are a 
few who have lived here fifteen or more 
years ; the majority have been here 
more than half a dozen years. Every one 
of them is married. Every home, it is 
said, has a child or children in it, and 
in no case does the wife and mother eat 
the bread of idleness. What time she 
is not working for her family she is sort­
ing for the tailors, her husband carry­
ing the work to and from the shop. Un­
less persistently prodded she refuses to 
go promenading, calling, picnicking or 
shopping even. There is nothing she 
shrinks from quite so much as appear­
ing in the streets. A teacher decided one 
hot summer day that it was her duty 
to give thr^e of tlv* Chinese women she 
knew best an outtf'g in Central Park, 
sad in the mornind she called to make

fronting the workers in Chinatown. That 
the Chinese women ought to have 
country vacation seems to be a foregone 
conclusion with these workers, who say 
that until a house can be hired and 
equipped for their use alone it is prac­
tically impossible to provide for Chin­
ese women comfortably anywhere away 
from their own homes.

Abandoned to a strictly American diet 
they fall ill, and placed at the mercy of 
curious eyes they are miserable. Wheth­
er the husbands of Chinatown would 

I take kindly to a plan to send their wives 
1 away for a few weeks in the couutry 
does not seem to figure in the workers’ 
plans and they are not affected by the 
suggestion that their protegees may re­
fuse to become emancipated to this ex­
tent. Conscientious workers, quite aware 
that the privilege of all others most 
dear to the Chinese woman is privacy, 
believe nevertheless that willy nilly 
more fresh air aod a freer contact with 
persons and things outside of her home 
should be put in her way, that these 
things in fact are absolutely essential to 
her moral, mental and physical well be­
ing and that it is America’s business 
to help her throw off the “fetters” im­
posed by an older civilization.

On the qther hand, there arc persons 
who say that the Chinese women’s re­
luctance to become emancipated along 
New York lines ought to be respected.
If they arc happy in their homes and 
the contrary is not proved why on earth 
try to drag them out of these homes and 
upset all their canons of Chinese martial 
etiquette? ask those persons who find a 
certain satisfaction in the standoff atti­
tude of the Chinese woman toward so­
cial advances from outsiders.

Board of Health Met Last Night 
and Inspected To-day.

Barton Township Board of Health met 
in Warden Gage’s office last night to 
discuss the grievance occasioned by sew­
age drained into water courses and 

I ditches in a portion of the township just 
east of the city.

A few days ‘ago Dr. Bell, of Toronto, 
Provincial inspector, paid a visit to the 
city, and, accompanied by Mr. William 
Strong, inspected the premises where the 
alleged drainage was being carried on. 

j He reported a very serious state of ai- 
fnirs, and was of the opinion that the 
unsanitary conditions were consequent 
upon householders beirig allowed by 
local authorities to controvene the pro­
visions of the public health act. As a 

| result domestic sewage was run into 
open drains which were originally nat­
ural rivulets, which condition of affairs, 
he said, should not exist in the Province 
and for which there was no excuse. He 

| recommended that the nuisance be stop- 
| ped, and the township Board of Health 
take immediate action in the matter.

Mr. Strong was present at the meet­
ing last night, and said that the nuis­
ance was growing worse and would con­
tinue to do so under present conditions. 
It was a menace to all animals pastur­
ing in the neighborhood which depended 
on these streams for water. At places, 
he said, where the water was stayed by 
weeds and bushes a green mass of cor­
ruption would gather over the surface. 
He characterized the situation as horri­
ble. and a terrible comment on our civil­
ization. He would not say where the 
nuisance came from, as he did not wish 
to trace it to its source.

Several of the members remarked that 
green scum would gather on clear pure 
water where the flow is stayed, and it 
was generally agreed that the existence 
of scum on the water was no evidence 
that any sewàge was being emptied intb 
the stream. John Wilkins, inspector of 
the Barton Board of Health, said lie had 
inspected the streams from Mr. Strong's 
property to Becchwood avenue, 
found the water running clear until it 
reached Bceehwood avenue, where it was 
blocked because the sewer pipe was not 
deep enough to carry it over the avenue. 
The drain which came from the Wag- 
staff factory showed traces of an acid 
which was not disagreeable. This, lie 
thought, might be caused from washing 
kettles and the purifying acid used by 
the company. There was no smell com­
ing from the water, and he had failed 
to discover any nuisance, but reported 
the closets of No. 8 school in a bad con­
dition. He had not inspected the ditches 
south of Barton street, and could not 
say whether the drainage from Mr. 'Tru­
man’s house and the Jockey Club Hotel 
was causing any trouble or not. It was 
reported that a" nuisance was caused by 
beer and kitchen drainage into the rail­
way ditch.

The board was of the opinion^ that 
there had been considerable exagéra­
tion regarding the alleged nuisance/Vind 
an there was no evidence on which they 
could take action, they decided to gt>„ 
down in a body and make a thorough 
inspection of the streams, ditches and 
sewage.

The main question at Issue was 
when the tenants “ceased to be in the 
employ of the company,” and whether 
their act of going on strike 4 on July 
6th was a continuing action. Under 
the contract on which the company 
leases its houses, it is provided that if 
any of the tenants cease to l>e in the 
employ of the company they may be 
required to move out of their houses 
on two days’ notice. The strike took 
place op July 6th, and on July 24th 
notice was served on a number of per 
sons that they were no longer in the 
employ of the company, and to vacate 
their houses ,as they were needed by 
the company. In the meantime, however, 
the company had collected rent up to 
Jvlv 10th.

Solicitors for the defendants argued 
that the men ceased to be in the em­
ploy of the company on July 6th, and, 
by accepting rent after that date, the 
icoptpanv acquiesced in the men’s action 
and waived their rights of forfeiture, 
therefore they could not now apply to 
have the men turned on two <tays’ no­
tice, but must proceed under the sta­
tute, which calls for 30 days’ notice.

Counsel for the Coal Company argued 
that the strike was a continuing act, 
and the company had the right to deter­
mine when the men* were in its employ 
ami when they were not.

STRIKE OVER.
Inverness, C. B., Aùg. 3.—The strike

f» r the recognition of the U. M. W., 
which opened at Inverness on July 9th, 
is practically over, and one of the strik­
ers admitted to your correspondent that 
the strike would be called off but for 
the effect it would have on Glace Bay. 
During the first few days of the strike 
the company got up only about four 
hundred tons, and shipments were sup 
plcmented from- the bank. Last Thurs­
day and Friday and yesterday over nine 
hundred tons were brought up and ship­
ments from the bank have been stopped. 
On the day previous to the strike six 
hundred and fifty men were on the pay­
roll. To-day there are four hundred 
and ninety-four, and the company will 
only require about five hundred, all 
told, unless the coal trade brightens up 
considerably. Some sixty strikers have 
left town, and their brothers here have 
learned that some of them went to the 
east side, joined the P. W. A. and are 
now at work for the Dominion Coal Co. 
There are about one hundred and sixty 
Belgian miners here, thirty-seven of 
whom have returned to work, leaving 
one hundred and twenty-three still out. 
Nearly all the native and old country 
miners have gone to work. The strikers 
will now hardly number one hundred 
and fifty, and, as a matter of fact, only 
sixty-eight registered at the U. M. XV. 
hall on Ssturdav, where every striker 
hits to register daily.

CAR FARES.

Cleveland, 0„ Aug. 3.—The Schmidt 
ordinance providing for the grant of a 
franchise to Herman Schmidt, insuring 
three-cent fares on a part of the city 
street car lines, was defeated at a 
referendum election here |o-dav by a 
vote of 30,944 to 34,026. The Schmidt 
ordinance was fostered by Mayor Tom

Care and Cleanliness Are Every­
where to be Seen.

Results Are Fulfilling the Promo­
ters’ Expectations.

Yesterday afternoon a number « i med­
ical men and press representatives n «de 
a visit to the plant where the iB'lk is 
prepared for babies and were w«l! 
pleased with what they saw and with the 
progress that had been made. It looks 
as if the first plant of that nature to 
be established in Canada is going to be 
a great success, for the demand during 
the time the milk has been distributed 
has increased very rapidly until now it 
ia all that the staff in charge can do 
to accomplish the work. Not only is the 
milk being prepared for the babies, but 
also for the older people. The milk when 
ready for delivery can be kept for a 
long time, and will not sour as ordin­
ary milk does. The staff in charge are 
very particular about .every detail in 
the course of piWparatimi.

THE COWS.
The cows are keptx very clean and 

are tested animals. When brought in 
at night they are carefully sponged with 
a mixture of water and boracic acid, 
and are then milked. During the day 
they may bo troubled by flies, but when 
taken into the shed by means of a con­
trivance fastened fo the top of the door 
the fliep are left outside with the re­
sult that the interior is entirely free 
from this pest. The pasture that the 
animals are fed on is high and well sit­
uated about three miles back over the | 
mountain on Hillcrest farm, owned by 
Mr. C. E. Webb. Not only are the ani­
mals kept clean but they are made com­
fortable with the result that Mr. Webb 
haa a very fine herd and other neigh­
bors are willing to try the experiment as 
soon as the demand for the milk in­
creases. The herd consists of eight cows, 
and so large a quantity of milk do they 
give that up to the present they have 
been able to supply all that is necessary, 
but the demand is increasing so rapid- 
lv that it will not be long before Mr. 
Webb's neighbors will also be having 
milk prepared in the same manner. A 
look at the cows would induce a person 
to have a glass of milk, even though not 
fond of it, but when they have the dou­
ble assurance that it has been carefully ! 
attended to by competent people there 
is no wonder that the demand is increas­
ing rapidly.

THE BARNS.
The barns are very carefully attended 

to as that is an important essential and 
one which impresses the consumer with 
the fact that the milk is pure. The floor 
ia of cement and everything is white­
washed, giving the building a very tidy 
appearance. The floor slopes from the 
front of the stalls and at the back a 
small trench about six inches deep runs 
the distance of the four stalls. There are 
two rows of stalls and the partition di­
viding them stands about five feet high.

To further keep the building free from 
flies, screens are put on each of the 
windows, and as a result of these pre­
cautions not a fly can be seen in the 
building. Not only is the place kept 
spotlessly clean, but also cool. Careful 
attention is paid to keeping it dry, but 
just before the cows are brought from 
the pasture fields the floor is lightly 
sprinkled with water so as to allav any 
dust.

| such a low figure in order that all 
I classes piay be enabled to feed it to their

As the 
cost has been considerably more than 
the returns it is hoped that the sub­
scriptions will not be stinted and will be 
forwarded to Mr. Cartwright without 
delay. In New York the cost of a simi­
lar plant was $180,000, and accommo­
dated only 150 cows. The work is done 
here just as well, and as Hamilton is 
foremost in Canada in demonstrating 
what pure milk accomplishes in the de­
velopment of a child, the citizens are 
bound to realize the responsibility rest­
ing upon them in supporting such a 
scheme. In Rochester the city has re 
cognized the part such a scheme should 
take, and contributes $11,000 a year to­
ward the maintenance of the plant, and 
even then it has been found necessary to 
charge 11 cents a quart, but the demand 
for it at that price is very large. The 
charge for milk in Toronto is 11 cents a 
quart, so that the people of this city 
ought to consider themselves fortunate 
to secure carefully prepared milk for 10 
cents a quart. Peebles & Hobson have 
recognized the important part such a 
scheme should take, and are delivering 
the milk free. A pamphlet has been 
issued telling how best to care for babies 
and may be had from those in charge 
of the distributing stations.

The visitors were very much surprised 
at the progress thqt has been made at 
the plant, and many of them expressed 
their intention of using the milk thus 
prepared from now on. The officials in 
charge deserve great credit for the man­
ner in which the plant has been installed 
and operated.One of the doctors stated that in two 
cases he had been attending the baby 
patients had been cured in a short time 
by the use of the prepared milk.

BY LIGHTNING.

HOW THEY ARE MILKED.
When the cows have been brought in 

and are ready for milking, Mr. Webb, 
after sponging the animals, done a white

Sown and milks them. The milk goes 
irectly into pails which have been 

carefully prepared, and over which a 
piece of fine gauze is spread so that the 
milk is strained as soon as it leaves the 
cow and without being taken from the 
pails it is carried directly to the plant 
where it is prepared for the consumers. 
Nothing whatever is added to the milk 
so that when the consumers get it they 
receive nothing but the purest of milk. 

PREPARATION AND BOTTLING. 
After the milk has been taken to the 

little house where it is prepared for the 1 
consumer, it is left in the pails the way 
it ia brought in, and lifted into the box 
where the steaming process takes place, 
and it ia left there for a certain length 
of time to cool, after which it is care­
fully put into émail bottles, which con­
tain enough for one feeding of a baby. 
The bottles are very narrow at the top, 
so that a nipple may be fitted over the 
top, and the baby therefore gets the 
milk without it being removed from the 
bottle. The building in which the milk 
is prepared is situated on a high piece 
ai ground, and is cool and shady. It ! 
may be moved without any trouble, as 
it is fastened together with catches, 
which may be unfastened easily. The 
sides are covered with screens which al­
low the air to circulate freely, but on 
each side also are wooden shades, which 
may be raised or lowered as may be de­
sired. The interior is kept clean. Two 
buildings are required ; one in which the 
work is done and the other for storing 
the bottled milk. The milk is stored in 
wooden boxes, and is capable of being 
kept for a long time without fear of be 
coming sour. Some bottles of the pre­
pared milk which were bottled on Sun­
day were opened yesterday afterboon 
that the visitors might see how well it 
had kept, and it was as fresh and sweet 
a* when put in the bottle.

. THE MAINTENANCE.

MANY FIRES IN ELGIN AND MID­
DLESEX COUNTIES.

City Hall at St. Thomas and Town 
Hall at Strathroy Struck—Barns 
Burned In Metcalfe, Caradoc, Yar­
mouth and Southwold.

St. Thomas, Aug. 3.—A particularly 
severe electrical storm passed over this 
district early to-day. Lightning struck 
the tower of the City Hall, damaging it 
considerably and stunning Janitor Lou 
sel, Policemen Geddes and Fairbrother. 
The barns and outbuildings of George 
Moore, Southwold, were destroyed by 
fire and the house was saved only by 
hard work.

DAMAGE IN WEST MIDDLESEX. 
Strathroy, Aug. 3.—One of the worst 

electrical storms of the season passed 
over this section last night and did con­
siderable damage. The flagpole on the 
Town Hall was struck and splintered. 
Win. Wilson, the caretaker, who sleeps 
in the building, had a narrow escape. The 
storm passed south, and in Caradoc and I 
Metcalfe townships greajt damage was 1 
done. Duncan McDougall, in the sixth 
concession of Caradoc, had his barns 
burned, together with seven hundred 
bushels of wheat and the season’s crop 
of hay. The implements were all saved. 
His loss will be about four thousand dol­
lars. Frank Pierce, of the same town­
ship. had ten head of cattle killed. 
David Wilson, of Metcalfe, lost nine 
lie ad of cattle by lightning. The dwell­
ing house of Mr. Everett, near Napier, 
was struck and a few boards torn off 
but fortunately nobody was hurt.

IN LONDON DISTRICT.
Ivondon, Ont., Aug. 3.—Reports were 

received here to-day of a severe electric 
storm which covered a wide tract be- i 
tween Appin in the west and Belmont in 
the east. Bell telephone lines are down 
in many place* and details are not avail­
able, but it is stated that many barns 
were destroyed and cattle killed.

George Doan's barns, just south of 
Belmont, in Yangonth. were struck and 
burned to the grotind, the hay and other 
crops being destroyed. The buildings 
were about 36 feet wide ad 170 feet long. 
Cattle belonging to Archie F. Campbell 
and others in the same district were also 
killed in the pastures by lightning.

Mount Rrydges experienced one of the 
severest storms of the season, many cat­
tle being killed.

STRUCK BY LIGHTNING. 
Portage la Prairie. Man., Aug. 3.— 

On Monday Bert Cadman, thirty years 
old, was killed by lightning while plow­
ing on his farm. Two bams were struck, 
and four hordes were reported killed in 
this district.

Only a few item* of business wete die 
ciiased at the meeting, last night, of 
.the Board of Health, in the committee 
room at the City Hall.

Inspector McDonald reported that he 
had inspected the sewers op Cannon 
street, between Ferguson avenue and 
Cathoart streets, and found that there 
were twelve houses on the north side of 
the street knd four on the south side, 
and they were all connected with private 
sewers. The house of Mr. Hill, on Fer-S 
guson avenue north, was also connected 
with a private sewer through the alley- 
way. A number of the residents in that 
section expressed their willingness to 
have a public-sewer on the street, and 
he did not think any opposition would 
be met with from the rest.

Mr. Frank Quinn thought a commit­
tee should be appointed, authorized to 
deal with this matter, and similar cases, 
as the committee would have a better 
opportunity of going into it thoroughly 
and thus much time would be saved.

The question was then raised as to 
whether the Board of Health had the 
power to recommend to the Sewers Com­
mittee that certain sewers be laid, as one 
of the members stated that at a meeting 
of the Sewers Committee at xn earlier 
date the question had been idscussed and 
it had then been declared that the Board 
of Health had no such power.

The Chairman, Mr. Thomas Crocks, 
thought the matter had been misund. r- 
stood, as the Board of Health had at 
least the power of recommending that 
sewers be laid, but could not dictate to 
the Sewers Commit!- nittee
was appointed to look into this matter, 
and similar cases.

The report showed that 426 inspec­
tions had been made. The report of con 
tagoius and infectious diseases showed 
the following: Scarlet fever, 27; diph­
theria, 11; typhoid fever, 3; whooping 
cough, 20; measles, 16; chickenpox, 7; 
and mumps, 1. The deaths from the 
above diseases numbered 14.

After the business had been disposed 
of an address was given by Dr. Shain, 
of this city. Dr. Shain has had consider 
able experience with the inspections. of 
milk in the United States, and as he is 
an authority on questions of that nature 
he was able to tell the members a num­
ber of ways whereby better methods 
could be introduced in having cattle test­
ed and proper attention paid to thorn, 
so that not only would the consumer re­
ceive pure milk, but would be in no dan­
ger from the meat. He quoted a number 
of instances where apparently healthy 
cattle when tested had been shown to 
be badly diseased. He said he did not 
think too much attention could be paid 
to >hat all-important question, pure 
milk. The persons in charge of the cat­
tle should be inspected, as well as the 
cattle, to see that they are free from 
disease. They should idso he compelled 
to wear white gbtvns and whitewash 
their stables, so that the milk would be 
in no danger of becoming contaminated' 
in any manner. The milk should net he 
exposed to the air any more than neces­
sary. The three ways of keeping milk 
were low temperature, high temperature 
and by chemicals. The first was the 
best, as it would keep it indefinitely; 
the second method was all right, but it 
gave that cooked taste, while the third 
on account of the using of the preserva­
tives, was not so good. The stables 
should also be inspected at certain inter­
vals. Out. of 20 cows examined at To­
ronto eighteen were diseased and

had general tuberculosis. Much disease 
is caused by impure milk, and the only 
way to remedy it is to pay strict att,en 
tion to the condition of the cow* and the 
handling of the milk. The question is 
becoming one that must be faced as a 
preventative of disease, especially tuber­
culosis.

The members expressed then-selves 
pleased with the address of Dr. Swain. 
The meeting then adjourned.

The maintenance of such a plant ne­
cessarily costs more than the average 
dairy, as the preparation is so much 
more thorough. A nurse - is employed, 
and she caréfully attends to everything 
and sees that the work is properly done.

New York, Aug 3. — Rev. George 
Sanderson, chaplain of the Tombs, 
received a letter to-day from a firm 
of Dublin lawyers stating that a rela­
tive of Eva Fox-Strangways had died 
at Bid port, Westmeath, Ireland, and 
left her a large fortune. The reason 
the Irish lawyers' wrote to the Tombs 
was because Eva Fox-Strangways had 
a room in that institution two years 
ago when she was awaiting arraign­
ment in the Court of General Sessions 
on a charge of passing bad cheques.

She pleaded guilty to negotiating 
the worthless cheques and was sentenc­
ed to one year in the penitentiary on 
Blackwell’s Island. Sentence was im­
posed on September 14, 1907, and she 
was released on July 14, 1908, having 
been granted a ■ two months’ good-con­
duct rebate. Then the woman who had 
been exposed as an international swind­
ler disappeared.

Eva Fox-Strangways landed in New 
York three years ago, and posed as a 
sister of the Earl of Ilchester. She 
stopped at the best hotels and managed 
to scrape up a pretence of acquaintance 
with some people prominent in society. 
In June, 1007, she secured some gowns 
and other apparel from Susan Clarke 
with a cheque for $299 that came back 
marked "N. G.” Mrs. Clarke found that 
Mrs. Fox-Strangways had fled the city,

covered that the missing woman had 
passed bad cheques on the Waldorf As­
toria, the Savoy, the Netherland, the 
Hallond House, the Manhattan, and 
other prominent hotels.

LABOR WAR.
THREATENS TO DEVELOP INTO A 

REVOLUTION.

Young Socialists Striving to Give 
Movement a Revolutionary Cast- 
Authorities Preparing to Declare 
State of Siege at Stockholm.

Stockholm, Aug. 3.—A labor war 
throughout Sweden that is scheduled 
to begin to-morrow threatens to de­
velop in Stockholm into something 
approaching a miniature revolution. 
The trouble will be enormously aggra­
vated by the pesent general strike and 
lock-out. The members of the young 
Socialists party are striving to give the 
movement a revolutionary character and 
the Government, warned that a political 
campaign is going on at the same time, 
has taken steps to nip the expected dis­
orders in the bud. The authorities have 
decided, at the first aigns of insurrec­
tion, to declare Stockholm in a state 
of siege.

Soldiers are l>eing. quartered in dif­
ferent sections of the city and suburbs, 
and the entire standing army of Sweden 
is ready for eventualities.

The situation has suddenly taken .>o 
serious a turn that King Gustave has 
summoned the members of Parliament 
to Stockholm, and a special session of 
the Rigsdag is expected.

Great consternation prevails in the 
capital at these unexpected and dan­
gerous developments in the situation. 
A civil guard corps is being organized 
for the protection of property, and the 
hunks are closed and carefully guarded. 
All the ferries running out of Stock­
holm have ceased operations, and the 
large steamers engaged in the summer

ly as we can.”
“Do you think the critical period is 

now over?” Sir Charles was asked.
“I do not know that we have ever had 

I a critical period,” the president remark- 
I ed. “Occasionally we have experienced 

more difficulty than at other times in 
getting the money that we wanted, but 
we have been able to get along. We 
have had to pay more for the cost of 
construction than we at first anticipat­
ed. owing to the increased price of labor 
and material, but while that was a little 
disappointing, we have to acknowledge 
that our credit stands very high in the 
markets of the world. There could have 
been no more convincing proof than the 
floating of the recent loans.”

To the query whether there was any 
thing is likely to come from the agita­
tion for a Canadian Board of Control for 
the Grand Trunk?”

Cowes, Aug. 3.—Although protected j 
afloat by the guns of the greatest l 
fleet any power in the world could 
assemble, and though the - shore 
swarms with an unostentatious army 
of international police, the members of 
the Russian Imperial family to-day were 
able to enjoy themselves with greater 
freedom than they experienced any­
where except in the gardens of Tsar- 
koe Selo. The Czar and Czarina, escap­
ing the everlasting surveillance to which 
they are subjected, cruised in the Solent 
with King Edward in the latter’s sail­
ing yacht, Britannia, just like ordinary 
yachtsman and yachtswomen. No 
salutes marked their progress and no 
warship dogged their way. It was 
a pleasant day’s sailing.

Happier still was the lot of the 
imperial youngsters, who landed in 
the morning at East Cowes at an or­
dinary pier in Osborne Bay with the 
children of the Prince of Wales. 
They paddled in the water, collected 
sea shells and enjoyed themselves as 
children do.

After luncheon the Czar s two elder 
children strolled along the main 
street of East Cowes with two ladies- 
in-waiting. They bought, dozens of 
picture post-cards, until the news hav­
ing spread tha,t the Czar was ashore, a 
great crowd gathered and Sir Edward 
Henry, commissioner of the metropoli- i 
tan police, interfered with a landau and ( 
wagonette. It was then 4.20 and the el- , 
dev of the little Princesses said : “We 
have shore leave until 5,’’ nor would 
they surrender one minute of their holi­
day. Sending their attendants and pro­
tectors to the landau int^pded for 
themselves, the little Princesses got in­
to the humble wagonette, from which 
more was to be seen, and drove off. They 
overtook Canon Smith, who took them 
to Whippingham Church, where they re­
garded with wide-eyed interest the 
chair used by the late Queen Victoria.

The Daily Telegraph’s Cowes cor­
respondent had an interview to-day 
with M. Iswolsky, the Russian Minis­
ter of Foreign Affairs, who spoke of 
the admirable international situation 
which had resulted from the friendship 
of the ruling houses of Great Bri­
tain and Russia, and of the two mighty 
empires which yearly were growing clos­
er and formed one of the most powerful 
guarantees of European and extra-Eur­
opean peace.

M. Iswolsky expressed himself as 
highly satisfied with his conversation 
here with Sir Edward Grey, the Brit­
ish Foreign Minister. He said the 
understanding between the two coun­
tries was grounded on a firm basis, 
and that while they had no conflict­
ing interests they had increasingly 
powerful interests in common.

With regard to the situation in the 
Island of Crete, M. Iswolsky said he 
had good hopes that the difficulty 
would be smoothed over to the satisfac- 
ion of all parties.

MANY SUICIDES
IN BALL RANKS.

The suicide of President Harry C. 
Pulliam, of the National League, the 
news of which shocked the baseball 
world last week, adds another to the 
surprisingly long list of prominent 
baseball men who have taken their 
own lives.

Heretofore the suicide have been 
confined to the playing ranks and 
nearly a dozen famous players are 
found to have died by their own

The first player to take his life was 
Catcher P'rank Ringo. who drank 
poison at Kansas City on April 12. 
1889. He was part of the famous 
Philadelphia battery of Coleman and 
Ringo, both players joining the Pitts­
burg team after a long term of service 
with the Quakers. Ringo had retired 
from baseball and was a travelling 
salesman for a cigar firm at the time 
of his death.

Pittsburg was the scene of the next 
baseball suicide. Edward J. McNabb, 
the Baltimore pitched and a native of 
this city, shooting himself and dying 
instantly at the Eifel Hotel in Smith- 
field street in 1894.

Ed. Crane, famous as a .pitcher and 
said to have made the longest throw 
in the history of baseball, although he 
was never given the record officially, 
swallowed poison and ended his life 
at Rochester, in 1895.

The year 1900 witnessed the terrible 
act of Martin Bergen, the Boston Na­
tionals’ star catcher, who killed his 
wife, three children and himself.

In July of the same year, James 
McCalligan, with the New York 
Giants, for a while, suicided by cut­
ting his throat.

On January 12. 1903. “Winnie”
Mercer, the famous pitcher, then with 
Washington, and managing a barn­
storming trip to the Pacific coast, end­
ed Iris life by inhaling gas in a San 
Francisco hotel.

On March 28. 1907, Charles 
jyChick”) Stahl, then manager of the 
ttoston Americans on the spring train­
ing trip, drank carbolic acid and died 
at West Baden Springs, Ind.
. Two days later P. D. Murphy, a 
minor league player and a former 
teammate of Stahl's, who had gone to 
Ft. Wayne to attend the latter’s fu­
neral, committed suicide in the same 
manner as Stahl.

Within a few months of Stahl’s 
death three minor league players. Al­
vin Bayne. Bob Lakswert and William 
G. Palmer, took their own lives.

The death of Ed. Del ah ant y, while 
reported as a suicide at the time, is 
held to have been an accident by 
those wJio were closest to that great 
player. He either jumped from or fell 
off the International Bridge at Black 
Aock, while, enroute to Buffalo from 
Toronto.

Gotham Ceurt Seeds Woman Who 
Failed in Test to Hospital.

New York, Aug. 4.—Mrs. Harriet Re­
becca Berry’s failure to hit the tip of 
her nose with her index finger while her 
eyes were closed convinced Magistrate 
O’Connor that there were grounds for 
believing her mentally unbalanced. Ac­
cordingly he committed her to the psy­
chopathic ward at Bellevue hospital for 
five days.

Mrs. Berry appeared in the west court 
tc-day charged by Madeline Zander- 
weah, who lived with her, with having 
attempted to choke her to death. Five 
days in the hospital will determine whe­
ther Mrs. Berry will be formally com­
mitted to the insane asylum.

Mrs. Zanderweah declared that while 
she was sleeping yesterday Mrs. Berry 
tried to strangle her. Her screams, she 
said, prevented Mrs. Berry from carry­
ing out her intention.

"Mrs. Berry says Dr. Eliot, of Har­
vard, stole her ideas of a new religion 
from a book that she wrote entitled 
‘The Individual Development of Man/ ” 
testified Mrs. Zanderweah. “She has 
been acting strangely of late and I fear 
she will do me serious injury.”

Dr. F. W. Robertson said he had been 
engaged by members of the Berry fam­
ily several years ago to inquire into 
her sanity and found she was suffering 
from delusions. Dr. Hugh Kidder, an 
alienist, who says he has treated Mrs. 
Berry for twelve years, swore she was 
given to strange beliefs and actions.

“I have not heard enough to convince 
me that Mrs. Berry is dangerous or 
that the public would suffer if she 
was allowed her freedom,” said Magis­
trate O’Connor. “Therefore, I am going 
to ask a few questions myself.”

“How old are you?” was his first in­
terrogation.

"Forty-seven years,” promptly replied 
Mrs. Berry.

“Why should your relatives wish yon 
to be placed in an asylum?”

“Because I own property and bank 
accounts, and they wish to take charge 
of mv affairs and get my money.”

“Now. Mrs. Berry, I will ask you to 
close your eyes,” said the magistrate.

She obeyed.
“Take your index finger and strike it 

on the point of your nose/” said the 
court.

Mrs. Bern jabbed her eye with the 
first attempt. She dented her chin with 
effort number two. She became excited 
by the test and in a rain of jabs suc­
ceeded in striking every part of her 
face except the objective point.

"Gentlemen,” said the magistrate, 
turning to the medical experts, "that 
convinces me that she should be exam­
ined. This is an old, reliable test and she 
has failed."

Mrs. Berry was graduated from the 
New York Hospital for Nurses in 1892 
and from the Sloan Maternity Hospital 
Training School. She is a widow.
