““The current, which may be of great intensity as it
leaves Newfoundland, becomes much weaker as it reaches
Ireland. As it leaves Newfoundland it would perhaps
paralyse you ; as it nears Ireland you might take it with
impunity. Now, if there be an interruption or leakage,
not a total stoppage, of the electrical current near Ire-
land, the current sent from Newfoundland to Ireland
might suffor & great diminution of intensity near its des-
tination, aud yet be strong enough to make itself mani-
fest to the recording instrument in Ireland. Oun the
other hand, the current sent from Ireland to Newfound-
land, suffering a great loss of intensity near its starting
point, might not, after its diminution of intensity, be
able to record its presence at Newfoundland.”” That the
defect is on this side is evident from the fact that although
no messages are received from Newfoundland, messages
are sent there, as appears by tae contents of the American
papers, and this seems to point conclusively to the cause
of the disaster being the one assigned by Mr. Whitehouse.

THE NEGOCIATIONS IN CHINA.
(From the London Times.)

Within the last fow hours we have been pat in posses-
sion of several private letters written from the Pehio to
persons in London, and these enable us to understand in
more detail the negociations that have taken place be-
tween the European Powers and the Court of Pekin.

Our readers were previously informed that on the 4th
of June two Chinese ministers of high rank had arrived
at Tien-sin. One of these was a Chinaman, the other a
Tartar. The senior, Kwei-liang, is described to be about
73 years of age, a benevolent-looking old man, not over-
bearing in speech or manner, and evidently a * Soother
of Barbarians.”” The Tartar is a quiet Tartar, thought-
ful and intelligent, and in the possession of a feature un-
usual in & Chinaman’s face : & very large nose. One of
the letters from which we quote describes him as not un-
like our Oliver Cromwell. These people declared them-
selves upon their cards to be ** Plenipotentiaries.” and
:Pon the faith of this declaration the ish and French

inisters consented to meet them. An isolated joss-house
on the step south of Tien-sin was the lpsau:' ted rendes-
vous. It was arranged that Lord Elgin should have his
interview first, and then Baron Gros ; the Russian was to
come third, and the American last.

On the 5th of June, while
the thermometer in the sun stood at 137, Lord Elgin and
his entire suite, with not a few naval officers as spectators,
and with a guard of 150 marines, proceeded in long pro-
cession of palanquins to the of Conference. g.‘he
Chinese were civil and ceremonious, and after tea and
compliments Kwei-liang opened the Durbar by saying
that his Imperial Master had received Lord Elgin’s letter,
and had, instead of answering it, deputed his servants to
arrange matters -poodil{. Lord Elgin replied he was
glad to see the Imperial Ministers, and that his Queen
bad granted him certain powers to arrange all matters on
a safe and proper footing. He added that he was prepar-
ed to show his credentials publicly if the lmrrinq m-
missioners would do likewise. The Mandarin’s assenting,
Lord Elgin’s powers were produced, and a Chinese trans-
lation was read aloud by Mr. Wade. The seene is de-
scribed to us to have been at this moment very interesting.
The Ministers were eager in their attention, and a troop
of secretaries and clerks who had been taking notes in the
background pressed forward to the table. There was
evidently more surprise than pleasure in the effect pro-
duced by the ample terms of the document. [t was now
Kwei-liang’s tarn to show the commission under which
he and his brother Commissioner were to act. A piece
of yellow waxed cloth was first produced by a very in-
telligent-looking young Mandarin called Pien, sub-prefect
of some district in Chi.li. Kwei-liang received it most
reverentially, held it above his head, then openod it, and
took from it a very scrubby bit of paper which he hand-
ed to Mr. Wade. While Mr. Wade read off in English

Every Mandaxin’s eye
was slyly watohing the expreasion of Lord Elgin’s face,
and as that expression grew more and more severe as the
reuding progressed, exclamations were interjected by
Kwei-liang, *‘ Such powers as Lord Elgin possesses are
unknown in China ;’' ** Senls are never attached to com-
missions in China,” and so on. There was good reason
for Lord Elgin’s grave displeasure, for the edict ran some-
what as follows: Kwei-liang and Hwa-shana, &o., were
directed to proceed to meet-the strangers of Eagland and
France, and to inquire into their purpose in ascending
the Peiho. If they found them sincerely desirous of put-
ting an end to the war, the Commissioners were to grant
them their demands, provided such demands did not in-
fringe the customs of the Celestial Empire, the dignity of
the Emperor, or the will of the peopls : and in the event
of the demands being of such character they were to refer
them to the Emperor for his pleasure to be made known.
When this document had been read to an end Lord Elgin
arose, and ordered his chair to be brought, saying to
Kwei-liang, in & curt manner, that the powers of the Im-
perial Commissioners were unsatisfactory. The Earl’s
