THE ENGLISH ELECTIONS.

BEACONSFIELDS’ DEFEAT.

The Elections of England have come
off and contrary to the best wishes of
those who prize British prestige and
power, the Beaconsfield ministry has
been overthrown. The Gladstone
party, which people call the Liberals
it appears have been reinstated, but
with a very small majority: so smal]
indeed that the day is not far when
Mr. Gladstone will find that he (;Las a
white elephant on his hands, and will
be compelled to dissolve. It must be
borne in mind that an English -Gov-
ernment can not be sustained with one
or two, or scarce with 20 of a majority ;
and Lord Beaconsfield with all his
astuteness found it difficult enough to
lead his Government along with a
majority of 36. *

But supposing the Gladstone minis-
try does get a footing, it will be interest-
ing to watch the progress of events.
'Tis true, no matter how great or
how small the occasion, how tremen-
dous or how trivial the questions in-
volved, Right Hon. Mr. Gladstone will
not be lacking in speeches. But spang-
led generalities while very good in
their way, cannot, even by Mr. Glad-
stone be made todo the duty of cannon
and steel. While England is far re-
nowned and justly renowned for the
brilliancy of her orators and
her statesmen, her national great-
ness rests upon no such foundation.
She has won her empire at the mouth
of the cannon and at the point of the
bayonet. Let nus take some examples:

Were some theorist, like Gladstone,
at the helm, preaching *peace at any
price” to the people at home, while
British subjects were suffering tortures
by Surajah Dowlah abroad, the Queen
of England to-day would not have
been Empress of India, and England
would be the “third rate star,” that
the Powers began to call her, scarce
ten years ago.

Gibraltar was not wrested from the
hands of the Spaniards by the Go/-
fearing (?) and peace-loving admirals
that the “peace at any price” champion
would have, but by a man after the
temper of the hero of “Gadite’s bloody
wave.” Had a Gladstone rnled in
stead of a Pitt the Nile and Trafalgar
would never have been won, and no
matter whether the world would have
been blest or scourged by the trinmph ot
the “hated Corsican,” England might
have found herself at the feet of that
modern Alexander.

But we need not appeal at all to his-
tory for examples to our purpose.
We need but look three years back
when the sudden news flashed over
the world that Russia was putting on
her habiliments of war, and her sol-
diers were swarming down towards the
Golden Horn.  Then tlie time had ar-
rived when the man who sued foy
¢’peace at anv price’” had no business
in England: it was then the statesman
and the hero was needed.  Aud there
rose up a man, the same man whom
the fickle populace has just dethroned,
and he vindics t«d England’s satety and
England’s honcr.  Without scarce an
hours deluy the invincible ships of Eng-
land had their prows-turned for the
Mediterranean. Those who read the
papers know the results—Russia had
bear like to return growling to her
den,andEngland courageously and with
dignity asserted herself as the barrier
between the barbarians of the north and

the civilized world.  Great occasions
it is said beget great men, but we
ought notYo trifle too much- with the
law of Circumstance.
ture to prophesy ere many months,
should a Gladstone rule be:nshered in,
dark clouds will begin to gather in the
East, and the run®iing of that storm
which can only be met by great heads
and strong arms will be heard. It will
be interesting then to see what means
Mr. Gladstones theory, “Peace at any
Price.”

A HOME THRUST.

Let not our readers think we preter
war to peace; our belief being that a
nation’s greatness depends upon the
heads in her council, as well as the arms
inher field. But our object here is not yet
attained. Ranting sheets like the St
John Sun for some time past have been
educating the public mind to look upon
Conservatism in England as they look
upon it in Canada; but long ago we
protested that the policy of Beaconsfield
was as unlike the policy of Sir John, as
the latter’s policy is unlike that of Mr
Mackenzie. Now theissue is come and
the cause of Conservatism in England
is under foot: while the thonusands who
have read the ignorant and vulgsr ar-
ticles of lowbred men like John Living-
ston, are scandalized at Conservatism
in Canada. Sir Leonard Tilly will
some day find out the mistake he has
made in trusting his caunse to such a
person as Mr Livingston. It were
better far, Sir Leonard had gone quietly
to work and purchased Mr Elder, Tele-
grapk and all, for with all that gentle-
man’s insincerities, he has an education
and a natural cunning that no one can
take from him or deny him, and which
he would be able to use to the advan-
tage of his employer.

THE CANADIAN HIGH COMMIS-
SIONEK

Sir A.T. GALr has sailed for Eng-

land to enter on his official
dutics at the Court of St James
as Canadian High Commissioner.
It is only nataral that the Opposition
press should set up a howl and tell un-
truths as to the cost the new office will
be to Canada. The Freeman says it
will cost the Dominion $20,000 a year,
brt when this paper went exaggerating
at all no one can blame it for making
the flgures just as large as snited its
fancy. In speaking of the Freeman, it
reminds us to say that a large number
of good Irishmen and Irishmen’s sons
in this Province think that paper inca-
pable of misrepresentation or contra-
diction.
Here however is a clipping from the
last Freeman—it has dwindled down
to a weekly again by the way—on Sir
Alexander:

He is a man of marksd ability, bdut
he is notoriously unstable politically,
and in business matters he is visionary
to a degree ‘which only those who
know him thorouvghly can even
imagine.

“Notoriously unstable” minéd, yet in
the next breath Mr Anglin ‘objects to
his appointment because—

‘“He has long been notoriously an
advocate of Canadian Independence.”

From the Ex-Speakers own state-
ments Sir Alexander has not been
“notoriously unstable’’ in his “advo-
cacy of Canadian Independence:” and
beyond this all, though his partiality to
Canadian Independence isso distasteful
to the loyal bosom of Mr Timothy
Warren Anglin, it he ¢s 8o *‘notoriously
unstable” it is only fair to assume he
will soon forsake his rebellious prin-
ciples.

THE GRAND SOUTHERN.

Tais Bill has passed the House with
flying colors, as will be seen in another
column. We never for a momentdoubt-
ed the success of this Bill, but what
did annoy us was that any man should
be so ignorant and so presumptuous as
to think he could come here with a few
dollars and buy up our Local Legisla-
ture. Had the man remained home,
the Bill would have got less votes, for
many a member opposed to the Bill,
believing the creature to be on his
track, for the purpose of buying him,
voted the other way.

Mr White for Carleton, spoke against
the Bill, and it is related that as soon
as his speech was ¢ended he went out-
side and received his reward from -Mr
Kay. The reward was a pass over the
company’s road, ad tn. Too dear for
Mr. White, but too cheap for his vote!

RAILwAY MATTERS.

It has just leaked out that when the
murderous mob up the line first began
to put’ engines of destruction along the
track of the N. B. R. R., that Mr.
Gibson and others of the Company
asked the protection of Mr. Brown who
was, and is a Magistraie. The official
answer was, ‘It serves the Company
right that their trains should be thrown
from the track: why don’t they pay
the poor fellows [the wrecking mis-
creants] their land damages.” This is
the man who is not only allowed to be
at large, but actually to hold a comm-
mission from Her Majesty, in his
pocket, as Justice of the Peace. The
man’s commission should be taken
from him at once—and we presume the
Government will attend to the matter
at the next meeting of the Council.

We are delighted to be able to in-
form our readers that the case brought
against Gibson and Company by Mr.
Fred W. Brown, and the train wreck-
ers up the line has ended in a fizzle for
the prosecution. Mr. Gibson was pre-
pared to go on with the case, and ex-
pose the greatest rascalities that ever
blackened the page of a newspaper.
Mr. Brown feared this, and case-
hardened as he is, he did not want to
run the risk of being sent to jail
for the rest of his life. The prosecu-
tion approached Gibson & Company
with terms of concession; and the fol.
lowing is the reply:

DEeARr Sir:—Referring to our con-

practicable and to continue to provide
such sccommodation to the public  as
may be reasonable.

Now, were the slaughter
houses in the city, and the public health en-
dangered, we should not wonder at the pro-
prietors payinsl a special tax, but removed,
according to the ipsi dixit of the board of
health, out of the way of doing harm, to be
asked to dpay a special tax is simply an out-
rage, and unworthy of St John and its repre-
sentatives. :

To the Editor of the STAR.

The House resumed its duties this
p.m., and things are looking more
lively than they have been during the
past 5 days. Nearly all the Ontario
and Quebec representatives went home
for Easter, and many others from the
more remote Provinces either accom-
panied them or went out of the city on
their own account. The Buildings
have been as lonely as a grave yard.

The Debate on the Tariff resolutions
will come to an end to-night. The
“Fishery Award” question will come
up for disposal to-morrow, and if that
can be got through with the Estimates
will be the Order of the Day on Thurs-
day. However, the session will now
run on into May. and if there is much
talk over the Estimates, it will be well
on in that month before prorogation
will take place.

The 10th April is nomination day in
Chateauguay, 17th pollin%_. The Con-
servatives will make an effort to cap-
ture the constituency by running a Dr.
Laberge ‘in opposition to Mr. E. Hol-
ton, (son of the late member.) That
the Government Candidate is a strong
man is proven by the fact of his hav-
ing been dcfeated by only 60 votes in
an election for the Local in what has
always been a strong Reform Consti-
tuency, but it can hardly be expected
that he will carry the Constituency now
against Mr. Holton who,in addition to
the strength of party will undoubtedly
have a strong sympathy in his behalf
on account of the circumstances which
place him in the field.

the able advocacy of the scheme by
Hon Mr Lynott. A great hue andcry
had been raised about this road, and
bhow ruinous it would be to the inter-
ests of the Province ; bnt it was well to
cousider the relation our railroads bore
to civilization. What great roads were
to us in the days gone by railroads were
now; and but for our railroads our
people would leave our Province, not
very fast because withount railroads
they could not leave it very rapidly. It
had been said the House should never
have granted this charter; butin 1874
the wisdom of the House granted the
Charter and there were few dissenting
voices. It was always easy to argue
from the conclusion of facts, and it was
quite easy for hon. gentlemen to oppose
this road who had railroads in their
own counties. But what was this
House asked to do. They were asked
to lay violent hands on the charter
granted this company by the united wis-
dom of the House; but wherever the
case came home hon gentleman would
be found to side.with a similar measure

‘Then why should we not do
to others, as we- ~would. . have
‘them to do unto us. It ‘would

seem manifestly cruel that we should do
to this company what we had not done
toany company before. Ofall the com-
panies incorporated, not more than
two or three ever completed their char-
ters within the time specified. One of
these was the New Brunswick Railway
Company. Why should the Legisla-
ture take this Company by the throat,
and refuse it the same terms for its
life that it granted to the others?
He was as anxious as any Hon. gen-
tleman in the House to save $280,000
to the province, yet he could not con-
scientiously oppose the granting of the
sum. This project had been beset
with obstructions from every quarter.
The St. John and Maine Railway bud
thrown all its influence, legitimate
enough, against the road and had en-
‘deavored to prejudice tenders and oth-
ers in England "against the road. He
had personal friendship for the head of

the opposing company, but deal-
ing with the question .on the
ground of equity and  right

he flung the friendship to the winds. It
was said the parishes through which the
road ran contributed nothing towards
the road, but did the counties through
which the Intercolonial ran give any
assistance in constructing that line?

It was well to bear in mind the time
in which the contract was to be per-
formed was rot specified in the act: the
terms were that the charter was to run
for six years. Private corporations or
individuals, in their relations one with
the other, might take their pound of
flesh, but the Government of a country
conld not do this: it had to be guided
by equity and right. Mr Lynott had
said to refuse an extension would
be for the Government to plead the
statute of limitations; but had the Do-
minion Government acted upon such a
principle towards this Province, there
are many claims we counld never have
recovered, and those we now ask for
would never begranted. The opposing
railway having thrown every legiti-
mate obstacle [¢ Legitimate” was
used here by the Attorney General
as meaning not unlawful. This might
be mean, despicable, and such as no
man of honor would resort to. Think
of sending round anonymous and ly-
ing pamphlets decrying the road, and
ot which pamphlets nothing was known
only that they were printed in the Sun
office, and were part of the price paid
that ever-ready hireling who edits the
Sun, for malignin:lg the Grand South-
ern Company and writing letters to
his own paper against said company.
—Ep.] in the way of Mr. Green the
Contractor. And he attributed that
gentleman’s lack of success ata much
earlier day, to just these causes. As to
the road itself, he did not bind himself
down to the belief that the line would
be a mere local line. He believed it
would be a competing line for much of
the Montreal freight and while speak-
ing of competition he thought that
would be one of the good results to
follow from the new line: a lower rate
for freight and travel. And even
though it had been shown to him that
tar less had been expended on the road
than has been he would snpport the
extension.

Gillespie—Have you a guarantee they
will run the road when built:

1 Fraser—The nature of the location,

sir, is its guarantee, but it was not our
place now to speak of binding condi-
tions, when at the time of the birth of
the charter the House made no such
demand. It was easy for Mr Gilles-
pie to oppose railroads, because
the Dominion Government built one
by his door. [But no one would mind
MrGillespie’s selfish opposition. These
men care for no one but themselves.
They do not care if all the rest of the
Province went to ruin, provided they
get something for the counties they
misrepresent.—ED.

tleman had claimed. It he thought it
would have this effect he would sup-
port the Bill. [We regretted to hear
Mr. Black say this, because it showed
he did not look at the question as be-
tween right and wrong, but as between
right and expediency ~—Eb.]

AFTERNOON SESSION.

Mr. Black resumedin a very argu-
mentative specch, taking up nearly an
hour. He examined 'into the “whole
grounds of the case, and seemed to feel
thoroughly satisfied that to extend -the
charter would be ruinous.
Hanington followed the Hon. gen-
tleman, and said while muach might be
said, and had been said, against the
extension of the charter much more
might be said in its favor. Mr. Black
had stated that he (Hanington) had
propounded the theory that the County
should carry a debt of $7,500,000 for
public works. :
"Black No; What I did say was that
it was your theory the County could
carry this amount for public works.
Hanington thought the explanation
mended the matter little: but what he
did say, was a reply to
the inference that repudiation would
follow an increased public debt; and
after pointing out that the T¥mes had
fallen into an error in stating his views
on this point he argued that the "coun-
tries with the largest public debts for
ﬁ‘reatworks were not the poorest off.
here never was a time when men
came to the front to ask for public
grants that some people did not rise up
and preach bankruptcy. When Sir
Leonard Tilley and Sir Charles Tupper,
men who were a credit to their res-
pective Provinces, and to the Empire
came forward and advocated their great
works, a few of the frightened sort
put up their hands and preached blue
ruin and direful things for the country:
but the results had shown conclusively
how far reaching and how wise was
the policy of the one party,. and
how  groundless and -unworthy
were the fears of the other.

It was well to bear in mind
that the half million, our Provin-
cial debt, was not the result of over-
expenditure on currant account, but
for the Normal School, for suspension
bridge and for our railways. We had
not, in 1864, as much for ordinary ex-
penditures as we have now. We spent
last year $86,000 more for roads and
bridges than we did ten years ago.
For roads and bridges we spent $145,-
000 more last year than ten years ago.
We were therefore not going behind.
Referring again to the Grand Southern,
we were asked not to load the Province
with $280,000 in bonds ; but this request
came from a Company who had floated
$2,000,000 in bonds, the contractors
making 'a million out ot the
construction. We should not, for-
sooth, extend this charter, because
it would create a competitiim
in railroad trade; and would therefore
destroy that trade. But surely we had
all heard, and all believed that oppos-
ition is the life of trade rather than the
death of it. Mr. Hanington continu-
ed at much length and his speech was
a masterly one.

Woods, who opposed the Grand
Southern made a speech, and it was
something like this. He did not want
it to go abroad that Mr Kay considered
the building of the Grand Southern
would ruin his road: [Though it was
patent to every body that such was the
case. Of course Mr. Wood was inter-
ested in expressing Mr. Kay’s
views. Eb.]

Barbarie thought Charlotte had rail-
roads enough, being gridironed with
them.

Lynott said he might nse a fact, not
mentioned before, and that was that
the line was not to be a local line mere-
ly, but a connecting link with
Montreal, and a route betwecen that
city and St. John, 300 miles shorter
than any now existing,

Barbarie then moved the following
Section, in amendment to the Bill,

BARBARIE’S AMENDMENT.

In addition to the several duties imposed on
the said Grand Southern Railway Company by
the Act incorporating the same, or by any other
Act or Acts of the Assembly in this Province;
or by or through or under any contract or con-
tracts between the said Company and the
Government of this Province. it shall be the
duty of the said Company by themselves or by
their assigness or by their contractors, servants
or agents, so soon as the railway be completed
ready for traffic, to run at least one train daily,
Sunday excepted, each way over the whole of
the said line, said train to be sufficient in all
respects to accommodate the public, both as
respects the carrying of freight and passengers
and to run at a reasonable fand pro-
per rate of speed and the said Company shall
be liable to a penalty of $100 dollars for each
and every day they shall -neglect or refuse toq
run suchWain or trains over the said line of
railway as hereinbefore provided; such penalty
to be sued for and recovered by the Crown
Officers of the Province,” or by "any person
suing for the same, and when recovered to
form a part of the public revenue of the Pro-
vince, and shall, when so imposed and recover-
ed, form a lienor claim in preference to any and
all debts of every description, hoth upon the
property of the said Company and upon the
said Road, Railway Plant'and Railway Stock
of every description .in whosoevers hands the
same may come.

LYNOTT’S SUGGESTION.

Provided always that the provisions of this
section shall not apply to cases in which the
road may be blockaded by storms of any kind
rendering it impossible to run such trains, or to
cases of accident necessarily causing an inter-
ruption of trains,

FRASER’S ADDITION.

It being, however, he'reby made obligatory
and a duty upon the part of the company, within
a reasonable time after such blockade, to re-
move the same and open the road for . traffic,
and also within a reasonable time after any
such accident to restore the road again to a
working condition.

Hill was prepared to accept this sec-
tion and believed a similar condition
should be imposed on all the railroad
charters. [Mr Killam here began to
tremble violently, for his road bids fair
to put up the shutters one of those days
till **times get better.”—ED.]

Willis was glad the section had been
accepted, for it had been said the road
would never be run.

Lynott accepted the amendment with
certain additions [which are incorpor-

Some hon. gentlemen were for push-
ing through the amendment and others
counselled consideration.

Barbarie, especially among the latter,
said it should be comsidered carefully,
that it might go on the statute books as
perfect as possible.

Wedderburp was surprised that the
hon. gentleman should have lost faith
in his own amendment.

Kenny suggested that the mover of
the amendment better put it in the
hands of its originator as he (Barbarie)
did not understand it himself. The
following was the vote with which
the bill, and each section of the same
was carried:

This vote gave a good evidence of the
unpurchasable character of the mem-
bers of our Local Legislature.
