'These sensational
telegrams from New York and
Washington have evidently had an
effect not anticipated nor desired
by their authors; for Monday’s
London advices inform us that the
fmperial Government have made
public their proposals for arbitra-
tion of the Alaskan boundary
question. They show that the
United States proposed amend-
ments, which Great Britain de-
clined to accept, were favorable to
the United States contention and
would not leave the arbitration
free to deal with the whole ques-
tion. It seems the United States
may always be counted on to act
unfairly. whenever there is ques-
tion “of arbitrating any dispute
between that country and Canada.

He will occupy an officer’s cabin
on WRoard the eruiser. It is ex-
pected the cruiser will reach
Brest about the 26th. inst.,, when
Dreyfus will be handed to the
military authorities. All the re-
visionist papers acclaim the de-
cision as the trinmph of truth,
justice and law and express the
hope that all France and all right
minded men will bow before the
decree. - They appeal for recon-
ciliation and ‘calmness. Most of
the anti-revisjonist papers con-
sider the duty of all isto submit
in order to restore peace to the
country.

THERE are, in connection with
public affairs in this Province, a
great many things for which the
present Local Government may
fairly be charged with dereliction
of duty.

THE RAILWAY BILL—THE GRAND TRUNK
AND ALIEN LABOR—HOW TO MAKE
APPLE BARBRELS—PRIVATE LETTERS
AND OTHER LETTERS,

Special Correspondence to the Herald.

. OrTAWA, June 3rd.—The Drum-
mond Counties Railway bill has pass-
ed all its readings but one, and the
Grand Trusk resolution, which is part
of the same series of transactions,
have been considered. These mea-
sures have been pretty fully explained,
but some mention may be made of
the four-hour speech of the minister
of ‘railways on Thursday in further
support of his scheme, Mr. Blair
defends his railway policy by arguing
that it has already been successful.
His showing is that the earnings of
the Intercolonial system will be 28
per cent. larger in the year ending the
last of this month than in the year
ending June, 1897. The mileage is
14 per cent. greater than it was two
years ago, so that the earnings increas-
ed in two years by 14 per cent. This
great gain, according to Mr. Blair,
must have been due to the operation
of. the Drummond Counties and
Grand Trunk lings, and thus the pol-
icy is vindicated,

WHAT MR. BLAIR DIDN'T SAY

The minister did not mention the
fact that while the Intercolonial gain
ed 14 per cent. traffic in two years,
the toanage of freight carried on al!
the railways of Canada increased 14
per cent. in one year. It thusap
pears that the Intercolonial gained
orly balf as much per year as the
average gain of all the Canadian rail
ways. Mr. Blair did not nged there-
fore to explain why the I. O. R.traffic
should bave jncreased, but did need
to show why the increase of the Gov-
Lepipmoebt railway business had been
less than that-of other lines. The
minister got near enoy AP 10 ‘hi\f?Q““'
tion to state that the gRQWth/of the
Intercolonial trade was not a¥
general business activity,
ed that, so far as the Mg~
vinces were cpnc'_erned.

CHANGES FOR THE BETTER.

Mr. Haggart finds it rather surpr‘i-
ing that Mr. Blair had nct explained
the difference between the proposed
agreement and the one which the
Sznate defeated two years ago. The,
following are among the more import.
ant changes in the whole transgction.
As to the Drummond Counties -~
The first agreement was equal to a
payment of $2,090,000. The sec-
~nd agreemept is for the purchase
$1,600,000, of the same property with
aboat $50,000 more spent o it.

As to the Grand Trunk:—The first
agreement provided that the govern-
ment should pay half the cost of
maintenance. - The present agree-
ment provides that the cost of main-
tenance shall be paid by the contract-
ing parties in proportion to their re-
spective use of the road, and we have
the statement of Mr. Blair that the
Grang Trunk uses the property twenty
five times as mueh as the Intercolon
ial, At this rate the government will
bave to pay only one=twelfth as much
for maintenance as would have been
paid under the old arrangement,

As to betterments:—The old ar-
rangement provided that the govern-
ment should pay fijve psr-cent. igter
et o half -the-smount okaoy,capital
charges incuired for betterments. The
new bargain divides the cost not
equally but in proportion to use,
which will relieve the country of some
eleven twelfths of the obligation im-
posed by the first agreement. More-
over the interest in this case is re-
duced from five per cent to four.
Lastly the first agreement provided
for the payment of $6,000 a year by
the government for the yse of Grand
Trunk property at Chaudiere, By
the present bargain this charge is
abandoned These are [mportant
changes all made possible by the re-
jection of the original bill by the
Senate. : ;

SIR BENRY AND THE APPLE
BARREL. '
Sir Henry Joly bas begen trying to
reform the apple barrel.  As ministey
of inland revenue he has introduced
a bil! providing that all apples packed
in Canada for sale by the barrell
shall be packed either in “ cyhndiical
veneer barrels”’ of the required siz ",
or “in good and strong barrejs of
seasoned wood,” 27 inches between
the heads inside measyre, buying a
head diameter of 17 incbes, and a

sale in this country as well as those
for export.

When the bill came up for discus-
sion neither the Minister nor any of
his collegues could inform the House
what was meant by a “ veneer” bar-
rel. The most Sir Henry bad to say
was that the apple packers had been
reducing the cootents of the barrel by
increasing the thickness of the heads.
Dr. Montague agreed that theremight
be reason for legislation against thick
headeduness,which the House regarded
as a pointed reference.

Clancy, Mills, of Annapolis, Craig,
Moore, Taylor and others objected
on behalf of the farmers agsinst this
sudden change in the form of the
barrell. It was pointed out that the
farmers often desired to send their
apples to a neighboring market in
such barrels as might be within reach
as sugar barrels,or flour barrels. Botb
contain more than the regulation
apple barrel and the Minister was
asked not to make it a crime for the
farmer to use them. Finally a sug-
gestion of Mr. Mills, of Annapolis was
adopted that the measure be with
held until the farmers were heard
from.

A ONE-SIDED ‘' UNDER-
STANDING.

The alien labor question appears to
be in’a singular position. Sir Wil
frid Laurier has been asked whether
alien workmen would be allowed to
come into this country to take the
place of Grand Trunk section men
now on strike. The Premier ex-
plains that the Canadign alien Act
cannot now be enforced, because an
agreement was made with the Gov
ernment of the United States that
neither party would ‘enforce alien
laws while the two governments are
engaged in wuvegotiations. But our
old frigend D:Barry, the [Jnited States
government - cfficer at Buffalo, has
been eaforcing the act with rigid
severity. Only last week he turned
back a young Canadian bricklayer
who was crossing the border on &
visit to his uncle, engaged at the
same trade in Buffalo. The young
man, who did iotend”to do some
work and bad his tools with hit, was
escorted back to Canada by DeBarry.
That officer in a subsequent inter
view declared that the alien law had
not been suspended but was still in
active operation. This state of af-
fairs has begn twice ‘a subject of dis-
cussion in tbe House of Commons.

THE LABOR QUESTION.

Thy relation of the alien labor affairs
to the Grand Trank strike is obvious
The Grand Trunk management contra-
dicts the report that aliens are to be
imparted by that corporation, but it is
remembered that this has been done by
other employers of labor in times of
dispute. For instance the Mayor of
Hamilton is now bringing to the atten-
tion of parliament the facts in connec-
tion with such a recent importstion to
that city. The Grand Trank strike,
which for the present leaves 1800 men
withont employment is a matter of
great public interest,

Mr. Taylor, Mr, Ives and Mr, Ingram
spoke of the affair as a source of danger
to the public, since the safety of travel
depends upon vigilant care of the road-
bed. Ross Robertson .in strong lan-
guage declgred that the men who were
on strike because they couid not ge*
more than 97 cents per day deserved
the sympathy of the public. And. Lo-
gan of Cumberland, a Government sup-
porter, vigorously protested against the
conclusion of the Government that the
strike did not call for aption by the
Minister of Railway. He pronounced

we were all boasting of the prosperity
of the country, hard-working men
could not get more than the indecent
pay of 97 cents per day. This was after
Bir Wilfrid Lavurier and Mr. Blair had
scolded other members for bringing the
subject before the House, and had ac-
cused oppogition speakers of expressing.

Presi-
dent Loubet remained all the while
quite unmoved talking to the Premier
while the officers of his military
household were defending him against
violence. Finally after thirty arrests
bad been made the prefect of police or-
dered tke republican guards to snrround
the presidential stand.
