Making Cloth from Sea-
weed.

O. the beaches of South Australia
is to be found a peculiar kind of sea
weed, like hair-pads, which geems
destined to become & tremendous
commercial asaet, An acconnt of it
18 given by Alice Grant Rosman in
The Lone Hand.
The Posidonia ausrtalis is to be
found all round the southern ooaat
of South Aus'ralia, and in tremend
ous quantities in Spencer and St,
Vinoso's Gulfs. “Aoccording toJ
M, Biack, the Soath Australian
botanist, “Itia oot an Alga or sea
weed proper, as it has greenish
flowers and a flasbly fruit Romewhat
smaller than an olive. The im-
portaat gartrof the plant, congidered
commaeroeially, is the §breus remains
f the |:5f Wueaths woioh cover the
base of the stem. Tnese fibres are
lirger and finer than those of Posi-
donia ooeanica, ihe ooly other
species of the genug, whish is fouad
in Meditﬁy.ruueﬁn waters and along
the aoasts of the Atlantio in Earope,”
Posidonia australis grows on a
limestone bottom ; but the saiien of
the tide, throngh wmsay oeeturies,
bas gitled ower it masses of shells
and gand, until the plaat, forcing its
way upwards, lies on a deposit of
its own fibre, intermiged with the
sand 8od shells, and varying in
thickness from four to twenty feet.
A Tiokera, Moonta Bay, and else-
where in South Anustralian waters,
these deposits have been foand to
stretoh for several miles, and the
quantity of fbre hag been pro-
nounced by experta to ba practicslly
inexhaustible,
A measure was passed by the
South Australian Parliament ,
authorizing the government to issge
licenses for the raising of the fibre
over rpecifiad areas, and varions
companies have been formed with
view to experimenting.
In Moonta Bay, by means of post.
hole angers and other app'iances,
trial holes were put down from
bigh-water mark out to the lqw tide
level, a distance of several miles.
In evary boring experiment the
fibre was found reaching to a dep'h
of nine feet or more, ard underlyiog
an over-barden of from one to
eighteen inches.
Samples of the fibre, eleaned and
dried, prove to possess many vala-
able properties, It is not inflam-
mable, except at a tremendonsly
bigh temperature, and for this reason

Chickens Returning to
Roost.

Ever since the election in
Drummond-Arthabaska,on the
3rd inst, Liberal newspapers
have been trying to forge
reasons for the defeat of the
Laurier candidate. Liberal
editors roll their eyes and
hold up their hands in holy
horror at the thought that
such a great and just man as
Sir Wilfrid Laurier should
suffer defeat in the house of
his friends, and busy them-
selves inventing all manner of
excuses to cover the Premier’s
-ignominious retreat. In their
hypocritial endeavors to draw
a red herring over the trial
and deceive the public, they
overstep the bounds of pru-
dence.

The opologists of Sir Wil-
frid are profuse in their dec-
larations that the Premier
stands for British connection,
and that those who opposed
his naval programme,in the el-
ection under review,areagainst
such connection. The best
refutation of this is found in
the statements made by the
Laurier candidate and his
fellow orators during this elec-
tion campaign. Mr. Perreault,
the Laurier standard-bearer,
solemnly told the electors that
the admirable features of
Laurier's nayal programme

~coasisted in its being a step
towards independence.
Further eyidence of this same
nature is furnished by the
Montreal Witness a zealous
Government organ. In a re-
port of a political meeting at
Victoriaville, during the cam-
paign in question, the Herald
says: “Mr. Beland, M. P.,
and Mr. Gauthier, ex-M. P. P
two of the best orators of the
ministerial party, were the
choice. It was a splendid
duel, in which eyery good
reason for or against the navy
was presented in the most
able manner. The Liberal
speakers advocated the Navy
Bill as the most glorious
measure ever passed by the
Canadian parliament. They
declared that it was a step to
wards the independence of
Canada, for only a nation
could have its navy.”

These declarations of Laur-
ier’s friends, and innumerable
other statements of a kindred
nature were only repetitions
of what the Premier and his
henchmen have said’over and
over again in their frantic ap-
peals to the electors of Que-
bec, in order to. retain their
support for the Administration
at Ottawa. In 1896, when a
vote was asked from Parlia-
ment by the Conservative
Government, for Lee Enfield
rifles for the malitia of Canada,
and some field guns for the
artillery, cries of this kind
were raised by Laurier and
his trusted lieutenants. Dur
ing the debate on this vote,
Mr. Brodeur, the present
minister of Marine and head
of Laurier's navy, then a
member of the}House and an
active lieutenant of Sir Wil-
frid’s said, as reported in
Hansard April 22nd: “I re-
gret that the government has
bought these rifles from the
English government and that
the same government asks us
to-be repaid. Is that the
kind of protection promised
by England to Canada? Is
that the sitwation which is
destined for this colony? I

pect another treatment on the
part of England.”

During the Federal elect-
ions of 1896, Laurier, Brodeur
and their fellow workers,
flooded the Province of Que-
bec with speeches and other
campaign literature in which
the armament of the militia by
a Tory Government was
represented as a part of a plot
of “Old Tupper” and Cham-
berlain to_make the French
Canadians conscript soldiers
of the British Empire. These
Laurier orators represented
the Conservative Government
as conspiring with the British
Government]to make “cannon
food” of the French Canadian
youth. L’ Electeur, the
Liberal organ of the day
bravely seconded the efforts of
the Laurier speel binders,
after this fashion : Why these
armaments? Why fight for
England? These rille$, these
guns, will have to be manned
by the electors. You are
looked upon as only fit food
for cannons. The Tuppers,
the Angers, and the Taillons
will sit quietly in their cabin-
ets and will send you to death
joyfully, while they drink
champagne. They will send
your sons to Africa or Asia,
whence they will never come
back. Vote for Laurier if we
do not want some day to be
sent to foreign countries, leav-
ing at home our wives, our
children, and our dear ones,”

This was the manner of ap-
peal made to the electors of
Quebec; these were the
lessons taught them in 1896
by Laurier and his frieads.
These tactics succeeded in
placing Laurier in power in
1896, and every Liberal news-
paper in Canada from the
Toronto Globe down to the
meanest, most obsequious
gutter organ of the party re-
joiced ; praised Laurier, slap-
ped him on’the back and pro-
claimed him a great Canadian
statesman, Laurier, we
were told then by his Liberal
followers and the Liberal
press, was the man of destiny;
he dished the “Tories”’; he
was a nationsbuilder ; he was
an imperial statesman. It
was quite a proper thing for
him to have employed the
manner of tactics above re-
ferred to ; it was part of the
game. But now when some
ofthose who were then Laur-
ier's admirers having found out
more about him, go back to
the electors of Drummond
Arthabasca and employ tac-
tics of a somewhat similar
nature to defeat Laurier, who
has deceived and betrayed
them, itis a horrible crime!
The Laurier henchmen,
camp-followers and obsequious
pen-pushers almost. go into
hysterics in the vehemence of
their denunciations of those
whocauysed the prestigeof their
idol to suffer an eclipse. No
words can be found sufficient
ly strong to denounce the
wickedness of those who help-
edto tear from Layrier the
mask of political hypocrisy by
means of whichjjhe ‘deceived
the people in 1896 and con
tinued to deceive them for so
many succeeding years.

The shattering to Laurier’s
glittering armour bas been ac-
complished principally by mem-
bers of his own political family.
Bourassa, who led the attack,
was and is a Liberal. He
entered Parliament as the
disciple, admirer and devoted
follower of Laurier. He
trusted and confided in his
Leader. But Bourassa hated
graft and crookedness, and to
his surprise he found the man
whom he had regarded as the
ideal of leaders, was not proof
against  obliquity in vital
matters of administration.
Seeing this Bourassa began to
remostrate in a gentle way, but
finding no response he enter
ed on public criticism and de
nunciations of the evil prac-
tices complained of. Finally,
when a critical stage was
reached he found Laurier in-
variably took the part of the
political grafter.  Annoyed
by the protests of his disciple,

his friend Lavergne, thinking
that was the end of these trou-
blesome censors, Bourassa,
however, refused to be politi-
cally annihilated by boss
Laurier. The Premier had
had troublesome colleagues,
Tarte, Blair and others. All
these he succeeded in killing
and he set out to serve Bour-
assa in the same way. He
called that sp ectacular meet-
ing in Montreal and devoted
the greater portof his speech
to a denunciation of Bourassa
He warned the people of
Quebec that Bourassa
was a pestilent member of the
political family that must be
disposed of once and for all.
Copies of this speech, by the
thousand, were circulated
broad cast-over Quebec.

Having done all this, Laur-
ier thought the ground was
fully prepared to bring on the
by-election in Drummond-
Arthabasca. He knew that
Bourassa was campaigning in
the French constituencies.
Now, he would have to put up
a fight against the Premier,
and suffer defeat, or refuse‘to
fight and ruin his prestige. In
either event Laurier felt
sure Bourassawas bound to go
down. The very opposite of
what Laurier calculated on
happened, and now we have
all this hypocritical wailing in
the Liberal press.

The attempt is made -to
show that Bourassa is not
loyal ; but he most emphati-
cally repudiates this and
points out that his objection
to the naval programme
that it was not submitted to
the people before being pass-
ed into law. Here is what he
says: “I am just as loyal to
the British Crown as ever,
and those who state this battle
has been anti=-British do not
know what they are talking
about. We have today done
a great work. We have
taught Sir Wilfrid Laurier
that he is not omnipotent, and
that he cannot plunge Canada
into the responsibilities of
supporting a navy without
first cousulting the people.”

United States Elections.

4s briefly intimated in our last
issue, the elections in the United
States on Tuesday of last week
resulted strongly in favor of the
Democrats. Elections were held
in some thirty two or thirty-three
states of the Union and several of
them were productive of big sur-
prises. In these elections, Gov-
ernors and Lieut. Governors of
States, State Legislators and
members of the Federal House of
Representatives were chosen, as
well as some judges and other
state fuuctionaries. The names
of ll these public servants are
placed on one hallot, by eaeh res-
pective party; so that every
elector votes for all to be selected,
at once.

The Governor in each State
heads the State ticket; but it does
not follow that the election of the
gubernatorial candidate means
the election of the whole ticket
in every case. For instance, in
Massachusetts, a Democratic Gov-
ernor was elected by a plurality
of 33,000; but the State Legis-
lature still remains Republican.
In New York, on the other hand,
where the Governor ‘and Legisla-
ture had been strongly Republiean
before the election, returned a
Democratic Governor] by 66,000
and also elected a majority of
Democrats to the State House.

The Federal ILegislature ab
Washington, consists of a Senate
and House of Representatives, and
is called Congress. The members
of the Federal House of Repre
sentatives are known as Congress-
men. They are elected directly
by the people; but the Federal
Senators are chosen by the State
Legislatures.

The most notable Democratic
gains in last week's eleations were
in New York, Massachusetts,
Connecticut, New Jersey and
Ohio. The Southern States went
Democrat for the most part; but
they were so before; So great
has been the turn® over that the
Federal House of Representat: -3
has completely changed fts c -
plexion, From being Republican
by some 26 majority it will now
be Democratic by 29 or 30 ma-
jority. The Senate, however,
will still remain Republican by
about 10 majority. The next
Congress will be somewhat mixed.

Republican ; the House of Repre-
sentatives Demoerat, and the
Senate Republican.

The Senators hold office, some
of them for six years and some
for four years, and go out ‘in al-
ternate batches. Each State has
two Senators. In March next,
some thirty two or thirty-three
Senators retire by efflux of time,
and successors to them will be
chosen by the Legislatures of the
States which they represent. Re-
publican senators, whose States
bave returned Legislatures of the
same political complexion, are
likely to be selected as their own
successors ; but where the Legis-
lature has become Democrat, a
Democratic senator will be chosen.

The most remarkable feature of
the elections was the overthrow
of ex-President Roosevelt. He
undertook to boss the elections,
not only in his own state of New
York ; but in Massachusetts, Ohio
New Jersey and Connecticut ; and
in every one of these states, his
nominees were overwhelmingly
defeated. In new York, he disre-
garded the proceedings of his
party altogether, set aside their
nominees and those a slate of his
own and undertook to impose his
absolute_will upon the Republican
electorsof the State. The result has
been the turn over of New York,
from being strongly Republican
to the Democratic column by a
sweeping majority. The Governor
and Legislature,Congressmenjudg-
es and all elected are’in opposition
to the Roosevelt slate. The same
is true, to some extent, of New
Jersey, Ohio, Connecticut and
Massachusetts, which States all
elected Democratic Governors,
That is what Boss Roosevelt got
his unwonted interference.
The present Congress continues in
power until March next, when the
Congress elected last week come
into ottice. What is known as
the short Congressional session
commences on December 1st,
and continues till March 1st.
It will thus be seen that those now
holding their seats have power
to do public business for three
months; although their successors
have been chosen by the people.

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" Floods In France.

Paris advices of the 13th, con-
vey the intelljgence that the River
Seine is agaién the rapage and
that Paris and other portions of
France were in danger of inunda-
tion. The gauge at Pontroyal
Sunday night marked a height of
5.93 metres above the,normal, and
somewhat higher{than that esti-
mated a few days previously. The
river aythorities, although the
tributaries and sources of the
Seine are reported to be falling,
estimate that the rise will con-
tinue until Thursday when it is
expected the flood will reach a
maximum of 7.20 metres, a little
more than 2imetres short of the
disastrous floods of last January.
The low quarters at the eastern
end of the eity and part of the
Jardin Des Plants. or the mfiseum
of Natural History, are now in-
undated and the subterranean
passages to the Austerlitz station
are Hooded, gangways being im-
provised for passengers. The
cellars of the Palace of Justice the
Conclergerie, and the prefecture
of police are’ full of water. M.
Lupin, the prefect of Paris, has
installed traction engines and
dynamos in the  court yard to
supply electricity for the offices.
The fine weather Sunday brought
out vast throngs to watch the
swollen river race by, but at night
irain again began to fall.. The
suburbs are suffering immenseg
damages, the river fat Ssieres is
over its banks, flooding the lower
floors of houses. The poorin the
eastern suburbs, who were so
heavily stricken last January are
again suffering most &everely.
Many of the residents have al-
ready moved out their furnitare.
It is feared that & number of
factories will be forced to
elose down throwing thous
ands out of work. The river
Marne is falling, but several of
the smaller places along its banks
are inundated.

Crop Conditions.

Archibald Blue, Census Com-
missioner, Ottawa, on the 11th
inst, sent out this bulletin on the
crops of Canada as prepared from
reports made up to the end of Oc-
tober.,

The closing months of the year
give good reports for nearly all of
the field crops of the Dominion.
Potatoes alone indigate partial
failure, and in all the provinces
there are complaints of rot in the
fields and in the heaps for winter
storage The area is 503,262
aores and the estimated yield
74,048,000 bushels, being an aver-
age of about 147 bushels per acre!

which is nearly uniform for all
the provinces. The quality is
84 42 per cent. Turnips and other
field roots show a quality of 88.57
a yield per acre of 402 bushels
and a total yield per acre of 402
bushels and a total yield of 95-
207,000 bushels for a crop of
236,622 acres, Hay and clover are
computed for 8,515,400 acres and
a yield per acre of 1.82 tons. The
quality is 90.45 per cent and the
total yield 15497,000 tons, Fod-
der corn has an estimated yield
| per acre of 9.38 tons, which upon
sn area of 271,960 acres gives a
| product, of 2,551,000 tons. Sugar
beets are grown most - extensively
in Oontario and Alberta, where
they supply roots for thres sugar
factories. The area in
year is 16,000 acres, which is a
substantial increase upon last
year. The yield per acre is 9,59
tons, the total yield 155,000 tons
and the quality 93.15 per cent.
The roots supplied to the Berlin
factory are testing 17 per cent of
sugar and abt the Wallaceburg
factory 16 per cent; but a pro-
duct of 5000 acres in Ontario is
being shipped to factories in
Michigan. The product of 8,200
acres in that province is marketed
at Wallaceburg and Belin where
the average price is about $5.86
per ton or better than $57.80 per
acre. Computed at the average
local prices the market value of
potatoes this year is $33,446,000,
of turnips and other roots $21,-
444,000, of hay and clover $149,-
716,000, of fodder corn $11,957,-
000. The report of fall wheat
sown this year shows an area of
790,300 acres, whereof 682,500
acres are in Ontario and 107,800
acres in Alberta. Last year the
area was 609,200 acres in Ontario
and 107,800 acres in Alberta,
Last year the area was 609,200
for Ontario and 98,000 in Alberta
The condition of the ecrop is re-
ported at 9840 per cent as com-
pared with 93.60 last year.

The per cent of fall ploughing
completed this year compared
with the area planned for
is less than last year, but
the report is made fora period
one month earlier. The per cent
of summer fallowing compared in
the same way is somewhat lower,
but increases are shown for Sas-
katchewan and Alberta.

Bourassa On The Result

On the day of the election in Drummond

Printing Bureau Scandal.

Hon. Charles Murphy, Secretary of
State, Ottawa, has published a lengthy
report relative to the scandal and cor- |
ruption in the Governmeut Printing |
Barean. The reportintimates that $94 - |
000 at least was lost to the country in}
consequence of the rake-off system of |
purchasing :sopplies from New York
firms ; but orders cancelled and goods
seized under frandulent conditions re-
duced this amount by $23,000. This |
would reduce the net loss on the item of |
purchase to about $70,000, says the re-
port. The report deals with several
other scandalous and irregular phases |
of the printing bureau operations. Re-
ferring to this report the Montreal Ga-
zotte offers this criticism ; ‘

‘“ Following the exposure of the lax '
methods of the marine department |
comes the relating by the respousiblei
minister, of the inefficiency of the print- E
ing burean. The remarkable featare of |
the report is thdstress laid npon the fact
that the evils shown in 1891 to exist
were largely responsible for the lbuses\
bronght to light in the report. For a
government that has been in poweri
fourteen years to claim this as an ex-
cuse is certainly peculiar. It is all the |
more pecaliar becanse when, time after
time, the opposition] in parliament has
pressed for an investigation into the |
operation of the great spending depart-
ments the reply of the government has
been that there was nothing to investi-
gate,

““ Now Mr, Murphy frankly confesses
thatin regard to this important depart-
ment there was a great deal that requir
ed reforming, and complacently pats
himself upon the back bscaunse he final-
ly sncceeded in getting at the bottom of
certain things in spite of the determina-
tion of certain officials that he skould
not. Bat, as in the marine investiga-
tion, there ig reason to think that Mr
Muarphy has only uncovered the top
layer of the rottenness of the administra-
tion of the printing burean. Tha gov-
ernment in appointing Mr. Justice Cas-
8els as an investigator was careful to
see that his powers were limited. They
were wide enough toenable him to
reach the faults of the officers, hut they
were too narrow to get the direct grip
on the system whose operation tended
to produce dishonesty in officials.

“In the same way Mr. Marphy has
chaged the minor offenders out of the
bailding, the little people who were
merely imitating the government’s me-
thod of helping itself. The genilemen
engaged by Mr, Murphy tell how one of
these employes made a good thing out
of the powersentirusted to him. Bat
they do not tell, Lor were they given an
opportunity of telling, how the govern-
ment was and is still making & good
thing out of the way in whigh ithandles
the prinjing dane outside of the walls
of the department, which has increased
five fold in the last eight years, and
aow amounts to almost as much as the
work done in the burean itself. It sure-
ly is wrong for an official to buy sappliea
from aconcern which allows him &
rake.off, and, it would appeak from a
moral standpoint, equally ‘indefansible
for a government to purchase printing
from its friends at non-compgtitive
prices, or to place advertising|in obscure
papers simply because they support the
ministers

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A Lesson From Swiss
Catholies.

In educalional matters, writes
Mrs., Orawford, in tbe Dublin Rea
view, Switzsrland, today is confess-
edly in the first rank among nations.

The Swiss cantons possessing 88
they do complate home-rule in edu=
oations]l matters, one of them, the
Catholic Fribourg, has elaborated
for ‘hers«lf a system ot compulsory
continuation  (or  posi-graduate)
schools that must serve as a model
to sll reflestive men.

Briefly pat, no boy in Fribourg is
free from educational supervision
until, at the aye of nineteen, he
enters the citizen army for his mil-
itary training, and no girl is free
until she bas passed through (wo
years of domestic truining.

Several other cantons bave in &
Jarge measure adopted methods of
education similar to those of Fri-
bourg. - That of Fribourg, especi=
ally interesting to Catholics, is typ-
ioal of all that is best in Swiss eda~
cation. It is due to the excellent
basis of the elementary schools that
the cauton has been able to give to
Catholic Christendom ope of her
most flourishing aniversities. That
basis is of course the elementary
sohool with its six standards, whioch
normslly cover tbe six years from
the seventh to the thirteenth birth-
day

At thirteen, boys intended for a
university or commercial career, or
even for the higber professional
training, pass into sccondary sohools,
public or private.

The msjority of working olass
boys in Fribourg spend the years
between fourteen and sixteen in what
is known as the ecole secondaire
professionelle,

At the age of sixteen when the
youth is turned over to his appren=
ticeship, he is forced to attend a
oontinuation school one halfday
each week during the whole three
years of his indenture. The mas-
ters, too, are foroced to comply with
the law. The objeet of the appren—
tice-school is to snpplement on the
theoretic side the instruotion given
in the workshop.

Several stiff examinations have to
be undergone and after his three
years’ indenture closes, he nnder—
goes ten weeks military training,

Though Germany and Austria
possess schools of this post-graduate
type, the especial excellence of Fri-
bourg lies in the * classes of perfec=
tioning” so-called, for young men
who do not become apprentices, i. 8,
for the vast army of agricultursl acd
unskilled laborers who have nothing
done for themw after their thirteenth
year in other countries of the world
—America, Bogland, France, Bel-
gium, to name but these. -

All are compelled to attend these
“‘finishing classes” until they have
passed the federal examinatlon for
reornite, They are open only dar-
ing the winter months (November
to April) so 8s not to interfere with
barvest work and tillage. Fines
and imprisonment are the penalty of
non-attendance.

N> attempt is made, says Mrs.
Crawford, to impart higher educa-
tion, or to encourage the intelligent
peasant youth to sspire to the diga=
nity of a clerksbip.

Oa the vontrary, the aim is to
oultivate a good general level of in=
struction and practical intelligence,
and to ensure, as far as may be, that
the lessons learned in school are re-
membered and applied.

Hence the teaching is mainly re—
petitive, and includes such subjecis
as history, geography, arithmetio
and book-keeping.

No fees are charged, but the ex
pense is not great, for each pupil,
making but one attendsnce in the
week, a smsll echool with a single
teacher suffices for a oconsiderable
digtrict.

It is pleasant, says Mrg, Crawford,
to be able to state that the education
of girls has slso been exceptionally
well attended to in the Swiss can
tons. The conntry bas been able to
golve for women the problem of the
trade school and the domestio school.

The domestic school of Switzer-
land’is remarkable in that it does
not corcern itself solely with train
ing a young womsan in cookery and
house-keeping. It is regarded as a
resl preparation for life, inasmuch as
it seeks to convert the wasteful, no-
comfortatle, unbealty homes of the
working=classes into centres of pross
perity and well-being. Their su-
perior success, continues Mrs, Craw-
ford, is due to the wholesome fact
that they were organized and guided
by women for womer, and thsat the
directieses were matrons of experi.
ence and maturity.

st The authorities in Friboarg,”
says Mcr, Crawford, “seem to me to
bave been particularly bappy ipo
escsping the double danger of a som-
ing on the one band tbat girls cap
be educated, simply like boye, and,
on the other, of arguing that as they
are not boys, some gnite inferior
form of education is sufficient for
tbem.

Napoleon's Prayer.

His Experience as a Young Officer it a
~ Border Town of Bargundy.

Within tbe ocenturies old walls
young Napoleon Bomaparte passed
the formative years from 1788 to
1792, during which the sousslieuten-
ant of the artillery regiment of La
Fere practically matured his as-
tounding genins amid
studies and more than rigorous
privations, whioh in themselves
were a test of rare heroism,

The slim, stripling ftatare of the
Hammer of Empires stands in
commemoration on a pablic place,
and,[ felt strangely moved, writes a
correspondent of the Pall Mall
Guazetle; almost frightened at fate,
88 it were, a8 I walked the quiet
streets through which the marvellous
conqueror used to walk year after
year, only suspected of genius, or at
least of remarkable talent, by his
commander, the Baron du Teil,
“marechal, du camp dans les
armees de Sa Majeste Tres Cretiennes
Louis XVI."” eto,

The Bastille had not ‘been
attacked. The General Assembly
had oot met, King Louis XVI.
was king, though the oatastrophe
was near at hand. VYouog Napoleon
Bonaparte was a Royal Artillery
officer at Auxonuoe,

Michelet in the absence of much
about young Napoleon's doings at
Auxoone, justly opined that he
must have been a well conducted
officer who satisfied his superiors.
Since Miohelet we know, espeéially
during the last few months a great
deal more about this important
period of the conqueror’s life, but the
sarmise holds perfeatly good that
the youung soldier was a model in his
profession, insatiable for improve-
ment, a good officer, a good
comrade, a good friend charmingly
modest in his intercourse with some
local families of respeotability and
position, genuinely and even dem-
onstratively pious, with a piety
which was perhaps even then rare

with the very young officers of
urtillery,

orowned with laurels the maker of

He had nothing but his poor pay,
and to make {t do somebow, perhaps
elso to send an occasional livre to
tbe starving little brothers and
sisters in the Corsican home, young
Napoleon Bonaparte used to eat only
once a day, sbout three o’clock after
coming back from his prayers,

I have cften heard & charming
lady, granddaughter of & famous
Nsapoleonic genersl, state with the
atmost conviotion that it was the
great hero’s early piety which
brought upon him as upon. the
founder of the Amustrjan house, the
blessing which prospered hie genine,

Count Rudolph of Hapsburg was
said to have given his horse to & poor
priest hastening to a sick oall, and
to bave bumbly walked to let the
priest ride his ocharger. A time was
ggon to come when the chapel of the
Ursalines was to be made a drinking
room, and when the statme of the
Virgin before which Napoleon bad
prayed was decked out as an image
of the Goddess of Reason. Even in
the storm of anti Obristianity the
young artilleryman showed his fidel.
ity and something of his iron temper,

In his poor barrack chamber,
“ No. 10 above the clock face,” he
took from the *suppressed” chap~
lain of the regiment the precious
deposite of the altar farniture and
bid them for many monthe. Not
timidly, either, The printer, M.
Joly, of Auxonne, saw the sacred
objeots in the bare room of the
young officer, and expressing his
wonderment was told by Napoleon ;
“Yes, just so, and if you want to

hear Mass I can say it by heart from
e7d te end."

How little the Gentlemen of the
Barricades at Paris suspected that
down there in a frontier garrison
that diabolically clever young Oor-
sican was already uourishing senti=
ments whiob foreboded no perman-
pogpe for the * epd of superstition,!

And how little the geutlemen of
Versailles and the Tuileries suspeot-
ed that they had under their band
a youog god of war who only wanted
the opportunity to finish the rising
against Church and King by an an-
tioipation of a “ whiff of a grapee
shot” that afterwards finished the
Terror.
