ScareMj af Walaat.

If you would have walnut timber pre­
pare to buy it now. For walnut timber 
is scarce, is growing scarer every minute, 
and there are alarming indications that 

| it will soon he as rare and expensive as 
mahogany. The shrewd lumber dealers 
have long been stive to this and are thick 
in the lumber regions laying hands on 
everything in the shape of walnut that is 
within their reach. Several establish 
ments have for several years been laying 
in stocks and now have great piles of the 
valuable timber stored away, expecting 
it to turn to gold on their hands And 
the event will mostly likely justify their 
foresight. And when the walnut is all 
gone what are we to fall back upon ? 
Not mahogany, for that is too expensive. 
The North watt m Lumberman says :

The impossibility of procuring mahog­
any in desirable quantities may be bet­
ter understood when it is known that it 
is becoming more difficult to get every 
year, as the logs have to be brought from 
further inland. Another drawback to 
the business is that every vessel owner 
is not willing to put his vessels into the 
mahogany carrying business. Many of 
the coasts of the countries whence it 
comes are wanting in good harbors, and 
as the vessels are obliged to anchor a 
mile or so from shore and have the logs 
rafted to'them, the cyclones that sweep 
over that latitude are liable to destroy 
them. Last year we read of the destruc­
tion of several vessels engaged in that 
trade, and as there are but comparative­
ly few in it, it shows that the business is 
a risky one.

JUDGMENT*3UMMON8.

A rrecess ef law afcaat which Well-le-de 
reeple haew very Utile.

After a debtor has refused to pay a 
debt the simplest way to recover seems 
to be suit in the Division Court A 
debtor is sued in the Division Court and 
a judgment recovered. If he pays with­
in fourteen days there is an end to it If 
he does not the creditor can issue a writ 
of executiom immediately on the close 
of the two weeks. But if the writ is re­
turned nulla bona, the creditor can issue 
a judgment summons, which brings the 
debtor into court in a new tight The 
judgment summons requires the debtor 
to'appear before the judge to answer 
interrogations as to his" financial stand­
ing, and why he does not pay over to the 
creditor what is due to him. At this 
hearing, the debtor has a legal right to 
be heard privately before the judge, so 
that peculiar circumstances in his com­
mercial or domestic life shall not be given 
to the public. Therefore the custom is 
that no person is admitted to the court 
during the time of any one examination 
except the parties to the suit A debtor 
who disregards the judgment summons 
is liable to be committed for contempt of 
court.

In the conduct of the inquiries all 
sort of questions are asked the debtor, 
such as how many of a family there are, 
what rent he pays, what work he is en­
gaged in, how much wages he gets when 
at work, what he thinks necessry to keep 
his family, and finally, how much money 
he can pay monthly. There are cases 
on record where it is known it would 
take about four years to square up.— 
Sometimes, moved by the debtor’s story, 
judge orders a dividend of fifty cents a 
month. Another person with a family 
and sick wife gets off on payment of $1 
month. In ordinary circumstances, 
when a man is working at a salary of $9 
a week, the contribution is $3 or $4 per 
month. But the average instalments 
are below these figures.

Few person, realize how much happi­
ness may be promoted by a few words of 
cheer spoken in moments of despondency 
by words of encouragement in seasons of 
difficulty, by words of commendation 
when obstacles have been overcome by 
effort and perseverance.

San Francisco, July 8.—The ship 
Ann Boynton has arrived at Portland in 
thirty-four days from Hong Kong with 
350 Chinese. On June 15 a riot broke 
out because the Chinese cooks favored 
one gang of coolies more than another. 
The parties were about equally divided, 
were armed with cordwood sticks, cap­
stan bars and lielaying pins, with which 
they fought desperately up and down 
the deck, receiving terrible wounds 
about the head and body. Fearing fur 
the safety of the ship, and finding pistol 
threats of no avail, Captain Nason and 
crew began throwing carbolic acid among 
the infuriated Chinese, which soon 
brought them to their senses. Captain 
Nason justifies this course from the fact 
that it was impossible to quiet the terri­
ble riot in midocean and save the ship 
and lives of himself and crew in any 
other way. Had he killed the ringlead­
ers, the Chinese would have been en­
raged beyond all hope of control. Marks 
of the severity of the struggle between 
the two gangs of men on each side are 
plainly visible all over the ship, as also 
are the marks made by the carbolic acid. 
—[St. Louis Post-Dispatch.

He traced this 
horse to Blyth, where he found it had 
been purchased by Mr. Irwin, hotel- 
keeper of that village: On calling upon 
Mr. Irwin he was informed that he had 
told the horse about half an hour pre­
viously to Mr. John Shipley of Hullet, 
near Clinton, and Mh. Shipley had start­
ed off home with him. Sir. Dunlop ov­
ertook Mr. Shipley just as he was enter­
ing his own gate with his new purchase, 
and surprised him not a little by telling 
him that he had purchased a stolen horse.

To the Editor of the Huron Signal.
Drayton, Pembina Co., D. T.,

July 2, 1881.
Sir,—The number of my friends in 

Ontario who expect to hear from me 
so large, that I dread the task of writing 
to so many, and I really have not time 
I therefore thought it beat to let them 
know my opinion of this place through 
The Signal.

I arrived here on the 14th of March. 
The weather was generally clear and 
cold, especially at night, until the 14th 
April, when it began to thaw ; and by 
the 20th the enow, which had been two 
feet iiv depth, was gone. I heard a Yuan 
say thaV the roughest day of last winter 
he travelled twenty-six miles. I got 
lumber, Ac., hauled in before the frost 
was out of the ground very deep. 
Travelling was very difficult for a few 
weeks after the snow left The frost 
was out of the ground about the 1st of 
June. I met with it, in sinking a well, 
at a depth of five feet. We have at pro 
sent a sufficient supply of water—the 
best wo ever had, at a depth of 6 feet.
I drank the snow water which remained 
in the hollows until the 20th May. We 
had frost on two or three nights in the 
latter part< of April, but none since. 
Rain fell on the 24th April for the first 
time since the 28th October last. The 
ice broke up cn Red River on 23rd 
April, and on the 24th the water was 20 
feet deeper than at low water level. It 
continued to rise until it was 36 feet 
above low water level, and almost on 
level with the suface of the prairie in 
places. Up to the present rain has fallen 
once or twice a week in sufficient qu 
tity for the crops, which look well, 
sowed over six acres of oats on the 
prairie and plowed them in. I expect 
about half a crop. They have come up 
through the sod in many places.

A team can break from one to two 
acres s day. My next neighbor, whom 
I can believe, says that he broke one and 
three-fourths acres a day with his oxen.
It is only near the Red River, and in 
hollows out from the river, that the sod 
is tough. The land for two or three 
miles from the river is nearly level with 
a slight fall to the river; further back it 
is slightly rolling—the elevation being 
from one to six feet, the average being 
two and a half to three feet above the 
low places, on which the grass grows 
close and heavy, while on the high land 
the grass grows in bunches, interspersed 
with weeds and flowers, but not in suffi­
cient quantity to cut for hay. There 
are many kinds of grasses here, and some 
are now fit for cutting while the bunch 
(rasa is only from four to six inches in 
ength. The land here is broken in 

May, June and the first half of July, 
and from the middle of July till fall it 
can be plowed back and it is then ready 
for the harrow in spring. There is no 
change in the soil here—all the difference 
between good and bad land is in the 
supt rabuddance of water on the rejected 
land. The top soil is a black loam about 
15 inches deep overlying a clay subsoil. 
The old settlers here are surprised at 
the rapidity with which the prairie is 
being peopled this season. Last year 
there was not a shanty in the township 
in which we live; now there are dwell­
ings in all parts of it, and also in the 
unsurveyed townships adjoining there 
are many people living, and others com­
ing every day. A line of railway has 
been run through the unsurveyed land 
about three miles from our place. I will 
now close by saying that I believe this 
place to be the best that I ever heard of 
for a man who wants to make a fresh 
start in life, or for a man who wants to 
increase his property. Yours, Ac.,

Canned Currants. —SesM ripe cur­

rants, adding a pound of sugar to every 
pound of fruit, until the seeds are well 
heated; spread on plates or platters for a 
day or two in the sun, when they will be 
nicely jellied, and put into cans and 
seal; they will keep for years.

Iced Currants.—Wash and drain 
dry, large bunches of dry currants, dip 
inta beaten whites of eggs, put on a sieve 
so they will not touch each other, sift 
powdered sugar thickly over them, and 
put in a warm place till dry. Cherries 
and grapes may be prepared in the same 
way.

Gooseberry fool. —Stew gooseberries 
until soft, add sugar, and press through 
a colander (earthen is best), then 
a boiled custard, or sweeten enough rich 
cream (about one gill to each quart j, and 
stir carefully into the gooseberries just 
before sending to table.

Canned Berries. —Select those the 
skins of which have not been broken, or 
the juice will darken the syrup; fill cans 
compactly, set in a kettle of cold water, 
with a doth beneath them, over an even 
heat; when sufficiently heated, pour 
over the berries a syrup of white sugar 
dissolved hs boiling water (the rieher 
the better for keeping, though not for 
preserving the flavour of the fruit), 
cover the cans closely to retain heat on 
the top berries. To insure full cans 
when cold, have extra berries heated in 
like manner to supply the shrinkage. 
If the fruit swims pour off surplus syrup, 
fill with hot fruit, and seal up as soon as 
the fruit at the top is thoroughly scald­
ed.

Plain Canne» Berries.—Pick out 
stems, or hulls if any—if gathered care­
fully the berries will not need washing— 
put in porcelain kettle on the stove, ad­
ding a small tea-cup water to prevent 
burning at first. When they come to a 
boil, skim well, add sugar to taste (for 
pies it may be omitted), let boil five 
minutes, fill in glass, stone, or tin cans, 
and seal with potty unless self-sealers 
are used. This rule applies to raspber­
ries, blackberries, currants, gooseberries, 
or any of the small berries.

The Mail has been publishing hun­

In a multitude of counsellors there is wis- 
•dom.ssith the Book.—{Toronto Telegram.

The above misquotation lias been so 
often given that we take the liberty of 
pointingout to the scribe of the Telegram 
that the Book says safety and not wis­
dom. Many and strange are the mis­
quotations of Scripture. And not only 
have verses been misquoted, but maxims 
are credited to the Bible which have nev­
er appeared in the sacred volume. The 
beautiful sentence “The Lord tempers 
The wind to the shorn lamb,” often quot­
ed as a Bible extract, is from Sterne ; and 
Wesley's “Cleanliness is next to godli­
ness" is frequently given as a scriptural 
quotation.

The press arrangements made by 
Lord Lome for his trip to the North­
west, are certainly not creditable to the 
common sense of the noble Lord. Jour­
nalists from the other side of the Atlan­
tic have been invited to accompany him 
on his pleasure trip, while representa­
tives from leading Canadian newspapers 
are to keep at a distance, if they are per­
mitted to go at all. We wonder if Lord 
Lome will pay the cost of his junketting 
trip out of his own pocket. He has 
never done it so far, and there is no pro­
bability that he will commence now. If 
the country has to pay the score, we fail 
to see why every opportunity is not af­
forded the daily press of Canada, so that 
the public will know what it pays for. 
This is not the first snub that has been 
put upon Canadian institutions by this 
Lord Lome, who does not disdain $60,- 
000 and perquisites per year, for acting 
as “figure-head” for the Dominion. 
“Figure heads” are nice ornaments, but 
should always remain passive objects ; 
when they become acti ve it is time to re­
move them. At any rate Canada is sick 
and tired of this amateur “Court" busi­
ness down at Ottawa, and the apings of 
“step-royalty” have not tended to ele. 
vate it in the least, We want no tinsel 
show on this side of the water. Take 
away the garish display.

When Mr. Blake’s bill to prevent the 

carrying of firearms was introduced in 
Parliament there were captious critics 
who endeavored to cast ridicule upon it; 
but experience proves that the measure 
is both humane and wise. In many of 
the United States nearly everybody car­
ries firearms and familiarity with these 
deadly weapons unquestionably makes 
people reckless in the handling and use 
of them. The only wonder is that fatal 
results are not more numerous, caused 
by hot tempered or wicked people who 
always carry a pistol or six shooter in 
their pocket. The Blake set should be 
rigidly enforced, not only in the inter­
ests of society generally, but of those 
who are prone to this dangerous practice. 
They may hereby be saved from becom­

The redistribution of the County of 
Huron will, it is reported, be again at- 
empted at the next session of the Do­

minion Parliament. The proposed 
changes are doubtless necessitated by 
the fact that North Huron, in whose in­
terest the county was so fearfully gerry­
mandered ten years ago, is no longer 
safe for the Conservatives. Any redistri­
bution of ridings in this county so soon 
.after that notorious cutting up, is a 
proof that the gerrymanderingof Sir John 
was unfair or a mistake, and that the 
Liberal outcry against it was quite justi­
fiable.

A FttrfSI Cyclone.
Chicago, July 16.—The town of New 

Ulm, on the Minnesota River, sixty-five 
miles from St. Paul, containing 3,600 
people, was wrecked by a cyclone this 
afternoon. The wires went down in the 
river, and only meagre details have been 
received. It seems that two currents of 
air swept the valley simultaneously, 
coming from different directions. The 
scene was appalling. Stone and briek 
buildings were razed to the foundation, 
and the air was full of debris. The town 
is now a mass of ruina West Newton, 
in the neighboring county, was also visit­
ed, and a fam'Iy of three killed. As far 
as known, twelve persons were killed 
and twenty wounded, some very serious­
ly in New Ulm Valley. In one instance 
the headless body of a girl was found on 
the prairie. In another, the trunk of an 
old man was found. An old gentleman 
was found dead with his arms clasped 
around a tree. Many people had limbs 
broken. The people are mostly Ger­
mans.

Lately, 
however, the demand for kaoka dwindled 
to nothing, and so did the profits, till now 
the thing is a “busted concern.” The 
stuff was made out of bran and molasses, 
and cost next to nothing.

An attempt was made to introduce the 
drink into the United States and Great 
Britain, but failed, owing to the high 
duty demanded. At one time the agent 
in Montreal sold ten tons a month.

He had a dispute with the late Alfred 
Stevens, the sculptor of the Wellington 
Monument in St Paul's, and the artist 
took a savege pleasure in making the 
face of “Falsehood” in that work repre­
sent Mr. Ayrton.

Allrmpt* epee the Qsrra'w Life.

The first attempt upon the Queen’s 
life was made June 10, 1840, by Edward 
Oxford, a lad of 17. He fired two shots 
deliberately, but missed. His was much 
the same kind of a character aa Guiteau’s. 
He was half-crazy with a longing for 
notoriety. He was pronounced insane 
by a jury, and sentenced to be confined 
in a lunatic asylum during Her Majesty’s 
pleasure. John Francis, eon of a ma­
chinist in Drury lane, firod at the Queen 
May 30, 1842, from the very spot where 
Oxford had stood. He was but a few 
feet from the carnage, which fortunately 
was driving at a rapid pace, and missed 
bis aim. He was condemned to death- 
hut his sentence was commuted to im, 
prieoninent for life. The very day after 
this mitigation of punishment became 
known, a hunchback boy named Bean 
made another attempt on the Queen’s 
life. He presented a pistol at her car­
riage, but was not permitted to fire it. 
The pistol was loaded with powder, 
paper tightly rammed down, and some 
scraps of a clay pipe. Bean was im­
prisoned eighteen months. An Irish, 
bricklayer named Hamilton fired a pistol 
loaded only with powder at Her Majesty 
May 19, 1849, on Constitution Hill— 
where two previous attempts had been 
made. His sentence was seven years’ 
transportation. Robert Pate, a cash­
iered lieutenant of hussars, struck Her 
Majesty in the face with a stick May 27, 
1850. His sentence was also seven 
years’ transportation. Arthur O’Connor 
a boy of 17, presented an unloaded 
pistol at the Queen Feb. 29, 1872. He 
was whipped and imprisoned for a year. 
The modified law, which authorizes 
whipping to be prescribed in the dis­
cretion of the Judge, is thought to, have 
had the effect of discouraging attempts 
upon the Queen's life.

The Appetite ef Teens thick».

Many an amateur poultry raiser, aston­
ished at the wonderful appetites of young 
chicks, haa asked the question what 
makes the little things eat so much ? A 
correspondent answers in an exchange : 
It is because more nourishment is re­
quired to supply feathers than flesh or 
hair. The heat of the blood is five de­
grees greater than that of man, and the 
rapidity of digestion is in a ratio propor­
tionate to the greater energy of their 
movements. As it has been tersely 
stated. “Their life engine works under 
high pressure, and demands much fuel." 
Accurate experiments by Prof. Tread­
well, Cambridge, show that those spe­
cies of birds that are fed in the nest will, 
during the aix weeks of their growth, 
eat 41 per cent, more than their own 
weight of insect* in a day. A pair of 
old robins, with the usual number of 
four young ones would require, accord­
ing to the consumption of this bird, two 
hundred and fifty worms, or their equi­
valent in insects, or other food, daily.

Walrli the Heading for the Children.

Parents should give their children the 
advantage of a good healthy library, and 
furnish them with papers that respect the 
moral. Select the matter for your child­
ren. Take time, since the whole future 
of your soil or daughter may be directly 
in the literature you place before them. 
The writer knows of cases that came un­
der his own observation which resulted 
in great harm, and all the result of read­
ing filth.

Long combing woolled sheep, each as 

Leicester and cotewold, have hitherto 
been “all the rage.” Nothing waa too 
coarse or too long, until cert ai* sections 
are now fairly cursed with woof so coarse 
as to be tit for little else titan carpets. 
In the desire for heavy mutton the ques­
tion of wwl has been overlooked. Now 
we would not for a moment belittle the 
importance of the mutton feature of the 
question. \ Our farmer» are conservative, 
i. a, they] don't like the trouble of 
changing; but let them once be convin­
ced that there is money in it, and they 
should not be slow to change. We sub­
mit the following tor their considera­
tion:

On the one hand, in breeding Leicest­
er and Cotewold, we have:

Heavy coarse mutton. | , ,“ “ wool. }Low t,nced'
On the other, in breeding South- 

downs, we have:
Light, fine flavored mutton. 1 n - . - i“ fine wool | High priced.

In explanation—Coarse wool is now 
worth 20c. to 23c. per lb., while for 
Southdown 30c. can easily be had. In 
fact, Engliah Southdown fleece wool ia 
now aelliug up 34c. to our Canadian 
manufacturer». As for the mutton, 
there haa been very little offered for 
sale; but that little is quickly picked up 
at a considérable advance over ordinary 
mutton. For city retail trade there ia 
no comparison in their quality and 
flavor. For export the demand haa 
been for big fat sheep. There are no 
Southdown sheep for sale for that pur­
pose, but in view of the fancy price of 
good Southdown mutton in England, it 
ia reasonable to suppose that Canada 
Southdown» would fetch aa good a price. 
In addition to the foregoing there ia to 
be considered the fact that about three 
Southdown sheep can be fed and kept in 
proper condition at the same expense for 
food and room as two CoUwolds. We 
would not have it understood that we 
advocate the breeding of Southdown» 
exclusively. The Oxford Down or some 
cross might suit better—say Southdown 
and Leicester. That question is for 
breeders to decide. But there seems 
reason to conclude that these big comb- 
ing-woolled sheep have seen their day, 
and from an economic point of view it 
appears in every way desirable that it 
should be so. Instead of growing wool 
suitable only for export, and importing 
wool for manufacturing purposes, let us 
grow wool that we can use at home— 
such wool aa we will always have a home 
market for, in spite of any capricious 
change of fashion.

DEAN STANLEY'S DEATH,
A Brief Sketch of II l« Life's Labor.

London, July 18.—Dean Stanley died 1 
to day aged (Hi years, He was educated 
under Dr. Arnold, at Rugby, and com­
menced a distinguished career at Oxford, 
by obtaining a scholarship at Balliol 
College, and shortly after the Newdigate 
prize for his English poem “The Gip­
sies.”- After gaining tne Ireland scholar­
ship, he took a First Class in Classics in 
1837, gained the Latin Essay prize in 
1839, and the English Essay and Theol­
ogical prizes in 1840, when he was elect­
ed a Fellow of University College. He 
was tor twelve years Tutor of this Col­
lege; was Select Preacher in 1845-fi; 
Secretary of the Oxford University Com­
mission, 1850-52; Canon of Canterbury 
from 1851 till 1858, Regius Professor of 
Ecclesiastical History at Oxford, and 
Canon of Christ Church and Chaplain to 
the Bishop of London from 1855 till ; 
1803, when he became Dean of West­
minster. He received the degree of L. 
L. D. from the University of St. An­
drews, in Feb., 1871; took part in the . 
proceedings of the “Old Catholic” Con-1 

. gress held at Cologne, in Sept., 1872; 
was elected one of the Select Preachers 
at Oxford by 349 votes against 287, Dec. 
11, 1872; and was installed as Lord Rec­
tor of the University of St. Andrews 
March 31, 1875, Dr. Stanley first be­
came known to the literary world by his 

■ admirable “Life of Dr. Arnold," pub­
lished in 1844. It was followed by 
“Stories and Essays on the Apostolical 
Age,” 184(1: Memoir of Bishop Stanley,” 
1851 ; “The Epistles to the Corinthians," 
1854; “Historical Memorials of Canter­
bury,” 1854, 0th edit. 1872; “Sinai and 
Palestine in connection with their His­
tory,” 1855; “Sermons on the Unity of 
Evangelical and Apostolical Teaching,” 
1859; Sermons on various subjects 
preached before the University of Ox­
ford, in 1800-3; “Lectures on the His­
tory of the Eastern Church,” “Sermons 
preached in the East,” with appendix on 
l is second visit to Palestine with H. R. 
H. the Prince of Wales, 1802; “Letter 
to the Bishop of London on Subscrip­
tion,” and “Lectures on the History ot 
the Jewish Church,” 2 vols., in 1803-05; 
“Encouragements of Ordination, ’ and 
“Reasonable, Holy, and Living Sacri­
fice; a Sermon," 1804; “Creation of 
Man; a Sermon,” 1805; and “Sermon; 
Dedication of Westminster Abbey, 800th 
Anniversary,” 1800; “Historical Memor­
ials of Westminster Abbey,” 1807; “The 
Three Irish Churches; an Historical Ad­
dress,” “Essays on Church and State,” 
1870; “The Athanasian Creed; with 
a preface on the general recommenda­
tions of the Ritual Commission,” 1871; 
“Lectures on the history of the Church 
of Scotland,” 1872; and “Semions and 
Essays on the Apostolical Age,” 1874. 
He has contributed various articles to re­
views and magazines, and many papers 
to Dr. Smith s “Dictionary of Classical 
Biography,” and Dictionary of the 
Bible,” to the “Transactions of the Arch- 
mological Institute,” and to the Quarter­
ly atul Edinburgh lierieirf. The Estab­
lished Church has, in the demise of Dean 
Stanley, lost one of her brightest jewels, 
and one whose place it will be hard in­
deed to fill. He » ill be buried beside 
his wife m Westminister Abbey. 
The Dean remained in a semi-uncon­
scious condition some time before his 
death/

The New» says no living divine will be 
more deeply regretted or more widely 
missed than the Dean.

The account of the daring train rob­
bery o» the Rock Island road is supple- one- 
mooted by the following details given by 
E. li Martin, of Kansas City, a passen­
ger and eye witness of the dreadful af-

The train left Kansas City at 6.30 last 
evening, and consisted of six oars, well 
filled with passengers, including a sleep­
ing coach. Supper was furnished at the 
regular station, and no event occurred to 
excite the suspicion of the passengers or 
trainmen until Winston was reached, 
which was at 9.30 o'clock. At that sta­
tion

FOUR ROUGH-APPEARING MEN 
got on the train with handkerchiefs tied 
about their faces so as to partially con­
ceal their features. The first intimation 
that the passengers received that there 
was anything wrong was the cry, “All 
aboard !” which appeared to be a signal.
At that instant the four men, as well as 
several others who had come from Kan­
sas City and Cameron, made a rush for 
the engine and for Conductor Charlie 
Westfall. Firing was heard in the front 
cars, as well as on the engine, and then 
the train was put in motion at forty 
miles per hour. On giving the signal 
two of the men made for the first coach, 
where the conductor was standing. One 
of the men went up to the conductor 
and [minting a pistol at him said;—

“YOU ARE THE MAN I WANT,"
After saying this the robber tired his 
pistol, the ball striking Westfall in the 
arm, but did not prove fatal. Westfall 
attempted to run, and as he did so the 
robber fired twice at him Westfall 
reached the platform. Then the second 
robber fired a shot, which killed him in­
stantly. The conductor fell dead on the 
platform. He was wounded in several 
places, but the last shot took effect in 
the brain, producing almost instant 
death. Three of the robbers started for 
the engine with the intention of shooting 
the engineer and taking possession of the 
engine The engineer seemed to have 
apprehended that there was danger, as 
on the approach of the trio he started 
hack oil the engine and secreted himself 
in the tender. A stonemason, by the 
name of Miller, camfe forward from the 
baggage car while the shooting was in 
progress. The robbeis

MISTOOK HIM FOP. THE ENGINEER, 
and shot him, the ball taking etlect in his 
heart. Charley Murray, express messen­
ger, was also visited by some of the rob­
bers. He was knocked over the head 
and made to deliver the keys of the safe.
The robbers ransacked the safe and se­
cured |500 in money and 3300 in valu­
ables, and Government bonds to the 
amount of $1,000. Murray was threat­
ened with instant death if he concealed 
anything, but was permitted to live on 
informing them that all his valuables 
were in the safe. The brakeman on duty, 
whose name could not be ascertained, as 
soon as he learned of the murder of the 
conductor, rushed through the train and 
informed the passengers that an effort 
would be made to rob them. As soon as 
this had been accomplished, the brake- 
man started forward, and when in the 
second coach the robbers entered both 
doors.

WITH PISTOLS IN THIER HANDS, 
demanding money ;the brakesman pulled 
the cord attached to the air brake, and 
soon afterwards the train stopped. The 
men jumped off from the cars and made 
lor the woods.

Mr. Martin stated that not more than 
fifteen minutes elapsed from the time of 
leaving Winston till the robbers jumped 
from the cars and made themselves 
scarce. The sleeping-car porter'locked 
himself up the state-room of the sleeper 
and did not make himself visible until 
the train was near Washington.

Conductor Westfall, who was killed, 
lives at Welton, where his remains were 
left. The robbers numbered thirteen, 
and only two of them had handkerchiefs 
tied about their faces.

Port Hope, Ont., July., 18.—The 
schooner Flora Emma was stripped of 
her canvass and a portion of her masts 
during the gale last Saturday afternoon. 
The vessel was proceeding from Oswego 
to Oshawa, loaded with coal, and when 
off Port Britain, three miles west of Port 
Hope, she was struck by a heavy gust of 
wind, carrying off the jibboom first, 
then the fore topmast, followed quickly 
by the foremast head, the main topmast 
and mainmast head, ropes and every­
thing coming tumbling down, leaving the 
portions of the mainmast completely 
bare. The jib-topsail had been furled, 
and the sailors were just hauling in the 
gaff-topsail when the gale struck the ves­
sel.
