for the purposes mentioned.

“And it is further the opinion oi
this House that when the government
have so constructed a railway or have
become the owner or operator i any
such railway, the same should t : plac-
ed under the absolute control of an in-
dependent commissien.”

Lisbon, Feb. 5—The terrible traged-
ies of Saturday, it is believed, have
resulted in the flight of Premier
‘Franco, who is said to be on a British
cruiser anchored off Cascass, and will
seek refuge in Gibraltar or E ngland.
Admiral De Amaral, the new premier,
who is a devoted fnen(l of Queen Am-
elia and the new king, is conimitted
to revise the entire policy of the die-
tatorship, and to the restoration of
the ‘““old Liberal monarchy.” On Sat-
urday the government by a decree
will withdraw amnesty accorded po-
litical offenders not implicated in the
desds of violence and the censor on
the press will be raised. After a day’s
consultation with prominent men of
his political belief the new premier
got together the cabinet which repre-
senets practically all the factions in
Portugal. The policy of the new prem-
ier will be to harmonize all as far as
possible with a view tp quieting the
public unrest,

BRITISH COMMISSIONER |
ON CANADIAN TRADE,

Richard Grigg, of the British Board
of Trade, Gives Results of His
Personal Investigations Made Last
Year in the Dominion,

London, Jan. 25 (Special Correspon-
dence).—The report upon the condi-
tions and prospects of British trade
in Canada by Mr. Richard Grigg, the
special commissioner of the British
board of trade, has been published
and has met with a chorus of approv-
al by the London press, It appears
as a government blue book of 120
pages, with map, and-'in masterly
fashion it presents the facts collected
by Mr. Grigg in his tour thraugh
Canada from Sept. 1906 to May, 1907.

Before leaving for Canada Mr. Grigg
interviewed many representative
chambers of commerce (or boards of
trade, ‘as they ‘are’«alled in Canadi)!

higher-priees under protection in their
patriotic desire to advance their coun-
try’s trade, and, in their gpinion, they
have been largely influenced by the
success of.their southern neighbor.

Substantial Preference,

Referring to the Canadian tariff,
Mr, Grigg points out that whilst its
primary object is revenue, it is fram-
ed to encourage Canadian industries,
It exempts raw materials or admits
them at a low rate. The imports of
raw materials are chiefly from the
United States, and in these England
cannot compete. He points out that
of dutiable imports for consumption,
51.74 per cent. were from the United
States and 30.40 per cent. from Brit-
ain last year, while the duty free im-
ports were 71.90 per cent, from the
United States and from Britain only
15.03 per cent. Mr. Grigg is impress-
ed by “the pull” which America has
over Britain in competition for Cana-
dian trade, on account of the geogra-
phical position and the facilities for
buying small parcels, which give the
Americang a natural preference, But
the aggregate trade with Britain might
still be enlarged, for the Americans
and other foreigners have not any
overwhelming advantage over Britain
in respect to woolen, cotton and met-
al goods, except that others are more
ready than the British to adapt them-
selves to the Canadian market,

As to advertising Mr. Grigg points
out that not nearly enough. is done
in Canada by British manufacturers
and n6t enough care taken in the
selection of suitable papers, British
manufacturers are .advised fo get
good information ‘as to standing of
buyers in Canada. and so make thé
terms ‘of credit more elastic to approv-
ed customers.. Finally, M. Grigg re-
commends' national trade representa-
tives in Canada.- The consular ser-
vice of the United States;..although
less valuable than ‘& firm’s .irade
agent, has done much to facilitate
trade for Americans selling to Can-
ada.

The British commercial eorrespond-
ents such as are contemplated by the
board of trade, would, Mr. Grigg says,
be of great service. In this connec-
tion he says it is highly desirable that
the industrial and trade organizations
of both Britain and Canada should be
put into comnmunication and the Brit-
ish chambers of commerce ought to
be in closer touch with Canadian
boards of trade.

When in
this condition a timber wolf will fling
himself upon anything from a man to
a mountain lion.

Cross-questioned by Mr. Lavéll, the
witness stated that he did not tell of
the shooting until October, 1907, . be-
cause he was afraid fo do so before.
il had werked ioccasionally for the
prizoner, -but had never received any
remunerition for it.  He was cross-
examined at some length, the cdounsel
endeavoring i{o show that he had al-
ways been tréated kindly by the ac-
cused and his family, and that he was
angry &t them because he believed
they had killed his dog.

John Harms stated that he was pre-
gent when the accused shot the heifer.
He was asked to bury the heifer about
three days later, and found it about
300 yards from the house. He had
talked over the affair with Mr. Stal-
ley, who had brought it to nhis atten-
tion. Stalley had also stated that he
had had some trouble with Donnelly
over his dog. »

Louis Harms, brother of the pre-
vious witness, stated that on July
3rd he assisted his brother and the ac-
cused to bury a red and white heifer
néar Donneélly’s house. This closed
the case for the prosecuation.

Delbert Munroe, the first witness for
the defence, stated that he went fish-
ing on the Pembina River on Sunday,
June 10th. On his way home, about
9.30, he saw a dead heifer lying on
the hillside near Donnelly’s house.

" FOR'SEED GRAIN

Suppleméntary Estimate Brought
Down in Federal House. Pen-
- gions for.Aged Poor. -

Ottawa, Feb. 8 —Hon. W, 8. Field-
ing-to-day laid on the table of the
Houfe supplémentiry estimates to the
extanht of $2,850,000 to provide for the
‘purchas# of seed grain for the farmers
of Alberta and 8askatehewan. An ex-
planation of. the proposed vote will
cortie, ‘no doubt when the_item s
reached in committee of suphly. The
form of the estimates, however, shows
the Dominion .Government will fin-
ance the purchase of the seed grain
for the homesteaders in both prov-
inces, who have not taken out pa-
tents, The provincial governments
are not in a position to get the prop-
er security from the farmers who have
not complete title to their home-
steads,  The $2,850,000 therefore will
be divided under the three following
heads: (1) To purchase seed grain for
homestead settlers in the Provinces of
Alberta and Saskatchewan, the cost
of said grain to be repaid by the set-
tlers with interest at the rate of five
per cent. per annum and until repay-
ment to be a lien or charge upon the
lands of the settlers held under-home-
stead entry, $585,000; (2) To enable the
government of Canada to advance the
goverriment of Alberta for purchase of
sced for settlers, $440,000; (3) To en-
able the government of Canada to ad-
vance to the government of Sagkat-
chewan a loan for the purpose of
purchesing seed grain for settlers,
$825,000.- - The voting of this sum of
money does not necessarily mean that
the-whole sum will be spent nor that
the sum will be sufficient,

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THE ROLE OF RUFUS,

The return of the Liberal candidate
in Stanstead was another eclipse for
our old friend Pope—Rufus Pope, ex-
M.P., of Union Trust funds notoriety.

! King Carlos of Portugal was assas-

Ames that the MacKenzie Govern-
ment disposed of 310 square miles of
timber at an average price of $23 per
square mile. The suceeeding Conser-
vative Government disposed of 29,322
square miles, from 23,987 of which
the country derived mothing; it was
part of the boodle divided among the
party friends who upheld the admin-
1stration.

The flamboyant
denunciation of a supposed attempt
to divert the Association from its legi-
timate purpose’ is' a demonstration
made merely to attract -attention
while the Journal knifes the Presi-
dent of the Association for voicing
the grievances of the members of the
Association., Under cover of an at-
tack on Liberal members of the Legis-
lature for something they did not do,
the Journal insinuates the animus of
party differcnce in the hope of sever-
ing the ranks of the Association, and

Government = collects
ground rent-on the limits from which
a revenue of $30,000 per year is re-
ceived, and stampage dues amounting
to 50 cents per thousand feef, The
stumpage dues alone on a thousand
feet of timber now yiéld three times
the revenue the former Government
received irom -a’square-mile of tim-
ber.

OH. MR. AMES!

Montreal Herald—The Ottawa cor-
respondent of the Toronto Globe, re-
ferring to the experience of govern-
ment departments with members who
have failed to return original docu-
ments makes this interesting state-
ment :—

“Even in -the case in point, Mr.
Ames kept in his own custody from
April last until December, the copies
of the original papers relating to the
granting of timber berths in ques-
tion.

The secretary having read the for-
going report, the president addressed the
meeting as follows:

In presenting the twenty-third annual
general statement of the Traders Bank
of Canada, for the year ending 31st of
December, 1907, your Directors  desire
to-‘congratulate the .Shareholders upon
the -continued prosperity and advance-
ment it discloses. 1t is a pleasure to be
n?le to remiark that the finznéial strin-
géncy, that has prevailed with varying
degrees: of intensity the past_year, with
its consequent unrest and’ relaxation of
business enterprise, has mot prevented
the conservative methods of administra-
tion and management of the Bank from
achieving gratifying results, and closing
the year with all its intetests in a sound
and satisfactory cendition.

The net profits for the twelve months,
after making ample allowances for all
bad and doubtful debts, and after al-
lowing for any pessible depreciation in
the value of Dominion and Provincial
Government Bonds and Municipal Bonds
held by the Bank, amount to $522,822.81,
which, with the sum earried from profit
and loss account, and the premium on
new stock, makes a total of $509,692.68
available for distribution. This has been
disposed of as follows: The Rest Account
has been strengthened by the addition of
£100,000, bringing it up to the gratifying
figure . of $2,000,000. The sum of $100.-
000 was written off Bank premises, and
£30,000 off Bank furniture and safes. The
Pension Fund and the Officers’ Guarantee
Fund were increased by $5.000 each. The
substantial sum of $304.328.29 was dis-
tributed to the Shareholders in the form
of _dividends, leaving $25,364.20 to be
placed at the credit of Profit and Loss
new account: on the whole a substan-
tially excellent record on the year's oper-
alions:

From the statement it will be observed
that the relation of "assets to Vehilitinc
gives the Bank a most substantial stand-
ing.

of Yonge and Bloor streets all the avail-
able space is leased, and for long terms;
thus guaranteeing a eubstantial income
for the mext eight or ten years. This,
taken in conjunction with the fact that
the rental income yields a very fair
profit, and the situation of these build-
ings in the best parts of the City makes
them also an asset, the value of which
is bound to increase with the prospec-
tive rapid growth of the city: a cir
cumstance, which taken in' conjunction
with their recognized. rental value, weil
justifies the expenditure involyed in their
erection. It must aleo be borme in mind
that the Bank owns “fteen other Bank
buildings, at the principal centres oc-
cupied by the Bank, besides those refer-
red to above, making seventeen Bank
buildings in all. Your Directors consid-
er that we have good value for the prop-
erty owned by the Bank as it stands in our
books. In acquiring any property for
Bank premises, this Bank has made it
a rule to buy the same, holding the
property in the name of the Bank. The
Bank obtains a very fair return upon the
amount invested, besides having suitable
accommodation for its growing business.

An important change in the manage-
ment of the Bank took place during
the year. Mr. H. S. Strathy retired
from the position of General Manager
and was succeeded by Mr. Stuart
Strathy. who in turn was succeeded as
Assistant General Manager by Mr. Nor-
man Hillary. Mr. H. 8. Strathy had de-
voted, and with a large measure of suc-
cess, many yvears to the promotion of
the interests of the Bank. He began
as the founder of the Bank twenty-two
years ago, and continued to perform the
duties of General Manager with great
vicor and success. By his energv and
ability. he overcame many formidable
obstacles. and. on hiz retirement. he has
the satisfattion of feeling that he leaves
as a legney to the Shareholders a sound
and stable Banking Institution. Tn hi=
ancresgor.

His duties include inves-
tigation into all matters affecting the
business or interests of the Bank. under
the direction, and for the information
of the Board.

There will be submitted at this meet-
ing for your consideration a By-law to
increase the number of the Board from
six to seven, in order to retain as Di-
rector the services of the retiring Gen-
cral Manager, who has been made a
Member of the Board.

I have much pleasure in moving the
adoption of the report.

The Vice-President daid:

In seconding the motion for the-adop-
tion of the Report of the Directors of
the Bank,.with its accompanying State-
ment, it gives me much pleasure ‘to en-
dorse the remarks of the President in
regard to the satisfactory ountcome of
the operations of the past year. as the
results of careful administration and
business-like management.

I may' bespermitted to add a few ob-
servations, to emphasize what has been
said. :

It must be gratifying to mnote that
prosperous as have been . the eonditions
of the past few years, the profits for
the  year just closed have been . the
largest in the life of the Bank. '’ The
net profits for the year, with all the
usual deductions made, amount to the
satisfactory sum of $522,822.81. These
earnings have permitted of the pay-
ment of four quarterly dividends. of, in
round numbers, $76,000 each, represent-
ing a rate of seven per ceat. per annum.
Besides, the Rest has been strengthened
by the addition of $100,000, bringing
this account to a total sum of $2,000,-
000, which, it may be remarked, is
about 46 per cent. of the paid-up eapi-
tal stock of $4,352,310.

The Statement submitted shows the
lignid assets of the Bank to be in a
satisfactory healthy condition, there be-
ing a  substantial increase over . the
amount reported last year. ¥ _

1t is also gratifying to observe that
the amount of the notes of the Bank in
circulation has been much in excess of
that of any oiher year in the history of
the instituticn, indicating the excellent
condition of its general business. It is
also worthy of note thai:the stock of
the Bank is well held, being distributed
among some 1,800 shareholders.

In a word, a careful perusal of the
statement will reveal an advance in
practically every account, every depart-
ment of the operations, and in every in-
terest of the Bank, of such generally
gcod. character as to make the Annual
Statement very satisfactory.

The changes in the personmel of im-
portant officers of the Bank will not
impair the effectiveness of management.
Mr. H. S. Strathy, after many years of
faithful service, retired from the posi-
tion of genmeral manager, and fook &
place ‘on the Board of Directors. The
filling of the vacancy thus created by
the appoimtment of Mr. Stuart Strathy,
with an excellent record as manager and
assistant general manager, the
appointment of Mr. N. Hillary as as-
sistant general manager, and of Mr.
Willis as directors’ auditor, have already
been referred to, and their appointment
will without doubt be in the best inter-
ests of the Bank. They have the full
confidence of the Directorate, and the
respect and confidence of all in financial
circles who have knowledge of their ex-
perience and qualifications.

As intimated to the shareholders last
year, an official known as directors’
auditor was appointed, whose duty it is
to co-operate with and assist the Board
in ‘the investigation of every transge-
tion, the ‘examination of every account,
record- or. document in conmection with
the business of the bank, and to take
any course of inspectorial action, under
thée “direction of the Board, .or on his
own initiative, which they or he may
consider advisable or mecessary to pro-
tect or promote the interests of the
bank and the shareholders.  .To. this
end, and for these purposes, he has
practically .unlinfited authority and lib-
erty of access to all departments of
every office of the bank, from the head
office to the humblest .branch, and, in

i ——

J. K. Cornwall Today Addresses the
"Canadian Club on the Needs of
That Country.

|

(From Monday’s Bulletin.)

The illimnitable possibilities and the
requirements for development of the
great north counfry were brought
vividly before tne Canadian Club at
| their regular luncheon today by J. K
{ Cornwall, the well known northern
| trader and s‘eamboat man.
| “Mr. Cornwall is enthusiastic over
".he future of the country, and from a
long experience is filled with his sub-
{iject in all its phases. Though not a
i finished public speaker his address
|was an eloquent one, which will
| arouse a deeper interest in a country,
| the immense possibilities of which are
even yet unknown.

The chair was occupied by His
Honor Lieutenant Governor Bulyea,
and there was a good attendance oi
members ai the luncheon.
| Mr. Cornwall, before going directly
|into the subject of his address on the
{needs of the North, said he would
{ take his audiénce in an imaginary trip
north, then to the mountains and back
again to Edmonton.

The North Country.

For the first 150 miles north-east the
country is much the same as around
Edmonton. = The next 100 miles takes
one to Fort McMurray. East of Fort
McMurray is a fine mineral ecountry
with tar and oil depesits. ' Speaking
of Lake Athabasca, he described it as
one of the largest unfished lakes in
the world. Down the Ahtabasca are
timber limitsg that will build all the
houses of the prairie for many years
to come. Fort Smith is on the nor-
therly boundary of the province.
Near here are the greatest salt deposits
in the world.

Speaking of the Peace River, he said
it was 1,000 miles long and navigable
for 900 miles, with one small excep-
tion, where there is a unheaval. At
this point is one of the finest water-
falls in the world, with the river there
about one and a half miles wide. Up
the river for the next 350 miles on the
north side and about 20 miles wide is
one of the finest countries in the
world. To the south side of the river
the only arable land yet known is

around Fort Vermilion. He produc-
ed samples of grain grown this year)
at Fort Vermilion, 760 miles north of
{ the boundary, which, he said, cannot|
be beaten in the world.

Between Edmonton and the Peace|
| River about one-half is as fine soil as|
around Edmonton. It, however, is an
earlier season ‘and the grain can be
ripened’ in 120 days. In the vicinily
of the Peace River a person in sum-
mer can read in his house at 11 p.m. |
This great amount of sunshine ripens
! the grain very rapidly.

The only product of that country at
the present time is fur. Last year,
1933 tons of freight went through
i Athabasca . Landing to the north.
From there, goods are taken down on
the waterways, without which the
country could hardly be opened up at
the present time. Now there are
$300,000 wor:h of steamers on the nor-
thern rivers. This shows what im-
| portance is attached to the country
by those who are acquainted with its
possibilities.

The speaker detailed the trip to the
r.orth by trail and by waterway, quot-
ing the cost of transvorting freight.
Incidentally referring to the bad roads
oi th north, he said that Lieutenant-
Governor Bulyea, when minister of
rubl:c works at Regina, was the first
01> that gave him a grant of $50) for
1a bridge in the north. This bridge
{ ws built years ago and is still in ex-;
| cel’ent condition.

Mr Co:nwall instanced some of the
bad roads in the north and advocated
itruank roads through the country.;
{ The piesent bad trails were caused by
{ muskegs between wooded sections!
With the means of getting people into
the north, the railways will soon fol-
low, and the country will be opened

).

Mr. Cornwall mentioned some of the
troubles of the early pioneers and
their enthusiasm about its future.
He claimed that when autonomy was
granted to Alberta, about half a mil-
lion dollars was granted to the pro~
vinee in lieu of her public lands, and
though ninety per cent. of these lands
were in the north, the money has not
yet reached the country in the way of
improvements. He thanked the Ed-
monton Board of Trade for their efforts
in postal service and other matters,
and also lauded the Federal govern-
ment for what they had done.

In closing, Mr. Cornwall outlined
the products that the soil could yield,
the immense mineral wealth and tim-
ber riches that the north possessed,
and made an eloquent plea for the
opening of trunk roads. Edmonton
will be assailed from the east, west
and the south, but she will always be
supreme in the north. She is the
Gibraltar of the north and her future
depends on ‘the development of that
country.

Lieutenant Governor Bulyea, in a
neat speech, conveyed the thanks of
the Canadian Olub to. Mr. Cornwall
fcr his very interesting address.

In Calgary—Committee - Recommend
Board of Cantrol,

Bulietin Special.

Calgary, Feb, 3.—A special commit-
tee oi the city council met on Satur-
day to discuss mranicipal government,

with the result that at a special meet-|

ing of the ceuncil te-night. they will
recommend a board of control, com-

posed - of the mayor and two men|

elected by the people. The salary will
be a minimum-of $1,500, and a maxi-
mum of $2,500. The men to be elected
will have to have the sameé" qualifica-
tions as the mayor. The committee
will recommend that -alterations be
made to the city charter at once, so

that the board of control may come |

into effect next year.

Certain members of the city coun-
cil, realizing that the present council
has got away to a bad start, and that
there is lack of harmony among its
members, -have been considered re-
signing in body. It is possible that
such will be the result, if the ecitizens
insist upon pressing for a reconsidera-
tion of the decision of the - council
upon the Speakman case.

A BIG INCREASE IN
POST OFFICE BUSINESS

During January As Compared With
Corresponding Month a Year Ago
—Free . Delivery System Being
More Generally Used—Institu-
tionsReceived To Move Into Old
Quarters.

Reports from the city post office in-
dicate a large increase in business
during the month of January, 1908,
over that of the corresponding month
The following comparison
will indicate the increase:

This shows a substantial increase in

the amount of business .done-in the!

parcels used to pass through the cus-
tom house,
able mail parcels are taken to the
custom honse. The figures quoted
above do not include dutiable mail
matter, During the month of Janu-
ary, 1908, there were 562-dutiable mail
parcels handled in the custom house
which would make the increase in
the business of the post office show
up much larger if they were added.
The citizens are availing themselves
more and more of -the advantage of
iree city delivery of mail. This was
instituted In June, 1907, when seven
carriers weté employed.
rush of mail at the Christmas season
eleven carriers and three rigs were
used. The ‘regular number of car-

3 riers has now been increased to nine.
The business at the general delivery

wickets is ag a consequence diminish-
ing, and one clerk can soon-be taken
from that work. ’

The work of the money order de-
partment has also increased very
largely in the past year. During the
year 1906 the money orders issued at
the local post office amounted to $986,-
461.66, and the money orders paid
amounted to $121,609.48. In 1907 the
money orders  issued amounted to
$166,430,84 and the money orders paid
amounted to $185,882.65; $18,940.76
was issued in postal notes in 1906 and
$29,927.54 in 1907.

Owing to the increase in businesa
there is a great need of increased ac-
commodation in the present quarters.
Room is need for twenty more bags
as mail is sent out from the Edmon-
ton post office now to 80 different sta-
tions, Orders have been received from
the postal department at Ottawa to
have the post office removed to the
old building on McDongall street, but
no. action hae yet been taken by the
Dominion department of ‘public works
who have charge of the moving.

'JURY’S VERDICT IN
BRUSHA INQUEST

Finding Places Responsibility on
Heiman Krone. - Alleged Morn-
inville Murder.

(From Monday’s Bulletin.)

“We, the jury, empanelled to en-
quire into the death of John Brusha,
find that the deceased came to his
death from a gunshot wound inflicted
. at-the hands of Hermann Krone.”

This was the verdiet of the coron-
er's jury at the inquest into the death
of John Brusha, who was shot at the
farm of J. I. Sprinkle, two miles from
Morinville, at four o’clock on Friday
afternoon., Dr. Braithwaite, coroner,
| of Edmonton, held an inquest on Sat-
urday, as a result of which Hermann
Krone has been placed under arrest
and brought to the city to stand his
trial for killing John Brusha.

{ The jury empanelled in the case were
P. J. Craddock (foreman), Ed. Hogan,
C. M. Lavallee, Dug. McKinnon, W.
iJ. MeCollum and J. F. Morton.

| The chief witness at the inquest was
ﬁMrs. J. F. Sprinkle, who was a wit-
ness of the shooting. She stated that
|she was the wife of J. I. Sprinkle, a
!farmer, near Morinville, and that
Hermann Krone, who formerly lived
in Missouri, was employed as a lab-
orer on their farm. His brother-in-
law, John Brusha, was in the habit of
calling at Sprinkle’s farm on his way
to his own home three miles further
jon. The men were on bad terms and
were always quarreling. Brusha cal-
iled at Sprinkle’s farm on Friday aft-
ernoon and meeting Krone became in-
volyved in a quarrel with him. Brusha
was apparently under the influence of
liquor. There were some high words
between the two men and Brusha said
he had'come to have a settlement with
Krone. The latter replied that he did
not want to have any more trouble
with him, The witness stated that
Brusha went into the kitchen leaving

Krone standing in the doorway.

volver and pointed it at Krone. The
latter saw the movement apd quickly
pulling a revolver from his pocket fir-
ed point blank. Brusha fell to the
floor and as he started to rise Krone

o. the tragic ending of the quarrel was
when one of his children came run-
ning after him and told him to come
back as Krone had killed Brusha,

Mrs. Brusha, wile of the deceased,
gava evidence of the bad blood exist-
ing. between her husband and Krone.
they had come irom Missouri a few
vears ago and had settled near Morin-
ville,

rolled in 1907, which was 2,283, mean#
a still greater percentage -of increase,
being about' 39 per cent, above -the
enrolment of 19086.

If'the adult population has:kept
pace with the gchool population, and
it is reasonable to suppose that it had]
surpassed it owing “to~the influkx- of
single labor, the populatien in March
should be nearly 21,000, This estim-
ate is besed on an addition of 35 per
cent. to the 11,163 people of March
1905, which gives 15,628 in March 1906
and the 39 per cent. addition to this

DEATH OF MISS GRADY.

She
then entered the Public hospital to
take the cowrse of training as a mirse,
and was making-exeellent progress in
her chosen profession when less than
three - weeks ago she contracted ty-
phoid fever, the disease ending fatally
last ‘night, ;

The ‘deceased was a charming young
girl, amiable and vivacious, and both
at her nursing duties and in Edmonton
socially she made many warm friends
here. If she had survived this illness
her twentieth birthday would have
been celebrated on Friday next. She
was born in Macleod, and educated
there and at the Ladies’ college in
Belleville, Ont., spending five years
in the latter ingtitution. She was a
devoted member of the Methodist
chureh, and will be buried this week
at Macleod with the religious services
of that church. The body, which is
now at the mortuary chapel of the
Moffat company, will be taken from
there tomorrow and brought by train
to Macleod.

AT SUPREME COURT.

(Wednesday’s Daily.)

At the Supreme Court this morning
Frederick Bamber was brought up for
trial. The prisoner pleaded not guilty
and elected to be tried by jury. L.
B. Cogswell conducted the prosecu-
tion for the erown and J. D. Hynd-
man appeared for the defence.

Eight jurymen were called before
the panel was complete, J. Brinkman,
senr., and G. J. Carscadden being
challenged by the defence. The jury
as finally selected were: Cuthbert
Crowley. (foreman), William Herrick,
J. J. Ferguson, E. C. Dobel, J. HS
Millick and A. Bode.

The accuged, ¥Fred-:rick Bamber,  a
farmer, of Leduc. was charged with
eriminally assaulting a sixteen year
old girl, Florence Clark, near the
home of the latter, six miles = from
Leduc. - The' father of the girl was
baggage master on the C.P.R. He
owned a homestead near Leduc, on
which his wife and daughter resided:
The farm was worked by the accused
end his father. :

Considerable evidence ‘was taken in
the case, from which, on account of
the. nature of the " case, the: public
were excluded. The jury then retir-
ed, and as no decision had been reach-
ed at.12.80 the court was adjourned
until two o’clock.

When the court re-assembled after
luneh .the jury, who had conecluded
their deliberations, returned a verdict
of guilty with a recommeéndation to
the judge that mercy be shown the ac-
cused. Bamber was taken to the
R.N.W.M.P. guard-room pending the
sentence of the court.

Charge of Arson.

Rex vs. Morgan, a case from Fort
Saskatchewan, was brought to the at-
tention of Mr. Justice Harvey this
morning by W. A. D. Lees, agent of
the attorney general at.Fort Baskat-
chewan. The accused, Edward Mor-
gan, is charged with arson and with
obtaining money by false pretences.
In the information Morgan is charged
with setting fire te his own hardware
store in Mannville on June 25th, 19C7.
He is further charged with intent to
defraud ‘the British American Insur-
ance ‘Company out of $109 insurance
on -the: building -and $17.75 insurance
on the stock.. He pleaded not guilty
and elected to be tried by jury.

James ‘Burns; -of Islay, was brought
before the judge charged with unlaw-
fully carrying a concealed weapon on
May - ‘30th, 1907. He pleaded not
guilty - and elected to be tried sum-
marily by the judge. - W. A. D. Lees,
crown prosecutor of Fort Saskatche-
wan, stated that he was willing to
withdraw the case. The accused had
been'in jail awaiting trial for eight
months and he thought he had been
punished sufficiently. The case was
accordingly withdrawn and the pri-
soner dismissed.

Donnelly Not Guilty.

After being out for only five minutes,
the jury empannelled totry the case
of John Donnelly, charged with kill-
ing a heifer belonging to Nimrod
Sheppard, of Belvedere, some time 1n
June, 1906, yesterday afternoon return-
ed a verdict of “mot guilty.” . As
there was no further charge against
the prisoner he was ‘acecordingly dis-
missed by Mr. Justice Harvey, who
remarked that he believed the verdict
té be a’ praper one, as there was not
sufficient evidence to convict the ac-

finding the dead animal near Don-
nelly’s house.

Fred Woodward corroborated the
statement of the previous witnesses re-
garding the meeting of Donnelly on
June 12th on his way towards home.
He could not swear definitely regard-
ing the date.

Frank Donnelly, son of the accuded,
stated that he had seen three dead
cattle during the summer of 1906. He
had seen this red and white heifer ly-
ing -dead morth-east of his father’s
housé ahid thought it belonged to hie
father. He buried it on a Tuesday,
with the assistamee of Mr. Harms
and his father, who had been away;
arrived home that evening.

Judge Tipton, of Strathcona; testi-
fied that the accused had been in his
office to transact some business on
June 20, 1906. - This concluded the
evidence for the defence.

In addressing the jury, Mr. Lavell
reviewed the evidence at some length,
placing considerable stress on the diffi-
culty of remembering the minute de-
tails of everything that occurred in
June, 1906. Mr. Cogswell also peint-
ed out- the striking poits in the evi-
dence, which he asked the jury to
consider carefully. 1In his charge to
the jury, Judge Harvey evidently
strongly favored the prisoner and
pointed out the weakness of the case
against him.

This is an official with large powers, and
wide discretionary functions, permitting,
and indeed, requiring, him to investigate
every detail of management, free from
managerial contrel, giving him access to
every bpok, document, and, record, and
requiring him to report to the directors
for their guidance, the result of such in-
vestigation. An arrangement like this,
equivalent to a searchlight upon all the
details of bank administration, renders
more remote the possibility of irregular-
ities. Taken altogether the annual state-
ment of the Traders Bank of Canada is
most satisfactory, indicating the exist-
enec of sound standing, efficient manage-
ment, and- geod profit results.
