Syrup for 50c Ottawa, Dec. 31—-Statistics compil­
ed by the commission of conservation 
show that the death rate in Canada 
coal miffes is much higher than in 
any other civilized country. In 1902, 
the year of the Fernie disaster, the 
death rate per 100 men employed, 
above and below ground, reached the 
maximum rate of 13.25. The average 
rate for the ten years preceding 1910, 
however, was 4.79. The United States 
comes next with an average raite for 
the same period of 3.43.

Perhaps the worst aspect of the 
situation is the fact that the death 
rate from coal mine accidents has 
been steadily on the increase in Can­
ada for a number of years. The mini­
mum rate of 1.83 was reached in 
1897." In 1909 the rate was 4.21. Dur­
ing the same time there has- been a 
steady decrease in all the leading 
countries.

That danger inherent in coal min­
ing can be largely eliminated is shown 
by the low constant death rates in 
Great Britain. Coal mine explosions 
are much more frequent in Canada 
and United States than in any of the 
European countries^

The following example is exceed­
ingly significant. In 1850 the fatality 
rate in Belgian coal mines was as 
high as the present Canadian death 
rate while at the present time it av­
erages the lowest in the world. This 
decline in the death rate was due to 
the combined efforts of mine owners, 
workmen and the administration of 
mines, to the diffusion of technical 
and professional knowledge and to 
organisation for the scientific study 
of accidents.

Although the death rate in metalli­
ferous mines in Canada is lower than 
in" the coal mines it is much higher 
than in any of the European coun­
tries. The death rate in Canada for 
the neriod 1900-1909 was 3.82. With

Calgary, Dec. 29—The first evidence

The evidence against the accused is 
entirely circumstantial, it being shown 
that they were the only persons who 
were near the scene of the shooting, 
the body being found near their 
camp.

The accused stoutly maintain their 
innocence, claiming they fired no 
shots on the day upon which King­
ston was killed. The general belief 
is that the deceased was shot in mis­
take for a deer and that the person 
who fired at him is afraid to confess 
or that he must have been struck oy 
a stray bullet and the person firing 
was not aware of having hit him.

Fifteenth Century Legacy, Involving 
Four Hundred Thousand.

London, Dec. 28—A case which will 
decide the allocation of $405,000, nov 
in chancery, will shortly come on in 
the law courts. The story of this 
mcney opens in the fifteenth century, 
when a peddler bequeathed to the old 
Lambeth parish an acre of riverside 
land on the condition that his do-g,- 
which had accompanied him in his 
travels! might be buried in the church 
yard.

The peddler’s legacy, known as the 
Peddler’s A ore, brought in only same 
70 cents a year originally, but at the 
time- the London county council ac­
quired the estate the Lambeth council 
was receiving $9,000 a year from it. 
The money was devoted to the reduc­
tion of the local rates, being equiva­
lent to a rate of one farthing in the 
pound.

The Londcn county council bought 
ihe estate to build its new county ha-il 
on It, the price being $405,000. The 
money was paid into chancery, as the 
council did not wish to participate in 
the dispute which arose as to its allo­
cation.

In cld days there had been many 
fights over the property, and in 1824 
an attempt was made to sell or mort­
gage the acre in order to build a 
chapel in the district. The inhabitants 
protested and secured an. act of par­
liament in the reign of George IV.. 
vesting the property in the rector and 
church wardens and ten ether rated 
inhabitants, the rents and proceeds to 
be applied to parochial purposes. The 
church wardens claimed a share of me 
price paid by the County council, and 
the fight now lies between them and 
the Lambeth Borough council.

Reported That Delegates Will Fleet 
•Du Sun Yat Sen As tile President 
of the Provincial Government of the 
Eighteen United Provinces.

Shanghai, Dec. 27—It is reported 
that the delegates of the eighteen pro­
vinces of China propose to meet at 
Nanking on December 28 to elect Dr. 
Sun Yat Sen as president of the pro­
visional government of the united pro­
vinces. An informal meeting between 
Wu Ting Fang and Tang Shao Yi, the 
leaders of the revolutionaries and tne 
imperialists respectively, at the peace 
conference took place today.

The arrival of Dr. Sun Yat Sen 
has injected an entirely new and 
forceful element in the ranks and 
councils of the revolutionaries.

Both windows in the kitchen .were 
. broken by the explosion and a large 
hole torn in the ceiling .immediately 
above the range, which was Complete­
ly wrecked.

There are two possible explanations 
of the o9,use of the explosion. The 
fire in the stove na-d been allowed to 
go out during the night and the hot 
water front had probably frozen up. 
Consequently when a new’ fire was 
started, steam was generated and be­
ing confined, exploded. The second 
explanation is that a stick of dyna­
mite had in-some way got into the coal 
which had just, been put into the stove.

Mr. Storey would have sustained 
much more serious injuries from the 
explosion if at the time he had not 
been in a stooping position in front 
of the stove. His injuries are not 
considered serious.

security is to be preserved. The point 
of t>e Standard’s illustration is against 
its argument, for the point Is that 
Britaii does not cancel, ship-building 
programs—as the Borden Government 
has done—but builds the ships. The 
idea that warship7buliding should be 
suspended until the naval architects 
have exhausted their ingenuity and 
have decided what is to be the final 
and unsurpassable type of warship 
would be a splendid one if all the na­
tions would agree to act upon It. But 
they won’t, and the nation which ad­
opted this plan ot waiting while its 
neighbors and potential enemies con­
tinued to build shlfe, would not be In 
position to build" many of the unsur- 
passables when the architects have 
finally discovered the design.

BUSINESS MANAGEMENT
VS. POLITICAL CONTROL.

JUst about the time Premier Sltton 
was telling the members of the Legis­
lature that the telephone system of 
this Province has been paying its way 
to the last cent from the moderate 
rentals charged for the use of ’phones, 
Premier Roblin cf Manitoba, was se-v- 
ing nctlce on the telephone users rf 
that Province that they will have to 
pay more for the use of the pho .,es 
next year than they have been payln.7. 
How much more may ye inaicated 
this example; a business man who us <» 
his ’phone twenty times a day will non 
year have to pay the Manitoba Gov­
ernment 3146 for the use of the Instru­
ment. This year he is charged 36J 
and nothing asked as to how many 
times he uses it. Ine reason for the 
boost of course is that the Manitoba 
system has been losing money—con­
trary to the deliberate mis-statement 
of Hon. Rooert Rogers to the Legisla­
ture—and that drastic means are now 
necessary to pull It out cf the hole. 
If, an seems probable, the protests 
against the present outrageous pro­
posal are so numerous and vigorous | 
that the Government has to back up, 
seme other means will nave to be 
foi.nl for raising the money—perhaps 
it w'lt be taken out of the general 
funds of the province. That this sorry 
state of affairs was not due to the 
system ’itself is clear enough irorn tne 
tact that up until 1908 the Bell Tele­
phone Co. ran it as a money-making 
enterprise, and then sold it to tne 
Government as a money-making en­
terprise; ^nd the Bell company did 
not charge any such rates as the 
Government propose to exact lrom any­
one ii. Manitoba whe feels himsen 
wealthy enough to have a telephone 
next year. The difference in the re­
sults attained by the Bell company 
and lry the Roblin Government is pre­
cisely the same as the difference in the 
results attained by the Alberta Gov­
ernment and by the Roblin Govern­
ment—that is, the difference between 
success and failure. And in each case 
the cause has been the same. Under 
the Alberta Government—as under 
the Bell company in Manitoba—the 
telephone system has been run as a 
business concern, on business lines, for 
business purposes. Under the Rob- 
lin Government in Manitoba the 
teleplicne system has been run as part 
of the political machinery of the dom- 
inan* party, for political purposes, and 
on pclitical lines. The results arg juti 
wha. they might be expected to be. 
In A’berta the telephone system has 
bean extended hundreds if miles and 
new and costly exchanges put In until 
tht: capital invested in It Is something 
aroiird three and a half million dol­
lars. and yet with the reascnaole 
charger made for the use of ’phones 
the revenue Is sufficient to pay the op­
erating charges, the Intereit on the 
plait.-, and to maintain the system 
in first-class condition. In Manitoba 
lines have been built for political 
purposes into out-of-the-way places 
whe.e there was no hope or chance of 
getting enough subscribers to pay tne 
cosip the system has been loaded up 
with political agents, and its require­
ments bought from political friends at 
their own price»; while over it was 
put r. "commission" whose usefulness 
was in no wise proportioned to its 
cost: with the result tnat the public 
arc now invited to pay the piper.

.Mail and Empire: Los Angeles has 
found It impossible to sell any part Of 
its new bond issue, because its "pro­
gressive" policies have loadel it with 
debt almost to the sinking point. 
Progress sometimes goes so far and 
so fast nowadays that it tripe over 
itself coming back.

London Advertiser—Premier sif- 
ton of Alberta wishes to make the 
single tax compulsory within seven 
years. Y'et the proposal to allow a 
municipality in Ontario to even 
slightly discriminate between land 
values and values created by the labor 
and thought of man is denounced as 
revolutionary.

Vancouver Province: The Ameri­
can beet trust is threatened with 
competition from an unexpected quar­
ter. Australian rabbits can be placed 
on the Chicago market at half the 
price of the corn fed steers of Iowa 
or the prairie grass nourished heifers 
of Nebraska. The agile hoppers from 
the land of the kangaroo have the ad­
ditional advantage of being more 
toothsome and digestible than the 
long pronged mavericks of the West.

Aylmer .Reformer:—The defeat ot 
the reciprocity proposals has cost the 
prairie farmers, it Is estimated, twelve 
million dollars on his year’s crop 
alone. How much It would have been 
In the pockets of the Ontario farmer 
this year may be figured from the 
foregoing amount, seeing that we 
prod-uce more than all the West com­
bined. Then some interested ones tell 
us that reciprocity is dead. If st is, it 
is the most valuable “dead one" that 
we have ever heard of.

Montreal Herald: Some surprise is 
expressed - in the United States that 
the woollen interests did net succeed 
in getting the last ounce of flesh lrom 
the consumer, and that while the 
duty on some woollen goods totals 184 
per cent., the excess of domestic over 
foreign price is only 67 per cent. This 
is most distressing, and seems to point 
to the conclusion that after a certain 
point of extortion the American con­
sumer will wear newspapers or fig 
leaves sooner than bid sheep products 
up any further. Such conduct can­
not be too bitterly condemned a; pre­
judiced and unpatriotic. When the 
United States says that its citizens 
shall pay to its woollen manufactur­
ers 184 per cent, more than the for­
eign price of a commodity, it expects 
them to do It, and any other course 
is nothing short of passive resistance.

the ccnstitution. That is merely ad­
mitting that on the point at issue 
there is nothing to be said on the P *rl 
of the A. and G. W. promoters and 
the friends of the Journal.

That the act complained of has 
injured the credit of any Canadian 
province, of the Dominion, or of 
Province cf Alberta itself, even th» 
Journal is not rash enough to aver. 
That such has not been a result of 
the measure is too well known to re­
quire proof or to admit of dispute. 
Th s being so, it is no business of the 
Dominion as the custodian of the pub­
lic credit whether the company was

dlsso.ved or was not dissolved. As 
for any rights that individuals in the 
comi tny or others holding contracts 
with the company may claim to have, 
the law courts are open to them. If 
the Dominion Government interferes 
it wiH be interfering gratuitously, and 
under circumstances which would 
make interferende a tyrannical abuse of 
the disallowance power and a gross 
trespass upon the rights of the Pro­
vince .

Th*» Ottawa Citizen takes its party- 
frier d the Montreal Star, gently to 
task for trying to urge a naval policy 
on ih#‘ Borden Government. The Star 
has a notion that the correct way to 
aid T imperial defence is to contribute 
mo'icj to the up-keep of the British 
navy, an idea that was ’ ery popular 
with Mr. Borden and in Conservative 
circb s generally not so very lcmg ago. 
The Citizen discourses pleasantly 
abou: the Star and its policy to the 
exter/ of a column, without disclos­
ing whether or not it has any opinion 
of its own on the matter, and winds

CREATING A NEW DEPARTMENT.

Thu Borden Government has de.- 
cidej to create a department of poli­
tics tc be managed by a commission 
of thiee members. It will be the duty 
of this body to rummage the files c* 
the various departments at Ottawa, 
seeking if they can find something 
which the Ministers can use to the 
political discredit of their predeces­
sor!; in; other words, to dig up cam- 
paigi material fer the Government. 
For this political service the members 
of the board will of course be paid tv 
the. public. Having thus killed two 
bin1.3 with one stone; having landed 
three friends in comfortable jobs wi’.h 
fat salaries, and having established a 
pclit.cal powder factory at the public 
expense, the Government has gone a 
step farther and will empower the 
mft'i commission to appoint sub-com­
missions, deputy-commissions, assist- 
ant-commissions and what other spe­
cies of the genus may be found neces­
sary either tox provide jobs for more 
friends or to help produce ammuni­
tion for election battles. The chair- 
ma l of the main commision, a gentle­
man of whose political activities New- 
fc.urui’and grew weary and whose ser­
vices that colony found it could get 
alrng without, has caught the idea of 
the thing. He commends warmly tho 
power given him and his colleagues 
to pitvide for the wants and silence 
th:» importunities of the friends of the 
Minn lers and the Commisio'ners bv 
appeinting these sub-commissioners. 
And he proposes an amendment, and 
an improvement, to the scheme. he 
mal.i ccmmission he thinks should fe 
made permanent. For jobs that arc 
Ilk to end he has, it seems, no strong 
attai liment, remembering probably 
what happened to him in Newfound­
land and fearing that history migut 
repeat itself. So he thinks a Govern­
ment so generous as to provide joos 
ad lib. might go a step further and 
provide that the holders should have a 
permanent hold upon the jobs. A s 
ho puts it, it is not enough to Fee 
whether the late Ministers were hon 
est; the present ones are in need cf 
so lie kind of guardians or chaperons 
tcr their continued good behaviour. A 
Mini* ter, he says, has friends, and the 
friends occasionally want things—a 
discovery that seems fairly obvious in 
view of the elevation that has sud­
denly ccme to himself. But what the 
friends want is not always in line with 
the public interests, he argues; where­
fore the commission should be made 
a peimanent custodian of the Min­
isterial Integrity, a kind of sharv- 
tongi.ed stepmother which would be 
evsr at the Minister’s elbow warning 
him of temptation and rebuking him 
for lapses fregn moral or political rec­
titude. There is more of the sauio 
sort with the same Import—-that he 
and himself arc honest men, but t lit 
the* Ministers are men who need 
watching. If the Ministers do nA 
take this to be a somewhat poin 'jd 
reference to themselves the idea of the 
Chaim an may be acted upon and the 
political department of the Govern­
ment be made a permanent charge 
upon the public revenues.

Montreal Gazette—-Some little time 
ago Lord Charles Beresford intimated 
that Mr. Reginald McKenna, when he 
exchanged offices with Mr. Winston 
Churchill, was practically kicked out 
of the Admiralty because the navy 
was not maintained in the proper 
condition. Now Mr. McKenna retorts 
that. Lord Charles talks too much, that 
people know this and pay no atten­
tion to what he says, and further that 
he is not fit* for the position to which 
he aspires. Thus raked, it can hard­
ly be expected Lord Charles will re­
main quiet. The further stages of tne 
engagement should be lively.

Toronto Globe—The coming of the 
Orientals to Canada, whether from 
India or from China or from Japan, 
aggravates the already vexed problem 
of democratic self-government in this 
country. British Columbia, with its 
very small population of varied peo­
ples not yet well organized^ has ob­
stacles enough in its path to sound 
tnd stable government without add:ng 
the still more difficult task cl making 
political citizens of thousands of Ori­
entals whose whole history and life 
have been utterly undemocratic.

Toronto Globe—It may be a mere 
accident, but!* pecple cannot fail to 
note the fact that the members of 
the Borden Ministry who have so far 
made themselves most conspicuous by 
the dismissal of civil servants to make 
room for their party supporters are 
Mr. Monk, Minister of Public Works, 
and Mr. Pelletier, Postmaster-Gener­
al; both Nationalists. Mr. Monk has 
been regaided and respected by h:s 
opponents as a man of getid intentions 
and honorable character ;not even his 
best friends can defend his actions in 
dismissing with brutal callousness 
batch after batch of employeés in his 
department. There are in all the de­
partments of the public service, hold­
ing humble positions, men and women 
who have grown comparatively old in 
the discharge of the simple duties as­
signed to them. These duties "hey 
are as ablfe to perform as ever thev 
were, and-jit is not alleged that they 
have become incompetent Toe late 
in life to seek other positions as a 
means of living, they find themselves 
at a moment’s notice thrust into the 
strèets to make room for party worK- 
ers no more able to serve the public 
than they are

Montreal Star—Out in Alberta, they 
taking all taxation off industry and tne 
are going to try the experiment of 
products of industry. Apparently they 
do n*. it desire to discourage industry in 
that province. We usually tax what 
we'want to restrict.

Brockville, Dec. 27—At an early 
hour this morning the main business 
section of Brockville narrowly escap­
ed being wiped out by a fire vyhich 
destroyed the Hotel Strathcona. the 
largest and finest hotel in the town. 
A heavy rain proved the only salva­
tion.

It was 5 ciclock when the night 
clerk and bell boy detected smoke. 
The servants and guests were quicaly 
aroused. Fortunately the latter num­
ber was light, not more than fifteen 
being registered. These found tueir 
way out with their belongings, with 
the exception of Police Magistrate 
Clarke, of Cardinal. He was tcund 
in the building in a dazed condition 
an hour and a half later by two fire­
men. By means of a ladder he was 
rescued.

After a hard fight the firetnen tri­
umphed, but the hotel was reduced to 
ashes. It was erected by Thomas 
Tompkins of Ottawa in 1901 at a ecst 
of $75,000. The loss about $80,uuo. 
Insurance of $35,000 is carried in the 
London, Liverpool and Globe.

The present cold snap, while not 
. unduly severe for this time of year, 
is the cause for mere or less interfer­
ence with railway traffic and train 
crews are having,troubles of their own 
these days. But few trains, either pas­
senger or freight, are coming in on 
the regular schedule and in many in­
stances they are several hours late.

The passenger service especially 
feels the effect of the weather man's 
efforts to give western Canada a little 
touch of real winter. Through trains 
running from Winnipeg to Edmonton 
on all three lines, experience the most 
difficulty in making the trips on time. 
The reasons for their being delayed 
are varied and numerous.

The Grand Trunk flyer from W'n- 
nipeg, due here at 9.15 p.m. Wednes­
day pulled in at 10.30 a.m. yesteruay, 
more than 11 hours late. The train not 
only encountered snow storms in Sas­
katchewan, but ran low on water as 
it approached a water tank east of To- 
field and was obliged to remain there 
for ■ three or four hours. The tank 
was frozen up and it was necessary 
to thaw it out before the train could 
proceed.

The Canadian Northern train. No. 1, 
scheduled to arrive in Edmonton at 
7.15 yesterday was tied up by a 
snow storm in Saskatchewan Wednes­
day afternoon for several hours, and 
got in here at 1.15 p.m. yesterday. 
Passengers on the belated train repo-t 
the storm as quite severe accompanied 
by a heavy fall of snow. Very little 
snow has fallen along the Canadian 
Northern line in Alberta.

The Canadian Pacific trains are aTso 
being delayed between Edmonton and 
Winnipeg. Freight trains on all throe 
railroads are having the same trouble 
in running on schedule time.

-Dr. Elscar Pelle Deny That Britain Has Sent Ulti­
matum.

London, Dec. 28—The foreign office 
declares to be absolutely without war­
rant and entirely incorrect the state­
ment circulated in the United States 
that the British government had sent 
an ultimatum to Russia demanding 
the immediate cessation of the rav­
ages of the Cossacks in Persia.

The. attitude of the British govern­
ment has not changed in any way 
since Foreign Secretary Sir Edward 
Grey speke in the house on Novem­
ber 24 on the foreign affairs and re­
cognized that the action of Russia in 
northern Persia was justified from 
the Russian point of view.

The foreign office is not in the least 
likely to take any step that will em­
barrass Russia at the present crisis. 
The British government may even find 
it necesary to send reinforcements ot i troops from India to southern Persia 

! in consequence of the attack on the 
British consul, Smart, at Kazaroon, 
but a large punitive expedition is not 
at present contemplated.

Utilities are Municipally Owned.

Regina, Sask., Dec. 28.—A meeting 
of the boards of trade of Southern 
Saskatchewan will be held here on 
January 4th. It is expected that 
upwards ef fifty boards will be repre­
sented and questions of traffic con­
gestion and other important matters 
will be dealt with.

STEAMEA PLUNGED TO

Collision About, 11)0 Miles East of 

Htttifax Results in Drowning of 
Three of - tile Crew of til-fated 
Ship—Remainder. Rescued.

Halifax, Dec.. 27-—-The French mail 
steamer St. Pierre, Miquelon, arrived 
at North Sydney from Halifax to­
night having on board the crew of 
the British steamer Renwick, Captain 
Chapmâh. The two steamers ware ïn 
a collision off Green Island about 100 
miles east of Halifax early this morn­
ing the French boat striking the 
Renwick amidships, sending her to 
the bottom head first, carrying down 
three of the crew who were sleeping 
in the forward part çf the Renwick. 
The accident happened about 3 
o'clock.

The weather was fine with very 
little sea running. The Renwick was 
under charter for the Inverness Coal

of. .the, accident was on, her way from 
Pdrt Hastings to Bridgewater, coal 
laden. One of the drowned men was 
William Wiggenton, an Englishmarf, 
35 years of age, unmarried. The 
name® of the others are unobtainable.

PERSIAN ATROCITIES 
ALARM THE BRITISH

Mull y Disquiet vd at lil itfeh Cpmjrfîéit}’ 
In Persian Troubles—Further Re­
port on Tabriz Outrages—Inhabit­
ants Uspre, iDel'enveless Against tile 
Russians’ Attaeks.

London, Doc. 2 7.—The Russian 
government has decided upon stern 
measures to suppress the disorders at 
Tabriz and oinex disturbed Persian 
towns. The destruction of,.the tele­
graph lines makes it impossible to get 
a reliably narrative of the outbreak, 
yet it cannot be doubted that a Situ­
ation of tile gravest complexity has 
arisen.

1 As reports of Russian progress in 
Persia and stories of the indiscrim­
inate killing of natives in Tabriz and 
R.esht and of the destruction of Per­
sian constitutional government under 
?Russian manaces- continue to reach 
England, the people,are becoming in­
creasingly disquieted at the British 
government’s complicity, which the 
foreign secretary. Sir .Edward. Grey, 
thinks is a matter of policy and com­
pelled by the Anglo-Russian agree­
ment.

Report of Atrdcities.
The Persia committee, composed of 

prominent Englishmen interested in 
Persian affairs, has received the fol­
lowing telegram from the provincial 
assembly at Tabriz, sent through the 
Persia secretary at Constantinople.

“On Dec. 21, Russian troops at­
tacked and seized the administration 
building. They trampled school chil­
dren underfoot and killed and 
wounded innocent men and women. 
They also looted the shops. The in­
habitants, after extraordinary for­
bearance, began to defend- them­
selves and forced the Russians to 
evacuate the government offices. On 
Dec. 22, the Russians bombarded the 
city until sunset, consternation In­
creasing hourly.

Renewed BonrHnrilment.
“On Dec. 23, in consequence of or­

ders from the central government to 
cease fighting, the Inhabitants took no 
steps to defend themselves, but the 
Russians renewed the bombardment, 
firing from the environ of their con­
sulate and killing innocent inhabit­
ants.

“The inhabitants still remained 
quiet on Dec*. 25, but the ferocity of 
the Russians greatly increased. They 
killed many women and children and 
a large number of buildings were 
burned by them. If, to-morrow, they 
do not desist from their savage at­
tacks, the inhabitants will be com­
pelled to defend jhemselves.''

Ottawa, Dec. 2#—A new feature of 
the recently appointed civil service 
commission has just come to light at 
the capital. This is that M. N. Du- 
charme, the French member cif tfte 
commission, is the head of Le Devoir 
Publishing Company ,of which Henri 
JBourassa is the editor.

This fact ,it is contended, more than 
substantiates the suspicion at first 
given utterance to, that the commis­
sion is entirely partisan in character, 
and has primarily for its object the 
work of head hunting and creation 
of vacancies. It is stated here that 
the appointment of Ducharme came 
directly from Monk, the minister of 
public works, in whose department 
the work of dismissal of public ser­
vants has so far been most noticeable. 
It is in this department that the com­
mission will commence its investiga­
tion.

The Liberal employees of the govç 
ernment are already commencing to 
worry in view of these facts. How­
ever, Hon. Mr. Morine stated tonight 
that it is not to be a muck raking 
body, but its primary function is de­
partmental recognition. To bring that 
about will require careful scrutiny in­
to existing conditions. The purpose, 
he says, is to locate the weak spots 
in the departmental administration so 
that such defects may be remedied 
and reoccurrence of trouble prevented.

The inquiry will be both public and 
private. No general counsel has been 
selected but from time, tc. time dif­
ferent lawyers are likely to be en­
gaged along with experts. * The en­
quiry will not start till early in the 
new year, and will extend over many 
months.

To Test Bonusing Principle.

Ijondon, Ont., Dec. 2 7.—T. G. Mere­
dith, London's city solicitor, today is­
sued a writ against the town of New­
market, asking for ,am injunction, to 
prevent that town from issuing $25,- 
000 debentures in connection with a 
proposed loan to the Harding Motor 
Co., now a London industry. This is 
a test case, and one of great interest, 
in view of >the competition for fac­
tories between industrial centres.

NO MBRE JAPS ARE TO 
GOME INTO CANADA

Government of the -Mikado Will Ab­
solutely Strip Emigration Legisla­
tor Front Japan ill Ottawa—His 
Cpuntry Anxious to Secure Canad­
ian Trade and Friendship.

Ottawa, Dec. 26^-The.t the Japa­
nese government intend in future to 
send no Japanese immigrants to Can­
ada at all, wae.gtatgd ,by. K. Miyako, a 
lawyer and member -of the Japanese 
parliament for Ibaraki, near Tokio, 
who. is in towij,en route home from 
Rofiie. ,

For some time past as is generally 
known Japanese immigration to Can­
ada has been restricted but according 
to Mr. Miyako as a. result of an 
agreement belweeq different members 
of the cabinet of his. country it will 
ih future be absolutely stopped.

Represented China.
Mr. Miyako was one of seven re­

presentatives cdioseh by Japane . 
parliament to represent it at the in­
ternational Congress of Memmbers 
Pariiament to be held in Rome. On 
account of an oudbreak of cholera 
there however the meeting was post­
poned.

Japan will be in,.the throes of a 
general election next May he sain 
There is, however, no big question up. 
The navy matter apparently does no: 
bother the people in the land of the 
Rising Sun, the cabinet being con­
tent to keep up the present sea 
strength without pursuing a policy of 
enlargement. What will be done in 
the future, however, is a subject fur 
debate.

The brigade of sharpshooters, 
consisting of four regiments and com­
prising about 40,000 men, w-ith four 
squadrons of Cossacks and a batterj* 
of artillery, is considered suffleiea^ to 
maintain order in the city of Tabriz.

The following: article from the 
Daily Trade Bulletin -of Chicago is re­
produced at the request of a leading 
poultry house, as i't covers many 
facts that apply quite ad much to 
the Edmonton as the Chicago market:

In the first place, poultry should be 
well led and well -watered, and then 
kept from 18 to 24 hours without 
food before killing. Stock dressed 
out brighter when well watered and 
adds to the appearance. Pull crops 
injure the appearance and are liable 
to sour, and when this does occur, 
correspondingly lower prices must be 
accepted than obtained for choice. 
Never kill by wringing neck.

Dressing Chickens.
Kill by bleeding in mouth or open­

ing of v eins of the neck ; hang by the 
feet until properly bled. Leave head 
ana leet on and do not remove intes­
tines or -crop. Scalded chicken^ sell 
best. For scalded chickens the 
water should be as near the boiling 
point as poss.ble . without boding— 
160 or 170 degrees Parhenheit; pick 
the legs dry before scalding; hold by 
the head and legs and immerse and 
dip up and down five or six times; ilf 
the head is immersed it turns the 
color Oi the comb and gives the eyes 
a shrunken appearance, which leads 
buyers to think the fowl has been 
sick; the feathers and pin fealhe.s 
should be removed immediately, 
while the body is warm, very cleanly 
and without breaking the skin; then 
(plump) by dipping ten seconds in 
water nearly or quite boiling hot; 
hang in cool place (or better place on 
shelves in sihape you wish them to 
appear when cooled—hanging draws 
the. breast muscles and makes them 
look thi-ner -when coo-led and harder 
to pack) until the animal heat is en­
tirely. out of the body. To dry-pick 
ch.iokens properly, the work should be^ 
done while the chickens are bleeding; 
do not wait and let the body get 
cold. Dry picking is much easily 
done, while the bodies are warm. Be 
careful not to break and tear tee 
skin.

Dressing Turkeys.
Observe the same instructions as 

given for preparing chickens, but al­
ways dry pick. Pick when warm to 
avoid tearing. The tail feathers 
come off with a twist—a straight pull 
will (set) them. Dressed turkeys, 
when dry picked, always set best and 
command better prices than scaled 
lots, as the appearance is brighter 
and more attractive. Endeavor to 
market all old anh heavy gobblers be­
fore January 1st, as after the holi­
days the demand Ls small, fat hen 
turkeys only, old toms being sold at a 
discount to camners.

Ducks and Geese.
should be scalded in the same tem­
perature of water as for other k,:nds 
of poultry, but it requires more time 
for the water to penetrate and loosen 
the feathers. Some parties advise, 
after scalding, to wrap them in. a 
blanket for the purpose of steaming, 
but they must not be left in this con­
dition long enough to cook the flesh. 
Do not undertake to dry pick geese 
and ducks just before killing for the 
purpose of saving the feathers, as it 
causes the skin to become very much 
inflamed and is a great injury to the 
sale. Do not picik the feathers off 
the head; leave the feathers on for 
two or three inches on the neck. Do 
not singe the -body for the purpose 
of removing any down or hair, as the 
heat from the flame will give them 
an odly and unsightly^ appearance. 
'After they are picked clean they 
should be held in scalding water 
arter ten seconds, for the purpose of 
plumning. and then rinsed off in 
clean, cold water. Fat, heavy stock 
is always preferred.

Cool Thoroughly.
Before packing and shipping, poul­

try should be thoroughly dry and cool, 
but not frozen—the animal heat 
should be entirely out pf the. body; 
pack in boxes or barrels, and see , 
that packages are clean, lining them 
with manilla or straw paper; boxes ! 
holding 100 to 200 are preferable and 
pack. smugly; s-traig.hten out the body 
and legs, so that they will not arrivé 
very much «bent and twisted out of 
shape; fill the packages as full as 
possible to prevent moving about on 
the way; barrels answer better for 
chickens and ducks than for turkeys 
or geese when convenient, avoid 
putting more than one kind in a 
package and mark . shipping direc­
tions plainly on the cover.

How to Dress Capons.
First be sure and not kill them un­

til crops are empty, -and that they 
are fat. A thin -capc.n is not as good 
as an ordinary chicken, because if no l 
large or a proper capon they are not 
wanted as -capons o-r chickens either. 
Leave feathery ch the neck from head 
down two-thirds of the way to the 
shoulders*. Leca.e feathers on two 
joints of wings. Leave feathers cm 
tail and half ivvay up the beck. ’ Leave 
feathers c.n levs nom k.nee joint two- 
thirds up -the hips. Ail 
the feathers come off. 
that are removed should 
a-nd* will se.Il if kept dry and clean. 
Be careful and keep the capon clean. 
Wrap paper around head. Appear­
ances add to the sale, and, of course, 
price.

Londo>n, England, Dec. 29.—The 
Times' tit. Petersburg correspondent, j 
discussing the fighting at Tabriz, says j 
today: “it may be questioned whether 
St. Petersburg was wise in deciding I 
upon a punitive policy involving the ; 
abrogation of Persian sovereign 
rights. Russia does not "dream of an­
nexing Persian territory, and the 
highly complex and dangerous task [ 
of mating out retribution to the Tab- ! 
riz revolutionaries is likely to provoke 
further unjust accusations agaiust 
Russia.

“Before the fighting ended at Tab­
riz, almost all the Russian ammuni­
tion had been éxpended and had the 
Fidais continued to fight a day longer 
the Russians would have been over­
powered. Many people here hre ask­
ing who was responsible for the grave 
blunder °f depleting the Tabriz de­
tachment on the eve of an outbreak 
which was openly preparing.”

Shuster Not Advised of Successor
Teheran, Dec. 29—W. .norgan Shus­

ter, the treasurer-general of Persia, 
who was dismissed on the demand oi 
Russia, has not yet received any com­
munication from the Persian govern­
ment as to who will succeed him.

It has been learned that Mr. Shus­
ter’s fourteen American assistants 
consider that their contracts with Per­
sia have been violated by Persia's ac­
ceptance of the clauses of the Russian . 
ultimatum, subjecting the appointment 
of officials under the treasurer-gener­
al to the approval of Great Britain 
and Russia. They don’t contemplate 
remaining in the treasury service un­
der any other than their American 
chief.

The Persian defence party in India 
h assent the following telegram to 
Mr. Shuster:-—

“Persians residing in India extreme­
ly aggrieve and have strongly pro­
tested against the action of the gov­
ernment in accepting the Russian de­
mands. We offer you our sincere 
sympathy.”

Telegrams from newspapers and 
private individuals in the United 
States supporting his actions have 
reached Mr. Shuster in large numbers.

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MOVINfi FICTtfflES TO 
BECDSTIEEDflY 

ACT OF LEGISLATURE
Attorney-General's Department Has 

Received Suggestions From 
€fcief of Police.

The necessity that moving pictures 
have an educational value is pointed 
out by almost every police and civic 
officer who responded ■ to the enquiries 
recently sent out under Instructions 
of the Honourable the Attorney-Gener­
al. The value of movirig pictures as 
ah educational feature is fully recog­
nized, the dangcd cf its abuse 
knoivn, and the tendency on the part 
of some managers to convert old 
Stores^—absolutely without fire protec­
tion and proper ventilatlon^-is pointed 
out in almost every report.

In the majority of *cases the sugges­
tions which come in are timely and 
of great value, and bear out the action 
which the Attorney-General has taken 
in introducing to the legislature an 
act governing moving pictures.

The chief of police of " Edmonton 
makes the suggestion that theatres, 
moving plcturè shows, and dance halls, 
should bé regulated by Provincial en­
actment; that a cehsor Should be ap­
pointed whose duty it would be to 
stamp every film before it is allowed 
to be shown;, and that the exhibition 
of a film which is not stamped shouiu 
be -punished by a heavy nne.

Calgary reports that most" of the 
theatres are satisfactory, but fhat one 
or tWd" afè positively ftàrigérôus. The 
system j of lighting „ as used " in the 

“Chinook” theatre" is spoken of very 
highly. The awolntmenf of uniform­
ed officials with police powers is also 
urged by the Chief of Police in Cal­
gary, and the danger of converting 
long, narrow, stores into moving pic­
ture tü&aires is pointed, out; on ac­
count of the menace to human life In 
case of fire.

The Chief of Police of 'iiefhbridge 
malt6s Ihe, str^eMlon that the width 
of aisles and distance between chairs 
should be regulated by Act of Parlia­
ment, as the tbndèncy' ijk to ct-owd so 
much that it would be Impossible in 
case of a panic for‘people to ;rttid room 
to move. This is particularly true 
where patrons are allowed to Stand in 
the aisles.

A further, recommendation is "made 
that the act should prohibit operators 
under twenty-one years pf age work­
ing^ machines. Still- another sugges­
tion Is that sensational pictunfi and 
“güiï play” should be absolutely eli- 
fmlnated. Possibly one of the most 
marked^ and one of the best sugges­
tions comes from the chief of police 
at Medicine Hat, in which he points 
out the necessity of better ventilation; 
recommends that children under six­
teen be not admitted to evening shows 
unless accompanied by adults, and 
that special matinees for women and 
children should be put on during the 
afternoons.

A suggestion which appears fre­
quently from the smaller towns is 
that there Is too much display of the 
American flag and not enough of the 
British and Canadian' scenes to develop 
the patriotism of the patrons of the 
theatre. Only one1 pltfce reports that 
films are repulsive or suggestive, in­
quiry brings out the information that

BAVE COUNCILS RIGHT 
TO PASS 1912 ESTIMATES

Question Now Arises As to Propriety 
of Present Councils of Two Cities 
Passing Estimates Which Should 
Ordinarily be Matter For New 
CounclPs Consideration.

Thé right of the present councils of 
Edmonton and Strathcona to authorize 
expenditures to be mode in their res­
pective cities during 1912 is b$ing 
questioned in many quarters. Atten­
tion is being called to the fact that in 
the past it has always been • custom­
ary for the estimates to be consider­
ed and passed upon by the council for 
the year in which the expenditures are 
to be made. Members of both coun­
cils at the* present time desire to de­
part from t tiffs practice to *j)ass the 
estimates foç 1912 and to subirait the 
money bylaws to the ratepayers be­
fore the new council comes into office: 
Objection has been raised to this 
courte by one cf the a ccii •«. 
Strathcona, who urged that the esti­
mates should be passed by the ddnncil 
which should spend the money.

Clauses 6 and 7 of Title 17 of the 
Edmonton City Charter are as follows:

“6.—The . commissioners of the city 
shall annually submiit to the council 
at the first meeting after the annual 
election recommendations and esti­
mates for expenditures which in their 
opinion - should be ipade by the city 
during the current year. ?

“7.—The council- shall deal with the 
same and shall provide the necesr.âry 
funds for such expenditures as they 
determine to make.”

While these clauses would seem to 
require that the annual estimates 
shall be submitted to the new coun­
cil at the first meeting after its elec­
tion the opinion of the city sQlieitor 
is that this provision is merely direct­
ory and imposes no prohibition on the 
consideration of estimates at any time 
at the discretion of the council and 
commissioners. It would appear 
-therefore that ip following the course 
proposed the councils will not cqme *n- 
toconflict with the provisions of the 
charter. The only remaining consider­
ation Will be ttiè Suggestion that in 
following this ^urse they, will be 
usurping the rights of W council to 
be elected In March.

Under: New Rules of Street Railway 
Department Conductors Cannot 
Accept BUIS of Higher Denomina­
tion Unless Prepared to Give 
Change at Once.

When the new rules of the street 
railway department, now under con­
sideration, co-me into effect, no con­
ductor will accept in payment fbr 
fares bills of higher denomination 
than two dollars, unless he is prepar­
ed to furnish change at once. A set 
of new rules, In which this provision 
is made, were submitted to the city 
commissioners at their regular meet­

ing yesterday and will be approv­
ed subject to a lew changes suggested 
by thè city solicitor.

Among the suggestions made by 
Mr. Bown was one which would pro­
hibit the objectionable practice of 
forcibly ejecting passengers- from 
cars in case of a refusal to pay the 
fare or leave the car. The city 
solicitor suggests that the council be 
asked to pass a bylaiw relating to the 
conduct of passengers, so that in case 
of such refusal the offender could be 
brought into the police court and 
fined. * -

"I think,” he says, in his written 
report, “it would be a more dignified 
way of dealing with the matter than 
the making of a forcible ejection.”

To minimize the danger from col­
lisions, cars will be required to carry 
lanterns, which may be placed in 
front of the Cars in case any inter­
ruption of the current should throw 
them into darkness. This provision 
was suggested by the solicitor, in view 
of the fact that the city has already 
on hand a suit for damages arising 
from an accident which occurred on 
the packing plant line, when a car 
was thrown into darkness and was 
charged by another car.

Conductors will also be required 
to announce distinctly the streets 
which they- are approaching, and will 
also be required to give transfers at 
any time when requested by passen­
gers.

Leaving Grouard with beautiful 
weather conditions prevailing and 
travelling 229 miles southeast to Atha­
basca landing", only to find that real 
winter had set in, and the farther 
south it came the colder it got, was 
the Experience of I. B. Flater, J. P.

Messrs. Flater and Roberts, accom­
panied by Paul G. Jung, a Chinese 
American capitalist of Vancouver, left 
here about three weeks ago for the 
north, Grouard being their objective 
point. They spent nine days there 
lôoking ever the ground with a view 
of investing some money in land. Just 
before they Intended to leave Mr. 
Jung was taken Ill. Although his con­
dition was not serious, it was not con­
sidered advisable for him to make the 
return trip until he had thoroughly re­
covered. He accordingly went to the 
hospital In Grouard for treatment for 
a short time.

Mr. Flater said today he never saw 
finer weather In his life than that at 
Grouard during his stay there. It Was 
so mild in'fact that overcoats were al­
most superfluous.

Mr. Flater said there was some ac­
tivity in real estate circles there and 
the town appeared to be taking on 
considerable life. He anticipated a 
prosperous season In Grouard the 
coming spring and summer.

Mr. Roberts expects to return to 
Grouard in the near future and may 
decide to remain thebe permanently.

The year 1912 will be marked by 
the largest expenditure ever made in 
this city for the erection of school 
buildings.

A new school will 
also be erected in the Groat Estate 
to supply much needed accommoda­
tion for the rapidly growing school 
population in the west end of the city.

Thé license of the Iroquois hotel, at 
Strathcona, was suspended on Thurs­
day. Complaints regarding the con­
duct of this hotel hrtve been frequent 
and during the past ccvnic Qf months 
the place has figured 1 ninentiy in 
the police court.

A Wholesale license in the southern 
part of the province was automatically 
cancelled last week through an Infrac­
tion of the Indian ac..

Officers oî the license department 
raided a “blind pig” at Milk River, in 
the local option district South of Leth­
bridge. Evidence was procured which 
secured a conviction before Magistrate 
McMillan, of Warner, and, a fine not 
being paid, a four months term in the 
Letihbridge jail was inflicted. The 
difference between the handling of 
“blind pig” operators under the Liquor 
License Ordinance and the Criminal 
Code, as applied in the restricted dis­
trict along the G. T. P. construc­
tion, was illustrated west of Edmonton 
last week. Hive convictions of Illicit 
liquor selling . were reported. In one, 
under the Liquor License Ordnance, 
there was a fine of $240 and costs. In 
the other four, under the Criminal 
Code, there were fines of $50 for each 
offense. “A $50 fine looks easy to the 
ordinary ‘blind pigger,’ ” states an of­
ficial of the license department, “and 
is not muclf^of a detriment to the 
crime which is rife along the G. T. P.
If the restricted district was under 
the liquor license department, and stiff 
fines and imjjimpnment inflicted, 
could soon bé cléaned up.”

That Commissioner Candy may be 
appointed to efie change of the new 
iajius department, which tne' city 
council proposes to establish, is the 
iepor-i now current at tile City Hall. 
Mr. Candy was appointed tom^nis- 
sioner only until such time as per­
manent officials should be appointed 
to nil the place ot those wno were 
dismissed last summer. His service 
oh the board and the harmony of his 
relations with the superintendents are 
given as reasons for a desire to re­
tain him in the service of the city 
afrter January 1st, when the recently 
appointed commissioners, A. G. Har­
rison and John Chalmers, take office.

The establishment of a lands de­
partment was first proposed by Alder­
man Mclnnis at the last meeting of 
the city council, and a bylaiw provid­
ing lor the establishment of this de­
partment will be introduced at the 
next regualr meeting. If the plan 
is carried out as proposed, this de­
partment will undertake all pur­
chases of land required by the city for 
the erection of public buildings, wid­
ening of streets, etc., and it is urged 
that great saving to the city will re­
sult. Such purchases Would be un­
dertaken in advance of the needs of 
the city and without undue publicity, 
so that the city would be in no dan­
ger of the “hold-ups’’ in which it is 
frequently victimized by owners of 
real estate, when it is known that 
land is urgently required for some 
municipal purpose.

Dawson City Dispatch Received In 
New York Tells of Rash to 

Netv Eldorado.

New York, Dec. 26—A despatch 
from Dawson City, Yukon says: 
“Defying death, 200 more prospectors 
left here yesterday for the newly dis­
covered' goldfields at the head of Sixty 
Mile river. It was 40 beloiw and the 
journey is 130 miles. The new field is 
said to be richer even than were the 
sands around Dawson. The ground 
runs from $8 to $40 a foot and more 
than one pan worth, $100 has been 
washed out.Dawson enjoyed a Christ­
mas such as that in the first gold 
rush into the country. Every man 
who could raise the price of dogs and 
a sled, was either on his way to the 
new fields or 'preparing to start.

The construction of a spur track of 
the street railway to a local coal mine 
or the operation of a coal mine by 
the city connected with its street 
railway, is the plan suggested toy 
Commissioner Cana y for the reduction 
of cost in the operation of the power 
plant. At the present time no less 
than seven cars of coal aie consumed 
daily at the "plant, involving large 
cost for transportation in adaltion to 
placing the city very much at the 
mercy of the railway companies for 
prompt delivery of coal needed. The 
proposal of Commissioner Candy is 
that, if possible, a permanent con­
tract be made with one of the local" 
mines and that the cost of transporta­
tion be red uced by the construction ; of 
a spur of the street railway to the 
mine. Failing this arrangement, 
the commissioner is believed to be 
prepared to recommend the pturchase 
of a mine by the city.

The cost of fuel has for some time 
past represented one of the largest 
expenses of the plant. During the 
past few months this has been ap­
preciably reduced by the installation 
of coal conveyor^, which lay for two 
years unused and exposed to the 
Weather. The installation of these 
conveyors has already reduced the 
cost of transporting the fuel. If a 
mine Is purchased and operated by 
tile city the spur of the street railway 
would be so constructed that the coal 
could be dumped into the bunkers, 
and a considerable saving of labor 
would thus result.

He has al­
ways recognized the advantages that 
the people of Western Canada would 
derive from this road.”

Mr. Rogers, in conclusion, said the 
government would proceed with the 
construction of the road.

Robin Hood Flour Mills May Leave 
Moose Jaw.

Regina, Sask., Dec. 28—There is a 
probability of the new Prague Milling 
company transferring its headquarters 
from Moose Jaw to Winnipeg. The 
Robin Hood-mills, as the plant of this 
firm has been known, were burned a 
fëw weeks agci, and F. A. Bean, man­
ager, was in Regina today He said 
that the choice of a location for the 
plant lay between several cities, in­
cluding Winnipeg and Regina.

“We can get cheap power at Win­
nipeg, and could operate our plant 
much more economically there than in 
Moose Jaw or Regina. It is a ques­
tion .whether being situated in 
centre of the • grain area will offset 
the advantages to be had at Winni­
peg,” said Mr. Bean*

The company has not decided yet 
whère to locate the plant and the ob­
ject of Mr. Beahs- trip is to secure 
information regarding the advantages 
to be had in the various cities under 
consideration.
