Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir.—Please allow me space 

in your valuable paper to record how 
Government matters stand in our lit­
tle settlement.

Last year the s.s. Ethic called here 
with mails twice a week, viz., on 
Wednesdays and Fridays. This ar­
rangement we were satisfied with, but 
this year the ship arrives here Sun 
days and Mondays instead. The mail 
not being opened Sunday, we receive 
ail mail on Monday, and we must 
wait another week before we can an­
swer any correspondence. We would 
like to know why such an alteration 
to the people's inconvenience has been 
made.

An amusing incident occurred here 
this spring. On the arrival of a 
schooner from St. John's, bound to 
Hant's Harbor, several of the crew 
came ashore. One man inquired the 
way to the telegraph office here. On 
being told that such a convenience 
was not in existence, he said : "Well 
that "takes the cake, after beating up 
here from Kerley's Hr. We were go­
ing into Kerley's Hr. when the skip­
per remarked that he wished there 
was a telegraph office there so that 
we could let our friends know of out- 
whereabouts." "Oh." said I. "there's 
one at British Harbor." "Are you 
sure?" asked he. "Well," I said, "I 
was in there In the Tommy two or 
three years ago with Watson. Squires 
and Grant and they promised the peo­
ple sure that if they were returned 
they would give them a telegraph of­
fice." Looking around on us he ad 
ded. “Well, men, you are soft if ever 
you listen to the Promise Party 
again."

With regard to the telegraph office.
1 may say that the People's Party can­
didates promised faithfully it should 
be a reality in a very short time if 
they were returned. Both Watson 
and Squires in their address gave con 
siderable time to this subject, and 
Squires went as far as to say "If 1 do 
not keep this promise I will never 
return to ask you for your votes 
again."

Enquiry Into 
Action of the 

Californian
ON TOE NIGHT OF THE TITANIC 

DISASTER.

Galatea Was 
Storm-Tossed.

On her recent trip across to Oporto 
with a cargo of fish the barqt. Galatea 
had a tempestuous passage in which 
she was badly battered. About a week 
after leaving this port, and going over 
the Grand Banks, the Galatea met 
with her trying experience and the 
vessel was near being doomed with 
all hands. During the progress of a 
X. E. huricane she was hove to. There 
was a tremendous sea running, the 
like of which the captain or crew nev­
er witnessed before, her decks were 
constantly swept, while the vesst 1 
was hurled beneath the waves at in­
tervals. To make matters worse, the 

•fury of the waves increased in vio­
lence and the vessel was threatened 
with disaster. Huge ’’combers" hoard­
ed ■ her. smashing stanchions, bul­
warks. carrying away the galley and 
damaging everything movable about 
decks. On one occasion a regualr 
wall of sea struck the vessel. throw­
ing her on her beam ends. Her spars 
and rigging were removed and owing 
to the increased velocity of the wind 
her sails were blown away. The car­
go of bul.k fish was shifted and it was 
no easy matter to upright the ship. 
She lay helpless for a while to tile 
mercy of the seas. Every moment it 
was thought by those on board she 
would founder and that their doom 
was sealed. Shortly after the fury of 
wind and sea abated, and the captain, 
proving himself a capable navigator, 
managed the vessel carefully and 
brought her to her deslnation safely, 
arriving at Oporto in a badly batter­
ed condition. After discharging, ex­
tensive repairs were commenced there 
and finished at Barbadoes. The Gala- 
tea arrived last evening from Barba­
does with a cargo of molasses and 
looks as sound and staunch as ever, 
but the experience will not soon be 
forgotten by Capt. Parsons and his 
hardy crew.

McMurdo’s Store News.

Special to Evening Telegram
LONDON. To-day.

The Titanic Board of Inquiry spent 
yesterday on endeavouring to ascer­
tain whether the. steamer from which 
officers of the California saw rockets 
fired on the night when the White 
Star Liner went down was really that 
vessel. It will continue its investiga­
tion on the same lines to-day. Three 
officers of the Californian all insisted 
that the vessel could not have been 
the Titanic as it was not so large, but 
they were unable to answer the ques­
tion put to them to suggest what ves­
sel it was, as they had not heard of 
her since. The captain repeated bis 
evidence given at Washington regard 
warning the Titanic of the presence 
of ice and stopping his steamer on 
that account. He also recounted that 
the second officer and apprentice both 
told him next day they had called 
him and informed him that a vessel 
was firing rockets and that he had 
replied when he was called-. He as­
serted. however, that he must have 
been half asleep as he could not re­
member receiving the message. Capt. 
l-ord would not admit that the rockets 
fired were distress signals. He 
thought they mlglft have been com­
pany’s signals. The counsel for the 
White Star pointed out. however, that 
firing rockets of any kind at night 
was an indication of distress. I’pon 
getting up next morning and hearing 
of the rockets the captain said he had 
the wireless operator called and heard 
that the Titanic had sank. From the 
:vrecage he saw afterwards he estim­
ated his own steamer must have been 

: miles from Titanic when she went 
down. Asked by Sir Rufus Isaacs 
whether he felt quite comfortable in 
his mind in reference to his action 
when he heard that the Titanic had 
sunk, the witness replied he thought 
they ought to have seen her signals, 
that was the only thing that worried 
him. Asked whether the third officer 
of the Californian had not seen two 
masts and lights during the night, 
l-ord said the third officer told him 
so. but both he and the second officer 
saw only one masthead light. Sir 
Rufus explained that, according to 
his information, the Titanic was the 
only vessel in the vicinity that night, 
showing two masthead lights. He had 
not been told that the decklights of 
the vessel had disappeared. What 
the second officer of the Californian 
reported in the morning was that the 
vessel whose masthead lights had 
been seen had stopited during the 
night, but had started again at about 
one o'clock and gone off to southward, 
her stern light being seen two o’clock, 
l-ord Mersey. "That was the time 
when the Titanic went down. Noth­
ing has been heard of the steamer 
you saw since that time.” Captain 
l-ord replied: “That’s so." Gibson, 
the apprentice, told of seeing lights 
and rockets of the vessel and trying 
to signal her by means of morse sig­
nal and of having reported the mB$ter 
to the .Captain. 1

He esti­
mates that the rient in the ship's side 
must have been 25 feet below the 
water line. The people on the deck. 
Sir William asserts, could have no 
sense of their dajiger. from the slow- 
sinking of the boat. Stories of the 
ship having been broken in two he 
disbelieves. He thinks the vessel 
may have received * internal injuries 
by the tremendous force of the im­
pact arising through her high speed. 
He says that^jhen the temporary ex­
citement disappears it will be seer 
that the question of boat equipmeiv 
must be treated as subordinate to tha 
of efficient xvater-tight sub-divisions' 
Possibly, he adds, shipowners, wil 
concur in any action to make sucl 
subdivisions subject to legislation 01 
lines to be agreed upon by the Boarr 
of Trade And Shipowners. He ex­
presses the hope that if such action 
is taken it may be International in 
character.

The great cities of Europe and Am­
erica are using the motor truck in 
connection with their fire departments. 
In London it was recently decided to 
add 211 self-propelled fire fighting ap­
pliances to replace horse drawn ve- 

-, hides. The New York department em- 
plays 150 motor driven vehicles cost­
ing $750,600. Berlin Is equipping its 
fire department with motor apparatus. 
In Boston a complete substitution of 
motor tor horse drawn apparatus has 
been recommended. Many cities in 
France have adopted the automobile 
sweeper and the automobile sprinkler. 
In Versailles a single motor does the 
same work daily as 8 horse drawn 
sprinklers, an economy_of 60 p.c. The 
automobile sweeper cleans 11,000 
square yards hourly, the work of 4 or­
dinary horse sweepers an economy of 
50 p.c. In the United States the num­
ber of motor trucks used in business, 
exclusive of light delivery wagons, is 
20,000 with an aggregate value of fifty 
million dollars. The modem business 
man has to figure his profit on certain 
lines and among the important pro­
blems is that of satisfactory and econ­
omical delivery.
EXPORTS AND IMPORTS AVD POS­

SIBILITIES FOR OVER-SEAS 
BUSINESS.

Canada was the heaviest customer 
of the United States during the year 
1911, for automobiles, the amount of 
money going across the border for 
machines being $5,021,043. During 
1910 Canada purchased autos from 
the United States to the tune of $5,- 
549,998 and this was an increase of 
100 per cent, over 1909.

The establishment of motor works 
in the Maritime Provinces will help to 
keep this money at home. And there 
is no reason why we should not be a 
competitor with the United States. At 
present the domestic demand is all 
the Canadian factories can handle 
comfortably. Still Canada has been 
able to do a little export business, half 
the consignments going to Australia, 
where the Canadian motor car is ex­
tremely popular. The United States 
takes a few of our cars. The total ex­
port of machines last year from Can­
ada was 900, The there is a good 
market for Canadian cars in the Brit­
ish Isles, there is no doubt. The total 
number of cars shipped from the Unit­
ed States during the last calendar 
year were 15,807 of which 4,987 camt 
to Canada. 4,021 went to the British 
Isles, 2,476 to British Oceania, 1.11C 
to South America. 813 to Asia and 420 
to France. It will be thus seen that 
the British Empire is the greatest 
customer the American manufacturers 
have, over two-thirds of the automo­
bile exports of the United States go­
ing to the Empire. During last De­
cember Great Britain bought no less 
than $638,000 worth of automobiles 
*rom the States, surpassing the Cana­
dian total for the month of $412,313.

Despite the increase in the numbe 
of cars manufactured in Great Bri­
tan. the statistics issued by the Brit­
ish Government, show that foreign- 
made cars still find a ready market iv 
the British Isles, and that the export 
of Engllshmade automobiles while 
growing, is behind the import of for­
eign cars.

Besides the British Isles there is Aus­
tralia, where our machines have now 
a fast hold, there is New Zealand, the 
West Indies, South America and even 
France.
