The Morison orgaﬁ is engaged in
the task of “boosting” Sir Edward
Morris. “Spectator” is instilling into
the minds of the Morison readers that
a most thorough scrutiny of the long
public life of Sir Edward Morris dis-
closes that throughout his career Sir
Edward has invariably _ placed ' prin-
ciple before personal ambition, party
exjgency or political expediency. Mo
doubt, the Hon. Donald -Morison, is

The Hon. Donald has likely “forgot-
ten” that he ever thought otherwise.

It
w(ts prmcxple and not mere pom,ica}
expediency - which induced Sir Bd-
ward to-assure ex-Governor Williams

party exigency or political expediency
have any influence in these adminis-
trative details.

How Mr. Robinson must have mis-
uncderstood his present leaders when
he told him that there was a great
gulf fixed between the partisan poh-

cian and the statesman. How sadly
astray was Mr. Robinson when he
told this man of livelong -prineciple
that there could be no honourable
connection between the Morris who
voted for the 1898 contract, and the
Morris who voted for that of 1901.
Then again to tell a man of principle
that capitalists had an irresistible at-
traction for him, and that in voting
for the 1901 contract he was recreant
to his pledges. Whatever must Mr.
Robinson have been thinking about!

But we have not exhausted all the
good things “Spectator” teaches his
readers about Sir Edward. Not only
dces Sir Edward never give a job, bay
a spar, pay in gold instead of bonis,
make a grant for a road, a well, a
hdrbour on mere party exigency or
political expedieney, but invariably on
principle.  Not only is he a model
careful and cautious administrator,
but he never, no never placed per-
sonal ambition before prineiple. Most

folks think Sir Edward cast loyalty
to the winds and steered for his own
ambition when he deserted Sir Robert
Bond in 1907. But that is because
they do not look at . Sir Edward
through ‘Spectator's’ spectacles. And,
of course, people generally will nat-
urally enough trust to ‘Spectator's’

spectacles rather than trustitheir own

eéyes, It would.be ridiculous; to use

Sir. Edward’s own words in the no-
“forious . letter in which he white-
washed Morisen, to assume that it
was personal ambition and not prin-
ciplé which dietated his desertion of
Sir - Robert  Bend. ‘Spectator’ as-
sures  all ‘and sundry that Sir Ed-
ward Morris’s - political econduct fis
never dictated by personal ambition,
party_exigency, or political expedi-
ency,: but . invariably by - principle.
Surely, this should be sufficient for
b Mr. Robiison; and-surely ~it is time
to Withdraw the charge that “after all
the man who could vete for the eon-
tract of 1898, and then vote for that
-of 1901, eonld vote for anything, and
we may well be pardOned or not tak-
ing his views of any contract where
capitalists are concerned.”

On October 14th. 1896, young Bros-
sean left home to meet his'father at
the edge of the village. That was
the last seen of the boy in Sisson-
ville. :

About a wetk ago a young nian de-
serted from a band of gypsies in the
Capadian - wilds; and took aefuge
with the monks of Oka, whose' isola“
ted monastry is forty miles’ from
Montreal. He could remember noth-
ing-of his history previous to becom-
ing a member of the band, except
that he had been called Fred and that
his former home was in Northern New
York.

The presence of the wanderer was
reported by the monks to the Mon-
treal police, and an aunt of the young
man recognized his picture in a news-
paper. The parents were notified and
went to Montreal, wheie they positive-
ly identified Brosseau by a birthmark.
He is being detained by the police as
a witness against some of.the gyp-
sies. who are under arrest charged
with kidnapping.

Heathe Gregory is the leading basso
who will be heard here during the
Grand Opera Festival by noted stars
of the Boston Opera Co. when they
ccme to the Casino, on September
8th, for a stay of three days.
