“Only One Result
Possible.”

A few days a.gd, the death of Rear-
Admiral Mahan of the U. S. Navy was
announced. He was a well known
writer on naval matters, particularly
on its political bearings. He wrote a
Life of Nelson and a number of works
on the Influence of Sea-Power. Since
his death, his views on .British naval
strategy in the present war have been
published in the London Daily Tele-
graph, the publication of which was
forbidden by him during his lifetime,
because of his connection with the U.
S. Navy. His opinion was:

“The British has done right, abso-
lutely right. There was no other
ccurse which promised such good re-
sults: The people forget that war is
largely economic, and the policy of
Britain {n virtually destroying the
Germans’ overseas commerce, in pro-
tecting the ocean routes, and in-secur
ing safety for her troops was the very
best possible. It would have been
madness to have yielded to any rash
impulse to pursue the Germans into
their mine-locked harbors.”

As to the result of the war, he was
most emphatic: “There is” only one
result, and the Allies must win.”

The New Dreadnoughts

Whether it is true or not, that the
Audacious has been lost, or that she
was injured and docked, there is no
question about: Britain being much
stronger in ‘Dreadnoughts now than
when the war began early in August.
At that time there were. two Dread-
noughts of the Iron Duke class in
commission, the Iron Duke and the
Marlborough, since then two others
were due in.commission, the Empress
of India and the Benbow. This com-
pleies the squadron of -that class.
Their displacement is 25,000 tons,
and they carry -ten 135 inch and
sixteen six inch guns. Their indicat-

ed horse-power is 33,000 and their

speed 22 knots. The Audacious is
one of four of the King George type
of 24,000 tonnage, carrying ten 13.5
inch and sixteen 4 inch guns, horse-
power 27,000 and speed 21 knots. The
Elizabeth, the first of a squadron of
five is shortly due in commission.
Each of this squadron has a displace-
ment of 25,000 fons, earries eight 15
inch guns and sixteen 6 inch guns.
The ' indicated horse-power is 60,000,
and the speed 25 knots. In addition
three Dreadnoughts, which  were
in the hands of British builders, have
been purchased and re-named Erin,

Agincourt and Canada. The Canada
is the latest acquisition and was purs
chased from Chili. She is 28,000 tons
and carries ten 14 inch guns. In ad-

classes have been completed or pur-
chased and put in commission, not-
ably were the three monitors of shal-
low draft, which rendered such valu-
able aid in frustrating the advance of
the Germans along the coast, in their
attempt to hack through to Duuerk
and Callais.

The note in question is the one
that formed the subject. matter of a
suit here in: which Jobs and the Bank
of Montreal sued John McMartin. In
this suit a number of eminent experts
in handwriting gave testimony. The
préeliminary hearing of the perjury
charge has been set down for Friday,
the 11th in Montreal.

In Memoriam.
THE LATE LEONARD FIFIELD.

(By F. W,, St. John's.)
“Leaves have  their time to fall,
And flowers to wither at the North

. wind’s breath
And stars to sef,—but all,
Thou hast all seasons for thy own, O

Death!”

By the demise of Leonard Fifield,
which event occurred at Bonavista on
the 28th November, a bright and
promising young life was cut  off,
just as it was about to attain the
threshold of manhood.

The deceased was born at Bonavig-
ta cn Sept. 24th, 1896, and in his early
days attended the High School of that
town, under the tuitionr of Mr. J. J.
Crewe. Even in that early date he
was noted for his application to his
studies and mental abilities, and took
a foremost place amongst the pupils.
In 1910, he passed the Intermediate
Grade with honors, and a few months
afterwards he secured a position in
the Bank' of Nova Scotia in his native
town. Two years ago, the manager
recognizing his ability and attention
to duty transferred him to St. John’s,
where he remained until compelled
by illness to return home. At first
it was not thought that his illness
was of a serious nature, but, notwith-
standing the most skillful medical at-
tendance, he gradually became weak-
er, and it was evident that the end
was not far off. -He bore his illness
with truly Christian resignation, and
surrounded by his parents, brothers
and friends he passed peacefully to
rest on the 28th or November. He
was held in confidence by his employ-
ers, and by his kind and affable dis-
position, as well as his courtesy to
all, he was respected 'and esteemed
by all with whom he came in con-
tact. His funeral took place on the
30th November, the obsequies being
conducted by the Rev. A. G. Baily, of
Bonavista, and was attended by a
large number of citizens, who deeply
regretted the passing away of such a
pleasing and popular youth, who
gave such promise of a brilliant and
successful future career. His par-
ents, brothers and friends have the
deepest sympathy in their sad be-
reavement, in which the writer of
this brief tribute respectfully and
sincerely joins.

PROGRESS IN BELGIUM.

work of strategic railways on the
German side of the frontier, over
which reinforcements can be sent to
where they are most needed. The
Russians, on the other hand, vigor-
ously attacked both wings but being
unable to send. fresh men to stiffen
their centre and meet the German
wedge, were compelled to fall back.
There will be undoubtedly much more
fichting before the campaign in- this
district concludes. Lodz was won

only after a hand to hand fight round
the suburbs and the city. The whole
Russian line from the north to the
south is now straightened out, and
will contest every foot of ground
with the invaders.

In the meantime, taking advantage
of the pre-occupation of the Germans
in the east, the allied French, Belgian
and British forces have begun an of-
fensive movement in the west. They
are now virtually in possession of the
left bank of the Yser canal. In
Northern France, particularly in the
neighborhood of ILa Bassee, where
the Germans hold very strong posi-
tions, the Allies are beginning with
heavy cannonading to feel their way
eastward. The same process is being
followed along the whele front.

A French official communication
speaks of the superiority of our of-
fensive, and the marked advantage of
the French ?.rtillery over that of the
Germans. The advance, slight as it
is in the northwest, has ended for the
present at .least, in the opinion of
many, the German menace of the
coast ports. It is thought that se
long as the Germans are compelled
to keep up the strength of their army
in the East, they will be unable to as-
sume the offensive in the West.
There is a report, however, that the
Germans have kept the pieck of their
Western army in he Aisne valley,
from whence at an opportune mo-
ment they can hurl it against the
French lines and make another at-
tempt to get through to Paris.

King Peter, of ‘Servia, who has
been ill for several months, hds as-
sumed command of the Servian Army,
according to a Nish report, and has
‘checked the advance of the Austri-
ans, inflicting heavy losses on them:.
The Austrian reply to this is that the

occupation of Belgrade necessitated

‘the re-grouping of their troops.

The political news of to-day was

an authoritative announcement . from
Sofia, that it was not considered pos-
sible that anything would intervene
to make it necessary for Bulgaria to
change her policy of strict neutrality
until next spring. §

(Monday, Dec. Tth.)

Charles W. Green, continued, ex-
amined by Dr. Lloyd. Witness ex-
hibited certain underclothing made of
Parkee, which he has been accustom-
ed to wear in the northern ice re-
gions and at the sealfishery, and
which he thinks is most ‘suitable, par-
ticularly when hand knit undercloth-
ing is not available.

Newfoundland last spring; James
Barrett, James Porter, I.evi Hancock,
Luke White were also cooks. Wit-
ness had charge of all the grub in the
ship for the sealers; the others were
assistants; Joseph Rogers was cabin
cook. A pound and a half of butter
was given each man per week; each
man also got an allowance of fish,
pork, beans, three times a week,
which they cooked themselves. Other
three days the cooks -provided pork
and pudding to the men, with pea
soup on Saturday. On Sunday the
men had beans or bruise for break-
fast, which they brought to the cook
house, besides which they had hard
bread, butter and tea. Soft bread was
supplied three times per week. There
was not sufficient accommodation for
cooking on the ship. when the men
cooked for themselves in batches of 25
or so, took ahout 4 hours.

The witness will be further ex-
amined this afternoon.

As
soon as the Belgian outposts opened
fire, the motor boats flashed blinding
searchlights on them and opened a
murderous machine gun fire. The
Germans reached the shore and were
preparing to land when the Belgians
brought up a searchlight, enabling
the Belgian and French Afartillery,
stationed some distance: in the rear,
to shell the rafts accurately. The
weight of the allies’ artillery soon
began to tell. The Germans were
driven back; several rafts capsized,
and the Belgian troops advanced,
shoulder deep in the water fighting the
panic stricken Germans, many of
whom surrendered and others retired.
