Japan Stripped 
Forts to Give

Russia Guns.
Thousands of Small Factories and 

Households Busy on Cloth and 
Leather for the Armies—Munitions 
Also Being Made—Turn for Better 
Expected When Russia Gets Sup­
plies.
Tokio, July 20, (Correspondence of 

the Associated Press.)—Now that the 
danger of war with China is over, all 
Jaban and Korea are engaged in 
making supplies for Russia and her 
Allies.

The war brought big financial loss 
to Japan, but the gaps are being fill­
ed in part by the furnishing of guns, 
ammunition, and general necessities 
to the armies at the front—particu­
larly the armies of Russia.

Officially, Japan has given increas­
ed practical expression to her friend­
ship toward Russia by going to the 
limit of dismantling some of her for 
tifications on the northeastern coast 
of the Empire. Big coast guns strip­
ped from these fortifications have 
been shipped to Vladivostok and then 
ce iorwarded to Galicia to strengthen 
the big-gun artillery of the armies oi 
the. Czar. ,

Americans who visit Japan ’are es­
pecially astonished at the almost lim­
itless number of tiny shops in the big 
cities of this nation—miles upon 
miles of streets filled with them—all 
occupied in making something when 
they are not selling something. These 
shops are really the factories of the 
Empire. It is here that cloth goods 
and innumerable articles needed to 
keep huge armies in supplies are 
turned out, handed over to commis­
sion merchants, assembled in great 
quantities, and distributed to Russia, 
France, and even England. The cor­
respondent of the Associated Press is 
informed by a reliable authority that 
practically every household in Korea 
is hard at work making cloth for Rus­
sia. It is sent to Moscow and other 
points and manufactured into uni­
forms, blankets, coverings, and wrap­
pings.

Korea also is making big efuantities 
of boots and ammunition cases. Ma­
jor Papowski and other Russian of­
ficer have just arrived at Seoul to 
take over the fourth consignment of 
orders manufactured by a tanning- 
company near Seoul and consisting of 
40.000 pairs of boots and 30,009 am­
munition cases.

The Japan Celluloid Company at 
Aboshi, near Kobe, has abandoned 
temporarily the celluloid business for 
a more profitable business of making 
explosives. This company recently 
received an order from the Russian 
Government for 440 tons of gun-cot­
ton to bo delivered before the end of 
the year. A test of the explosive hav­
ing proved satisfactory, the first in­
stalment, consisting of fifteen tons, 
was dispatched to Petrograd. The 
Aboshi factory is said to be turning 
out two to three tons of explosives 
daily.

Leather materials, belts, pounchos 
and sacks are manufactured at Tokio. 
A, series of temporary sheds have 
been erected on vacant land near the 
houses of the Diet and are busy night 
and day.

The production of rifles in Japan is 
limited in capacity compared to other 
countries, and Japan is anxious to fill 
out her own reserve stock. The avail­
able number of rifles for the reserve 
strength of the Japanese armies is 
estimated at 500,000 and it is under­
stood that the general staff of the 
army is desirous of increasing the 
number to. 1,000,000. It has learned 
a lesson from the unpreparedness of 
the Allies with respect to guns and 
ammunition and from the vast ex­
penditure of munitions demonstrated 
to be necessary to the successful 
conduct of modern wars. Japan, 
therefore, means to get ready herself 
along the lines revealed by the inter­
national war.

This has naturally reduced the ■ 
quantity of manufactured material 
available for Russia, still Japan is do­
ing a good deal, especially in the 
making of powder and small ammuni­
tion. The powder is sent over to Rus- ! 
sia and there used for the manufac- ■ 
lure of shrapnel and explosive shells. !

The private output of guns and am­
munition is, generally speaking con­
trolled by the Mitsui and Okura com­
panies who attend tp, the distribution 
of the orders. Guns are being manu­
factured at Tokio and Osaka, and at 
the steel works in Hokkaido which bs 
partly controlled by English capital. 
It is understood also, that the Mitsub­
ishi company at Nagasaki and the 
Kawaski company at Kobe are shar­
ing in the manufacture.

A good part of this output was held 
up by the recent congestion at the 
port of Vladivostok. When Japan’s 
contribution to the munitions of Rus­
sia actually reach tlieir destination 
it is expected here that there will be 
a noticable change for the better in 
Russia’s power of offense and defense.

“Until the German man power is 
still further reduced, upon the prin­
ciple which Germany was among the 
first to recognize and by methods 
which the Allies can devise in com­
mon, there can be no escape in the 
west from the conditions of siege and 
counter-siege, or from the logic of a 
.war of attrition. But this leaves far 
more scope for a movement of enter­
prise than might appear at first sight.

“There is only one thing that can be 
trusted with certainty to turn the bal­
ance in favor of the Allies. We shall 
have to bring into play the biggest 
fighting factor by far that yet remains 
unniobilized in Europe. That factor 
is the yet unemployed military 
strength of Great Britain. This is a 
tiling which has been hitherto want­
ing in the war; it is the one thing 
needful to win the war; without it 
there can be no victory, and with it 
success is sure.

“One master function of the organi­
zation of Government leadership _ in 
this country is to concentrate upon 
the swift development of our military 
man-power; Lloyd George is concen­
trating upon the output of munitions. 
The Allies have much more than 
twice the male population of the Cen­
tral Empires, yet we are still specula­
ting upon where Germany may next 
strike, instead of imposing our own 
initiative on the enemy.

“For a full iniative, under modern 
conditions, there is required a large 
superiority of numbers, capable, like 
the Germans, in the eastern theatre, 
of simultaneously threatening, in pur­
suance of a concerted plan, many 
points widely removed from each ot­
her. The Allies cannot seize the mas­
tery in that sense until Great Britain 
places in the field more than twice 
the number of troops, large though it 
is, that she has yet thrown into Eur­
ope. We are supposed to have 3,000,- 
000 men enrolled, we may assume 
that, so far as two-thirds, at least, 
of those are concerned, their exist­
ence has not yet made itself felt it 
the European theatres, where the 
world’s fate and that of the British 
Empire is being decided.

“No close student of war at home 
or abroad can doubt for a moment 
that what is needed to make assur­
ance doubly sure for the Allies is for 
Great Britain, after a year of war, to 
rise to a bigger view of her military 
requirements and to make bolder use 
of her military means. The effect of 
that will be the same as though an­
other great Power could be added to 
the Great Alliance.

“We can be on the safe side only by 
running the risk of doing .too much; 
we dare not run thé risk of doing too 
little, and this country will not be 
equal to its duty to the Allies and to 
the issues of existence that are at 
stake for the Empire until we have 
created a factor that can alone insure 
the overwhelming of the enemy east 
and west by adding the military pow­
er of 4,000,000 Britons in arms to that 
silent supremacy at sea which is as 
complete as Nelson ever won.”

DRUNKENNESS TO BE PUNISHED 
IN CONSTANTINOPLE.

Constantinople, via Berlin, August 
11.—A special tirade issued by the 
Sultan to-day makes public drunken­
ness a crime punishable by military 
court martial. The order will be ef­
fective for the remainder of the war. 
Another order prohibits the use by 
shopkeepers of newspapers on which 
the name of Allah may by chance be 
printed, on the ground that such use 
is sacrilegious and especially to be 
condemned when Islam is at war.

An upper berth is a sort of second- 

story worker harbored by the sleeping 
car companies. It is a place where a 
man can sleep if he is a good athelete. 
It is located over a lower berth about 
18 inches from a million candle power 
lamp and a little over two miles from 
a ladder. It contains room enough 
for a meditihi sized man and about 
half enough clothes to wear in a par­
ticular community. After the man 
has taken off these clothes and hung 
them up, he disposes of the rest by 
wrapping them around his neck.

A lower berth has shelves and a 
stunted hammock in which clothes 
may be deposited, but only the Great 
Northern and Northern Pacific rail­
roads recognize that a man in the 
upper berth wears clothes and provide 
a rack for them. However in all 
sleepers the upper berth man is al­
lowed to store his shoes with the por­
ter. One of the heart-rending sights 
of American life is that of a frenzied 
man poking his head over the railing 
of an upper berth and pleading with 
an absent porter to give him hack his 
shoes. 1

The sleeper company kindly pro­
vides a ladder with which an upper 
berth may be entered. Most men do 
not wait for the ladder on descend­
ing, however, but grasp the rail and 
swing lightly down, planting one foot 
in the face of the sleeper below and 
the other in the bosom of space 
about about two feet from the floor.

Upper berths are very comfortable 
when one has learned to sleep in 
them without getting tangled up in 
the chain which runs the shebang. 
However, the Interstate Commerce 
Commission lias decided that they are 
pnly four-fifths as comfortable as a 
lower berth and has fixed their rates 
accordingly, It ià remarkable how 
uany people have found out that up­
per berths are really preferrable to 
lower ones since this decision was 
made. Many travellers who used to 
write to the president of the com­
pany whenever they were given an 
upper now ask for it, because of its 
superior location and altitude, and 
feel very much disappointed when 
they have to content themselves with 
a lower berth.

Which teaches us, that the easiest 
way to make an inferior article popu­
lar is to stop working it off at su­
perior prices and to make a bargain 
out of it.

The Troopship Tragedy
The news of the sinking of the Royal 

Edward filled with soldiers came as 
a shock to those of us whom the suc­
cess of twelve months of transport­
ing troops had inspired with much 
confidence. This shocking catastrophe 
shows the peril* which some three 
quarters of a million men have been 
passing through unscathed the past 
twelve months, and it makes clear the 
risk by transportation is a very seri­
ous one. It undoubtedly sets forth 
the good fortune which had previously 
attended the transportation of sol­
diers from this side of the water to 
Great Britain, from New Zealand and 
Australia and India to Egypt, and 
from Egypt to France and the Dar­
danelles, and the vast number of sol­
diers which have been carried across 
the Channel from England to France. 
Twelve months exemption from seri­
ous loss, however, has been succeed­
ed by a frightful catastrophe in the 
Aegean Sea. The circumstances of • he 
catastrophe have not been disclosed 
at the time of writing, but it is to be 
hoped that they are such as will show 
the possibility of insuring better pro­
tection against this risk.

The marvel is that so many hun­
dreds of transport trips have been 
accomplished without other disasters 
of like magnitude. The catastrophe 
will serve some purpose if it leads to 
increased efforts for safety. The 
transportation of troops must go on. 
and it will continue to go on in the 
Aegan Sea, where more and more 
troops must be landed on the Gallipoli 
i t'/nusuia, and more and more troops 
will have to cross different danger 
zones in the Mediterranean Sea. Ef­
forts must be redoubled to bring the 
Balkan States into line, for the sooner 
this is done the quicker will Turkey 
be brought down and such catastro­
phes be averted. The intervention of 
Greece alone would add to the safety 
of thesq trips, as Greece is a mari- 
uins nation, as flotillas of Greek de­
stroyers and other patrols could be 
added to the existing patrols in the 
Aegan Sea.

THE FIGHTING IN FRANCE.
PARIS, Aug. 17.

A French statement last night says 
a fairly spirited cannonading at vari- j 
ous points on the front, notably at 
Boesinghe and at Quennevieres, and ' 
in Lorraine in the vicinity of Arra- ;

At this latter 
place the Germans came out from 
their trenches yesterday evening to 
deliver an attack but our fire drove 
them back to their lines.

PLEA FOR CONSCRIPTION.
LONDON, Aug. 17.

Colonel Arthur Lee, member of 
parliament, at home on short leave, 
told his constituents, when leaving 
this afternoon that nothing less than 
compulsory service would solve the 
difficulties which Britain is facing. 
This conviction, he said, had been 
burned in by his experience at the 
front and was shared by nearly all 
who had been in contact with the 
realities of the war. We need com­
pulsory national service, he contin­
ued, because nothing else can solve 
our difficulties, with regard to men, 
'money, munitions and exports. We 
need it to hearten our soldiers serv­
ing abroad. The present freedom to 
shirk and stay at home, while others 
give their lives to defend us, and 
turn a deaf ear to the urgent call of 
one's country, is not what we under­
stand by British freedom.

THE BALKAN PREPARATIONS.
ROME, Aug. 17.

Reports received by the Italian 
Government from Itoumania, Bulgaria 
and Greece, show military prepara­
tions in these countries are being 
carried on with intense activity. In 
some quarters here this is taken as 
an indication that these states are 
nearing a decision as to their policy 
in the war.

GERMAN SUCCESSES IN THE EAST
BERLIN, Aug. 17.

One of the outlying forts of Kovno 
between the Niemen River and Gesia, 
to the south of the main fortification, 
lias been captured by the Germans. 
Three forts at Novo Georgievsk also 
have been captured.

RETURN FROM BERMUDA.
HALIFAX, N.S., Aug. 17.

The steamship Caledonia arrived 
here from Bermuda with the Royal 
Canadian Regiment on board. These 
have been replaced at Bermuda by 
the 38th battalion, and will be land­
ed here and remain for some time be­
fore being sent abroad.

LONDON, Aug. 17.
King Constantine of Greece, has 

requested Venizelos to form a new 
cabinet. The former Premier has 
asked four days in which to consider 
the situation, before reaching a de­
cision. This is according to an Ath­
ens despatch to the Exchange Tele­
graph Company.

There has been no develop­
ments in the situation, however.

Italians, .according to telegrams 
from Rome, commenced another gen­
eral offensive against the Austrians, 
but there has been no news of mo­
ment from any other fronts.

ISSUES WARNING.
PARIS, Aug. 17.

Albert Thomas, Under Secretary 
for War, has issued a warning to 
manufacturers working on war ma­
terials, informing them that the scar­
city of railroad rolling stock will 
make it difficult for delivery of coal 
unless ordered considerably in ad­
vance of the time it actually is need­
ed. He advises the use of waterways 
for transportation fuel.

THE LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, Aug. 17.

The sinking in the Aegean Sea by 
a German submarine of the Royal Ed­
ward with such heavy loss of life has 
shattered the record of the British 
Navy of having transported hundreds 
of thousands of men across the seas 
without destruction to one troop-lad­
en ship. Only on two previous occa­
sions have transports been attacked. 
The Way fared was torpedoed by a 
submarine in the Irish Sea, but the 
vessel was not sunk. Only five lives 
were lost. The Manitou was attacked 
by a Turkish torpedo boat in the 
Aegean Sea, and although the ship is 

ï not damaged, fifty-four livbs were 
lost through the breaking of a davit 
as a boat was lowered. The loss of 
the Royal Edward is a serious one at 

! this . moment. The men it carried 
, were not part of the new expedition, 
but were reinforcements for the 29th 
division which have been on the Gal­
lipoli Peninsula since the first land 
ing and which received such high 
nraise from General Tan Hamilton in 
his report on the initial and and sub­
sequent operations. The news came 
as a shock to the British public, who 
believed the submarine menace in the 
Aegean Sea had been dealt with sue 
cessfully. This is the first occasion 
since the sinking of the battleship 
Majestic on May 27th, that the Ger­
man submarines which made a long 
trin to the Dardanelles have scored a 
success. The Royal Edward's de­
struction is not likelv to delav opera 
fions recently undertaken ; for with 
the Russian retirement th° Past, 
and the continuance of the Balkan 
negotiations, the necessity of achiev­
ing something definite in the assault 
unon the Dardanelles is growing 
greater.
