mum capacity.” With the abandon-
ient of the Gallipoli expedition, the
main source of disease to the Britisn
foreces was cut off. On the western
iront casualties have mainly resulted
ifrom enemy aitacks, while incapacity
irem  disease has been light. The
contrary was the case in Gallipoli.
That peninsula was a hot bed of dis-
case, and our .own regiment .was a
heavy sufferes from this cause. Every
drop of water for drinking had to be
tronsported by ship to the Peninsula,
and by the time it reached there, it
was to say the least very unpalatable.
Disease drove ithe British from
peninsula not the enemy. As the
months go by the number of men whe
recovered from enteric they caught
there will increase, and by and by
they will be fit for active service
again. Since last September
has been no great British advance
and this has been a contributing cause
in clearing the English hospitals. The
contrary must, however, be true as
cgards France, Although the French
cs are said to be small as com-
pared with the German losses, but the
fighting around Verdun has been go-
12g on now for a month,-and there
have been heavy counter-attacks by
the French which  must have their
efiect in filling up the French hospit-

Pit-Props.

There seems to be consid-
erable friction in dealing
with pit-props. In many
places, especially Jn

i Green Bay, considerable
dissatisfaction is felt at the fact of the
Government permitting or winking at
the cutting of pit-props on the three
mile limit. This is a suicidal policy,
¢specially as regard growing trees and
should be stopped. The cutting of
growing trees on the three mile limit
for: pit-props is a violation of an Act
passed last session, which allows only
burnt trees to be cut for that purpose
within those limits. -In the Assenibly
vesterday Mr. Coaker drew attention
to another grievance, viz., the use of
different standards for a cord of wood
and the need of the appointment of an
official surveyor to see that each
party to a sale obtains justice. 'This
morning we received some corres-
pondence as to prices paid in St.
George’s District, which sets forth an-
other grievance. A paragraph or two
will give the pith of the dispute. Mr.
Downey writes:

“When pit-prop buyers pay $3.00 per
cord and a dollar export duty, and al-
lowing ten cents per cord for meas-
urement and inspection charges, and
estimating the loading charges at fifty
“cents per cord, they acquire the best
props that have ever reached the Eng-

, = Proprietor

lish market for $4.60 per cord, and
thus they make an iniquitous profit of
$2.00 per cord off the toil and property
of the people of this country, who are
receiving at present, in nearly all
cases, a price for pit-props that does
not nearly cover the cost of the labour
involved in their preparation and
gives neither the people nor the coun-
try a solitary cent to recompense
either for right of ownership in the
timber.” To clinch the matter, Mr.
Downey gives copy of a cabled offer
he received of 27 shillings sterling
per cord, stowed aboard. He says
that since the receipt of that offer, he
has had from other thoroughly reli-
able sources, offers that are an appre=
ciable advance even upon that figure
for props. Mr. Downey on Feb. 25th
last, asked the Government to insti-
tute an enquiry into the matter and
on March 1st the Premier replied that
e would bring the matter up before
the Executive Council. It is apparent
from the sets of circumstances that
we have related there is need of an
enquiry into the whole pit-prop busi-
ness.

Canadian Boat
Brings Coal Cargo.

The S.S. Dundee Capt. R. N. Ander-
son, from Louisburg, reached port at
7 a.m. to-day with a full cargo of
2,400 tons of coal for the Reid Nfid.
Cs. The ship left Louisburg on Satur-
day morning, passing through loose
ice for several miles off shore, on
which were several small patches of
seals. The captain reports rough
weather rounding Cape Race yester-
day and last night. The ship while
crossing Ballard Bank almost stood on

‘end with the violence of the waves,

and but little progress was made, the
frozen spray covering the decks made
it difficult for the crew to get around.
The Dundee is owned by the Canadian
Steamship Transportation Co., - of
Toronto, Ont., and was constructed by
the Dundee Ship Building Co., Dundee,
Scotland, 8 years ago. Her gross ton-
nage is 2,278; net 1,431, and when in
good working order has a speed of 10
knots. She is of the Lake boat type
and was employed the past year bring-
ing ammunition for the English and
French Governments. The shipis not
a stranger to this port, having put in
here on her maiden voyage across the
Atlantic. After discharging 1500 tons
of coal here. she will proceed to Pla-
centia with the balance of her cargo.

DRUG STORE BROKEN INTO -AND

Life-Saving a Crime..

The weird and wonderful
Germany, which render the simple
civilian’s life a misery, have often
becn dilated on, but the most amau-
ing of all punishments inflicted by the
authorities of the Fatherland has yet
to be related.

‘This dire offence was committed in
a town in Alsace, where a schooi-
master, who had caught cramp while
bathing, was rescued by an "onlooker
at the risk of his life. The German
2uthorities, decided that the rescuer
had committed the unpardonable of-
ferice of bathing in a prohibited place;
imposed a fine with costs.

‘n Vienna 2 young actress not long
agn committed the crime of wearing
correct uniform on the stage. For
this act, which was held to degrade
the dignity of the army, she was fimed

LONDON, To-day.

BUDGET OF WAR NEWS.
NEW  YORK, To-day.

Heavy battles have been in pro-
zress northwest and northeast of Ver-
Jun and -on the northern part of the
Russian front where the Russians are
keeping, up their strong offensive
against the CGermans. In all these
zones the losses have been large,
while the changes in the position
have been relatively unimportant.
Northwest of Verdun, in the sector of
Avoncourt and Malancourt, the Ger-
mans after a terrific bombardment
drove a vicious infantry  attack in
which liquid fire was employed
against the French front. A fresh
CGerman divis:ecn brought up from rec
mote points participated in the opera-
tion. The ¥¢rench, however, with
their eurtain of fire aided by machine
guns angd infantry, put down the ‘at-
tack with heavy casualties to the as-
saulting forces, except on the eastern
part of Malancourt wood, some ten
railes from Verdun where the Ger-
mans made slight progress.

Berlin reports repulse also with
heavy losses to the French who at-
tacked the village of Vaux northeast
of Verdun. Elsewhere around the for-
tress there have been only intermit
tent bombardments and a . continua-
tion of fighting in the air between the
I'rench and German aviators. Al-
though Beérlin claims the Germans
again have repulsed the Russians’ re-
pcated —attacks with stromg forces
around Peostavy and between Lakcs
Narock and Dreswiaty, Petrograd re-
ports a German check south of Lake
Dreswiaty and the capture of German
irenches in Lake Narocz regained. Sev-
¢, a1 vinage 1a this district also have
bern taken bv the Russians.

In Galicia the Russians have cap-
tured Austrian trenches and a bridge
heagy east of the village of Mikhaltche.
There also have been considerable
fighting betwen Austrians and Rus-
sians aloeng the Dniester and Bessar-
abian fronts. Ou the Isonzo line the
Italians have recaptured from the
Austrians the trenches of Santa Maria
heights, later having stopped Austri-
an counter-attacks.- Italians  retired
to another position from a portion of
their advanced line in order to avoid
being destroyed by Austrian enfiladed
fire by fresh Austrian’batteries. Ar-
tillery engagements have been in pro-
gress on the remainder of the Austro-
Italian front. The Russians continue
their pursuit of the Turks in the
Caucasus region and have taken addi-
tional prisoners and guns. An attempt
by Turks to advance in the Black Sca
litteral was stopped by the Russian
naval and land guns.

The
total neutral -losses is put . at T736.
Most of these have been released af-
ter being reported captured. Ninety-
two neutral vessels have been sub-
marined, 94 sunk by mines and 23
have been damaged by submarines
and mines.

Some Tales of
German Savagery

One of the most stirring accounts
vet published of the internal .condi-
tion of Germany, says the Paris cor-
‘respondent of the Morning Post, has
been reproduced in the Journal Des
Debats from the Rotterdamsch Nieu-
wablad. The writer in civil life is an
electrician, and has been serving for
the last sixteen months in the Ger-
man Army as a sergéant-major in the
medical service, which he has now
deserted. Like others in the German
Army, he had been told that the in-
ternal situation of Germany was ex-
cellent, but on his arrival home he
learned the truth.

Apart from the terrible sacrifice cf
human life that they are spared, those
at home suffer as much. or more even
than those at the front. The usual
system of deceit prevails at home and
in the trenches. The soldiers are
told that the life of -the non-combat-
ants is easy and comfortable, while

cealed and successes magnified. But
the dearness of food cannot ‘be con-
cealed. There is no comparison now
between the cost of living in Holland
and Germany.

No one bothers about soldiers’ fam-
ilies. They are given just what they
got at the beginning of war, without
any regard to the rise in prices. Fur-
ther, soldiers on leave receive noth-
ing, and during their leave thcy have
to live at the expense of their wives
and families. If the poor wretches
are glad to get them back, they are
not sorry when they go, because that
means one mouth less to feed.

Scandalous Conduct of Officers.

Of the Red Cross corps to which he
belonged the sergeant-major has lit-
tle good to say. The men behind the
lines had the duty of picking up the
wounded. According to their chief,
many of them did not scruple to spoil
the dead and wounded, whilé if a ring
would not come off it was nothing for
them to cut away the finger. Natural-
ly, if they were caught they got a bul-
let through their head. “For my own
part,” said the sergeant-majer,
chief of patrol, or under the orders of
an officer, I must have shot some 40
during the war. On the Sunday be-
fore I deserted I brought down one.”
The conduct of the military doctors
he deseribed as scandalous. They
disregard the life of a mere soldier.
They simply hand him over to the
care of the first aid men. They hard-
ly, glance at the wounded, and order
their despatch to Belgium or Ger-
many without worrying whetker or
not they can stand the journey. The
result is . that scveral die before
reaching their destination.

The superiors are just as indiffer-
ent to the lives of their subordinates.
In an attack'the officers keep behind
their men, revolver in hand, and any-
one who hesitates for a moment is
shot down. It is for that reason that
the soldiers dash into the most deadly
fire. They certainly would mnot do so
voluntarily from contempt of death,
but they are certain of falling at the
hands of their officers, and they have
some chance of escaping the fire of
the enemy.

In Belgium.one night a sentry near
the Indians fell asleep. The Gurkhas
crawled near him and killed him.
Then they jumped into the trench and
fell on the Germans as they slept.

Thousands of Frenchmen Shot.

The German losses are terrible,
much more than the official com-
muniques ‘admit. Not long ago the
212th Infantry Reserve , Regiment
reached Ostend-Dunkirk, just- fresh
from Germany. On detraining it went
to the firing line 3400 men strong, and
came back only 562.- On the 16th of
last November the 76th got orders t8
seize the heights of Combres. In the
fury of the asSault 1762 Germans, in-
cluding 96 officers fell.

All these sacrifices, the sergeant-

major complained, were going for no-
thing. Since the beginning of the war
it has been waged with wunvarying
ferocity. At Liege, General von /~m-
mich gave the order “No prisoners?”
Consequently thousands of Belgians
literally had their throats cut. That
was the order, too, given by General
von Beseler, whose army was beside
that of4Von Kluck. Even when these
orders did not come from above, sev-
eral prisoners were massacred. French
above all, and it was the Bavarians
especially who were guilty of these
practices.
*When they were escortin® prisoners
they did not use their rifles, but kept
a small knife in their boot tops that
they used on the road against prison-
ers. At Maubeuge where 40,000 French
fell into the hands of the Crown
Prince, only 32,000 reached Germany.
The rest were massacred on the way.
On the capture of Manonvillers by the
Germans they used the guns to get
rid of 14,000 prisoners. There was a
heap of bodies before the fort over
three feet high.
